Overview

We are a preclinical biotechnology company developing next-generation cell and gene therapies engineered with our gene circuit platform technologies to
fight challenging diseases. Our mission is to create a new generation of smarter medicines that outmaneuver complex diseases using novel and unprecedented
approaches. To accomplish this mission, we have built a synthetic biology platform that we believe may enable us to program next-generation cell and gene
therapies with what we refer to as “gene circuits.” These gene circuits, which we created from novel and proprietary combinations of genetic parts, are
designed to reprogram cells with biological logic to sense inputs, compute decisions and respond to their respective cellular environments. We aim to design
and optimize gene circuits and to improve the “intelligence” of cell and gene therapies in order to enhance their therapeutic effectiveness against a broad range
of diseases that conventional medicines are unable to address. Our gene circuit platform technologies are designed to be applied in a modality-agnostic
manner, with applicability to natural killer (NK) cells, T cells, tumor infiltrating lymphocytes (TILs), stem cells including induced Pluripotent Stem Cells
(iPSCs) Hematopoietic Stem Cells (HSCs), in vivo gene therapy, such as adeno associated virus (AAV), and messenger ribonucleic acid (mRNA).

Our internal pipeline is focused on using these gene circuits we engineer onto off-the-shelf healthy adult donor derived NK cells to create chimeric
antigen receptor (CAR) NK cells to potentially address the high unmet need in multiple oncology indications. All of our current product candidates are in
preclinical development. We expect to file an investigational new drug application, or IND, for our lead product candidate SENTI-202 in the second half of
2023.

Key Challenges to Existing Disease Treatments and Our Gene Circuit Solutions
Key Challenges to Existing Disease Treatments

Diseases often involve complex biological interactions, which limit the effectiveness of existing therapeutics that have single mechanisms of action and
are unable to adapt to dynamic disease states. We characterize these key challenges in the following four categories:

Disease Evasion: Disease pathologies are multifaceted. For example, diseases can evade the immune system or acquire resistance to single-
target treatments by activating other biological pathways. The tumor microenvironment (TME) of many solid tumors suppresses cancer-
fighting immune cells via multiple pathways. A gene or cell therapy with the ability to activate multiple anti-tumor pathways within a single
product could help limit disease evasion and may improve the durability of responses to treatment.

Target Heterogeneity: Many diseases are heterogeneous and express antigens that are also present on healthy cells. The overlap of antigen
expression on diseased and healthy cells limits the ability of existing therapies to target diseased cells at therapeutically relevant doses due to
undesirable effects against healthy cells. For example, most cancers do not have a single antigen target that is uniformly expressed on all
cancer cells with limited to no expression on non-cancerous cells. Thus, the ability to precisely distinguish between diseased cells and healthy
cells has been a central challenge to date with current therapeutic approaches that do not encode logic, such as monoclonal antibodies,
antibody-drug conjugates and single-target CAR therapies. Modalities that can respond to multiple biomarkers, rather than just a single one,
have the potential to open up the opportunity for more precise and efficacious medicines.
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Narrow Therapeutic Window: Once administered to a patient, conventional medicines, including cell and gene therapies, cannot be tuned up
or down, which makes it difficult to find the optimal dose, especially for diseases that have a narrow therapeutic window. The ability to create
therapeutics that can be titrated or regulated in vivo in the patient may lead to enhanced efficacy and safety.

Dynamic Disease Conditions: Disease conditions are dynamic and vary in space and time. For example, diseases may manifest only in
certain tissues, or have a waxing and waning progression over time. Conventional therapies (i) are static, (ii) have a predefined activity around
a single mechanism of action that cannot be modified post-administration and (iii) do not adapt to these dynamic conditions, thus limiting their
efficacy, specificity and safety. For example, current cell and gene therapies are not dynamic or highly specific, thus limiting the indications
that they can address. Developing dynamic therapeutics that are able to sense, and respond to, these spatially or temporally varying conditions
would address this challenge.

Our Gene Circuit Solutions

In our pursuit to create a new generation of smarter medicines, we have built a toolbox of proprietary gene circuit platform technologies that we believe
may enhance the risk benefit paradigm of cell and gene therapy products. Four core categories of gene circuits comprise our gene circuit platform: Multi-
Arming, Logic Gating, Regulator Dials and Smart Sensors. Each of our gene circuit platform technologies is designed to confer greater clinical and
therapeutic activity, precision and control to cell and gene therapies.

We believe that our core gene circuit platform technologies may enable us to engineer smarter medicines. These technologies can be categorized as
follows:

Multi-Arming: Multi-Arming gene circuits are designed to incorporate multiple payloads into a single cell or gene therapy product. These
gene circuits are intended to activate various biological pathways in complementary ways to prevent diseases from evading single-target
treatments, and thereby potentially improve treatment efficacy. Existing combination therapies that target complex diseases require the
application of multiple individual drugs, which is difficult due to research, clinical development, regulatory and pharmacology barriers.

Logic Gating: Logic Gating gene circuits are designed to enable cell and gene therapies to control their therapeutic activity in response to the
presence or absence of multiple disease biomarkers. Below are examples of Logic Gates applied to cancer, although Logic Gating may also be
applied to various other disease indications.
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NOT GATE: NOT GATE gene circuits are designed to widen the therapeutic window by enabling effective killing of cancer
cells while preserving healthy cells. The NOT GATE functions by recognizing Protective Antigens (PAs), or antigens that are
selectively expressed on healthy cells and not on cancer cells, thus limiting on-target, off-tumor killing. By protecting healthy
cells, the NOT GATE has the potential to enable more effective on-target, on-tumor killing of tumor cells that express Tumor-
Associated Antigens (TAAs). Generally, existing cancer drugs target only a single antigen, which means they can only be
effectively and safely used in situations where that antigen is uniquely expressed on tumors and not in healthy cells, or where the
on- target, off-tumor effects are tolerable.

OR GATE: OR GATE gene circuits are designed to address tumor heterogeneity and limit antigen escape. The OR GATE
functions by killing tumor cells that express any one of multiple antigens. Generally, current medicines are unable to address
more than one target at a time and are thus susceptible to tumor evasion.

Regulator Dial: Regulator Dial gene circuits are designed to enable the precise tuning of therapeutic activity from a cell or gene therapy
product. For example, this can be implemented by regulating therapeutic payload expression in response to varying concentrations of FDA-
approved drugs. Regulator Dials are expected to enable the exogenous regulation of next-generation cell and gene therapies even after they
have been delivered in vivo. Existing cell and gene therapies cannot be modulated once they have been delivered into patients.

Smart Sensor: A Smart Sensor is a gene circuit, or combination of gene circuits, designed to precisely detect distinct cell types or disease
environments, and thus distinguish between the “disease state” and “healthy state.” For example, Smart Sensors can be engineered to detect
whether certain conditions, or disease biomarkers, are present before responding with a specific therapeutic response. Conventional medicines
are generally unable to dynamically change their behavior in response to cell or disease specific conditions.

Multi-Arming

Multi-Arming gene circuits are designed to incorporate multiple payloads into a single cell or gene therapy product. These gene circuits are intended to
activate various biological pathways in complementary ways to prevent diseases from evading single-target treatments, and thereby improve treatment
efficacy. Existing combination therapies that target complex diseases require the application of multiple individual drugs, which is difficult due to research,
clinical development, regulatory and pharmacology barriers.

Background: The Need for Targeting Multiple Biological Pathways

Many diseases are difficult to treat because they result from the dysfunction of numerous biological pathways, or they evolve strategies to evade single-
target therapies. Combination therapies involving multiple distinct drugs are being used to tackle this problem, but manufacturing, developing and delivering
multiple individual drugs into the body is challenging.

Our Gene Circuit Solution: Multi-Arming

We believe our Multi-Arming gene circuits can be used to create a single cell or gene therapy product candidate that includes multiple payloads capable
of combating multiple disease pathways more effectively. Multi-Arming gene circuits can be controlled by any of our other gene circuit technologies,
including Regulator Dials, Logic Gates and Smart Sensors, to achieve conditional therapeutic activity.

Our Calibrated Release (cr) Technology

Cytokines and other immune stimulatory proteins may be useful in overcoming the immunosuppressive TME in solid tumors by activating endogenous
anti-tumor immune cells and to provide support for adoptive cell therapies.
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However, traditional approaches to use cytokines in combination with adoptive cell therapies have relied on systemic injection of cytokines or
engineering the cell therapies themselves to secrete the cytokines or to display them on the cell surface. Systemic injection of cytokines has been challenging
due to poor tumor penetration and the risk of systemic immune toxicity. Engineering cell therapies to secrete cytokines has the potential to activate
endogenous immune cells, but these secreted cytokines may not provide optimal stimulation of the cell therapies themselves. Engineering cell therapies to
display cytokines on the cell surface can stimulate the cell therapies themselves, but may not provide optimal activation of endogenous immune cells.

To overcome these limitations, we have created a novel engineered protein technology called calibrated release (cr). Our cr engineered cytokines are
engineered with a designed protease cleavage site. These cr cytokines are expressed by our engineered cells and are released from the cell in a calibrated
fashion via a protease ubiquitously expressed by the cell, wherein the release rate is calibrated by engineering modifications to the protease cleavage site. We
believe this platform is translatable to various proteins, including IL-15 and IL-12.

We are using this approach to optimize IL-15 in our CAR-NK product candidates to simultaneously stimulate surrounding immune cells and promote
CAR-NK cell expansion, persistence, and tumor killing.

As shown in the figure below, crIL-15 is functional when cleaved and released into the supernatant, resulting in activation of pSTATS5 signaling in T cells
from resting peripheral blood mononuclear cells or PBMCs. In the left panel below, comparable pSTATS5 induction was observed in T cells exposed to
supernatant from engineered CAR-NK cells that expressed either crIL-15 or recombinant human IL-15 (rhIL-15), demonstrating benefits of crIL-15 in
activating other immune cells.

Furthermore, in the right panel, crIL-15 was shown to improve serials cancer cell killing with a 3-round serial killing assay. Our engineered SENTI CAR-
NK cells armed with our crIL-15 or with rhIL-15, or unengineered NK cells were co-cultured with tumor cells, which were added at hour 0, hour 96, and hour
168, to repeatedly challenge the effector cells with new cancer target cells. While all three NK cells showed tumor cell killing at the first challenge, crIL-15
engineered CAR-NK cells retained cancer cell killing even at the third challenge in contrast to the remaining two conditions. We believe this data shows the
potential of our calibrated release technology platform to functionally enhance the killing activity of CAR-NK cells in challenging conditions.

We are also leveraging our calibrated release technology for other cytokines, such as IL-12, where crIL-12 expression is modulated using a small
molecule Regulator Dial gene circuit to control crIL-12 expression levels, with the goal of stimulating the immune system and overcome the challenges of
immunosuppressive TME while potentially avoiding safety issues.

Logic Gating

Logic Gating gene circuits are designed to enable cell and gene therapies to control their therapeutic activity in response to the presence or absence of
multiple disease biomarkers. This capability has the potential to enable more accurate and efficient targeting of heterogeneous diseased cells while sparing
healthy ones. Our initial product candidates for oncology will utilize our NOT GATE and OR GATE gene circuit technology. Furthermore, we believe this
technology can be utilized across a broad range of oncology indications. To this end, we have established a proprietary Tumor-Associated Antigen, or TAA,
and Protective Antigen, or PA, Paired Discovery Platform as detailed later in the Tumor-Associated Antigen and Protective Antigen Paired Discovery

Platform section to enable the expansion of our Logic Gating approach against novel Tumor-Associated Antigen and Protective Antigen pairs across multiple
cancer indications.

Background: The Need for Precision Targeting

NOT GATE

The expression of a single CAR in T cells or NK cells can redirect them to kill cancer cells that express a specific surface antigen. This technology has led
to breakthrough therapies for B cell malignancies and multiple myeloma, where targeting of tissue-lineage antigens — CD19 or B Cell Maturation Antigen, or
BCMA - rather than Tumor-Associated Antigens, is tolerated. Beyond these initial applications, the lack of uniquely specific tumor antigens presents a great
challenge because on-target, off-tumor toxicity to vital tissues significantly limits the cancer indications addressable by single-target CAR-NK or CAR-T

therapies. Similar limitations are faced by monoclonal antibodies and antibody-drug conjugates that rely on a single target to distinguish cancer cells from
healthy ones.
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Our Logic Gating Solution: NOT GATE

The application of CAR-immune cells may be broadened to many cancer types if recognition of a Protective Antigen that is selectively expressed on
healthy cells, but not on cancer cells, could selectively block killing against the healthy cells. We believe this feature enables a widened therapeutic window
and aggressive treatment of cancers with the potential for enhanced efficacy and reduced risk of undesirable side effects, as well as the expansion of cell
therapies into cancer indications where there are no ideal Tumor-Associated Antigens. We are currently leveraging our NOT GATE gene circuit technology in
our SENTI-202 and SENTI-401 CAR-NK programs in liquid and solid tumors. Furthermore, we believe the NOT GATE has the potential to significantly
increase the applicability of CAR-NK cells against a wide range of liquid and solid tumors that currently do not have ideal Tumor-Associated Antigen targets
and are thus currently unaddressed.

As shown in the figure below, we have engineered NK cells with a synthetic NOT GATE gene circuit, where an activating CAR, or aCAR, can drive the
killing of cancer cells presenting an activating, Tumor-Associated Antigen, shown in green, while an inhibitory CAR, or iCAR, can suppress cytotoxicity
against normal healthy cells that express both the activating Tumor-Associated Antigen and a Protective Antigen, shown in purple.

Future Applications and Alternate Gene Circuits

We believe the potentially enhanced precision enabled by our NOT GATE gene circuit technology may improve the therapeutic window, and thus the
potential efficacy and safety, of our product candidates against the cancer types targeted by our pipeline. Furthermore, the NOT GATE has the potential to
significantly increase the applicability of CAR-NK cells against a wide range of liquid and solid tumors that currently do not have ideal Tumor-Associated
Antigen targets and are thus currently unaddressed.

Background: The Need for Targeting Multiple Antigens

Many cancers are heterogeneous, making it difficult to treat them by only targeting a single antigen. For example, the development of targeted acute
myeloid leukemia, or AML treatments is difficult due to more than 200 types of chromosome translocations and mutations having been identified in patients.
Thus, therapies targeting a single AML-associated antigen are often insufficient to kill all of the tumor subsets, including both AML leukemic stem cells, or
LSCs, and blasts. Consequently, most AML patients treated with these therapies die from disease relapse and progression due to incomplete therapeutic
activity. Additionally, due to the highly mutagenic nature of cancer cells, targeting single antigens allows for cancers to more easily escape or acquire
resistance to treatment. For

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example, while recent triumphs of CD19-directed autologous CAR-T therapies have brought renewed hope to patients with relapsed/refractory B cell
malignancies, up to 50% of patients with pre-B cell acute lymphoblastic leukemia, or ALL, suffer disease relapse within twelve months after treatment. Many
of those patients who relapse toward the latter end of the twelve-month period have cancers that have been associated with loss of the CD19 epitope.

These clinical observations demonstrate the potential benefit of developing therapeutics that are capable of simultaneously targeting multiple Tumor-
Associated Antigens across heterogeneous cancers using OR GATE gene circuit technology.

Our Logic Gating Solution: OR GATE

Our OR GATE gene circuits are designed to simultaneously target multiple Tumor-Associated Antigens. We are currently leveraging our OR GATE gene
circuit technology in our SENTI-202 CAR-NK program for liquid tumors.

Our Regulator Dial gene circuits are designed to enable the precise tuning of therapeutic activity from a cell or gene therapy product. For example, this
can be implemented by regulating therapeutic payload expression in response to varying concentrations of FDA-approved drugs. Regulator Dials are designed
to enable the exogenous regulation of next-generation cell and gene therapies in vivo even after they have been delivered. We have generated numerous
Regulator Dial gene circuits that have the potential to be controlled by a variety of FDA-approved small molecule oral drugs, and that are designed to
implement various control behaviors, such as ON switches, OFF switches and rheostats.

Regulator Dial

Background: The Need for Dynamic Regulation

Existing cell and gene therapies cannot be regulated once they are delivered into the patient. This lack of in vivo control makes it difficult to control
dosing within the ideal therapeutic window. This problem makes it challenging to expand cell and gene therapies to many disease indications and to engineer
these products to have increased potency and safety. As a result, gene therapies have focused on indications where constitutive expression is acceptable, rather
than diseases where expression of the therapeutic payload must be regulated within a specific range or be toggled on and off over a period of time. As another
example, CAR-T cell therapies for oncology have exhibited clinical toxicity due to lack of control post-infusion.

The efficacy of adoptive cell therapies in solid tumors is hampered by the poor persistence and dysfunction of these cell therapies in the
immunosuppressive TME. Inflammatory cytokines, such as IL-12, have been shown in preclinical studies to enhance CAR-mediated effector functions and
stimulate the innate immune response to further support tumor killing. However, clinical trials involving systemic use of IL-12 have demonstrated severe
unexpected toxicity, limiting its clinical application. Overexpressing IL-12 from adoptive T cell therapies using a poorly regulated promoter has also resulted
in significant clinical toxicities. Beyond toxicity issues, persistent stimulation by inflammatory cytokines has been associated with cell exhaustion and may
limit anti-tumor activity. Thus, we believe a mechanism to dynamically regulate cytokine production by armored CAR-immune cells could enable enhanced
anti-tumor activity without triggering unacceptable levels of toxicity in patients.

Our Gene Circuit Solution: Regulator Dial

One example of our Regulator Dial gene circuit technology is a system designed to regulate gene expression through FDA-approved orally dosed
nonstructural protein 3, or NS3, inhibitors. This type of Regulator Dial consists of a synthetic drug-regulated transcription factor and a synthetic promoter
responsive to this regulated transcription factor. In the absence of the drug, the transcription factor is inactive, and no therapeutic protein is produced from the
engineered cells. In the presence of the drug, the small molecule triggers expression of the therapeutic protein in a

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dose-dependent manner through which the Regulator Dial “computes” the level of induction based on the concentration of the drug.

We have also examined the potential of our Regulator Dial gene circuits in vivo. Immune-deficient NSG mice received NK cells engineered with our
Regulator Dial gene circuit, followed by dosing of the small molecule that controls release of IL-12. We measured circulating levels of IL-12 and found a
correlation between increasing levels in response to the small molecule which could be elicited with repeat dosing. This data demonstrates the potential that
crIL-12 expression from engineered NK cells can be regulated in a repeated ON/OFF/ON fashion through the GRZ small molecule.

Smart Sensor

A Smart Sensor is a gene circuit, or combination of gene circuits, designed to precisely detect cell type or disease environments, and thus distinguish
between the “disease state” and “healthy state.” For example, Smart Sensors can be engineered to detect whether certain conditions, or disease biomarkers, are
present before responding with a specific therapeutic response. Conventional medicines are generally unable to dynamically change their behavior in response
to cell or disease specific conditions.

Diseases change over time and location in the body. Existing therapies are often unable to dynamically change their behavior in response to disease
conditions or concentrate their activity only to specific places. Smart Sensors can be designed to sense diverse biomarkers that are specific to disease or cell
states, including cell-surface antigens, soluble disease markers, metabolites, transcription factors, microRNAs and others. For example, we have created
artificial receptors that are displayed on the surface of engineered cells and activate gene expression within these cells when they encounter specific cytokines
or small molecule chemicals. We have also designed gene regulatory elements such as promoters and RNA elements that respond to specific intracellular
signals, such as transcription factors and microRNAs.

Background: The Need for Novel Sensors in Smart Medicine

Cell and gene therapies have long held out the promise of curing a myriad of diseases, including cancer and genetic disorders. These therapies are
generally comprised of three components: (i) the vector, which is used to deliver the transgene into cells; (ii) the promoter, which is a regulatory DNA
sequence that drives expression of the transgene; and (iii) a transgene, which is the therapeutic payload.

While early successes in the field have led to recently approved gene therapies, it remains challenging to precisely target gene expression only in diseased
cells. This is a significant limitation because many genetic disorders require controlled or targeted activity in certain cell types in order to correct diseases
while preventing undesirable side effects. Similarly, in cancer gene therapy, it is important to achieve selective killing in cancer cells while sparing healthy
tissues. Engineering viral vectors that are biased toward specific cell types is limited by the availability of a unique feature on the outside of the target cell that
a viral vector can harness.

Additionally, many of the promoters used in current gene therapies are not disease, cell or tissue specific and thus lack the ability to dynamically regulate
therapeutic protein production in response to the disease state or location.

Our Smart Sensors Solution: Cell Type or Cell State Specific Conditional Synthetic Promoters

Our solution to address these limitations is to construct Smart Sensors that are selectively activated by cell type or cell state. For example, these Smart
Sensors are synthetic promoters that sense internal control mechanisms that cells already possess, such as transcription factors. Transcription factors modulate
regulatory elements encoded in the DNA sequence of promoters to direct gene transcription to occur in a specific cell type, or even a specific cell state.
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Selected Smart Sensor Proof-of-Concept Data

Candidate sequences were chosen via bioinformatics analyses based on differentially active/expressed genomic sequences. We performed multiple rounds
of functional screenings to build synthetic promoters with high and specific activity in the target cell line chosen. As shown below, we started with clonal
screening of native promoters and enhancers (lower left of the graph). Based on the data from the first round, the sequences with the highest activity were
chosen, and ablation studies were performed (middle portion of the graph). Finally, the most significant DNA fragments were grouped and matched in various
combinations (with additional sequences derived from high throughput screening), to build synthetic promoters with the highest and most specific activity
(upper right of the graph).
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We Believe Our Gene Circuits May Have Broad Applicability in Multiple Treatment Modalities and Disease Areas
We believe that our gene circuit platform may have broad applicability across treatment modalities and disease areas.

Treatment Modalities: Our gene circuit biological “software” can be used to program numerous cell and gene therapy products, or “hardware.”
Specifically, these modalities include NK cells, T cells, TILs, stem cells including HSCs, in vivo gene therapy and mRNA. We have conducted research in
multiple cell types and vector types, and the initial focus of our internal pipeline is implementing gene circuits within off-the-shelf CAR-NK cells.

Disease Areas: Our gene circuits can be customized to address many aspects of disease biology. We have demonstrated and published on applications of
gene circuits across many different in vivo disease models. Thus, we believe that our gene circuit platform technologies can be used against a broad range of
diseases that span therapeutic areas such as oncology, immunology, genetic diseases, neurology, cardiology, metabolic diseases, ophthalmology and
regenerative medicine.
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The following figure presents our perspective on how our gene circuit technologies can be utilized across modalities and corresponding therapeutic areas:
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Our Pipeline

We are advancing a broad pipeline of gene circuit-enabled product candidates focused on three distinct categories: (i) our internal pipeline consisting of
off-the-shelf CAR-NK cell therapy programs for oncology indications, (ii) our partnered programs related to gene therapies for tissue-directed targets (Spark
Therapeutics, Inc.) and (iii) our partnered programs related to cell therapies for regenerative medicines (BlueRock Therapeutics, Inc.). Our most advanced
programs are from our internal pipeline of off-the-shelf CAR-NK programs under which we are pursuing the discovery and development of product
candidates designed to improve the therapeutic outcome in certain oncology indications as outlined below:

Our CAR-NK Cell Source

Our preferred cell source for our off-the-shelf CAR-NK cell pipeline is peripheral blood NK cells because it allows us to immediately leverage an
established supply chain, a mature GMP process, and extensive clinical experience to develop our next generation CAR-NK cell therapies as illustrated below.
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We have chosen to engineer NK cells with our gene circuits based on our belief that NK cells confer the following advantages in relation to other
potential immune cell types in oncology:

+ Innate Killing: NK cells naturally carry multiple activating and inhibitory receptors that enable them to innately kill tumor cells while sparing
healthy tissues. Furthermore, NK cells have been engineered with CARs to enhance their targeted killing activity. We leverage these features to create
Logic Gated CAR-NKs, such as OR GATE CAR-NKs that enhance the killing of heterogeneous tumors and NOT GATE CAR-NKs that spare
healthy cells from undesired toxicity and thereby potentially improve on- target, on-tumor killing.

*  Immune Activation: NK cells have been shown to support robust activation of anti-tumor immune pathways through pro-inflammatory cytokine and
chemokine secretion. We leverage this feature with our Multi-Arming gene circuits to further improve their ability to trigger endogenous,
complementary anti-tumor activity by engaging the rest of the tumor immunity cycle.

»  Validated Clinical Activity and Tolerability: Approximately 70 global peripheral blood derived off-the-shelf, as in healthy donor-derived,
unengineered CAR-NK cells have been shown in the clinical setting to have the potential to promote anti-tumor activity along with relatively low
risks of graft versus host disease, or GVHD, severe cytokine release syndrome, or CRS, and neurotoxicity.

+  Off-the-Shelf Manufacturing for Broad Patient Access: We have established proprietary protocols to derive NK cells from healthy donors,
manufacture them at scale with a projected low cost, and cryopreserve them with high retained viability post-thaw. As a result, we believe that CAR-
NK cells have the potential to be broadly accessible to patients as they may be delivered rapidly to patients in an off-the-shelf manner and in an
outpatient setting.
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SENTI-202 for the Potential Treatment of Hematologic Malignancies including Acute Myeloid Leukemia

Overview

We are developing our SENTI-202 product candidate as a Logic Gated (OR + NOT) off-the-shelf CAR-NK cell therapy designed to target and eliminate
cancer cells while sparing the healthy bone marrow. We are engineering SENTI-202 to express a bivalent CAR as an OR GATE directed against the Tumor-
Associated Antigens, FLT3 and/or CD33, where one or both are expressed in 95% of AML patients. FLT3 is highly expressed on LSCs, while CD33 is highly
expressed on AML blasts. AML is a heterogeneous disease composed of both AML LSCs and blasts. Thus, we believe that targeting FLT3 OR CD33 will
enhance the overall killing activity against diseased cells in AML. However, FLT3 is also expressed on HSCs in the bone marrow. In order to spare FLT3-
expressing healthy HSCs,
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we have further engineered SENTI-202 with a NOT GATE gene circuit consisting of an iCAR targeted against EMCN. EMCN is a Protective Antigen with
high expression on HSCs and no or low expression on AML LSCs and blasts identified using our robust paired tumor-healthy target identification paradigm as
outlined in the Tumor-Associated Antigen and Protective Antigen Paired Discovery Platform section. We believe this NOT GATE gene circuit could allow
SENTI-202 to eliminate LSCs that cause relapse while preserving the patient’s healthy HSCs. Further, SENTI-202 is engineered to express our proprietary
crIL-15 to simultaneously stimulate surrounding immune cells and promote NK cell expansion, persistence and tumor killing. This proprietary product profile
has the potential to drive towards deeper and longer remissions for AML by enabling killing of diverse AML cells while sparing HSCs that regenerate the
blood and the immune systems.

SENTI-202 Product Features
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Acute Myeloid Leukemia: an Unmet Medical Need

Almost 10% of new cancer cases in the United States each year are hematologic malignancies, including leukemia, lymphoma and myeloma. AML is a
type of acute leukemia characterized by an accumulation of malignant immature white blood cells. It is the most common type of acute leukemia in adults,
constituting 80% to 85% of cases, and is the second most common—as well as the deadliest—in children. Due to the absence of highly efficacious therapies,
AML has poor prognosis with a low five-year survival rate at just 30.5%.

Patients with CD33 and/or FLT3 expressing malignancies, which includes myeloid malignancies such as AML, have a grim prognosis and a high unmet
need. At diagnosis, the 5-year survival for patients with AML is 30.5% in the US (SEER 2022). As noted, AML is typically a disease of the elderly with a
median age of diagnosis being approximately 65 years. The treatment at diagnosis for the majority of patients who cannot tolerate the toxicities of intensive
chemotherapy, ie, older, unfit patients, includes either hypomethylating agents or low-dose cytosine arabinoside (Ara C, also known as cytarabine), as
monotherapy or in combination with venetoclax, or best supportive care (NCCN AML 2022). In younger, fitter patients, the goal of treatment is to induce a
complete remission (CR) with intensive chemotherapy and consolidate with allogeneic hematopoietic cell transplantation (HCT). Treatment is combined with
the respective targeted agents in patients who have CD33-positive disease or a FLT3-mutated disease (Mylotarg USPI; Rydapt USPI; Xospata USPI). Other
therapies for AML include targeted
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agents for the minority of patients with either isocitrate dehydrogenase (IDH)-1 or-2 mutated disease (Tibsovo USPI; Idhifa 2017). Despite these therapies
being recently approved for patients with AML, the prognosis continues to be poor with the majority of patients refractory to or relapsing from front-line
therapy and a median overall survival (OS) of 5 months at relapse (Brandwein 2020).

Development of targeted AML treatments is difficult due to the fact that the disease is highly heterogeneous, with more than 200 types of chromosome
translocations and mutations having been identified in AML patients. Therapies targeting a single Tumor-Associated Antigen are therefore often insufficient to
kill all of the cancer cell subsets in AML, leading to eventual disease relapse. To drive patients into deeper remissions and prevent relapses, therapies designed
to target multiple AML antigens are needed. Additionally, recent studies suggest relapse is associated with the less targeted AML subpopulation of LSCs.
Thus, the development of therapies targeting AML LSCs is sorely needed, but this has been challenging because LSC targets are often expressed on healthy
cells, such as HSCs, leading to on-target, off-tumor treatment-induced toxicities.

CAR Cell Therapy for AML

The therapeutic administration of CAR cell therapies has considerably advanced the treatment of certain cancers, such as B-cell malignancies. However,
the successes of CAR cell therapies have not yet translated to successful treatment of AML, in part due to the absence of AML-specific target antigens. Due to
their nonrestrictive expression, most AML antigens are also expressed on healthy HSCs or myeloid cells. Thus, on-target, off-tumor killing effects of the
therapy may lead to the ablation of hematopoietic stem, progenitor or myeloid cells. This off-tumor killing of HSCs leads to serious clinical sequelae including
sepsis and febrile neutropenia contributing to morbidity and mortality. Thus, the identification of antigens that enable more robust targeting of AML cells,
including LSCs, along with new strategies to reduce off-target killing of HSCs, are critically needed to realize the promise of CAR cell therapies for AML
treatment. These described challenges also extend to other potential AML therapeutic modalities, such as antibodies and bispecific T cell engagers.

SENTI-202 Approach to AML

Our SENTI-202 off-the-shelf CAR-NK cells are engineered with gene circuits that are designed to enable identification of cancerous versus healthy cells
using NOT GATE + OR GATE logic decisions, and potentially improved persistence and more durable antitumor functions. SENTI-202 combines two
different Logic Gates, and crIL-15 expression, as follows:

1. AniCAR NOT GATE gene circuit to prevent CAR-mediated killing of cells expressing either FLT3 or CD33 and a Protective Antigen, EMCN. The
EMCN iCAR is intended to suppress CAR-NK cell cytotoxicity against healthy HSCs, reducing the risk of potential life-threatening bone marrow
toxicity and potentially increasing the therapeutic window and on-target, on-tumor activity.

2. An aCAR OR GATE gene circuit to activate CAR-mediated killing of AML cells expressing either or both of the Tumor-Associated Antigens FLT3
and CD33, thus increasing the targeting of both AML LSCs and blasts.

3. A crlL-15 gene circuit to simultaneously stimulate surrounding immune cells and promote NK cell expansion, persistence and tumor killing.

The following figure illustrates the design of SENTI-202 Logic Gating gene circuits to kill AML LSCs and blasts, while sparing healthy HSCs via (FLT3
OR CD33) NOT EMCN logic. Based on the medical community’s substantial clinical experience from autologous and allogeneic-bone marrow
transplantations.

Using our proprietary Tumor-Associated Antigen and Protective Antigen Paired Discovery Platform, we identified FLT3 and CD33 as desirable TAAs for
an OR GATE gene circuit to have the potential for comprehensive CAR-mediated killing of AML, including AML LSCs and blasts. As well as the
corresponding PA, EMCN, for application in AML.
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SENTI-202 Preclinical Data

As shown below, in comparison to unengineered NK cells, SENTI-202 CAR-NK cells exhibited increased and more consistent cell killing across a
variety of primary patient AML or MDS blasts, or AML leukemia stem cells in vitro.

SENTI-202 KILLING OF PRIMARY AML AND MDS TUMOR CELLS
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Similarly, in a luciferase tagged MV4-11 AML xenogenic tumor model in immunocompromised mice, we observed decreased bioluminescence indicating
decrease in AML tumor burden, and increased survival when the mice were treated with a single dose of SENTI-202 compared to unengineered NK cells or
vehicle control.
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Using the same proprietary transcriptomics and proteomics-based bioinformatics methodology discussed earlier, we identified EMCN as a target antigen
that is highly expressed on healthy HSCs but not on AML LSCs or blasts. This validates EMCN’s potential as a Protective Antigen to protect HSCs from
potential on-target, off-tumor CAR-NK mediated toxicity. The rationale for utilizing EMCN as the Protective Antigen is further bolstered by a previous
finding in the literature that identified EMCN as a marker of the key cell type for repopulating the blood and immune systems.
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Upon selection of EMCN as our primary Protective Antigen target, we next incorporated binders for the FLT3 activating CAR (aCAR) and the EMCN
Protective Antigen into our internal NOT GATE (iCAR) discovery and development platform in order to best identify the optimal iCAR architecture for the
SENTI-202 program. Using different FLT3 NOT EMCN CAR-NK cells (primary NK cells engineered to co-express the same FLT3 aCAR with one of dozens
of different proprietary EMCN iCARs), we performed an in vitro cytotoxicity protection assay screen using target cells that expressed only the FLT3 Tumor-
Associated Antigen and not the EMCN PA or target cells that expressed both the FLT3 Tumor-Associated Antigen and the EMCN PA. This latter target cell
population should be protected from aCAR-mediated killing if the particular iCAR is functional. Using this approach, we identified multiple functional
EMCN iCAR architectures that enabled robust target cell killing in the absence of the PA (model cancer cells) and provided significant antigen-dependent
target cell protection in the presence of the EMCN PA (model healthy cells).

AML cell line or healthy primary hematopoietic stem cells (HSC) were co-cultured with either a CAR-NK cell that only expressed the activating CAR
(i.e. CD33 and/or FLT3 CAR) or SENTI-202 (i.e., with the activating CAR and the EMCN-recognising inhibitory CAR). We saw identical killing activity of
the leukemia cells with both CAR-NKs. We saw significant selective protection of healthy HSC when exposed to SENTI-202 demonstrating in vitro
protection of healthy cells from our proprietary EMCN targeting NOT gate.
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SENTI-202 IN VITRO PROTECTION OF HEALTHY PRIMARY HUMAN HS5CS
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We observed greater than 90% protection of model “healthy” cells in vivo. We injected 1:1:1 ratio of effector cells with model leukemia cells that
expressed CD33 and FLT3 target antigens, and model “healthy” cells that expressed CD33, FLT3 and the protective EMCN antigen. The three effector cells
used in this experiment were either unengineered NK cells, CAR-NK cells with just the CD33 and/or FLT3 activating CAR, and SENTI-202. We observed
that only in the SENTI-202 group, there was selective killing of the leukemia cells and sparing of the model “healthy” cells after greater than 3 weeks in vivo.
In the other two groups, there was non-selective killing of both the leukemia and the “healthy” cells.
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Development Plan and Key Next Steps for SENTI-202

We have demonstrated, in preclinical studies, the functionality of the full gene circuit components of SENTI-202, and we selected our lead development
candidate in 2022. We plan to submit an IND application in the second half of 2023 to support the clinical evaluation of SENTI-202.

Our planned Phase 1 study aims to evaluate SENTI-202 in patients with R/R CD33 and /or FLT3 positive hematologic malignancies including AML. We
plan to administer multiple doses of study drug following standard fludarabine/cyclophosphamide based lymphodepletion as “Cycles” of study treatment. At
the end of a Cycle, we will evaluate both efficacy and safety. Patients may be eligible to receive additional such Cycles based on both tumor response and
tolerability of treatment. The study will evaluate 2-3 dose levels of cells and evaluate efficacy and pharmacodynamic markers in addition to standard Phase 1
objectives of safety, pharmacokinetics and dose finding.

National Cancer Institute (NCI) Contract to Support Development of SENTI-202

In September 2021, we were awarded funding from the National Cancer Institute of the National Institutes of Health in the form of a Small Business
Innovation Research (SBIR) contract to support further development of SENTI-202 for AML towards clinical development. The Direct to Phase II SBIR
contract will provide us with approximately $1.99 million in federal funding for the SENTI-202 program over two years.

SENTI-401 for the Potential Treatment of CRC and Other Solid Tumors
Overview

Through our SENTI-401 program, we are pursuing the development of a Logic Gated off-the-shelf CAR-NK cell therapy product candidate designed to
more precisely target and eliminate colorectal cancer, or CRC cells while sparing healthy cells elsewhere in the body. We are engineering NK cells to express
a CAR directed against CEA, which is highly overexpressed in 85% to 90% of colorectal cancer samples but is also expressed in epithelial cells in healthy
tissues. CEA is also expressed in other solid tumors, including lung, breast and gastric cancers. The expression profile of CEA in both tumor and healthy cells
has resulted in on-target, off-tumor toxicities by other CEA-targeted therapies in clinical development, thus limiting their clinical success. To address this
challenge, we are engineering NK cells with a NOT GATE implemented via an iCAR targeted against an epithelial cell Protective Antigen called VSIG2.
Thus, the SENTI-401 program’s Logic Gating is intended to more effectively treat CRC patients by targeting a well-known Tumor-Associated Antigen, CEA,
and widen the therapeutic window by preventing killing when CEA appears on healthy cells that also express the VSIG2 Protective Antigen. We are also
engineering SENTI-401 to express a combination of potent immune effectors, including our proprietary crIL-15 protein to simultaneously stimulate
surrounding immune cells and promote NK cell expansion, persistence and
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tumor killing, and an additional undisclosed potent immune effector to potentially enhance therapeutic function in solid tumors.

SENTI-401 Product Features
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Colorectal Cancer: an Unmet Medical Need

CRC accounts for approximately 10% of all annually diagnosed cancers and cancer-related deaths worldwide and is the second and third most commonly
diagnosed cancer in women and men, respectively. The incidence of CRC worldwide is predicted to increase to 2.5 million new cases in 2035. Of new
colorectal cancer diagnoses, 20% of patients present with metastatic disease and another 25% who present with localized disease will later develop metastases.
Among patients with metastatic colorectal cancer, approximately 70% to 75% of patients survive after one year of their initial diagnosis; however, the five-
year survival rate is less than 20% despite multiple lines of treatment, including combinations of chemotherapy and targeted therapies.

SENTI-401 Approach to CRC

CEA is a tumor-associated protein overexpressed in many epithelial cancers, most notably in colorectal cancer. However, it is also expressed in a variety
of normal epithelial cells throughout the gastrointestinal tract. Bioinformatics analyses of RNA sequencing data collected from over 9,500 tumor and 8,500
healthy tissue samples showed that CEACAMS, one of the main isoforms of CEA, is overexpressed across many cancer types, especially colorectal cancer.
CEACAMS expression is also found in healthy organs, including tissues in the gastrointestinal tract and lungs. Cancer immunotherapies using vaccines and
antibodies targeting CEA are actively being investigated in the clinical setting. However, recent clinical studies have shown dose-limiting on-target, off-tumor
toxicities in these healthy tissues that also express CEA.

We are pursuing the development of a potential SENTI-401 product candidate to overcome the challenges associated with targeting the CEA Tumor-
Associated Antigen that is present on both tumor and healthy cells. To
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mitigate the potential risk of on-target, off-tumor toxicity, we are designing our SENTI-401 product candidate with a NOT GATE gene circuit to differentiate
between cancerous and healthy cells. Specifically, SENTI-401 incorporates the following gene circuits:

1. AniCAR with a NOT GATE gene circuit that restricts CAR-mediated cell killing to CRC cells that express CEA but not healthy cells that express an
epithelial cell Protective Antigen, VSIG2. This NOT GATE is designed to potentially reduce on-target, off-tumor toxicity, thus potentially enabling
more effective treatment of CEA-expressing cancers.

2. An aCAR that targets CEA, a well-characterized antigen that is overexpressed in many cancers, including CRC.

3. A crlL-15 gene circuit to simultaneously stimulate surrounding immune cells and promote NK cell expansion, persistence and tumor killing.
4. AnIL-21 potent immune effector to potentially enhance therapeutic function in solid tumors.

SENTI-401 Supporting Data

Our CEA aCAR-NK cells significantly reduced tumor burden in a luciferase tagged human CRC xenograft (LoVo) tumor model in vivo especially with
the addition of both crIL-15 and IL21 as shown below in terms of both enhanced survival and decreased tumor burden (as shown by decreased
bioluminescence in the mouse photographs). Hence, we have incorporated both cytokines into our planned SENTI-401 circuit.

CEA CAR-NK CELLS ARMED WITH criL-15 AND IL-21 IMPROVED ANTI-TUMOR ACTIVITY OF NK CELLS
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Further, incorporation of IL21 along with crIL15 and the activating CAR resulted in enhanced serial killing with exposure to 3 rounds of tumor cells even
in the presence of an inhibitory cytokine TGF-B. We believe this could potentially enhance the ability of SENTI-401 to be active in solid tumors by
overcoming a relatively immuno-suppressive tumor milieu.
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MULTI-ARMING IN VITRO TUMOR CELL KILLING IN THE PRESENCE OF TGFS
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Utilization of the VISG2 protein as our NOT GATE gene circuit Protective Antigen

We have developed a robust Tumor-Associated Antigen and Protective Antigen Paired Discovery Platform for the development of NOT GATE CAR-NK
therapies. Using this approach, we have identified genes that are differentially expressed in healthy versus tumor tissues and selected antigen candidates based
on-target expression in tissues, subcellular localization, antigen topology or presence of extracellular domains and antibody availability. To protect healthy
epithelial cells that also express CEA, we identified VSIG2 as a Protective Antigen candidate. VSIG2 exhibits a favorable pattern of expression in the
membrane of epithelial cells of the gastrointestinal tract and lungs, which are CEA-positive tissues that are most at risk of on-target, off-tumor toxicity. We
further validated the expression of VSIG2 using immunohistochemistry, or IHC, in healthy tissues and confirmed the lack of expression in primary CRC
tumor tissue samples. Specifically, IHC analyses of colorectal tumor tissues and healthy colon epithelium demonstrated that CEA is expressed in both healthy
samples, as shown in the upper left of the figure below, and tumor samples, as shown in the lower left of the figure below. In addition, the Protective Antigen
VSIG2
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is only expressed in healthy colon epithelium, as shown in the upper right of the figure below, and not in tumor samples, as shown in the lower right of the
figure below.
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Leveraging these findings, we have constructed VSIG2 iCARs that showed selective NOT GATE functions in vitro. As shown in the figure below, we
engineered NK cells to express both our CEA-aCAR and VSIG2-iCAR to evaluate the protective function of the VSIG2 iCAR. When model “healthy” cells,
which were engineered to express VSIG2 in addition to CEA, were exposed to CAR-NK cells that had both the aCAR and the iCAR, nearly 100% protection
was observed in vitro. Furthermore, killing of cancer cells that only expressed CEA+ was unimpaired in the presence of the iCAR.

Development Plan and Key Next Steps for SENTI-401

SENTI-401 is our first planned IND for solid tumors and in 2023, we plan to present preclinical data from our SENTI-401 program at key scientific
conferences.

SENTI-301A for the Potential Treatment of HCC and Other Solid Tumors

Overview

Through our SENTI-301A program we have pursued the development of a Multi-Armed off-the-shelf CAR-NK cell therapy product candidate for the
treatment of advanced hepatocellular carcinoma, or HCC. This program requires the engineering of NK cells to target GPC3, which is highly expressed in
70% to 90% of HCCs and has low or no expression on normal adult tissues. SENTI-301A is armed with our proprietary crIL-15 gene circuit, intended to
simultaneously stimulate surrounding immune cells and promote NK cell expansion, persistence, and tumor killing.
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SENTI-301A Product Features
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Hepatocellular Carcinoma: an Unmet Medical Need

HCC accounts for approximately 90% of primary liver cancers and represents a large unmet medical need due to the lack of effective treatment options.
Globally, it is the sixth most commonly diagnosed cancer, and the fourth leading cause of cancer deaths. In the United States, the rate of death from liver

cancer increased by 43% from 7.2 to 10.3 deaths per 100,000 people between 2000 and 2016. Frequently, HCC develops in patients with liver disease such as
chronic hepatitis B or C virus, alcoholic liver disease or non-alcoholic steatohepatitis.

Available therapies are only modestly efficacious and the mortality rate in advanced HCC remains high despite recent improvements in treatment options.

The most effective therapy currently available for advanced HCC is atezolizumab plus bevacizumab combination therapy for first line treatment with a 28%
objective response rate and a 7% complete response rate.

SENTI-301A Approach to Advanced HCC

SENTI-301A off-the-shelf NK cells are engineered to incorporate multiple anti-tumor activities to achieve a Multi-Armed attack on solid tumors.
Specifically, SENTI-301A includes:

1. An aCAR that targets GPC3, a highly expressed antigen in HCC and that has low or no expression on normal adult tissues.

2. crlL-15 to simultaneously stimulate surrounding immune cells and promote NK cell expansion, and persistence, and tumor killing.

GPC3 is a Tumor-Associated Antigen expressed in approximately 70% to 90% of human HCCs and in 29-54% of other solid tumors, but not expressed in
healthy liver tissue or other human organs after birth. GPC3 has previously been clinically evaluated as a therapeutic target for immunotherapy in HCC. GPC3
is also a histologic and serum clinical marker for HCC and its expression has been associated with poor prognosis. Functionally, GPC3 is associated with the
control of cell division and growth regulation. We built GPC3 CAR constructs to redirect NK-mediated cytotoxicity against advanced HCC using a GPC3
binder that associates to the membrane proximal region of the GPC3 protein.
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IL-15 has been shown to improve NK cell persistence in vivo and maintain cytotoxicity. Our proprietary crIL-15 gene circuit is designed to promote NK
cell expansion, persistence, and tumor killing. We believe that the ability of crIL-15 to secrete active IL-15 into the TME in a calibrated fashion should also
enable stimulation of endogenous immune cells within the tumor microenvironment in solid tumor settings.

Development Plan and Key Next Steps for SENTI-301A

We have demonstrated in preclinical studies the full gene circuit components of SENTI-301A In January 2023, we paused development of SENTI-301A
for financial, not scientific considerations, and we are planning to pursue potential partnering opportunities or future clinical development, especially in
territories within Asia where HCC is more prevalent than in the United States. Accordingly, we are actively pursuing strategic geographic partnerships for the
clinical development of SENTI-301A.

Our Gene Circuit Application Outside of Oncology

In addition to our off-the-shelf CAR-NK programs, we have discovery stage programs focused on gene therapies for tissue-directed targets and cell
therapies for regenerative medicines. In particular, we have entered into collaborations with Spark Therapeutics, Inc (subsidiary of Roche Holding AG) for the
design of Smart Sensors for disease- and tissue-specific gene therapy, and with Bluerock Therapeutics LP (subsidiary of Bayer AG) for the use of Smart
Sensors and Regulator Dials for regenerative medicines. The following pipeline chart depicts our discovery stage programs under the two collaborations.

Portfolio Expansion Opportunities
Our Discovery Stage Programs

We believe our gene circuits can be readily adapted to new disease contexts to enable a variety of additional CAR-NK product candidates that address
important cancers. For example, there are additional opportunities for the application of the NOT GATE gene circuit toward other solid and/or liquid tumor
indications beyond SENTI-401. Toward that end, we have developed a Tumor-Associated Antigen and Protective Antigen Paired Discovery Platform to
identify future opportunities.

Our platform has the potential to enable the development of multiple product candidates that harness the full breadth of our gene circuit platform beyond
Logic Gating and Multi-Arming of off-the-shelf CAR-NK cells within oncology. Our additional discovery efforts are focused on a diverse set of cell and gene
therapy applications outside of oncology. In particular, we have entered into collaborations with Spark Therapeutics, Inc. (subsidiary of Roche Holding AG)
for the design of Smart Sensors for disease- and tissue-specific gene therapy, and with Bluerock Therapeutics, Inc. (subsidiary of Bayer AG) for the use of
Smart Sensors and Regulator Dials for regenerative medicines.
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Tumor-Associated Antigen and Protective Antigen Paired Discovery Platform

We have developed a proprietary Tumor-Associated Antigen and Protective Antigen Paired Discovery Platform to select and validate NOT GATE antigen
candidates, as shown in the figure below. We have built a generalizable bioinformatics pipeline that uses RNA transcriptomics data to discover and prioritize
tumor and healthy tissue Protective Antigens. We identify Tumor-Associated Antigens that are highly expressed in cancer cells with as little healthy tissue
expression as possible, for example Tumor-Associated Antigen A in the figure below. We then identify healthy tissue selective Protective Antigens, for
example Protective Antigen E in the figure below, that can protect those healthy tissues that express the Tumor-Associated Antigens, for example Tissues 2
and 5 in the figure below. This process looks at differences in Protective Antigen gene expression in healthy versus tumor tissue. Leads are selected based on
the co-expression of Tumor-Associated Antigens and Protective Antigens in healthy tissues, the localization of the Protective Antigens to the cell surface,
Protective Antigen topology (presence of extracellular domain) and Protective Antigen-specific antibody availability. Prioritized Tumor-Associated Antigen
and Protective Antigen pairs are further validated in primary cancer and primary healthy tissue samples. We leveraged this platform to identify the Protective
Antigen targets for the SENTI-202 and SENTI-401 programs, thus demonstrating our ability to target both liquid and solid tumors. This approach allows us to
potentially expand our NOT GATE approach to additional cancer indications in which existing single-target approaches, such as monoclonal antibodies,
antibody-drug conjugates and single-target CAR cells, are inadequate due to a lack of specificity for cancer cells.

TUMOR-ASSOCIATED ANTIGEN AND PROTECTIVE ANTIGEN PAIRED DISCOVERY PLATFORM
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Manufacturing

Manufacturing capabilities are central to our business strategy, because they can enable us to control the quality and supply of our off-the-shelf CAR-NK
cell therapies for clinical studies and ultimately commercialization. A key advantage of off-the-shelf cell therapies, versus autologous products that use each
patient’s own cells, is the ability to manufacture large batches of drug product from healthy donor cells that can be produced in advance of clinical use, and
then stored in frozen vials. Upon commercialization, we expect to be able to make our cell therapies, if approved, broadly accessible in an off-the-shelf
manner to cancer patients.
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Critical aspects of the cell manufacturing process include the ability to perform four key steps in the CAR-NK cell manufacturing process:

Scalable ~21 Day Process Off-The-Shelf
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Step 1: Source, Isolate and Bank Purified NK Cells as Starting Cells.

Starting Cells are obtained from enriching and isolating NK cells from qualified healthy donors. Purified NK cells are subsequently cryopreserved and
characterized for consistent performance, including assays for cell phenotype, transduction efficiency, cell expansion capability and anti-tumor cytotoxicity.
For our initial SENTI-202, SENTI-401, and SENTI-301A product candidates, we plan to derive Starting Cells from leukapheresis products collected from
qualified healthy donors. From each leukapheresis collection, we intend to isolate and cryopreserve hundreds of millions of Starting Cells to support multiple
product production batches. We believe that peripheral blood derived leukapheresis products are an attractive starting material source due to (i) a mature and
validated commercial supply chain, (ii) the large number of purified NK cells per collection and (iii) our ability to characterize the NK cells prior to initiation
of manufacturing. An analysis of over a dozen recent isolations performed from different healthy donors demonstrated that our process achieved greater than
95% NK cell purity, greater than 90% viability and up to 500 million NK cells per collection. We select for preferred donors with high expansion potential in
our CAR-NK process, which allows us to generate ~70 trillion NK cells from a single donor collection, as shown in the figures below.
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Step 2: Genetically Engineer Starting Cells with Gene Circuits.

We genetically modify our NK cells through a viral vector transduction process focused on enhancing gene circuit expression while minimizing impacts
on compromising cell viability or cell expansion. To generate

our CAR-NK products, the Starting Cells are first thawed and activated. On a specific day post activation, the activated cells undergo our vector
transduction process to genetically incorporate our gene circuits. The figures below show that transduction of our activated Starting Cells did not reduce cell
expansion rate and provided superior cancer cell killing compared to unengineered cells.
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Step 3: Expand and Scale CAR-NK Cells.

Our expansion process is designed to generate large numbers of final product doses per manufacturing batch. As shown in the figures below, our current
process has consistently produced greater than 6,000-fold expansion of CAR-NK cells in a 21 day process with high harvest recovery and viability, achieving
a planned clinical manufacturing scale of hundreds of patient doses per a single manufacturing batch. We are developing additional
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technologies and processes to further enhance NK cell expansion for commercial manufacturing, including alternative methods for cell activation and
expansion using perfusion bioreactors.
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Step 4: Formulate and Cryopreserve CAR-NK Cells.

For freezing and distribution, we intend to formulate and cryopreserve our final product to retain viability, persistence and cytotoxic function post-thaw
for off-the-shelf use. Each batch of CAR-NK cells will be filled into vials and cryopreserved for long term storage. The CAR-NK cell product candidates will
be shipped in vials to clinical sites, where they will be thawed and infused on demand. We have demonstrated that cryopreserved CAR-NK cells can retain key
functional properties required for cancer treatment, including stable transgene expression for over one month. As shown below, our cryopreserved CAR-NK
cells retained viability and anti-tumor functions in both in vitro and in vivo models of AML:
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Technical Expertise and Facilities for Clinical and Commercial Manufacturing

Our corporate headquarters is located in South San Francisco, CA, where we lease approximately 40,000 square feet of research and development and
corporate office space. In this location, we have approximately 10,000 square feet dedicated to manufacturing development labs. We have established research
and development teams with extensive experience in cell and gene therapy manufacturing operations, including vector process development, cell process
development, analytical development, quality control and quality assurance. In June 2021, we signed a lease agreement for a property in Alameda, California
with approximately 92,000 square feet for development as a state-of-the-art Current Good Manufacturing Practices, or cGMP, facility to support clinical and
commercial-scale manufacturing of multiple off-the-shelf CAR-NK cell product candidates. This manufacturing facility is designed as a customized end-to-
end manufacturing solution to give us the ability to isolate NK cells, engineer these cells with proprietary gene circuits, perform cell culture expansion in large
batches, and cryopreserve and store the final cGMP products. In January 2023, we initiated the technology transfer of SENTI-202 to our cGMP manufacturing
facility as part of our goal to provide clinical-scale manufacturing for off-the-shelf CAR-NK cell product candidates. We anticipate that this facility will be
suitable to support initial clinical trials for our lead product candidates. We plan to leverage the latest cell therapy manufacturing technologies as we strive to
optimize quality, maximize scalability and minimize cost.

Our off-the-shelf production process and proprietary manufacturing capabilities are central to our business strategy of maintaining control over the quality
and supply of our present and future product candidates for off-the-shelf CAR-NK cell therapies. In addition, we believe that our proprietary manufacturing
process enables an anticipated cost in line with competitive off-the-shelf production process estimates. Continued advancements in cell culture scale and
process efficiencies may further reduce this cost over time.

In addition, we may also leverage our manufacturing facility to expand the application of our gene circuit technology to biomanufacturing in partnership
with one or more third parties. See the section titled “Potential Collaboration Related to Gene Circuits and GMP Manufacturing.”

Exclusive/Co-Exclusive Patent License Agreement with the National Cancer Institute for FLT3 Technology

In July 2020, we entered into an Exclusive/Co-Exclusive Patent License Agreement, as amended, or the NCI FLT3 Agreement, with the U.S. Department
of Health and Human Services, as represented by the National Cancer Institute, or the NCI, under which the NCI granted us a worldwide, royalty-bearing,
sublicensable license under the NCI’s patent rights related to FLT3-targeting chimeric antigen receptor, or CAR, technology (i) exclusively for the
development of a universal or split CAR-based immunotherapy using T-cells or NK cells transduced with lentiviral vectors or other retroviral vectors,
depending on the cell type, for the prophylaxis or treatment of cancers expressing FMS-like tyrosine kinase 3, or FLT3, where the CAR construct binds to
specific domains and (ii) co-exclusively, with a third party, for the development of a multi-specific FLT3 CAR-based immunotherapy or FLT3-specific
regulated or switch or Logic Gated CAR-based immunotherapy using T-cells or NK cells transduced with lentiviral vectors or other retroviral vectors,
depending on the cell type, for the prophylaxis or treatment of FLT3-expressing cancers, where the CAR construct contains specific domains, in each case of
(i) and (ii), to make and have made, use and have used, sell and have sold, offer to sell and import products covered by the licensed patent rights and to
practice and have practiced processes covered by the licensed patent rights. In addition to the co-exclusive rights held by a third party, the foregoing license is
subject to (a) certain rights of the United States government, including an irrevocable, non-exclusive, non-transferable, royalty-free license for the government
to practice all licensed patent rights throughout the world and (b) the NCI’s reserved rights to grant a non-exclusive license to practice the licensed patent
rights for purposes of internal research (and not for purposes of commercial manufacture or distribution) at an academic or corporate facility.

Pursuant to the NCI FLT3 Agreement, we must use commercially reasonable efforts to adhere to a commercial development plan, including by achieving
certain specified development and regulatory milestones by certain dates, provided that we may request to extend the timelines of such milestones, which the
NCI shall not unreasonably deny if the request is supported by a reasonable showing of our diligent performance under the commercial development
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plan. Upon the first commercial sale of a licensed product or process, we must also use commercially reasonable efforts to make the licensed product or
process reasonably accessible to the United States public.

In consideration for the rights granted to us under the NCI FLT3 Agreement, we paid the NCI a one-time, non- refundable license issue fee of $75,000,
and are required to pay the NCI a minimum flat annual royalty fee of a dollar amount in the low five digits. We are also obligated to pay the NCI certain
development, regulatory and commercial milestone payments of up to an aggregate of $4.6 million for the first licensed product to achieve the applicable
event. We will also be required to pay the NCI a tiered royalty in the low-single digit percentages on net sales of each licensed product by us and our
sublicensees, subject to specified reductions and offsets, including against the minimum annual royalty payments. Further, the NCI is entitled to receive a
portion of the amounts — excluding royalties and certain payments — we receive as a result of the grant of a sublicense under the rights granted under the NCI
FLT3 Agreement at a percentage ranging from the low-single digits to low-double digits, depending on the stage of development at which the sublicense is
granted. Additionally, we are obligated to pay for a portion of patent expenses that NCI incurred with respect to the licensed patent rights.

The NCI FLT3 Agreement will expire, on a licensed product-by-licensed product and country-by-country basis, on the expiration of all licensed patent
rights that claim the applicable licensed product in the applicable country. Licensed patent rights are currently expected to expire in 2037, absent patent term
extension or adjustment. We may terminate the NCI FLT3 Agreement in its entirety or with respect to a country for any reason by providing 60 days’ prior
written notice to the NCI. The NCI may terminate the NCI FLT3 Agreement if (i) we breach any material obligations under the NCI FLT3 Agreement and fail
to cure such breach within 90 days after receiving written notice thereof, or (ii) if the NCI reasonably determines that (a) we are not using commercially
reasonable efforts to execute the commercial development plan, including the milestones specified therein, (b) we have willfully made a false statement or
omitted a material fact in our license application or any report to the NCI, (c) we have committed a material breach of a covenant or agreement to the NCI, (d)
we are not keeping the licensed products or licensed services reasonably available to the public after commercial use commences, or (e) we cannot reasonably
justify a failure to comply with the domestic production requirement, in each case of (a) through (e), where we fail to alleviate the NCI’s concerns in 90 days.
Additionally, the NCI reserves the right to terminate or modify the NCI FLT3 Agreement if the NCI determines that such action is necessary to meet the
requirements for public use specified by federal regulations issued after the date of the license and these requirements are not reasonably satisfied by us.

Exclusive Patent License Agreement with the National Cancer Institute for CD33 Technology

In May 2021, we entered into an Exclusive Patent License Agreement, or the NCI CD33 Agreement, with the U.S. Department of Health and Human
Services, as represented by the NCI, under which the NCI granted us an exclusive, royalty-bearing, sublicensable, worldwide license under the NCI’s patent
rights related to CD33 targeting CAR technology to make and have made, use and have used, sell and have sold, offer to sell and import products covered by
the licensed patent rights and to practice and have practiced processes covered by the licensed patent rights, for the development of a CD33-specific logic-
gated CAR-based immunotherapy using autologous human T cells transduced with lentiviral vectors or off-the-shelf human NK cells transduced with
retroviral vectors for the prophylaxis or treatment of CD33-expressing cancers. The foregoing license is subject to (i) certain rights of the United States
government, including an irrevocable, non-exclusive, nontransferable, royalty-free license for the government to practice all licensed patent rights throughout
the world and (ii) the NCI’s reserved rights to grant a non-exclusive license to practice the licensed patent rights for purposes of internal research (and not for
purposes of commercial manufacture or distribution) at an academic or corporate facility.

Pursuant to the NCI CD33 Agreement, we must use commercially reasonable efforts to adhere to a commercial development plan, including by achieving
certain specified development and regulatory milestones by certain dates, provided that we may request to extend the timelines of such milestones, which the
NCI shall not unreasonably deny if the request is supported by a reasonable showing of our diligent performance under the commercial development plan.
Upon the first commercial sale of a licensed product or process, we must also use commercially reasonable efforts to make the licensed product or process
reasonably accessible to the United States public.
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In consideration for the rights granted to us under the NCI CD33 Agreement, we paid the NCI a one-time, non- refundable license issue fee of $150,000,
and are required to pay the NCI a minimum flat annual royalty fee of a dollar amount in the low five digits. We are obligated to pay the NCI certain
development, regulatory and commercial milestone payments of an aggregate of $3.5 million for the first licensed product to achieve the applicable events.
We will also be required to pay the NCI a flat royalty in the low single-digit percentages on net sales of each licensed product by us and our sublicensees,
subject to specified reductions and offsets, including against the minimum annual royalty payments. Further, the NCI is entitled to receive a portion of the
amounts—excluding royalties and certain payments—we receive as a result of the grant of a sublicense under the rights granted under the NCI CD33
Agreement at a percentage ranging from the low-single digits to low-double digits, depending on the stage of development at which the sublicense is granted.
Additionally, we are obligated to pay for patent expenses that NCI incurred with respect to the licensed patent rights.

The NCI CD33 Agreement will expire, on a licensed product-by-licensed product and country-by-country basis, on the expiration of all licensed patent
rights that claim the applicable licensed product in the applicable country. Licensed patent rights are currently expected to expire in 2039, absent any patent
term extension or adjustment. We may terminate the NCI CD33 Agreement in its entirety or with respect to a country for any reason by providing 60 days’
prior written notice to the NCI. The NCI may terminate the NCI CD33 Agreement if (i) we breach any material obligations under the NCI CD33 Agreement
and fail to cure such breach within 90 days after receiving written notice thereof, or (ii) if the NCI reasonably determines that (a) we are not executing the
commercial development plan, including the milestones specified therein, (b) we have willfully made a false statement or omitted a material fact in our license
application or any report to the NCI, (c) we have committed a material breach of a covenant or agreement to the NCI, (d) we are not keeping the licensed
products or licensed services reasonably available to the public after commercial use commences, (e) we cannot reasonably satisfy unmet health and safety
needs, (f) we cannot reasonably justify a failure to comply with the domestic production requirement or (g) we have been found by a court to have violated
antitrust laws in connection with our performance under the NCI CD33 Agreement, in each case of (a) through (f), where we fail to alleviate the NCI’s
concerns in 90 days. Additionally, the NCI reserves the right to terminate or modify the NCI CD33 Agreement if the NCI determines that such action is
necessary to meet the requirements for public use specified by federal regulations issued after the date of the license and these requirements are not reasonably
satisfied by us.

Research Collaboration and License Agreement with Spark Therapeutics, Inc.

In April 2021, we entered into a Research Collaboration and License Agreement, or the Spark Agreement, with Spark Therapeutics, Inc., or Spark. Under
the Spark Agreement, we engaged in a collaborative research program with Spark to design, build and test synthetic promoters that are intended to have each
one of five sets of desired characteristics, or promoter profiles. Spark is obligated to reimburse us for our costs and expenses incurred in connection with the
conduct of the research program. Upon completion of work under the research program for a particular promoter profile, Spark may select and designate,
subject to a specified maximum, a certain number of synthetic promoters that are designed, built and tested or identified by us under the research program with
respect to such promoter profiles as optioned promoters. On a promoter profile-by-promoter-profile basis, for each optioned promoters, Spark will have the
right to obtain an exclusive, royalty-bearing, sublicensable, worldwide license under our intellectual property rights to develop, manufacture, commercialize
and otherwise exploit, for the cure, treatment, palliation, prevention or diagnosis of specified indications, or a licensed field, in vivo gene therapy products
incorporating such applicable optioned promoter with respect to such promoter profile and is directed towards specific cell types in the central nervous system,
eye, or liver. Spark may exercise its option for any optioned promoter prior to the expiration of the applicable evaluation period.

After exercise of an option, Spark will be responsible for all development, manufacture, commercialization and exploitation in the licensed field, at its
own cost and expense, of all in vivo gene therapy products containing an applicable licensed promoter, and we will retain the right to develop, manufacture,
commercialize and exploit other products that incorporate the licensed promoters as well as in vivo gene therapy products that incorporate the licensed
promoters for uses outside the licensed field. If Spark does not exercise an option for a particular promoter profile prior to the expiration of the evaluation
period for such promoter profile, we will retain all rights to the synthetic promoters developed under the Spark Agreement without any further obligations to
Spark for such promoter profile.
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Pursuant to the Spark Agreement, we received an upfront payment from Spark of $3 million. If Spark exercises an option for a particular promoter
profile, it will be required to pay us an option exercise fee in the low to mid-single digit millions. For each licensed promoter-containing in vivo gene therapy
product, or licensed product, developed and commercialized by Spark or its affiliates or sublicensees, we are eligible to receive development, regulatory and
commercialization milestone payments from Spark up to an aggregate dollar amount in the mid teens millions, and sales milestone payments from Spark up to
an aggregate dollar amount in the low hundred millions. In total, we are potentially eligible to receive upfront, opt-in and milestone payments exceeding $645
million if Spark exercises its options for all five promoter profiles and Spark, its affiliates and its sublicensees successfully develop and commercialize five
licensed products; we will be eligible to receive additional milestone payments if additional licensed products are developed and commercialized by Spark, its
affiliates and its sublicensees. Further, Spark will be obligated to pay us royalties in the low-single digits percentage on net sales of each licensed product sold
by Spark, its affiliates and its sublicensees, subject to specified reductions and offsets. Spark’s obligation to pay royalties to us will expire for each licensed
product when certain licensed patents and regulatory exclusivities have expired in the country of sale and a minimum number of years has elapsed since the
first commercial sale of such licensed product in such country. The Spark Agreement will expire at the end of the last evaluation period if Spark does not
exercise any of its options. If Spark exercises at least one option, then the Spark Agreement will expire, on a licensed product-by- licensed product and
country-by-country basis, upon the expiration of Spark’s royalty obligation for such licensed product in such country. Spark may terminate the Spark
Agreement in its entirety, or on a promoter profile-by-promoter profile or licensed promoter-by-licensed promoter basis, following a specified notice period.
Either party may terminate the Spark Agreement in its entirety or in part if the other party fails to cure its material breach of the Spark Agreement within a
specified cure period, or immediately if the other party becomes bankrupt or insolvent. We may terminate the Spark Agreement if Spark or any of its affiliates
commences any action challenging the validity or enforceability of the licensed patents, other than in certain specified circumstances, or if Spark’s sublicensee
challenges our licensed patents, under certain specified circumstances.

Collaboration and Option Agreement with BlueRock Therapeutics LP

In May 2021, we entered into a Collaboration and Option Agreement, or the BlueRock Agreement, with BlueRock Therapeutics LP, or BlueRock.
BlueRock is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Bayer Healthcare LLC. Bayer Healthcare LLC’s parent company is Bayer AG, which served as the lead investor in
our Series B financing through its Leaps by Bayer unit. Under the BlueRock Agreement, we have engaged in three collaboration programs with BlueRock to
research and develop gene circuits that have specified functions. We are responsible for up to $10 million in costs and expenses incurred in connection with
our conduct of research activities under an agreed-upon research plan. If the parties mutually agree to add new research activities to the research plan, then
BlueRock will be obligated to reimburse us for the costs and expenses that we incur in connection with the agreed-upon additional research activities that,
together with costs and expenses incurred under the initial research plan, exceed $10 million. We have not yet received any payment from BlueRock under the
BlueRock Agreement and we do not have any obligations to make any payments to BlueRock under the BlueRock Agreement. We are obligated to use
commercially reasonable efforts to conduct the research activities assigned to us under the research plan. If we materially breach that obligation and do not
cure it within a specified period, BlueRock will have the right to receive a transfer of technology and perform the remainder of the research plan at its own
expense.

Upon completion of work under a research plan for a collaboration program, the joint steering committee established by the parties will identify, subject
to a specified maximum, a number of gene circuits per collaboration program, or option gene circuits, that have been successfully developed under such
collaboration program. We have granted to BlueRock an option, on a collaboration program-by-collaboration program basis, to obtain an exclusive or non-
exclusive license under our intellectual property rights to develop, manufacture and commercialize, for the prevention, treatment or palliation of specified
indications, or a licensed field, cell therapy products that contain cells of specified types that incorporate an option gene circuit from such collaboration
program or a closely related derivative gene circuit. For each collaboration program, BlueRock may conduct evaluation activities on the option gene circuits
from such collaboration program to determine whether to exercise its option, and BlueRock may exercise its option to such option gene circuits together with
certain closely related derivative gene circuits, or licensed gene circuits, prior to the expiration of a certain time period, or the option exercise period, which
includes a minimum amount of time after the expiration of the three-year research term, delivery of a data package to
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BlueRock, and completion of a transfer of technology to enable BlueRock’s evaluation activities, whichever happens last. If BlueRock exercises its option for
a collaboration program, the parties shall negotiate the financial terms, which will be within certain pre-agreed parameters and may be determined by baseball
arbitration if the parties do not reach agreement within the specified negotiation period, and enter into an otherwise agreed-upon written license agreement, or
a commercial license. If the parties enter into a commercial license, BlueRock will be responsible, at its sole expense, for the development, manufacture and
commercialization, in the applicable licensed field, of cell therapy products containing cells of an applicable type that incorporate an applicable licensed gene
circuit, and we will be eligible to receive from BlueRock development, regulatory and commercialization milestone payments, in amounts to be agreed-upon
before entry into the commercial license, and royalties, subject to negotiation, equal to low single digit percentages of net sales of applicable cell therapy
products sold by BlueRock, its affiliates and its sublicensees, subject to specified reductions and offsets. If BlueRock does not exercise its option for a
collaboration program prior to the expiration of the applicable option exercise period, then we will retain all rights to the gene circuits developed under such
collaboration program without any further obligations to BlueRock.

For each collaboration program, we are obligated to work exclusively with BlueRock on the development, manufacture and commercialization, in the
applicable licensed field, of cell therapy products that contain cells of specified types that incorporate the specific type of gene circuit for such collaboration
programs. The end date for this exclusivity obligation for each collaboration program will depend upon whether BlueRock exercises its option for such
collaboration program and, if it does, whether the parties enter into a commercial license for such collaboration program. If BlueRock does not exercise its
option, then it will end on the expiration of the applicable option exercise period. If BlueRock exercises its option but the parties do not enter into a
commercial license, then it will end after a specified time following expiration of the applicable negotiation or baseball arbitration period for the commercial
license. If BlueRock exercises its option and the parties enter into a commercial license, then it will end a certain amount of time after the later of completion
of research activities or execution of the commercial license.

In addition to the option described above, we granted a right of first negotiation to BlueRock, on a collaboration program-by-collaboration program basis,
to obtain a license under our intellectual property rights to research, develop, manufacture and commercialize, for the prevention, treatment or palliation of a
specified disease area, or the negotiation field, cell therapy products containing cells of a specified type, or the negotiation cells, that incorporate an applicable
efficacy gene circuit developed under such collaboration program. This right of first negotiation does not overlap with the option described above because it
pertains to different combinations of fields, cell types and gene circuits. Starting from the effective date of the BlueRock Agreement and, on a collaboration
program-by-collaboration program basis, continuing for twelve months or, if later, until the completion of a certain portion of the research plan for such
collaboration program, we are obligated to work exclusively with BlueRock on the development, manufacture and commercialization, in the negotiation field,
of cell therapy products containing negotiation cells that incorporate the specific type of gene circuit for such collaboration program.

The BlueRock Agreement will expire, on a collaboration program-by-collaboration program basis, upon the earliest of the expiration of the option
exercise period for such collaboration program, the effective date of the commercial license, the expiration of the applicable negotiation or baseball arbitration
period for the commercial license, or the date the parties mutually agree to cease negotiations for the commercial license. Such expiration shall occur no later
than January 2026 unless the parties mutually agree to extend the research term. BlueRock may terminate the BlueRock Agreement in its entirety, or on a
collaboration program-by-collaboration program basis, following a specified notice period. Either party may terminate the BlueRock Agreement if the other
party fails to cure its material breach of the BlueRock Agreement within a specified cure period, or immediately if the other party becomes bankrupt or
insolvent. We may terminate the BlueRock Agreement if BlueRock or any of its affiliates commences any action challenging the validity or enforceability of
our patents, other than in certain specified circumstances, or if BlueRock’s sublicensee challenges our patents under certain specified circumstances.

National Cancer Institute (NCI) Contract to Support Development of SENTI-202 in Acute Myeloid Leukemia

In September 2021, we were awarded funding from the National Cancer Institute in the form of a Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) contract to
support further development of SENTI-202 for acute myeloid leukemia (AML) towards clinical development. The Direct to Phase II SBIR contract will
provide funding over two
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years from the NCI of the National Institutes of Health (NTH) and is titled: “Logic-Gated Chimeric Antigen Receptor- Natural Killer Cell Therapy for Acute
Myeloid Leukemia.” With the award of this contract, the SENTI-202 program will be funded in part with Federal funds from the National Cancer Institute,
National Institutes of Health, Department of Health and Human Services, under Contract No. 75N91021C00026.

Exclusive Patent License Agreement with the National Cancer Institute for GPC3 Technology

In February 2021, we entered into an Exclusive Patent License Agreement, or the NCI GPC3 Agreement, with the U.S. Department of Health and Human
Services, as represented by the NCI, under which the NCI granted us an exclusive, royalty-bearing, sublicensable, worldwide license under the NCI’s patent
rights related to glypican-3, or GPC3, targeting CAR technology to make and have made, use and have used, sell and have sold, offer to sell and import
products covered by the licensed patent rights and to practice and have practiced processes covered by the licensed patent rights, for the development,
production and commercialization of a monospecific CAR-based immunotherapy for the prophylaxis and treatment of GPC3 expressing human cancers using
unmodified, off-the-shelf natural killer cells transduced with a viral vector that expresses a CAR, and a gene circuit regulating the expression of one or more
armoring payloads, specifically excluding the use of autologous T cells or T cells that have been genetically modified to become off-the-shelf. The foregoing
license is subject to (i) certain rights of the United States government, including an irrevocable, non-exclusive, nontransferable, royalty-free license for the
government to practice all licensed patent rights throughout the world and (ii) the NCI’s reserved rights to grant a non-exclusive license to practice the
licensed patent rights for purposes of internal research (and not for purposes of commercial manufacture or distribution) at an academic or corporate facility.

The NCI GPC3 Agreement will expire, on a licensed product-by-licensed product and country-by-country basis, on the expiration of all licensed patent
rights that claim the applicable licensed product in the applicable country. Licensed patent rights are currently expected to expire in 2033, absent any patent
term extension or adjustment. We may terminate the NCI GPC3 Agreement in its entirety or with respect to a country for any reason by providing 60 days’
prior written notice to the NCI. The NCI may terminate the NCI GPC3 Agreement if (i) we breach any material obligations under the NCI GPC3 Agreement
and fail to cure such breach within 90 days after receiving written notice thereof, or (ii) if the NCI reasonably determines that (a) we are not executing the
commercial development plan, including the milestones specified therein, (b) we have willfully made a false statement or omitted a material fact in our license
application or any report to the NCI, (c) we have committed a material breach of a covenant or agreement to the NCI, (d) we are not keeping the licensed
products or licensed services reasonably available to the public after commercial use commences, (e) we cannot reasonably satisfy unmet health and safety
needs, (f) we cannot reasonably justify a failure to comply with the domestic production requirement or (g) we have been found by a court to have violated
antitrust laws in connection with our performance under the NCI GPC3 Agreement, in each case of (a) through (f), where we fail to alleviate the NCI’s
concerns in 90 days. Additionally, the NCI reserves the right to terminate or modify the NCI GPC3 Agreement if the NCI determines that such action is
necessary to meet the requirements for public use specified by federal regulations issued after the date of the license and these requirements are not reasonably
satisfied by us.

Potential Collaboration Related to Gene Circuits and GMP Manufacturing

We may seek to leverage our manufacturing capabilities and cGMP facility to enable us to expand the application of our gene circuit technology through a
partnership in the biomanufacturing space. While we intend to use our proprietary gene circuit technology and manufacturing facility primarily for therapeutic
product development and commercialization, our technology and facility can also be applied to noncompetitive biomanufacturing applications, which we
believe is an approach well-suited for partnering. A potential biomanufacturing partnership could involve retaining operational control and manufacturing
supply of our therapeutic candidates, while our partner could control part of the facility for its own use. We cannot provide any assurance that we will be able
to enter into a biomanufacturing partnership on acceptable terms, or at all. We currently have no agreements or commitments for a manufacturing partnership,
and we could determine to advance our manufacturing plans without a partner.

Competition

We are aware of other companies that are developing technologies that may compete with elements of our gene circuit platform technologies, including
A2 Biotherapeutics, Inc., Arsenal Biosciences, Inc., Beam Therapeutics Inc., CRISPR Therapeutics AG, Encoded Therapeutics, Inc., InmPACT Bio USA,
Inc., Intellia Therapeutics, Inc., MeiraGTx Holdings plc, Obsidian Therapeutics, Inc. and Strand Therapeutics Inc. We are also aware of other companies that
are focused on the application of engineered CAR-based immune cell therapies, including NK cells, to oncology, and such competitors include Allogene
Therapeutics, Inc., Artiva Biotherapeutics, Inc., Atara Biotherapeutics, Inc., Bristol-Myers Squibb Company, Century Therapeutics, Inc., Caribou Biosciences,
Inc., Catamaran Bio, Inc., Cytovia Therapeutics, Inc., Fate Therapeutics, Inc., Gilead Sciences, Inc., Lyell Immunopharma, Inc., Nkarta, Inc., Sana
Biotechnology, Inc., Shoreline Biosciences, Inc., Takeda Pharmaceutical Company and Vor Biopharma Inc. Some of these companies may have substantially
greater financial and other resources than we have, such as larger research and development staff and well- established marketing and salesforces. Mergers and
acquisitions in the biotechnology industry may result in even greater resource concentration among a smaller number of competitors. Smaller or early-stage
companies may also prove to be significant competitors, either alone or through collaborative arrangements with large and established companies.

These companies compete with us in recruiting scientific and managerial talent. Our success will partially depend on our ability to obtain, maintain,
enforce and defend patents and other intellectual property rights with respect to our product candidates. Our competitors may obtain FDA or other regulatory
approval for their product candidates more rapidly than we may obtain approval for ours, which could result in our competitors establishing a strong market
position before we are able to enter the market. Our commercial opportunity could be reduced or eliminated if our competitors develop and commercialize
products that are safer, more effective, have fewer or less severe side effects, are more convenient or are less expensive than any products that we may
develop.

Intellectual Property

Intellectual property is the foundation of our company and not only defines who we are, but is the lens through which we implement our business strategy
and research and development. Our overall strategy is to own and control all intellectual property related to our gene circuits. We protect our proprietary
technology and intellectual property rights through a combination of wholly-owned patent rights, licensed patent rights in particular fields of use, trademark
rights, trade secrets and know-how, contractual provisions and confidentiality procedures. Our general strategy includes protecting our proprietary technology
and intellectual property rights domestically and in certain key foreign markets. We continually grow and supplement our intellectual property portfolio with
new filings and applications not only to strengthen the protection of proprietary technology and intellectual property rights, but also to protect and support the
development and commercialization of current and future product candidates. In addition, we seek to protect our technological innovations and branding
efforts by filing new patent and trademark applications at the appropriate time and in strategically relevant jurisdictions.

Our patent portfolio relates to our ongoing research and development activities and includes a combination of patents and pending patent applications
licensed from third parties, pending patent applications jointly owned with third parties, and patent applications solely owned by us. The patents and pending
patent applications in our portfolio can be categorized as relating to our gene circuit platform technologies, including Logic Gating gene circuits, Multi-
Arming gene circuits, Regulator Dial gene circuits and Smart Sensor gene circuits; our product candidates, including SENTI-202, SENTI-301A and SENTI-
401, as well as other possible pipeline product candidates; and alternative technologies, and our patents and patent application include claims directed to
compositions, methods (including preparation, use, or treatment), processes, dosing and formulations. As of February 19, 2023, our in-licensed and owned
patent portfolio consists of over 11 issued patents and 148 pending patent applications, of which we own or co-own 3 patents and 120 pending patent
applications, and have licensed 8 patents and 28 pending patent applications.

The term of a patent in our patent portfolio varies depending upon a number of factors such as the date of filing of the patent application, the date of
patent issuance and the legal term of patents in the countries in which they are obtained. Generally, patents issued from applications filed in the United States
are effective for 20 years from the earliest non-provisional filing date of the patent application to which the patent claims priority. In the United States,
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a term of a patent may be lengthened by patent term adjustment (PTA), which compensates a patentee for administrative delays by the USPTO in examining
and granting a patent, or may be shortened if a patent is terminally disclaimed over an earlier filed patent. In addition, in certain instances, the patent term of a
U.S. patent that covers an FDA-approved drug may also be eligible for extension to recapture a portion of the term effectively lost as a result of clinical trials
and the FDA regulatory review period, such extension is referred to as patent term extension (PTE). The restoration period cannot be longer than five years,
and the total patent term, including the restoration period, must not exceed 14 years following FDA approval. Similar provisions are available in Europe and
certain other foreign jurisdictions to extend the term of a patent that covers an approved drug. However there is no guarantee that the applicable authorities,
including the FDA in the United States, will agree with our assessment of whether such extensions should be granted, and if granted, the length of such
extensions. The duration of patents outside of the United States varies in accordance with provisions of applicable local law, but typically is also 20 years from
the earliest non-provisional filing date of the patent application to which the patent claims priority. The actual protection afforded by a patent varies on a
product-by-product basis, from country-to-country, and depends upon many factors, including the type of patent, the scope of its coverage, the availability of
regulatory-related extensions, the availability of legal remedies in a particular country and the validity and enforceability of the patent.

We also utilize trademark rights to protect our brand and have filed trademark applications for the marks “SENTI,” “SENTI BIOSCIENCES,” “SENTI
BIO,” and Senti’s “S” logo in the United States and in certain marks in foreign countries. As of February 19, 2023, we own two United States trademark
registrations, five pending and/or allowed United States trademark applications, five foreign trademark registrations, and one pending foreign trademark
application. We have also registered multiple internet domain names to further supplement the protection of our brand.

Government Regulation

The U.S. Food and Drug Administration, or FDA, and other regulatory authorities at federal, state and local levels, as well as in foreign countries,
extensively regulate, among other things, the research, development, testing, manufacture, quality control, import, export, safety, effectiveness, labeling,
packaging, storage, distribution, record keeping, approval, advertising, promotion, marketing, sampling post-approval monitoring and post-approval reporting
of biologics such as those we are developing. Any product candidates that we develop must be approved by the FDA before they may be legally marketed in
the United States and by the appropriate foreign regulatory agency before they may be legally marketed in those foreign countries. Generally, our activities in
other countries will be subject to regulation that is similar in nature and scope as that imposed in the United States, although there can be important
differences.

U.S. Biologics Regulation

In the United States, biological products are subject to regulation under the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, the Public Health Service Act, and
other federal, state, local and foreign statutes and their implementing regulations. The process of obtaining regulatory approvals and the subsequent
compliance with appropriate federal, state, local and foreign statutes and regulations require the expenditure of substantial time and financial resources. The
process required by the FDA before biologics may be marketed in the United States generally involves the following:

»  completion of preclinical laboratory tests and animal studies performed in accordance with the FDA’s Good Laboratory Practice requirements, or
GLP;

»  submission to the FDA of an investigational new drug application, or IND, which must become effective before clinical trials may begin;
« approval by an institutional review board, or IRB, or ethics committee at each clinical site before the trial is commenced;

» performance of adequate and well-controlled human clinical trials according to the FDA’s regulations commonly referred to as good clinical practice,
or GCP, regulations and any additional requirements for the
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protection of human research subjects and their health information to establish the safety, purity and potency of the proposed biologic product
candidate for its intended purpose;

»  preparation of and submission to the FDA of a Biologics License Application, or BLA, after completion of all pivotal clinical trials;
» satisfactory completion of an FDA Advisory Committee review, if applicable;
* adetermination by the FDA within 60 days of its receipt of a BLA to file the application for review;

+ satisfactory completion of an FDA pre-approval inspection of the manufacturing facility or facilities at which the proposed product is produced to
assess compliance with cGMP, and to assure that the facilities, methods and controls are adequate to preserve the biological product’s continued
safety, purity and potency and, if applicable, to assess compliance with the FDA’s current Good Tissue Practice, or cGTP, requirements for the use of
human cellular and tissue products, and of selected clinical investigation sites to assess compliance with GCPs;

+ potential FDA audit of the nonclinical and clinical study sites that generated the data in support of the BLA; and
*  FDA review and approval of the BLA to permit commercial marketing of the product for particular indications for use in the United States.

Before testing any biological product candidate in humans, the product candidate enters the preclinical testing stage. Preclinical tests, also referred to as
nonclinical studies, include laboratory evaluations of product chemistry, toxicity and formulation, as well as animal studies to assess the potential safety and
activity of the product candidate. The conduct of the preclinical tests must comply with federal regulations and requirements including GLPs.

Prior to beginning the first clinical trial with a product candidate in the United States, we must submit an IND to the FDA. An IND is a request for
authorization from the FDA to administer an investigational new drug to humans. The central focus of an IND submission is on the general investigational
plan and the protocol(s) for clinical studies. Some preclinical testing may continue even after the IND is submitted. The IND also includes results of animal
and in vitro studies assessing the toxicology, pharmacokinetics, pharmacology and pharmacodynamic characteristics of the product; chemistry, manufacturing
and controls information; and any available human data or literature to support the use of the investigational product. An IND must become effective before
human clinical trials may begin. The IND automatically becomes effective 30 days after receipt by the FDA, unless the FDA, within the 30-day time period,
raises safety concerns or questions about the proposed clinical trial. In such a case, the IND may be placed on clinical hold and the IND sponsor and the FDA
must resolve any outstanding concerns or questions before the clinical trial can begin. Submission of an IND therefore may or may not result in FDA
authorization to begin a clinical trial. We anticipate filing an IND for Senti-202 in the second half of 2023.

In addition to the submission of an IND to the FDA before initiation of a clinical trial in the United States, certain human clinical trials involving
recombinant or synthetic nucleic acid molecules are subject to oversight of institutional biosafety committees, or IBCs, as set forth in the National Institutes of
Health, or NIH, Guidelines for Research Involving Recombinant DNA Molecules, or the NIH Guidelines. Specifically, under the NIH Guidelines, supervision
of human gene transfer trials includes evaluation and assessment by an IBC, a local institutional committee that reviews and oversees research utilizing
recombinant or synthetic nucleic acid molecules at that institution. The IBC assesses the safety of the research and identifies any potential risk to public health
or the environment, and such review may result in some delay before initiation of a clinical trial. While the NIH Guidelines are not mandatory unless the
research in question is being conducted at or sponsored by institutions receiving NIH funding of recombinant or synthetic nucleic acid molecule research,
many companies and other institutions not otherwise subject to the NIH Guidelines voluntarily follow them.

Clinical trials involve the administration of the investigational product to human subjects under the supervision of qualified investigators in accordance
with GCPs, which include the requirement that all research subjects provide their informed consent for their participation in any clinical study. Clinical trials
are conducted under protocols

detailing, among other things, the objectives of the study, the parameters to be used in monitoring safety and the effectiveness criteria to be evaluated. A
separate submission to the existing IND must be made for each successive clinical trial conducted during product development and for any subsequent
protocol amendments. Furthermore, an independent IRB for each site proposing to conduct the clinical trial must review and approve the plan for any clinical
trial and its informed consent form before the clinical trial begins at that site, and must monitor the study until completed. An IRB is charged with protecting
the welfare and rights of trial participants and considers such items as whether the risks to individuals participating in the clinical trials are minimized and are
reasonable in relation to anticipated benefits. The IRB also approves the informed consent form that must be provided to each clinical trial subject or his or her
legal representative and must monitor the clinical trial until completed. Regulatory authorities, the IRB or the sponsor may suspend a clinical trial at any time
on various grounds, including a finding that the subjects are being exposed to an unacceptable health risk or that the trial is unlikely to meet its stated
objectives. Some studies also include oversight by an independent group of qualified experts organized by the clinical study sponsor, known as a data safety
monitoring board, which provides authorization for whether or not a study may move forward at designated check points based on access to certain data from
the study and may halt the clinical trial if it determines that there is an unacceptable safety risk for subjects or other grounds, such as no demonstration of
efficacy. There are also requirements governing the reporting of ongoing clinical studies and clinical study results to public registries.

For purposes of BLA approval, human clinical trials are typically conducted in three sequential phases that may overlap or be combined:

*  Phase 1—The investigational product is initially introduced into healthy human subjects or patients with the target disease or condition. These studies
are designed to test the safety, dosage tolerance, absorption, metabolism and distribution of the investigational product in humans, the side effects
associated with increasing doses, and, if possible, to gain early evidence on effectiveness. In the case of some products for severe or life-threatening
diseases, such as cancer, especially when the product may be too inherently toxic to ethically administer to healthy volunteers, the initial human
testing is often conducted in patients.

*  Phase 2—The investigational product is administered to a limited patient population with a specified disease or condition to evaluate the preliminary
efficacy, optimal dosages, dose tolerance and dosing schedule and to identify possible adverse side effects and safety risks. Multiple Phase 2 clinical
trials may be conducted to obtain information prior to beginning larger and more expensive Phase 3 clinical trials.

*  Phase 3—The investigational product is administered to an expanded patient population to further evaluate dosage, to provide statistically significant
evidence of clinical efficacy and to further test for safety, generally at multiple geographically dispersed clinical trial sites. These clinical trials are
intended to establish the overall risk/benefit ratio of the investigational product and to provide an adequate basis for product approval. Generally, two
adequate and well-controlled Phase 3 clinical trials are required by the FDA for approval of a BLA.

In some cases, the FDA may require, or companies may voluntarily pursue, additional clinical trials after a product is approved to gain more information
about the product in the intended therapeutic indication, particularly for long-term safety follow-up. Completion of these so-called Phase 4 studies may also be
made a condition to approval of the BLA.

Concurrent with clinical trials, companies may complete additional animal studies and develop additional information about the biological characteristics
of the product candidate, and must finalize a process for manufacturing the product in commercial quantities in accordance with cGMP requirements. The
manufacturing process must be capable of consistently producing quality batches of the product candidate and, among other things, must develop methods for
testing the safety, purity and potency of the final product. Additionally, appropriate packaging must be selected and tested, and stability studies must be
conducted to demonstrate that the product candidate does not undergo unacceptable deterioration over its shelf life.
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BLA Submission and Review by the FDA

Assuming successful completion of all required testing in accordance with all applicable regulatory requirements, the results of product development,
nonclinical studies and clinical trials are submitted to the FDA as part of a BLA requesting approval to market the product for one or more indications. The
BLA must include all relevant data available from preclinical and clinical studies, including negative or ambiguous results as well as positive findings,
together with detailed information relating to the product’s chemistry, manufacturing, controls and proposed labeling, among other things. Data can come from
company-sponsored clinical studies intended to test the safety and effectiveness of a use of the product, or from a number of alternative sources, including
studies initiated by independent investigators. To support marketing approval, the data submitted must be sufficient in quality and quantity to establish the
safety and effectiveness of the investigational drug product to the satisfaction of the FDA. The submission of a BLA requires payment of a substantial
application user fee to the FDA, unless a waiver or exemption applies.

Within 60 days following submission of the application, the FDA reviews a BLA submitted to determine if it is substantially complete before the FDA
accepts it for filing. The FDA may refuse to file any BLA that it deems incomplete or not properly reviewable at the time of submission and may request
additional information. In this event, the BLA must be resubmitted with the additional information. The resubmitted application also is subject to review
before the FDA accepts it for filing.

Once a BLA has been accepted for filing, the FDA’s goal is to review standard applications within ten months after the filing date, or, if the application
qualifies for priority review, six months after the FDA accepts the application for filing. In both standard and priority reviews, the review process may also be
extended by FDA requests for additional information or clarification. The FDA reviews a BLA to determine, among other things, whether a product is safe,
pure and potent and the facility in which it is manufactured, processed, packed or held meets standards designed to assure the product’s continued safety,
purity and potency. The FDA may also convene an advisory committee to provide clinical insight on application review questions. An advisory committee is a
panel of independent experts, including clinicians and other scientific experts, that reviews, evaluates and provides a recommendation as to whether the
application should be approved and under what conditions. The FDA is not bound by the recommendations of an advisory committee, but it considers such
recommendations carefully when making decisions.

Before approving a BLA, the FDA will typically inspect the facility or facilities where the product is manufactured. The FDA will not approve an
application unless it determines that the manufacturing processes and facilities are in compliance with cGMP and adequate to assure consistent production of
the product within required specifications. For a product candidate that is also a human cellular or tissue product, the FDA also will not approve the
application if the manufacturer is not in compliance with cGTPs. These are FDA regulations that govern the methods used in, and the facilities and controls
used for, the manufacture of human cells, tissues, and cellular and tissue based products, or HCT/Ps, which are human cells or tissue intended for
implantation, transplant, infusion, or transfer into a human recipient. The primary intent of the GTP requirements is to ensure that cell and tissue based
products are manufactured in a manner designed to prevent the introduction, transmission and spread of communicable disease. FDA regulations also require
tissue establishments to register and list their HCT/Ps with the FDA and, when applicable, to evaluate donors through screening and testing. Additionally,
before approving a BLA, the FDA will typically inspect one or more clinical sites to assure compliance with GCP. If the FDA determines that the application,
manufacturing process or manufacturing facilities are not acceptable, it will outline the deficiencies in the submission and often will request additional testing
or information. Notwithstanding the submission of any requested additional information, the FDA ultimately may decide that the application does not satisfy
the regulatory criteria for approval.

After the FDA evaluates a BLA and conducts inspections of manufacturing facilities where the investigational product and/or its drug substance will be
produced, the FDA may issue an approval letter or a Complete Response Letter, or CRL. An approval letter authorizes commercial marketing of the product
with specific prescribing information for specific indications. A CRL indicates that the review cycle of the application is complete, and the application will not
be approved in its present form. A CRL will describe all of the deficiencies that the FDA has identified in the BLA, except that where the FDA determines
that the data supporting the application are inadequate
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to support approval, the FDA may issue the CRL without first conducting required inspections, testing submitted product lots, and/or reviewing proposed
labeling. In issuing the CRL, the FDA may recommend actions that the applicant might take to place the BLA in condition for approval, including requests for
additional information or clarification. The FDA may delay or refuse approval of a BLA if applicable regulatory criteria are not satisfied, require additional
testing or information and/or require post-marketing testing and surveillance to monitor safety or efficacy of a product. If a CRL is issued, the sponsor must
resubmit the BLA, addressing all of the deficiencies identified in the letter, or withdraw the application. Even if such data and information are submitted, the
FDA may decide that the BLA does not satisfy the criteria for approval.

If regulatory approval of a product is granted, such approval will be granted for particular indications and may entail limitations on the indicated uses for
which such product may be marketed. For example, the FDA may approve the BLA with a Risk Evaluation and Mitigation Strategy, or REMS, to ensure the
benefits of the product outweigh its risks, or otherwise limit the scope of any approval. A REMS is a safety strategy implemented to manage a known or
potential serious risk associated with a product and to enable patients to have continued access to such medicines by managing their safe use, and could
include medication guides, physician communication plans or elements to assure safe use, such as restricted distribution methods, patient registries and other
risk minimization tools. The FDA also may condition approval on, among other things, changes to proposed labeling or the development of adequate controls
and specifications. Once approved, the FDA may withdraw the product approval if compliance with pre- and post-marketing requirements is not maintained or
if problems occur after the product reaches the marketplace. The FDA may require one or more Phase 4 post-market studies and surveillance to further assess
and monitor the product’s safety and effectiveness after commercialization, and may limit further marketing of the product based on the results of these post-
marketing studies.

Expedited Development and Review Programs

The FDA offers a number of expedited development and review programs for qualifying product candidates. For example, new biological products are
eligible for fast track designation if they are intended to treat a serious or life-threatening disease or condition and demonstrate the potential to address unmet
medical needs for the disease or condition. Fast track designation applies to the combination of the product and the specific indication for which it is being
studied. The sponsor of a new biologic may request that the FDA designate the biologic as a fast track product at any time during the clinical development of
the product. The sponsor of a fast track product has opportunities for more frequent interactions with the applicable FDA review team during product
development and, once a BLA is submitted, the product candidate may be eligible for priority review. A fast track product may also be eligible for rolling
review, where the FDA may consider for review sections of the BLA on a rolling basis before the complete application is submitted, if the sponsor provides a
schedule for the submission of the sections of the BLA, the FDA agrees to accept sections of the BLA and determines that the schedule is acceptable, and the
sponsor pays any required user fees upon submission of the first section of the BLA.

A product candidate intended to treat a serious or life-threatening disease or condition may also be eligible for breakthrough therapy designation to
expedite its development and review. A product candidate can receive breakthrough therapy designation if preliminary clinical evidence indicates that the
product candidate, alone or in combination with one or more other drugs or biologics, may demonstrate substantial improvement over existing therapies on
one or more clinically significant endpoints, such as substantial treatment effects observed early in clinical development. The designation includes all of the
fast track program features, as well as more intensive FDA interaction and guidance beginning as early as Phase 1 and an organizational commitment to
expedite the development and review of the product candidate, including involvement of senior managers.

Any marketing application for a biologic submitted to the FDA for approval, including a product candidate with a fast track designation and/or
breakthrough therapy designation, may be eligible for other types of FDA programs intended to expedite development and review, such as priority review and
accelerated approval. A product candidate is eligible for priority review if it has the potential to provide safe and effective therapy where no satisfactory
alternative therapy exists or a significant improvement in the treatment, diagnosis or prevention of a disease compared to marketed products. The FDA will
attempt to direct additional resources to the evaluation of an application for a new biological product designated for priority review in an effort to facilitate the
review. For
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original BLAs, priority review designation means the FDA’s goal is to take action on the marketing application within six months of the 60-day filing date (as
compared to ten months under standard review).

Additionally, product candidates studied for their safety and effectiveness in treating serious or life-threatening diseases or conditions may receive
accelerated approval upon a determination that the product has an effect on a surrogate endpoint that is reasonably likely to predict clinical benefit, or on a
clinical endpoint that can be measured earlier than irreversible morbidity or mortality, that is reasonably likely to predict an effect on irreversible morbidity or
mortality or other clinical benefit, taking into account the severity, rarity or prevalence of the condition and the availability or lack of alternative treatments.
As a condition of accelerated approval, the FDA will generally require the sponsor to perform adequate and well-controlled post-marketing clinical studies to
verify and describe the anticipated effect on irreversible morbidity or mortality or other clinical benefit. Under the Food and Drug Omnibus Reform Act of
2022, or FDORA, the FDA may require, as appropriate, that such trials be underway prior to approval or within a specific time period after the date of
approval for a product granted accelerated approval. Under FDORA, the FDA has increased authority for expedited procedures to withdraw approval of a
biologic or indication approved under accelerated approval if, for example, the sponsor fails to conduct the required post-marketing studies or if such studies
fail to verify the predicted clinical benefit. In addition, for products being considered for accelerated approval, the FDA generally requires, unless otherwise
informed by FDA, that all advertising and promotional materials intended for dissemination or publication within 120 days of marketing approval be
submitted to FDA for review during the pre-approval period.

In 2017, the FDA established a new regenerative medicine advanced therapy, or RMAT, designation, which is intended to facilitate an efficient
development program for, and expedite review of, any biologic that meets the following criteria: (i) the biologic qualifies as a RMAT, which is defined as a
cell therapy, therapeutic tissue engineering product, human cell and tissue product, or any combination product using such therapies or products, with limited
exceptions; (ii) the biologic is intended to treat, modify, reverse, or cure a serious or life-threatening disease or condition; and (iii) preliminary clinical
evidence indicates that the biologic has the potential to address unmet medical needs for such a disease or condition. RMAT designation provides all the
benefits of breakthrough therapy designation, including more frequent meetings with the FDA to discuss the development plan for the product candidate and
eligibility for rolling review and priority review. Product candidates granted RMAT designation may also be eligible for accelerated approval on the basis of a
surrogate or intermediate endpoint reasonably likely to predict long-term clinical benefit, or reliance upon data obtained from a meaningful number of clinical
trial sites, including through expansion of trials to additional sites. RMAT-designated products that receive accelerated approval may, as appropriate, fulfill
their post-approval requirements through submission of clinical evidence, clinical studies, patient registries, or other sources of real-world evidence (such as
electronic health records); through the collection of larger confirmatory data sets; or via post-approval monitoring of all patients treated with such therapy
prior to approval of such therapy.

Fast track designation, breakthrough therapy designation, priority review, accelerated approval, and RMAT designation, do not change the standards for
approval but may expedite the development or approval process. Even if a product candidate qualifies for one or more of these programs, the FDA may later
decide that the product no longer meets the conditions for qualification or decide that the time period for FDA review or approval will not be shortened.

Orphan Drug Designation and Exclusivity

Under the Orphan Drug Act, the FDA may grant orphan designation to a biologic intended to treat a rare disease or condition, defined as a disease or
condition with a patient population of fewer than 200,000 individuals in the United States, or a patient population greater than 200,000 individuals in the
United States and when there is no reasonable expectation that the cost of developing and making available the drug or biologic in the United States will be
recovered from sales in the United States for that biologic. Orphan drug designation must be requested before submitting a BLA. After the FDA grants orphan
drug designation, the generic identity of the therapeutic agent and its potential orphan use are disclosed publicly by the FDA. Orphan drug designation does
not convey any advantage in or shorten the duration of the regulatory review and approval process.
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In the United States, orphan drug designation entitles a party to financial incentives such as opportunities for grant funding towards clinical trial costs, tax
advantages and user-fee waivers. In addition, if a product that has orphan drug designation subsequently receives the first FDA approval for a particular drug
or biologic for the disease for which it has such designation, the product is entitled to orphan product exclusivity, which means that the FDA may not approve
any other applications, including a full BLA, to market the same biologic for the same indication for seven years, except in limited circumstances, such as a
showing of clinical superiority to the product with orphan drug exclusivity or if the FDA finds that the holder of the orphan drug exclusivity has not shown
that it can assure the availability of sufficient quantities of the orphan drug to meet the needs of patients with the disease or condition for which the drug was
designated. Orphan drug exclusivity does not prevent the FDA from approving a different drug or biologic for the same disease or condition, or the same drug
or biologic for a different disease or condition. Competitors may receive approval of different products for the indication for which the orphan product has
exclusivity or obtain approval for the same product but for a different indication for which the orphan product has exclusivity. Orphan product exclusivity also
could block the approval of one of our products for seven years if a competitor obtains approval of the same biological product as defined by the FDA or if our
product candidate is determined to be contained within the competitor’s product for the same indication or disease.

A designated orphan drug may not receive orphan drug exclusivity if it is approved for a use that is broader than the indication for which it received
orphan designation. In addition, orphan drug exclusive marketing rights in the United States may be lost if the FDA later determines that the request for
designation was materially defective or, as noted above, if a second applicant demonstrates that its product is clinically superior to the approved product with
orphan exclusivity or the manufacturer of the approved product is unable to assure sufficient quantities of the product to meet the needs of patients with the
rare disease or condition.

Post-Approval Requirements

Biologics are subject to pervasive and continuing regulation by the FDA, including, among other things, requirements relating to record-keeping,
reporting of adverse experiences, periodic reporting, product sampling and distribution, and advertising and promotion of the product. After approval, most
changes to the approved product, such as adding new indications or other labeling claims, are subject to prior FDA review and approval. There also are
continuing, annual program fees for any marketed products. Biologic manufacturers and other entities involved in the manufacture and distribution of
approved biological products, and those supplying products, ingredients, and components of them, are required to register their establishments with the FDA
and certain state agencies, and are subject to periodic unannounced inspections by the FDA and certain state agencies for compliance with cGMP requirements
and other laws, which impose certain procedural and documentation requirements upon us and our third-party manufacturers. Manufacturers and other parties
involved in the drug supply chain for prescription drug products must also comply with product tracking and tracing requirements and for notifying the FDA
of counterfeit, diverted, stolen and intentionally adulterated products or products that are otherwise unfit for distribution in the United States. Accordingly,
manufacturers must continue to expend time, money, and effort in the area of production and quality control to maintain GMP compliance. Changes to the
manufacturing process or facility are strictly regulated, and, depending on the significance of the change, may require prior FDA approval before being
implemented. FDA regulations also require investigation and correction of any deviations from cGMP and impose reporting requirements upon us and any
third-party manufacturers that we may decide to use. Accordingly, manufacturers must continue to expend time, money and effort in the area of production
and quality control to maintain compliance with cGMP and other aspects of regulatory compliance.

The FDA may withdraw approval if compliance with regulatory requirements and standards is not maintained or if problems occur after the product
reaches the market. Later discovery of previously unknown problems with a product, including adverse events of unanticipated severity or frequency, or with
manufacturing processes, or failure to comply with regulatory requirements, may result in revisions to the approved labeling to add new safety information;
imposition of post-market studies or clinical studies to assess new safety risks; or imposition of distribution restrictions or other restrictions under a REMS
program. Other potential consequences include, among other things:

»  restrictions on the marketing or manufacturing of the product, complete withdrawal of the product from the market or product recalls;
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» fines, warning letters, or untitled letters;
e clinical holds on clinical studies;

» refusal of the FDA to approve pending applications or supplements to approved applications, or suspension or revocation of product license
approvals;

*  product seizure or detention, or refusal to permit the import or export of products;
+ consent decrees, corporate integrity agreements, debarment or exclusion from federal healthcare programs;
» mandated modification of promotional materials and labeling and the issuance of corrective information;

» the issuance of safety alerts, Dear Healthcare Provider letters, press releases and other communications containing warnings or other safety
information about the product; or

* injunctions or the imposition of civil or criminal penalties.

The FDA also may require post-marketing testing, known as Phase 4 testing, and surveillance to monitor the effects of an approved product. Discovery of
previously unknown problems with a product or the failure to comply with applicable FDA requirements can have negative consequences, including adverse
publicity, judicial or administrative enforcement, warning letters from the FDA, mandated corrective advertising or communications with doctors, and civil or
criminal penalties, among others. Newly discovered or developed safety or effectiveness data may require changes to a product’s approved labeling, including
the addition of new warnings and contraindications, and also may require the implementation of other risk management measures.

The FDA closely regulates the marketing, labeling, advertising and promotion of biologics. A company can make only those claims relating to safety and
efficacy, purity and potency that are approved by the FDA and in accordance with the provisions of the approved label. The FDA and other agencies actively
enforce the laws and regulations prohibiting the promotion of off-label uses. The federal government has levied large civil and criminal fines against
companies for alleged improper promotion of off-label use and has enjoined companies from engaging in off-label promotion. The FDA and other regulatory
agencies have also required that companies enter into consent decrees or permanent injunctions under which specified promotional conduct is changed or
curtailed. Failure to comply with these requirements can result in, among other things, adverse publicity, warning letters, corrective advertising and potential
civil and criminal penalties. FDA sanctions could include refusal to approve pending applications, withdrawal of an approval, clinical hold, warning or
untitled letters, product recalls, product seizures, total or partial suspension of production or distribution, injunctions, fines, refusals of government contracts,
mandated corrective advertising or communications with doctors, debarment, restitution, disgorgement of profits, or civil or criminal penalties. Physicians
may prescribe, in their independent professional and medical judgment, legally available products for uses that are not described in the product’s labeling and
that differ from those tested and approved by the FDA. Such off-label uses are common across medical specialties. Physicians may believe that such off-label
uses are the best treatment for many patients in varied circumstances. The FDA does not regulate the behavior of physicians in their choice of treatments. The
FDA does, however, restrict manufacturer’s communications on the subject of off-label use of their products.

Biosimilars and Reference Product Exclusivity

The Affordable Care Act, signed into law in 2010, includes a subtitle called the Biologics Price Competition and Innovation Act, or BPCIA, which
created an abbreviated approval pathway for biological products that are biosimilar to or interchangeable with an FDA-licensed reference biological product.
The FDA has issued several guidance documents outlining an approach to review and approval of biosimilars.

Biosimilarity, which requires that there be no clinically meaningful differences between the biological product and the reference product in terms of
safety, purity and potency, can be shown through analytical studies, animal studies, and a clinical study or studies. Interchangeability requires that a product is
biosimilar to the reference product and the product must demonstrate that it can be expected to produce the same clinical results as the reference product in
any given patient and, for products that are administered multiple times to an individual, the
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biologic and the reference biologic may be alternated or switched after one has been previously administered without increasing safety risks or risks of
diminished efficacy relative to exclusive use of the reference biologic. However, complexities associated with the larger, and often more complex, structures
of biological products, as well as the processes by which such products are manufactured, pose significant hurdles to implementation of the abbreviated
approval pathway that are still being worked out by the FDA.

Under the BPCIA, an application for a biosimilar product may not be submitted to the FDA until four years following the date that the reference product
was first licensed by the FDA. In addition, the approval of a biosimilar product may not be made effective by the FDA until 12 years from the date on which
the reference product was first licensed. During this 12-year period of exclusivity, another company may still market a competing version of the reference
product if the FDA approves a full BLA for the competing product containing that applicant’s own preclinical data and data from adequate and well-controlled
clinical trials to demonstrate the safety, purity and potency of its product. The BPCIA also created certain exclusivity periods for biosimilars approved as
interchangeable products. At this juncture, it is unclear whether products deemed “interchangeable” by the FDA will, in fact, be readily substituted by
pharmacies, which are governed by state pharmacy law.

A biological product can also obtain pediatric market exclusivity in the United States. Pediatric exclusivity, if granted, adds six months to existing
exclusivity periods and patent terms. This six-month exclusivity, which runs from the end of other exclusivity protection or patent term, may be granted based
on the voluntary completion of a pediatric study in accordance with an FDA-issued “Written Request” for such a study. The BPCIA is complex and continues
to be interpreted and implemented by the FDA. In addition, government proposals have sought to reduce the 12-year reference product exclusivity period.
Other aspects of the BPCIA, some of which may impact the BPCIA exclusivity provisions, have also been the subject of recent litigation. As a result, the
ultimate impact, implementation, and impact of the BPCIA is subject to significant uncertainty.

Coverage and Reimbursement

Our ability to successfully commercialize our product candidates will depend in part on the extent to which coverage and adequate reimbursement for
these products and related treatments will be available from government health administration authorities, private health insurers and other organizations.
Even if coverage is provided, the approved reimbursement amount may not be high enough to allow us to establish or maintain pricing sufficient to realize a
sufficient return on our investment. Government authorities and third-party payors, such as private health insurers and health maintenance organizations,
decide which medications they will pay for and establish reimbursement levels.

There is also significant uncertainty related to the insurance coverage and reimbursement of newly approved products and coverage may be more limited
than the purposes for which the medicine is approved by the FDA or comparable foreign regulatory authorities. In the United States, the principal decisions
about reimbursement for new medicines are typically made by the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services, or CMS, an agency within the U.S. Department
of Health and Human Services. CMS decides whether and to what extent a new medicine will be covered and reimbursed under Medicare and private payors
tend to follow CMS to a substantial degree. Factors payors consider in determining reimbursement are based on whether the product is:

*  acovered benefit under its health plan;

» safe, effective and medically necessary;
»  appropriate for the specific patient;

*  cost-effective; and

» neither experimental nor investigational.

Net prices for drugs may be reduced by mandatory discounts or rebates required by government healthcare programs or private payors and by any future
relaxation of laws that presently restrict imports of drugs from countries where they may be sold at lower prices than in the United States. Increasingly, third-
party payors are
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requiring that drug companies provide them with predetermined discounts from list prices and are challenging the prices charged for medical products. We
cannot be sure that reimbursement will be available for any product candidate that we commercialize and, if reimbursement is available, the level of
reimbursement. In addition, many pharmaceutical manufacturers must calculate and report certain price reporting metrics to the government, such as average
sales price, or ASP, and best price. Penalties may apply in some cases when such metrics are not submitted accurately and timely. Further, these prices for
drugs may be reduced by mandatory discounts or rebates required by government healthcare programs.

We expect that healthcare reform measures that may be adopted in the future may result in more rigorous coverage criteria and in additional downward
pressure on the price that we receive for any approved product. The implementation of cost containment measures or other healthcare reforms may prevent us
from being able to generate revenue, attain profitability, or commercialize our products. Legislative and regulatory proposals have been made to expand post-
approval requirements and restrict sales and promotional activities for pharmaceutical products. We cannot be sure whether additional legislative changes will
be enacted, or whether existing regulations, guidance or interpretations will be changed, or what the impact of such changes on the marketing approvals or
clearances of our product candidates, if any, may be.

In addition, in some foreign countries, the proposed pricing for a drug must be approved before it may be lawfully marketed. The requirements governing
drug pricing vary widely from country to country. For example, the European Union provides options for its Member States to restrict the range of medicinal
products for which their national health insurance systems provide reimbursement and to control the prices of medicinal products for human use. To obtain
reimbursement or pricing approval, some of these countries may require the completion of clinical trials that compare the cost effectiveness of a particular
product candidate to currently available therapies. A Member State may approve a specific price for the medicinal product or it may instead adopt a system of
direct or indirect controls on the profitability of the company placing the medicinal product on the market. There can be no assurance that any country that has
price controls or reimbursement limitations for pharmaceutical products will allow favorable reimbursement and pricing arrangements for any of our product
candidates. Historically, products launched in the European Union do not follow price structures of the United States and generally prices tend to be
significantly lower.

Healthcare Reform

In the United States, there have been and continue to be a number of legislative initiatives to contain healthcare costs. For example, in March 2010, the
Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (the “ACA”) was enacted, which substantially changed the way healthcare is financed by both governmental and
private insurers, and significantly impacted the U.S. pharmaceutical industry. Among the provisions of the ACA, of greatest importance to the pharmaceutical
and biotechnology industry are the following:

* anincrease in the statutory minimum rebates a manufacturer must pay under the Medicaid Drug Rebate Program to 23.1% and 13% of the average
manufacturer price for most branded and generic drugs, respectively, and a cap on the total rebate amount for innovator drugs at 100% of the Average
Manufacturer Price;

+ extension of manufacturers’ Medicaid rebate liability under the Medicaid Drug Rebate Program; and

* aMedicare Part D coverage gap discount program, in which manufacturers must agree to offer 70% point-of-sale discounts off negotiated prices of
applicable brand drugs to eligible beneficiaries during their coverage gap period, as a condition for the manufacturer’s outpatient drugs to be covered
under Medicare Part D.

In addition, other legislative changes have been proposed and adopted in the United States since the ACA was enacted.

*  The Budget Control Act of 2011 and subsequent legislation, among other things, created measures for spending reductions by Congress that include
aggregate reductions of Medicare payments to providers of 2% per fiscal year, which remain in effect through 2031. Due to the Statutory Pay-As-
You-Go Act of 2010,
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estimated budget deficit increases resulting from the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021, and subsequent legislation, Medicare payments to providers
will be further reduced starting in 2025 absent further legislation. The American Taxpayer Relief Act of 2012 further reduced Medicare payments to
several providers, and increased the statute of limitations period for the government to recover overpayments to providers from three to five years.

*  On April 13, 2017, CMS published a final rule that gives states greater flexibility in setting benchmarks for insurers in the individual and small group
marketplaces, which may have the effect of relaxing the essential health benefits required under the ACA for plans sold through such marketplaces.

*  On May 30, 2018, the Right to Try Act was signed into law. The law, among other things, provides a federal framework for certain patients to access
certain investigational new drug products that have completed a Phase 1 clinical trial and that are undergoing investigation for FDA approval. Under
certain circumstances, eligible patients can seek treatment without enrolling in clinical trials and without obtaining FDA permission under the FDA
expanded access program. There is no obligation for a pharmaceutical manufacturer to make its drug products available to eligible patients as a result
of the Right to Try Act.

*  On May 23, 2019, CMS published a final rule to allow Medicare Advantage Plans the option of using step therapy for Part B drugs beginning
January 1, 2020.

Additionally, there has been increasing legislative and enforcement interest in the United States with respect to drug pricing practices. Specifically, there
has been heightened governmental scrutiny over the manner in which manufacturers set prices for their marketed products, which has resulted in several U.S.
Congressional inquiries and proposed and enacted federal and state legislation designed to, among other things, bring more transparency to drug pricing,
reduce the cost of prescription drugs under Medicare, and review the relationship between pricing and manufacturer patient programs. The Inflation Reduction
Act of 2022, or IRA, includes several provisions that may impact our business to varying degrees, including provisions that reduce the out-of-pocket spending
cap for Medicare Part D beneficiaries from $7,050 to $2,000 starting in 2025, thereby effectively eliminating the coverage gap; impose new manufacturer
financial liability on certain drugs under Medicare Part D; allow the U.S. government to negotiate Medicare Part B and Part D price caps for certain high-cost
drugs and biologics without generic or biosimilar competition; require companies to pay rebates to Medicare for certain drug prices that increase faster than
inflation; and delay until January 1, 2032 the implementation of the HHS rebate rule that would have limited the fees that pharmacy benefit managers can
charge. Further, under the IRA, orphan drugs are exempted from the Medicare drug price negotiation program, but only if they have one rare disease
designation and for which the only approved indication is for that disease or condition. If a product receives multiple rare disease designations or has multiple
approved indications, it may not qualify for the orphan drug exemption. The effects of the IRA on our business and the healthcare industry in general is not yet
known.

In addition, President Biden has issued multiple executive orders that have sought to reduce prescription drug costs. In addition, in February 2023, HHS
issued a proposal in response to an October 2022 executive order from President Biden that includes a proposed prescription drug pricing model that will test
whether targeted Medicare payment adjustments will sufficiently incentivize manufacturers to complete confirmatory trials for drugs approved through FDA’s
accelerated approval pathway. Although a number of these and other proposed measures may require authorization through additional legislation to become
effective, and the Biden administration may reverse or otherwise change these measures, both the Biden administration and Congress have indicated that they
will continue to seek new legislative measures to control drug costs.

There has also been heightened governmental scrutiny recently over the manner in which manufacturers set prices for their marketed products. For
example, there have been several recent Congressional inquiries and proposed and enacted federal and state legislation designed to, among other things, bring
more transparency to drug pricing, review the relationship between pricing and manufacturer patient programs, and reform government program
reimbursement methodologies for drug products.

At the state level, individual states are increasingly aggressive in passing legislation and implementing regulations designed to control pharmaceutical and
biological product pricing, including price or patient
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reimbursement constraints, discounts, restrictions on certain product access and marketing cost disclosure and transparency measures, and, in some cases,
designed to encourage importation from other countries and bulk purchasing. In addition, regional health care authorities and individual hospitals are
increasingly using bidding procedures to determine what pharmaceutical products and which suppliers will be included in their prescription drug and other
health care programs. These measures could reduce the ultimate demand for our products, once approved, or put pressure on our product pricing, which could
negatively affect our business, financial conditions, results of operation and prospects.

We expect that additional state and federal healthcare reform measures will be adopted in the future, any of which could limit the amounts that federal and
state governments will pay for healthcare products and services, which could result in reduced demand for our current or future product candidates or
additional pricing pressures.

Any denial in coverage or reduction in reimbursement from Medicare or other government-funded programs may result in a similar denial or reduction in
payments from private payors, which may prevent us from being able to generate sufficient revenue, attain profitability or commercialize our products. It is
not clear how other future potential changes to the ACA will change the reimbursement model and market outlook for our current and future product
candidates.

Other U.S. Healthcare Laws

Healthcare providers, physicians and third-party payors, among others, will play a primary role in the prescription and recommendation of any product
candidates for which we obtain marketing approval. Our arrangements with third-party payors, providers and customers, among others, may expose us to
broadly applicable fraud and abuse and other healthcare laws and regulations in the future that may constrain the business or financial arrangements and
relationships through which we market, sell and distribute our product candidates for which we obtain marketing approval. Restrictions under applicable
federal and state healthcare laws and regulations in the United States and other countries, include the following:

»  the federal Anti-Kickback Statute, which prohibits, among other things, a person or entity from knowingly and willfully soliciting, offering, paying,
receiving or providing remuneration, directly or indirectly, in cash or in kind, to induce or reward either the referral of an individual for, or the
purchase, lease order, arranging for or recommendation of, any good, facility, item or service, for which payment may be made, in whole or in part,
by a federal healthcare program, such as Medicare or Medicaid. A person or entity does not need to have actual knowledge of the statute or specific
intent to violate it in order to have committed a violation. Violations are subject to civil and criminal fines and penalties for each violation, plus up to
three times the remuneration involved, imprisonment, and exclusion from government healthcare programs;

» federal civil and criminal false claims laws, including the federal False Claims Act, which provides for civil whistleblower or qui tam actions, and
civil monetary penalties laws, that impose penalties against individuals or entities for knowingly presenting, or causing to be presented, to the federal
government, claims for payment that are false or fraudulent or making a false statement to avoid, decrease or conceal an obligation to pay money to
the federal government. In addition, the government may assert that a claim including items and services resulting from a referral made in violation
of the federal Anti-Kickback Statute constitutes a false or fraudulent claim for purposes of the False Claims Act; Manufacturers can be held liable
under the federal False Claims Act even when they do not submit claims directly to government payors if they are deemed to “cause” the submission
of false or fraudulent claims. The federal False Claims Act also permits a private individual acting as a “whistleblower” to bring actions on behalf of
the federal government alleging violations of the federal False Claims Act and to share in any monetary recovery;

*  HIPAA, which imposes criminal and civil liability for executing a scheme to defraud any healthcare benefit program, or knowingly and willfully
falsifying, concealing or covering up a material fact or making any materially false statement in connection with the delivery of or payment for
healthcare benefits, items or services. Similar to the federal Anti-Kickback Statute, a person or entity does not need to have actual knowledge of the
statute or specific intent to violate it in order to have committed a violation;
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*  HIPAA, as amended by the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical Health Act (“HITECH”) and its implementing regulations,
including the Final Omnibus Rule published in January 2013, which impose obligations on certain covered entity healthcare providers, health plans
and healthcare clearinghouses as well as their business associates and their subcontractors that perform certain services involving the use or
disclosure of individually identifiable health information, including mandatory contractual terms, with respect to safeguarding the privacy, security
and transmission of individually identifiable health information, and require notification to affected individuals and regulatory authorities of certain
breaches of security of individually identifiable health information. HITECH also created new tiers of civil monetary penalties, amended HIPAA to
make civil and criminal penalties directly applicable to business associates, and gave state attorneys general new authority to file civil actions for
damages or injunctions in federal courts to enforce the federal HIPAA laws and seek attorneys’ fees and costs associated with pursuing federal civil
actions. In addition, there may be additional federal, state, and non-U.S. laws which govern the privacy and security of health and other personal
information in certain circumstances, many of which differ from each other in significant ways and may not have the same effect, thus complicating
compliance efforts;

» the federal false statements statute, which prohibits knowingly and willfully falsifying, concealing or covering up a material fact or making any
materially false statement in connection with the delivery of or payment for healthcare benefits, items or services;

» federal price reporting laws, which require manufacturers to calculate and report complex pricing metrics to government programs, where such
reported prices may be used in the calculation of reimbursement and/or discounts on approved products;

»  federal consumer protection and unfair competition laws, which broadly regulate marketplace activities and activities that potentially harm
consumers;

* the federal physician payment transparency requirements, sometimes referred to as the “Sunshine Act” under the Affordable Care Act, require certain
manufacturers of drugs, devices, biologics and medical supplies that are reimbursable under Medicare, Medicaid, or the Children’s Health Insurance
Program to report to the CMS information related to transfers of value made to physicians (currently defined to include doctors, dentists,
optometrists, podiatrists and chiropractors), certain other licensed health care practitioners and teaching hospitals, as well as ownership and
investment interests of physicians and their immediate family members; and

» analogous local, state and foreign laws and regulations, such as state anti-kickback and false claims laws that may apply to healthcare items or
services reimbursed by third party payors, including private insurers, local, state and foreign transparency laws that require manufacturers to report
information related to payments and transfers of value to other healthcare providers and healthcare entities, marketing expenditures, or drug pricing,
state laws that require pharmaceutical companies to register certain employees engaged in marketing activities in the location and comply with the
pharmaceutical industry’s voluntary compliance guidelines and the relevant compliance guidance promulgated by the federal government, and state
and foreign laws governing the privacy and security of health information in certain circumstances, many of which differ from each other in
significant ways and often are not preempted by HIPAA, thus complicating compliance efforts.

Government Regulation Outside of the United States

In addition to regulations in the United States, we will be subject to a variety of regulations in other jurisdictions governing, among other things, clinical
studies and any commercial sales and distribution of our products. Because biologically sourced raw materials are subject to unique contamination risks, their
use may be restricted in some countries.

Whether or not we obtain FDA approval for a product, we must obtain the requisite approvals from regulatory authorities in foreign countries prior to the
commencement of clinical studies or marketing of the product in those countries. Certain countries outside of the United States have a similar process that
requires the submission of a
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clinical study application much like the IND prior to the commencement of human clinical studies. In the European Union, for example, a CTA must be
submitted to each country’s national health authority and an independent ethics committee, much like the FDA and the IRB, respectively. Once the CTA is
approved in accordance with a country’s requirements, clinical study development may proceed.

The requirements and process governing the conduct of clinical studies, product licensing, pricing and reimbursement vary from country to country. In all
cases, the clinical studies are conducted in accordance with GCP and the applicable regulatory requirements and the ethical principles that have their origin in
the Declaration of Helsinki.

To obtain regulatory approval of an investigational biological product under European Union regulatory systems, we must submit a marketing
authorization application. The application used to file the BLA in the United States is similar to that required in the European Union, with the exception of,
among other things, country-specific document requirements. The European Union also provides opportunities for market exclusivity. For example, in the
European Union, upon receiving marketing authorization, new chemical entities generally receive eight years of data exclusivity and an additional two years
of market exclusivity. If granted, data exclusivity prevents regulatory authorities in the European Union from referencing the innovator’s data to assess a
generic application. During the additional two-year period of market exclusivity, a generic marketing authorization can be submitted, and the innovator’s data
may be referenced, but no generic product can be marketed until the expiration of the market exclusivity. However, there is no guarantee that a product will be
considered by the European Union’s regulatory authorities to be a new chemical entity, and products may not qualify for data exclusivity. Products receiving
orphan designation in the European Union can receive ten years of market exclusivity, during which time no similar medicinal product for the same indication
may be placed on the market. An orphan product can also obtain an additional two years of market exclusivity in the European Union for pediatric studies. No
extension to any supplementary protection certificate can be granted on the basis of pediatric studies for orphan indications.

The criteria for designating an “orphan medicinal product” in the European Union are similar in principle to those in the United States. Under Article 3 of
Regulation (EC) 141/2000, a medicinal product may be designated as orphan if (1) it is intended for the diagnosis, prevention or treatment of a life-threatening
or chronically debilitating condition; (2) either (a) such condition affects no more than five in 10,000 persons in the European Union when the application is
made, or (b) the product, without the benefits derived from orphan status, would not generate sufficient return in the European Union to justify investment;
and (3) there exists no satisfactory method of diagnosis, prevention or treatment of such condition authorized for marketing in the European Union, or if such
a method exists, the product will be of significant benefit to those affected by the condition, as defined in Regulation (EC) 847/2000. Orphan medicinal
products are eligible for financial incentives such as reduction of fees or fee waivers and are, upon grant of a marketing authorization, entitled to ten years of
market exclusivity for the approved therapeutic indication. The application for orphan drug designation must be submitted before the application for marketing
authorization. The applicant will receive a fee reduction for the marketing authorization application if the orphan drug designation has been granted, but not if
the designation is still pending at the time the marketing authorization is submitted. Orphan drug designation does not convey any advantage in, or shorten the
duration of, the regulatory review and approval process.

The 10-year market exclusivity may be reduced to six years if, at the end of the fifth year, it is established that the product no longer meets the criteria for
orphan designation, for example, if the product is sufficiently profitable not to justify maintenance of market exclusivity. Additionally, marketing authorization
may be granted to a similar product for the same indication at any time if:

»  The second applicant can establish that its product, although similar, is safer, more effective or otherwise clinically superior;
*  The applicant consents to a second orphan medicinal product application; or
*  The applicant cannot supply enough orphan medicinal product.

For other countries outside of the European Union, such as countries in Eastern Europe, Latin America or Asia, the requirements governing the conduct of
clinical studies, product licensing, pricing and reimbursement vary from
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country to country. In all cases, again, the clinical studies are conducted in accordance with GCP and the applicable regulatory requirements and the ethical
principles that have their origin in the Declaration of Helsinki.

If we fail to comply with applicable foreign regulatory requirements, we may be subject to, among other things, fines, suspension or withdrawal of
regulatory approvals, product recalls, seizure of products, operating restrictions and criminal prosecution.

Employees and Human Capital Resources

As of February 16, 2023, we had 122 employees, all of whom were full-time, consisting of clinical, research, operations, regulatory, finance and business
development personnel. 29 of our employees hold Ph.D. or M.D. degrees. None of our employees are subject to a collective bargaining agreement. We
consider our relationship with our employees to be good. Of our executive officers, seventy-five percent (75%) are people of color and fifty percent (50%) are
women. With respect to our employees overall, approximately sixty-nine percent (69%) are people of color and approximately fifty-two percent (52%) are
women.

Our human capital resources objectives include, as applicable, identifying, recruiting, retaining, incentivizing and integrating our existing and additional
employees. The principal purposes of our equity incentive plans are to attract, retain and motivate selected employees, consultants and directors through the
granting of stock-based compensation awards, in order to increase stockholder value and the success of our company by motivating such individuals to
perform to the best of their abilities and achieve our objectives.

Facilities

We currently occupy approximately 40,000 square feet of office and research and development space in South San Francisco, CA under a lease that
expires in April, 2027, with an option to extend for an additional eight years. We also currently occupy 92,000 square feet of manufacturing space under lease
agreement that expires in September, 2032, with two five-year options to extend. We believe that this space, collectively, is sufficient to meet our existing
needs.

Periodic Reporting and Financial Information

We are a “smaller reporting company” as defined in Item 10(f)(1) of Regulation S-K. Smaller reporting companies may take advantage of certain reduced
disclosure obligations, including, among other things, providing only two years of audited financial statements. We will remain a smaller reporting company if
(1) the market value of our common stock held by non-affiliates is less than $250 million as of the last business day of the second fiscal quarter, or (2) our
annual revenues in our most recent fiscal year completed before the last business day of our second fiscal quarter are less than $100 million and the market
value of our common stock held by non-affiliates is less than $700 million as of the last business day of the second fiscal quarter.

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*  Our business, operations and clinical development plans and timelines could be adversely affected by the impact of global economic and political
developments, including high inflation and capital market disruption, the war in Ukraine, economic sanctions and economic slowdowns or recession,
including any that may result from the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, or by the manufacturing, clinical trial and other business activities performed
by us or by third parties with whom we may conduct business, including our anticipated contract manufacturers, CROs, shippers and others.

Risks Related to Our Limited Operating History and Financial Condition

We are a preclinical stage biotechnology company with a history of losses. We expect to continue to incur significant losses for the foreseeable future
and may never achieve or maintain profitability.

We are a preclinical stage biotechnology company with a history of losses. Since our inception, we have devoted substantially all of our resources to
research and development, preclinical studies, building our management team and building our intellectual property portfolio, and we have incurred
significant operating losses. Our net losses were $58.2 million and $55.3 million for the years ended December 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively. As of
December 31, 2022, we had an accumulated deficit of $173.3 million. Substantially all of our losses have resulted from expenses incurred in connection with
our research and development programs and from general and administrative costs associated with our operations. To date, we have not generated any revenue
from product sales, and we have not sought or obtained regulatory approval for any product candidate. Furthermore, we do not expect to generate any revenue
from product sales for the foreseeable future, and we expect to continue to incur significant operating losses for the foreseeable future due to the cost of
research and development, preclinical studies, clinical trials, manufacturing and the regulatory approval process for our current and potential future product

candidates.

We expect our net losses to increase substantially as we:

continue to advance our gene circuit platform technologies;

continue preclinical development of our current and future product candidates and initiate additional preclinical studies;

commence clinical trials of our current and future product candidates;

establish our manufacturing capability, including developing our contract development and manufacturing organization relationships and
building our internal manufacturing facilities;

acquire and license technologies aligned with our gene circuit platform technologies;

seek regulatory approval of our current and future product candidates;

expand our operational, financial, and management systems and increase personnel, including personnel to support our preclinical and
clinical development, manufacturing and commercialization efforts;

continue to develop, maintain, expand, and defend our intellectual property portfolio; and

incur additional legal, accounting, or other expenses in operating our business, including the additional costs associated with operating as
public company.

However, the amount of our future losses is uncertain. Our ability to achieve or sustain profitability, if ever, will depend on, among other things,
successfully developing product candidates, obtaining regulatory approvals to market and commercialize product candidates, manufacturing any approved
products on commercially reasonable
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terms, entering into potential future alliances, establishing a sales and marketing organization or suitable third-party alternatives for any approved product and
raising sufficient funds to finance business activities. If we, or our existing or potential future collaborators, are unable to commercialize one or more of our
product candidates, or if sales revenue from any product candidate that receives approval is insufficient, we will not achieve or sustain profitability, which
could have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

We will need substantial additional funding. If we are unable to raise capital when needed on acceptable terms, or at all, we may be forced to
restructure our business or delay, reduce, or terminate our research and product development programs, future commercialization efforts or other
operations.

We will need substantial additional funds to advance development of product candidates and our gene circuit platform, and we cannot guarantee that we
will have sufficient funds available in the future to develop and commercialize our current or potential future product candidates and technologies.

The development of biotechnology product candidates is capital-intensive. If any of our current or potential future product candidates enter and advance
through preclinical studies and clinical trials, we will need substantial additional funds to expand our development, regulatory, manufacturing, marketing and
sales capabilities. We have used substantial funds to develop our gene circuit platform, SENTI-202, SENTI-301A, SENTI-401 and other potential product
candidates, and we will require significant funds to continue to develop our platform and conduct further research and development, including preclinical
studies and clinical trials. In addition, we expect to incur significant additional costs associated with operating as a public company.

As of December 31, 2022, we had $98.6 million in cash, cash equivalents, and short-term investments. Our future capital requirements and the period for
which our existing resources will support our operations may vary significantly from what we expect. Our monthly spending levels vary based on new and
ongoing research and development and other corporate activities. Because the length of time and activities associated with successful research and
development of platform technologies and product candidates is highly uncertain, we are unable to estimate the actual funds we will require for development
and any approved marketing and commercialization activities. Our future capital requirements and the timing and amount of our operating expenditures will
depend largely on:

. the timing and progress of preclinical and clinical development of our current and potential future product candidates;

. the timing and progress of our development of our gene circuit platforms;

. the number and scope of preclinical and clinical programs we decide to pursue;

. the costs of building and operating our own dedicated Current Good Manufacturing Practice cGMP and cGTP facility to support clinical

and commercial-scale production of multiple allogeneic natural killer (NK) cell product candidates, and the terms of any third-party
manufacturing contract or biomanufacturing partnership we may enter into;

. our ability to maintain our current licenses and collaborations, conduct our research and development programs and establish new strateg
partnerships and collaborations;

. the progress of the development efforts of our existing strategic partners and third parties with whom we may in the future enter into
collaboration and research and development agreements;

. the costs involved in obtaining, maintaining, enforcing and defending patents and other intellectual property rights;
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. the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic, supply chain disruptions, global political and market conditions, and inflationary pressures on ou
business;

. the cost and timing of regulatory approvals; and

. our efforts to enhance operational systems and to hire and retain personnel, including personnel to support development of our product

candidates, the operation of our manufacturing facility, and to satisfy our obligations as a public company.

To date, we have primarily financed our operations through the sale of equity securities. We may seek to raise any necessary additional capital through a
combination of public or private equity offerings, debt financings, collaborations, strategic alliances, licensing arrangements, grants and other marketing and
distribution arrangements. Any additional capital raising efforts may divert our management from their day-to-day activities, which may adversely affect our
ability to develop and commercialize our current and future product candidates, if approved.

We cannot assure you that we will be successful in acquiring additional funding at levels sufficient to fund our operations or on terms acceptable to us, if
at all. If we are unable to obtain adequate financing when needed, our business, financial condition and results of operations will be harmed, and we may need
to significantly modify our operational plans, or else we may not be able to continue as a going concern beyond twelve months from the issuance date of this
Form 10-K. For example, in January 2023 we announced a strategic plan to focus internal resources on SENTI-202 and SENTI-401, to develop gene circuits
for other programs with potential partners, and to suspend research and development efforts for SENTI-301A. In the future, we may have to delay, reduce the
scope of or suspend one or more of our preclinical studies, clinical trials, research and development programs or commercialization efforts. Further, if we are
unable to continue as a going concern, we might have to liquidate our assets, and the values we receive for our assets in liquidation or dissolution could be
significantly lower than the values reflected in our consolidated financial statements. Because of the numerous risks and uncertainties associated with the
development and commercialization of our current and potential future product candidates and the extent to which we may enter into collaborations with third
parties to participate in their development and commercialization, we are unable to estimate the amounts of increased capital outlays and operating
expenditures associated with our current and anticipated preclinical studies and clinical trials, including related manufacturing costs.

To the extent that we raise additional capital through collaborations, strategic alliances or licensing arrangements with third parties, we may have to
relinquish valuable rights to our current and potential future product candidates, future revenue streams or research programs or grant licenses on terms that
may not be favorable to us. If we do raise additional capital through public or private equity or convertible debt offerings, the ownership interest of our
existing stockholders will be diluted, and the terms of these securities may include liquidation or other preferences that adversely affect our stockholders’
rights. If we raise additional capital through debt financing, we may be subject to covenants limiting or restricting our ability to take specific actions, such as
incurring additional debt, making capital expenditures or declaring dividends. Moreover, the issuance of additional securities by us, whether equity or debt, or
the market perception that such issuances are likely to occur, could cause the market price of our common stock to decline.

We do not expect to realize revenue from product sales or royalties from licensed products for the foreseeable future, if at all, and unless and until our
current and potential future product candidates are clinically tested, approved for commercialization and successfully marketed.

We identified a material weakness in our internal control over financial reporting. If our remediation of the material weakness is not effective, or if
we experience additional material weaknesses in the future or otherwise fail to maintain an effective system of internal controls in the future, we may not
be able to accurately report our financial condition or results of operations, which may adversely affect investor confidence in us and, as a result, the
value of shares of our common stock.

Prior to the closing of the Merger, we were a private company with limited accounting personnel and other resources with which to address our internal
control over financial reporting. In connection with our preparation and
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the audit of our consolidated financial statements as of and for the years ended December 31, 2021, we and our independent registered public accounting firm
identified a material weakness, as defined under the Exchange Act and by the Public Company Accounting Oversight Board (United States), in our internal
control over financial reporting. The material weakness related to a lack of sufficient and adequate resources in the finance and accounting function that
resulted in a lack of formalized risk assessment process, lack of segregation of duties, and ineffective process level control activities over the management
review of journal entries, account reconciliations and non-routine transactions.

A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control over financial reporting such that there is a reasonable possibility
that a material misstatement of our consolidated financial statements will not be prevented or detected on a timely basis.

We implemented a risk assessment process and measures designed to improve our internal control over financial reporting and remediate the control
deficiencies that led to the material weakness, including hiring additional accounting personnel. However, the process of designing and implementing effective
internal controls is a continuous effort that requires us to anticipate and react to changes in our business and the economic and regulatory environments and to
expend significant resources to maintain a system of internal controls that is adequate to satisfy our reporting obligations as a public company. Moreover, the
rules governing the standards that must be met for our management to assess our internal control over financial reporting are complex and require significant
documentation, testing, and remediation. To maintain and improve the effectiveness of our financial reporting, we will need to commit significant resources,
implement and strengthen existing disclosure processes controls, reporting systems, and procedures, train personnel and provide additional management
oversight, all of which may divert attention away from other matters that are important to our business.

We cannot be certain that the measures we have taken to date, and actions we may take in the future, will be sufficient to remediate the control
deficiencies that led to our material weakness in our internal control over financial reporting or that they will prevent or avoid potential future material
weaknesses. In addition, an independent registered public accounting firm has not yet performed an evaluation of our internal control over financial reporting,
though such an evaluation will be required when we lose our status as an “emerging growth company” and become an “accelerated filer” or a “large
accelerated filer.” When an evaluation by an independent registered public accounting firm is performed, such firm may issue a report that is qualified if it is
not satisfied with our controls or the level at which our controls are documented, designed, operated, or reviewed.

Our testing, or the subsequent testing by our independent registered public accounting firm, may reveal deficiencies in our internal controls over financial
reporting that are deemed to be material weaknesses. A material weakness in internal controls could result in our failure to detect a material misstatement of
our annual or quarterly consolidated financial statements or disclosures. We may not be able to conclude on an ongoing basis that we have effective internal
controls over financial reporting in accordance with Section 404. If we are unable to conclude that we have effective internal controls over financial reporting,
investors could lose confidence in our reported financial information, which could have a material adverse effect on the trading price of the shares of our
common stock.

We cannot be certain as to the timing of completion of our evaluation, testing and any remediation actions or the impact of the same on our operations. If
we are unable to successfully remediate our existing or any future material weaknesses in our internal control over financial reporting, or identify any
additional material weaknesses, the accuracy and timing of our financial reporting may be negatively impacted, we may be unable to maintain compliance
with securities law requirements regarding timely filing of periodic reports in addition to applicable stock exchange listing requirements, investors may lose
confidence in our financial reporting and our stock price may decline as a result. If we are not able to implement the requirements of Section 404 in a timely
manner or with adequate compliance, our independent registered public accounting firm when required may issue an adverse opinion due to ineffective
internal controls over financial reporting, and we may be subject to sanctions or investigation by regulatory authorities, such as the SEC. As a result, there
could be a negative reaction in the financial markets due to a loss of confidence in the reliability of our consolidated financial statements. In addition, we may
be required to incur costs in improving our internal control system and the hiring of additional personnel. Any such action could negatively affect our results
of operations and cash flows.
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Members of our management team have limited experience in managing the day-to-day operations of a public company and, as a result, we may incur
additional expenses associated with the management of our company.

Members of our management team have limited experience in managing the day-to-day operations of a public company. As a result, we may need to
obtain outside assistance from legal, accounting, investor relations, or other professionals that could be more costly than planned. We also plan to hire
additional personnel to comply with additional SEC reporting requirements. These compliance costs will make some activities significantly more time-
consuming and costly. If we lack cash resources to cover these costs in the future, our failure to comply with reporting requirements and other provisions of
securities laws could negatively affect our stock price and adversely affect our potential results of operations, cash flow and financial condition.

Our ability to use net operating loss carryforwards (“ NOLs”) and credits to offset future taxable income may be subject to certain limitations.

Our NOLs could expire unused and be unavailable to offset future income tax liabilities because of their limited duration or because of restrictions under
U.S. tax law. NOLs generated in taxable years beginning before January 1, 2018 are permitted to be carried forward for 20 taxable years under applicable U.S.
federal income tax law. Under current U.S. federal income tax law, NOLs arising in tax years beginning after December 31, 2020 may not be carried back.
Moreover, NOLs generated in taxable years beginning after December 31, 2017 may be carried forward indefinitely, but the deductibility of such NOLs
generally will be limited in taxable years beginning after December 31, 2020 to 80% of current year taxable income. As of December 31, 2022, we had NOLs
for U.S. federal and state income tax purposes of approximately $100.7 million and $55.0 million, respectively,, a portion of which expire beginning in 2036 if
not utilized. NOLs for U.S. federal tax reporting purposes of approximately $97.2 million have an indefinite life.

In general, under Section 382 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code™), a corporation that undergoes an “ownership change”
(defined under Section 382 of the Code and applicable Treasury Regulations as a greater than 50 percentage point change (by value) in a corporation’s equity
ownership by certain stockholders over a rolling three-year period) is subject to limitations on its ability to utilize its pre-change NOLs to offset future taxable
income. We have not determined whether our NOLs are limited under Section 382 of the Code. We may have experienced ownership changes in the past and
may experience ownership changes in the future, including as a result of the Merger or subsequent shifts in our stock ownership (some of which are outside
our control). Furthermore, our ability to utilize NOLs of companies that we may acquire in the future may be subject to limitations. There is also a risk that
due to regulatory changes, such as suspensions on the use of NOLs or other unforeseen reasons, our existing NOLs could expire or otherwise be unavailable to
reduce future income tax liabilities, including for state tax purposes. For these reasons, we may not be able to utilize a material portion of the NOLs reflected
on our balance sheets, even if we attain profitability, which could potentially result in increased future tax liability to us and could adversely affect our
operating results and financial condition.

Changes in tax law may adversely affect us or our investors.

The U.S. rules dealing with federal, state, and local taxation are constantly under review by those involved in the legislative process, as well as by the
U.S. Treasury Department. Changes to tax laws, which may have retroactive application, could adversely affect us or holders of our common stock. For
example, under Section 174 of the Code, in taxable years beginning after December 31, 2021, expenses that are incurred for research and development in the
U.S. will be capitalized and amortized, which may have an adverse effect on our cash flow. In recent years, many such changes have been made and change
are likely to continue to occur in the future. Future changes in tax laws could have a material adverse effect on our business, cash flow, financial conditions, or
results of operations. The existence, timing, and content of new tax laws are unpredictable, and could cause an increase in our or our shareholders’ tax liability
or require changes in the manner in which we operate in order to minimize or mitigate any adverse effects of changes in tax law. We urge investors to consult
with their legal and tax advisers regarding the implications of potential changes in tax laws on an investment in our common stock.

It is not possible to predict the number of shares of our common stock, if any, that we may sell to Chardan Capital Markets LLC, or Chardan, under
our common stock Purchase Agreement, or the Purchase Agreement,

with Chardan, or the actual gross proceeds resulting from those sales, or the dilution to our stockholders from those sales.

On August 31, 2022, we entered into the Purchase Agreement with Chardan, pursuant to which Chardan may purchase from us up to $50.0 million in
shares of our common stock (the “Total Commitment™), upon the terms and subject to the conditions and limitations set forth in the Purchase Agreement. To
date, we have sold $0.7 million in shares of our common stock to Chardan. The shares of our common stock that may be issued under the Purchase Agreement
may be sold by us to Chardan at our discretion from time to time until the earliest to occur of (i) October 1, 2025, (ii) the date on which Chardan has
purchased the Total Commitment pursuant to the Purchase Agreement, (iii) the date on which our common stock fails to be listed or quoted on Nasdaq or any
successor market, and (iv) the date on which, pursuant to or within the meaning of any bankruptcy law, we commence a voluntary case or any person or entity
commences a proceeding against us, a custodian is appointed for us or for all or substantially all of our property, or we make a general assignment for the
benefit of our creditors.

We generally have the right to control the timing and amount of any sales of our common stock to Chardan under the Purchase Agreement. Sales of our
common stock to Chardan under the Purchase Agreement will depend upon market conditions and other factors to be determined by us. We may ultimately
decide to sell to Chardan all or some of the common stock that may be available for us to sell to Chardan pursuant to the Purchase Agreement. Accordingly,
we cannot guarantee that we will be able to sell all of the Total Commitment or how much in proceeds we may obtain under the Purchase Agreement. If we
cannot sell securities under the Purchase Agreement, we may be required to utilize more costly and time-consuming means of accessing the capital markets,
which could have a material adverse effect on our liquidity and cash position.

Because the purchase price per share of common stock to be paid by Chardan for the common stock that we may elect to sell to Chardan under the
Purchase Agreement will fluctuate based on the market prices of our common stock at the time we elect to sell shares to Chardan pursuant to the Purchase
Agreement it is not possible for us to predict, as of the date of this Annual Report on Form 10-K and prior to any such sales, the number of shares of common
stock that we will sell to Chardan under the Purchase Agreement, the purchase price per share that Chardan will pay for shares of common stock purchased
from us under the Purchase Agreement, or the aggregate gross proceeds that we will receive from those purchases by Chardan under the Purchase Agreement.

The actual number of shares of our common stock issuable will vary depending on the then current market price of shares of our common stock sold to
Chardan and the number of shares of common stock we ultimately elect to sell to Chardan under the Purchase Agreement. If it becomes necessary for us to
issue and sell to Chardan under the Purchase Agreement more than the 8,727,049 shares of common stock we registered pursuant to the Purchase Agreement,
in order to receive aggregate gross proceeds equal to $50.0 million under the Purchase Agreement, we will have to file with the SEC one or more additional
registration statements to register under the Securities Act the resale by Chardan of any such additional shares of common stock we wish to sell from time to
time under the Purchase Agreement, which the SEC must declare effective, in each case before we may elect to sell any additional shares of our common
stock under the Purchase Agreement. Under applicable Nasdaq rules, in no event may we issue to Chardan more than 19.99% of the total number of shares of
common stock that were outstanding immediately prior to the execution of the Purchase Agreement, unless we obtain prior stockholder approval or if such
approval is not required in accordance with the applicable Nasdaq rules. In addition, Chardan is not obligated to buy any common stock under the Purchase
Agreement if such shares, when aggregated with all other shares of our common stock then beneficially owned by Chardan and its affiliates (as calculated
pursuant to Section 13(d) of the Exchange Act and Rule 13d-3 promulgated thereunder), would result in Chardan beneficially owning common stock in excess
of 4.99% of our outstanding shares of common stock. Our inability to access a portion or the full amount available under the Purchase Agreement, in the
absence of any other financing sources, could have a material adverse effect on our business or results of operation.

Investors who buy common stock from Chardan at different times will likely pay different prices.

Pursuant to the Purchase Agreement, the timing, price and number of shares sold to Chardan will vary depending on when we choose to sell shares, if any,
to Chardan. If and when we elect to sell any additional common stock to Chardan pursuant to the Purchase Agreement, after Chardan has acquired such
common stock, Chardan may
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resell all, some or none of such shares at any time or from time to time in its sole discretion and at different prices. As a result, investors who purchase shares
from Chardan at different times will likely pay different prices for those shares, and so may experience different levels of dilution and in some cases
substantial dilution and different outcomes in their investment results. Investors may experience a decline in the value of the shares they purchase from
Chardan as a result of future sales made by us to Chardan at prices lower than the prices such investors paid for their shares from Chardan.

The sale or issuance of shares of our common stock to Chardan will result in additional outstanding shares and the resale of shares of our common
stock by Chardan that it acquires pursuant to the Purchase Agreement, or the perception that such sales may occur, could cause the price of shares of our
common stock to decrease.

As of the date of this Form 10-K, we have issued 400,000 shares of common stock to Chardan under the Purchase Agreement, including 100,000 shares
issued to Chardan as consideration for its execution and delivery of the Purchase Agreement. The shares of common stock issuable under the Purchase
Agreement may be sold by us to Chardan at our sole discretion, subject to the satisfaction of certain conditions in the Purchase Agreement, from time to time,
until the earliest to occur of (i) October 1, 2025, (ii) the date on which Chardan has purchased the Total Commitment pursuant to the Purchase Agreement, (iii)
the date on which our common stock fails to be listed or quoted on Nasdaq or any successor market, and (iv) the date on which, pursuant to or within the
meaning of any bankruptcy law, we commence a voluntary case or any person or entity commences a proceeding against us, a custodian is appointed for us or
for all or substantially all of our property, or we make a general assignment for the benefit of our creditors. The purchase price for shares of our common stock
that we may sell to Chardan under the Purchase Agreement will fluctuate based on the trading price of shares of our common stock. Depending on market
liquidity at the time, sales of shares of our common stock may cause the trading price of shares of our common stock to decrease. We generally have the right
to control the timing and amount of any future sales of shares of our common stock to Chardan. Additional sales of shares of our common stock, if any, to
Chardan will depend upon market conditions and other factors to be determined by us. We may ultimately decide to sell to Chardan all or some of the
additional shares of our common stock that may be available for us to sell pursuant to the Purchase Agreement. If and when we do sell shares of our common
stock to Chardan, after Chardan has acquired shares of our common stock, Chardan may resell all, some or none of such shares of common stock at any time
or from time to time in its discretion. Therefore, sales to Chardan by us could result in substantial dilution to the interests of other holders of shares of our
common stock. In addition, if we sell a substantial number of shares of our common stock to Chardan under the Purchase Agreement, or if investors expect
that we will do so, the actual sales of shares of our common stock or the mere existence of our arrangement with Chardan may make it more difficult for us to
sell equity or equity-related securities in the future at a time and at a price that we might otherwise wish to effect such sales.

We may use our cash resources, including proceeds from sales of our common stock made pursuant to the Purchase Agreement in ways with which
you may not agree or in ways which may not yield a significant return.

We have broad discretion over the use of capital we have raised, including proceeds from sales of our common stock made pursuant to the Purchase
Agreement, and you will not have the opportunity, as part of any decision to invest in our common stock, to assess whether the proceeds are being used
appropriately. Accordingly, you will have to rely on the judgment of our management with respect to the use of these funds, with only limited information
regarding management’s specific intentions. We may spend all or a portion of the net proceeds of our prior financing activities, including sales of our common
stock under the Purchase Agreement, in ways that are not what our stockholders may desire or that may not yield favorable results. Because of the number and
variability of factors that will determine our use of the net proceeds, their ultimate use may vary substantially from their currently intended use. The failure by
us to apply these funds effectively could harm our business, and the net proceeds may be used for corporate purposes that do not increase our operating results
or enhance the value of our common stock.

Adverse developments dffecting the financial services industry, such as actual events or concerns involving liquidity, defaults, or non-performance by
financial institutions or transactional counterparties, could adversely

daffect the Company’s current and projected business operations and its financial condition and results of operations.

Actual events involving limited liquidity, defaults, non-performance or other adverse developments that affect financial institutions, transactional
counterparties or other companies in the financial services industry or the financial services industry generally, or concerns or rumors about any events of
these kinds or other similar risks, have in the past and may in the future lead to market-wide liquidity problems. For example, on March 10, 2023, Silicon
Valley Bank (“SVB”) was closed by the California Department of Financial Protection and Innovation, which appointed the Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation (“FDIC”) as receiver. Similarly, on March 12, 2023, Signature Bank and Silvergate Capital Corp. were each swept into receivership. Although a
statement by the Department of the Treasury, the Federal Reserve and the FDIC indicated that all depositors of SVB would have access to all of their money
after only one business day of closure, including funds held in uninsured deposit accounts, borrowers under credit agreements, letters of credit and certain
other financial instruments with SVB, Signature Bank or any other financial institution that is placed into receivership by the FDIC may be unable to access
undrawn amounts thereunder. We have two letters of credit held with SVB in an aggregate amount of $3.3 million related to our facility lease. Due to the
receivership of SVB, we may be unable to access such funds. In addition, if any of our suppliers or other parties with whom we conduct business are unable to
access funds pursuant to such instruments or lending arrangements with such a financial institution, such parties’ ability to pay their obligations to us or to
enter into new commercial arrangements requiring additional payments to us could be adversely affected. In this regard, counterparties to SVB credit
agreements and arrangements, and third parties such as beneficiaries of letters of credit (among others), may experience direct impacts from the closure of
SVB and uncertainty remains over liquidity concerns in the broader financial services industry. Similar impacts have occurred in the past, such as during the
2008-2010 financial crisis.

Inflation and rapid increases in interest rates have led to a decline in the trading value of previously issued government securities with interest rates below
current market interest rates. Although the U.S. Department of Treasury, FDIC and Federal Reserve Board have announced a program to provide up to $25
billion of loans to financial institutions secured by certain of such government securities held by financial institutions to mitigate the risk of potential losses on
the sale of such instruments, widespread demands for customer withdrawals or other liquidity needs of financial institutions for immediately liquidity may
exceed the capacity of such program. Additionally, there is no guarantee that the U.S. Department of Treasury, FDIC and Federal Reserve Board will provide
access to uninsured funds in the future in the event of the closure of other banks or financial institutions, or that they would do so in a timely fashion.

Although we assess our banking relationships as we believe necessary or appropriate, our access to funding sources and other credit arrangements in
amounts adequate to finance or capitalize our current and projected future business operations could be significantly impaired by factors that affect the
Company, the financial institutions with which we have or may enter into credit agreements or arrangements directly, or the financial services industry or
economy in general. These factors could include, among others, events such as liquidity constraints or failures, the ability to perform obligations under various
types of financial, credit or liquidity agreements or arrangements, disruptions or instability in the financial services industry or financial markets, or concerns
or negative expectations about the prospects for companies in the financial services industry. These factors could involve financial institutions with which we
have or may enter into financial or business relationships, but could also include factors involving financial markets or the financial services industry
generally.

The results of events or concerns that involve one or more of these factors could include a variety of material and adverse impacts on our current and
projected business operations and our financial condition and results of operations. These could include, but may not be limited to, the following:

*  Delayed access to deposits or other financial assets or the uninsured loss of deposits or other financial assets;

+  Delayed or lost access to other working capital sources and/or delays, inability or reductions in our ability to enter into new credit facilities
or access other working capital resources;
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»  Potential or actual breach of contractual obligations that require the Company to maintain letters of credit or other credit support
arrangements;

»  Potential or actual breach of financial covenants in any credit agreements or credit arrangements; or
+  Potential or actual cross-defaults in other credit agreements, credit arrangements or operating or financing agreements.

In addition, investor concerns regarding the U.S. or international financial systems could result in less favorable commercial financing terms, including
higher interest rates or costs and tighter financial and operating covenants, or systemic limitations on access to credit and liquidity sources, thereby making it
more difficult for us to acquire financing on acceptable terms or at all. Any decline in available funding or access to our cash and liquidity resources could,
among other risks, adversely impact our ability to meet our operating expenses, financial obligations or fulfill our other obligations, result in breaches of our
financial and/or contractual obligations or result in violations of federal or state wage and hour laws and otherwise have a material adverse impact on our
business.

Risks Related to the Development and Clinical Testing of Our Product Candidates

Our current product candidates are in preclinical development and have never been tested in humans. One or all of our current product candidates
may fail in clinical development or suffer delays that materially and adversely affect their commercial viability.

We have no products on the market or that have gained regulatory approval or that have entered clinical trials. None of our product candidates has ever
been tested in humans. Our ability to achieve and sustain profitability depends on obtaining regulatory approvals for and successfully commercializing product
candidates, either alone or with collaborators.

Before obtaining regulatory approval for the commercial distribution of our product candidates, we or a collaborator must conduct extensive preclinical
studies, followed by clinical trials to demonstrate the safety, purity and potency, or efficacy of our product candidates in humans. There is no guarantee that
the FDA will permit us to conduct clinical trials. Further, we cannot be certain of the timely completion or outcome of our preclinical studies and cannot
predict if the FDA or other regulatory authorities will accept our proposed clinical programs, our clinical protocols or if the outcome of our preclinical studies
will ultimately support the further development of our preclinical programs or testing in humans. As a result, we cannot be sure that we will be able to submit
IND or similar applications for our proposed clinical programs on the timelines we expect, if at all, and we cannot be sure that submission of INDs or similar
applications will result in the FDA or other regulatory authorities allowing clinical trials for any of our product candidates to begin.

Our current product candidates are in preclinical development and we are subject to the risks of failure inherent in the development of product candidates
based on novel approaches, targets and mechanisms of action. Although we anticipate initiating clinical trials for our lead product candidates, there is no
guarantee that we will be able to proceed with clinical development of any of these product candidates or that any product candidate will demonstrate a
clinical benefit once we advance these candidates to testing in patients. Accordingly, you should consider our prospects in light of the costs, uncertainties,
delays and difficulties frequently encountered by preclinical stage biotechnology companies such as ours.

We may not be able to access the financial resources to continue development of, or to enter into any collaborations for, any of our current or potential
future product candidates. This may be exacerbated if we experience any issues that delay or prevent regulatory approval of, or our ability to commercialize, a
product candidate, such as:

. negative or inconclusive results from our preclinical studies or clinical trials or the clinical trials of others for product candidates similar 1
ours, leading to a decision or requirement to conduct additional preclinical studies or clinical trials or abandon any or all of our programs

adverse events experienced by participants in our clinical trials or by individuals using therapeutics similar to our product candidates;

delays in submitting INDs or comparable foreign applications, or delays or failures to obtain the necessary approvals from regulatory
authorities to commence a clinical trial, or a suspension or termination of a clinical trial once commenced;

conditions imposed by the FDA or other regulatory authorities regarding the scope or design of our clinical trials;

delays in enrolling research subjects in clinical trials;

high drop-out rates of research subjects;

inadequate supply or quality of product candidate components or materials or other supplies necessary for the conduct of our clinical tria

chemistry, manufacturing and control (“CMC”) challenges associated with manufacturing and scaling up biologic product candidates to
ensure consistent quality, stability, purity and potency among different batches used in clinical trials;

greater-than-anticipated clinical trial costs;

poor potency or effectiveness of our product candidates during clinical trials;

unfavorable FDA or other regulatory authority inspection and review of a clinical trial or manufacturing site;

delays as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic or events associated with the pandemic;

failure of our third-party contractors or investigators to comply with regulatory requirements or otherwise meet their contractual
obligations in a timely manner, or at all;

delays and changes in regulatory requirements, policies and guidelines; or

the FDA or other regulatory authorities interpreting our data differently than we do.

Further, we and any existing or potential future collaborator may never receive approval to market and commercialize any product candidate. Even if we
or any existing or potential future collaborator obtains regulatory approval, the approval may be for targets, disease indications or patient populations that are
not as broad as we intended or desired or may require labeling that includes significant use or distribution restrictions or safety warnings. We or an existing or
potential future collaborator may also be subject to post-marketing testing requirements to maintain regulatory approval.

If any of our current or potential future product candidates is ever tested in humans, it may not demonstrate the safety, purity and potency, or efficacy,
necessary to become approvable or commercially viable.

None of our current product candidates have ever been tested in humans. We may ultimately discover that our current product candidates do not possess
certain properties that we believe are helpful for therapeutic effectiveness and safety or would otherwise support the submission of an IND on the timelines we
expect, or at all. We do not
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know if the observations we have made regarding our gene circuits generally and our product candidates in particular will translate into any clinical response
when tested in humans. As an example, while the Tumor-Associated Antigen (“TAA”) CD33 has been clinically validated as a target for an approved
antibody-drug conjugate therapy, it has not been clinically validated as a target for CAR-NK or CAR-T therapies, and may not prove to be a clinically
sufficient target for the CAR-NK therapies we are developing. As a result of these uncertainties related to our gene circuit platform technologies and our
product candidates, we may never succeed in developing a marketable product based on our current product candidates. If any of our current or potential
future product candidates prove to be ineffective, unsafe or commercially unviable, our entire pipeline could have little, if any, value, which could have a
material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

Our gene circuit platform technologies are based on novel technologies that are unproven and may not result in approvable or marketable products,
which exposes us to unforeseen risks and makes it difficult for us to predict the time and cost of product development and potential for regulatory
approval.

We are seeking to identify and develop a broad pipeline of product candidates using our gene circuit platform technologies. The scientific research that
forms the basis of our efforts to develop product candidates with our platforms is still ongoing. We are not aware of any FDA approved therapeutics utilizing
similar technologies as ours. Further, the scientific evidence to support the feasibility of developing therapeutic treatments based on our platform technologies
is preliminary. As a result, we are exposed to a number of unforeseen risks and it is difficult to predict the types of challenges and risks that we may encounter
during development of our product candidates. For example, we have not tested any of our current product candidates in humans, and our current data is
limited to animal models and preclinical cell lines, the results of which may not translate into humans. Further, relevant animal models and assays may not
accurately predict the safety and efficacy of our product candidates in humans, and we may encounter significant challenges creating appropriate models and
assays for demonstrating the safety and efficacy of our product candidates. In addition, our gene circuit technologies have potential safety risks.

Given the novelty of our technologies, we intend to work closely with the FDA and comparable foreign regulatory authorities to evaluate our proposed
approaches to obtain regulatory approval for our product candidates; however, due to a lack of comparable experiences, the regulatory pathway with the FDA
and comparable regulatory authorities may be more complex and time-consuming relative to other more well-known therapeutics. Even if we obtain human
data to support our product candidates, the FDA or comparable foreign regulatory agencies may lack experience in evaluating the safety and efficacy of our
product candidates developed using our platforms, which could result in a longer than expected regulatory review process, increase our expected development
costs, and delay or prevent commercialization of our product candidates. The validation process takes time and resources, may require independent third-party
analyses, and may not be accepted or approved by the FDA and comparable foreign regulatory authorities. We cannot be certain that our approach will lead to
the development of approvable or marketable products, alone or in combination with other therapies.

The occurrence of serious complications or side effects in connection with the use of our product candidates, either in clinical trials or post-approval,
could lead to discontinuation of our clinical development programs, refusal of regulatory authorities to approve our product candidates, or, post-approval,
revocation of marketing authorizations or refusal to approve applications for new indications, which could severely harm our business, prospects,
operating results, and financial condition.

Undesirable side effects caused by any of our current or potential future product candidates could cause regulatory authorities to interrupt, delay, or halt
clinical trials and could result in a more restrictive label or the delay or denial of regulatory approval by the FDA or other regulatory authorities. While we
have not yet initiated clinical trials for SENTI-202, SENTI-404, or any other product candidate, it is likely that there will be side effects associated with their
use. Results of our clinical trials could reveal a high and unacceptable severity and prevalence of these side effects. For example, if the NOT GATE gene
circuit, as described below, engineered into one of our product candidates, such as SENTI-202, does not provide a clinically sufficient level of inhibition, it
may kill healthy cells that it has been designed to preserve or may cause systemic immune cytotoxicity. It is possible that safety events or concerns such as
these or others could negatively affect the development of our product candidates, including adversely impacting patient enrollment among the patient
populations that we intend to treat. In such an
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event, our trials could be suspended or terminated, and the FDA or other regulatory authorities could order us to cease further development of or deny
approval of a product candidate for any or all targeted indications. Such side effects could also affect patient recruitment or the ability of enrolled patients to
complete the trial or result in potential product liability claims. To date, we have not observed any such effects in our preclinical studies, but there can be no
guarantee that our current or future product candidates will not cause such effects in clinical trials. Any of these occurrences may materially and adversely
impact our business and financial condition and impair our ability to generate revenues.

Further, clinical trials by their nature utilize a sample of the potential patient population. With a limited number of patients and limited duration of
exposure, rare and severe side effects of a product candidate may only be uncovered when a significantly large number of patients are exposed to the product
candidate or when patients are exposed for a longer period of time.

In the event that any of our current or potential future product candidates receives regulatory approval and we or others identify undesirable side effects
caused by one of these products, any of the following events could occur, which could result in the loss of significant revenue to us and materially and
adversely impact our results of operations and business:

* regulatory authorities may withdraw their approval of the product or seize the product;

» we may be required to recall the product or change the way the product is administered to patients;

additional restrictions may be imposed on the marketing of the particular product or the manufacturing processes for the product or any
component thereof;

+ we may be subject to fines, injunctions, or the imposition of civil or criminal penalties;

regulatory authorities may require the addition of labeling statements, such as a “black box” warning or a contraindication;
+ we may be required to create a medication guide outlining the risks of such side effects for distribution to patients;

» we could be sued and held liable for harm caused to patients;

+ the product may become less competitive; and

* our reputation may suffer.

Any of these events could prevent us from achieving or maintaining market acceptance of the particular product candidate, if approved, and could
significantly harm our business, results of operations, and prospects.

We may not be successful in our efforts to use and expand our gene circuit platform to expand our pipeline of product candidates.

A key element of our strategy is to use and advance our gene circuit platform to design, test and build our portfolio of product candidates focused on
allogeneic gene circuit-equipped CAR-NK cell therapies for the treatment of cancer. Although our research and development efforts to date have resulted in
our discovery and preclinical development of SENTI-202, SENTI-401 and other potential product candidates, none of these product candidates has advanced
to clinical development. We cannot assure you that any of our existing product candidates will advance to clinical trials or, if they do, that such trials will
demonstrate these product candidates to be safe or effective therapeutics, and we may not be able to successfully develop any product candidates. Even if we
are successful in expanding our pipeline of product candidates, any additional product candidates that we identify may not be suitable for clinical development
or generate acceptable clinical data, including as a result of being shown to have unacceptable effects or other characteristics that indicate that they are
unlikely to be products that will receive marketing approval from the FDA or other regulatory authorities or achieve market acceptance. If we do not
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successfully develop and commercialize product candidates, we will not be able to generate product revenue in the future.

Although we intend to explore other therapeutic opportunities in addition to the product candidates that we are currently developing, we may fail to
identify viable new product candidates for clinical development for a number of reasons. If we fail to identify additional potential product candidates, our
business could be materially harmed.

Although a substantial amount of our efforts will focus on the planned clinical trials and potential approval of the current and potential future product
candidates we are evaluating, a key element of our strategy is to discover, develop, manufacture and globally commercialize additional targeted therapies
beyond our current product candidates to treat various conditions and in a variety of therapeutic areas. Even if we identify investigational therapies that
initially show promise, we may fail to successfully develop and commercialize such products for many reasons, including the following:

. the research methodology used may not be successful in identifying potential investigational therapies;

. competitors may develop alternatives that render our investigational therapies obsolete;

. investigational therapies we develop may nevertheless be covered by third parties’ patents or other exclusive rights;

. an investigational therapy may, on further study, be shown to have harmful side effects or other characteristics that indicate it is unlikely

be effective or otherwise does not meet applicable regulatory criteria;

. it may take greater human and financial resources than we will possess to identify additional therapeutic opportunities for our product
candidates or to develop suitable potential product candidates through internal research programs, thereby limiting our ability to develop,
diversify and expand our product portfolio;

. an investigational therapy may not be capable of being produced in clinical or commercial quantities at an acceptable cost, or at all; and

. an approved product may not be accepted as safe and effective by trial participants, the medical community or third-party payors.

Identifying new investigational therapies requires substantial technical, financial and human resources, whether or not any investigational therapies are
ultimately identified. Because we have limited financial and human resources, we may initially focus on research programs and product candidates for a
limited set of indications. As a result, we may forgo or delay pursuit of opportunities with other product candidates or for other indications that later prove to
have greater commercial potential or a greater likelihood of success. Our resource allocation decisions may cause us to fail to capitalize on viable commercial
products or profitable market opportunities. For example, if we do not accurately evaluate the commercial potential or target market for a particular product
candidate or technology, we may relinquish valuable rights to that product candidate or technology through collaborations, licensing or other royalty
arrangements in cases in which it would have been more advantageous for us to retain sole development and commercialization rights to such product
candidate or technology.

Accordingly, there can be no assurance that we will ever be able to identify additional therapeutic opportunities for our product candidates or to develop
suitable potential product candidates through internal research programs, which could materially adversely affect our future growth and prospects. We may
focus our efforts and resources on potential product candidates or other potential programs that ultimately prove to be unsuccessful.
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The market, physicians, patients, regulators and potential investors may not be receptive to our current or potential future product candidates and
may be skeptical of the viability and benefits of our gene circuit pipeline technology because it is based on a relatively novel and complex technology.

The market, physicians, patients, regulators and potential investors, may be skeptical of the viability and benefits of our gene circuit pipeline technology
or our product candidates because they are based on a relatively novel and complex technology and there can be no assurance that our product candidates or
platform technologies will be understood, approved, or accepted. If potential investors are skeptical of the success of our pipeline products, our ability to raise
capital and the value of our stock may be adversely affected. If physicians, patients, or regulators do not understand or accept our gene circuit platform
technologies or our product candidates, we may be delayed in or unable to develop our product candidates.

Even if regulatory approval is obtained for a product candidate, including SENTI-202 or SENTI-401, we may not generate or sustain revenue from sales
of approved products. Market acceptance of our gene circuit platform technologies and our current and potential future product candidates, if approved, will
depend on, among other factors:

. the timing of our receipt of any marketing and commercialization approvals;

. the terms of any approvals and the countries in which approvals are obtained;

. the safety and efficacy of our product candidates and gene circuit technologies in general;

. the prevalence and severity of any adverse side effects associated with our product candidates;

. limitations or warnings contained in any labeling approved by the FDA or other regulatory authority;

. relative convenience and ease of administration of our product candidates;

. the success of our physician education programs;

. the availability of coverage and adequate government and third-party payor reimbursement;

. the pricing of our products, particularly as compared to alternative treatments; and

. availability of alternative effective treatments for the disease indications our product candidates are intended to treat and the relative risks

benefits and costs of those treatments.

If any product candidate we commercialize fails to achieve market acceptance, it could have a material adverse impact on our business, financial
condition, results of operations, and prospects.

While we believe our pipeline will yield multiple INDs, we may not be able to file INDs to commence clinical trials on the timelines we expect, and
even if we are able to, the FDA may not permit us to proceed.

We expect our pipeline to yield multiple INDs beginning as early as 2023, including an IND for SENTI-202. We cannot be sure that submission of an
IND will result in the FDA allowing testing and clinical trials to begin, or that, once begun, issues will not arise that suspend or terminate such clinical trials.
The manufacturing of our product candidates, including SENTI-202 and SENTI-401, remains an emerging and evolving field. Accordingly, we expect
chemistry, manufacturing and control related topics, including product specifications, will be a focus of IND reviews, which may delay the clearance of INDs.
Additionally, even if such regulatory authorities agree with
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the design and implementation of the clinical trials set forth in an IND or clinical trial application, we cannot guarantee that such regulatory authorities will
not change their requirements in the future.

In addition to the submission of an IND to the FDA before initiation of a clinical trial in the United States, certain human clinical trials involving
recombinant or synthetic nucleic acid molecules are subject to oversight of institutional biosafety committees (“IBCs”), as set forth in the National Institutes
of Health, or NIH, Guidelines for Research Involving Recombinant or Synthetic Nucleic Acid Molecules, NTH Guidelines. Under the NIH Guidelines,
recombinant and synthetic nucleic acids are defined as: (i) molecules that are constructed by joining nucleic acid molecules and that can replicate in a living
cell (i.e., recombinant nucleic acids); (ii) nucleic acid molecules that are chemically or by other means synthesized or amplified, including those that are
chemically or otherwise modified but can base pair with naturally occurring nucleic acid molecules (i.e., synthetic nucleic acids); or (iii) molecules that result
from the replication of those described in (i) or (ii). Specifically, under the NIH Guidelines, supervision of human gene transfer trials includes evaluation and
assessment by an IBC, a local institutional committee that reviews and oversees research utilizing recombinant or synthetic nucleic acid molecules at that
institution. The IBC assesses the safety of the research and identifies any potential risk to public health or the environment, and such review may result in
some delay before initiation of a clinical trial. While the NTH Guidelines are not mandatory unless the research in question is being conducted at or sponsored
by institutions receiving NIH funding of recombinant or synthetic nucleic acid molecule research, many companies and other institutions not otherwise subject
to the NIH Guidelines voluntarily follow them.

Interim, topline and preliminary data that we announce or publish from time to time for any clinical trials that we initiate may change as more patient
data become available or as additional analyses are conducted, and as the data are subject to audit and verification procedures that could result in
material changes in the final data.

From time to time, we may publicly disclose interim, preliminary or topline data from our preclinical studies and clinical trials, which is based on a
preliminary analysis of then-available data, and the results and related findings and conclusions are subject to change following a more comprehensive review
of the data related to the particular trial. We also make assumptions, estimates, calculations and conclusions as part of our analyses of data, and we may not
have received or had the opportunity to fully and carefully evaluate all data. As a result, the interim, preliminary or topline results that we report may differ
from future results of the same trials, or different conclusions or considerations may qualify such results, once additional data have been received and fully
evaluated. Topline data also remain subject to audit and verification procedures that may result in the final data being materially different from the preliminary
data we previously published. As a result, topline data should be viewed with caution until the final data are available. From time to time, we may also
disclose interim, preliminary or topline data from our clinical studies. Interim, topline or preliminary data from clinical trials that we may complete are subject
to the risk that one or more of the clinical outcomes may materially change as patient enrollment continues and more patient data become available. Adverse
differences between preliminary, topline or interim data and final data could significantly harm our business prospects.

Further, others, including regulatory agencies, may not accept or agree with our assumptions, estimates, calculations, conclusions or analyses or may
interpret or weigh the importance of data differently, which could impact the value of the particular program, the approvability or commercialization of the
particular product candidate or product and the value of our company in general. In addition, the information we choose to publicly disclose regarding a
particular study or clinical trial is based on what is typically extensive information, and you or others may not agree with what we determine is the material or
otherwise appropriate information to include in our disclosure, and any information we determine not to disclose may ultimately be deemed significant with
respect to future decisions, conclusions, views, activities or otherwise regarding a particular product, product candidate or our business. If the topline data that
we report differ from actual results, or if others, including regulatory authorities, disagree with the conclusions reached, our ability to obtain approval for, and
commercialize, our product candidates may be harmed, which could harm our business, operating results, prospects or financial condition.
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We and our collaborators may not achieve projected discovery and development milestones and other anticipated key events in the time frames that we
or they announce, which could have an adverse impact on our business and could cause our stock price to decline.

From time to time, we expect that we will make public statements regarding the expected timing of certain milestones and key events, such as the
commencement and completion of preclinical and IND-enabling studies in our own internally-developed programs or in our product candidate discovery
programs with collaborators, as well as the submission and clearance of INDs and the commencement and completion of planned clinical trials in those
programs. The actual timing of these events can vary dramatically due to a number of factors such as delays or failures in our or any future collaborators’
product candidate discovery and development programs, the amount of time, effort and resources committed by us and any future collaborators, and the
numerous uncertainties inherent in the development of therapies. As a result, there can be no assurance that our or any future collaborators’ programs will
advance or be completed in the time frames we or they announce or expect. If we or any collaborators fail to achieve one or more of these milestones or other
key events as planned, our business could be materially adversely affected, and the price of our common stock could decline.

Clinical trials are expensive, time-consuming and difficult to design and implement.

Human clinical trials are expensive and difficult to design and implement, in part because they are subject to rigorous regulatory requirements. Because
our current and potential future product candidates are based on new technologies and discovery approaches, we expect that they will require extensive
research and development and have substantial manufacturing and processing costs. In addition, the FDA or other regulatory authorities may require us to
perform additional testing before commencing clinical trials and be hesitant to allow us to enroll patients impacted with our targeted disease indications in our
future clinical trials. If we are unable to enroll patients impacted by our targeted disease indications in our future clinical trials, we would be delayed in
obtaining potential proof-of-concept data in humans, which could extend our development timelines. In addition, costs to treat patients and to treat potential
side effects that may result from our product candidates may be significant. Accordingly, our clinical trial costs are likely to be high and could have a material
adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

If we encounter difficulties enrolling patients in our clinical trials, our clinical development activities could be delayed or otherwise adversely
dffected.

We may not be able to initiate or continue any clinical trials for our current or potential future product candidates if we are unable to locate and enroll a
sufficient number of eligible patients to participate in these trials as required by the FDA or other regulatory authorities. We cannot predict how difficult it will
be to enroll patients for trials in the indications we are studying. We may experience difficulties in patient enrollment in our clinical trials for a variety of
reasons. The enrollment of patients depends on many factors, including:

. the severity of the disease under investigation;

. the patient eligibility criteria defined in the clinical trial protocol;

. the size of the patient population required for analysis of the trial’s primary endpoints;

. the proximity and availability of clinical trial sites for prospective patients;

. willingness of physicians to refer their patients to our clinical trials;

. our ability to recruit clinical trial investigators with the appropriate competencies and experience;
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. clinicians’ and patients’ perceptions as to the potential risks and benefits of the product candidate being studied in relation to other
available therapies, including any new drugs that may be approved for the indications we are investigating;

. our ability to obtain and maintain patient informed consents;

. patient eligibility and exclusion criteria for the trials;

. ability to monitor patients adequately during and after treatment;

. the risk that patients enrolled in clinical trials will drop out of the trials before completion; and

. factors we may not be able to control, such as current or potential pandemics, including the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, that may limi

the availability of patients, principal investigators or staff or clinical sites to participate in our clinical trials.

In addition, our future clinical trials will compete with other clinical trials for product candidates that are in the same therapeutic areas as our product
candidates, and this competition will reduce the number and types of patients available to us, because some patients who might have opted to enroll in our
trials may instead opt to enroll in a trial being conducted by one of our competitors. Since the number of qualified clinical investigators is limited, we expect
to conduct some of our clinical trials at the same clinical trial sites that some of our competitors use, which will reduce the number of patients who are
available for our clinical trials at such clinical trial sites. Additionally, because some of our clinical trials will be in patients with advanced disease who may
experience disease progression or adverse events independent from our product candidates, such patients may be unevaluable for purposes of the trial and, as a
result, we may require additional enrollment. Delays in patient enrollment may result in increased costs or may affect the timing or outcome of the planned
clinical trials, which could prevent completion of these trials and adversely affect our ability to advance the development of our product candidates.

If clinical trials for our product candidates are prolonged, delayed or stopped, we may be unable to seek or obtain requlatory approval and
commercialize our product candidates on a timely basis, or at all, which would require us to incur additional costs and delay our receipt of any product
revenue.

We may experience delays in our ongoing or future preclinical studies or clinical trials, and we do not know whether future preclinical studies or clinical
trials will begin on time, need to be redesigned, enroll an adequate number of patients on time or be completed on schedule, if at all. The commencement or
completion of these clinical trials could be substantially delayed or prevented by many factors, including:

. further discussions with the FDA or comparable foreign regulatory authorities regarding the scope or design of our clinical trials, includi
the endpoint measures required for regulatory approval and our statistical plan;

. the limited number of, and competition for, suitable study sites and investigators to conduct our clinical trials, many of which may alread
be engaged in other clinical trial programs with similar patients, including some that may be for the same indications as our product
candidates;

. any delay or failure to obtain timely approval or agreement to commence a clinical trial in any of the countries where enrollment is
planned;

. inability to obtain sufficient funds required for a clinical trial;

. clinical holds on, or other regulatory objections to, a new or ongoing clinical trial;
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delay or failure to manufacture sufficient quantities or inability to produce quantities of consistent quality, purity and potency of the
product candidate for our clinical trials;

delay or failure to reach agreement on acceptable clinical trial agreement terms or clinical trial protocols with prospective sites or contact
research organizations (“CROs”), the terms of which can be subject to extensive negotiation and may vary significantly among different
sites or CROs;

delay or failure to obtain institutional review board (“IRB”) or ethics committee approval to conduct a clinical trial at a prospective site;

the FDA or other comparable foreign regulatory authorities may require us to submit additional data or impose other requirements before
permitting us to initiate a clinical trial;

slower than expected rates of patient recruitment and enrollment;

failure of patients to complete the clinical trial;

the inability to enroll a sufficient number of patients in studies to ensure adequate statistical power to detect statistically significant
treatment effects;

unforeseen safety issues, including severe or unexpected drug-related adverse events experienced by patients, including possible deaths;

lack of efficacy or failure to measure a statistically significant clinical benefit within the dose range with an acceptable safety margin
during clinical trials;

termination of our clinical trials by one or more clinical trial sites;

inability or unwillingness of patients or clinical investigators to follow our clinical trial protocols;

inability to monitor patients adequately during or after treatment by us or our CROs;

our CROs or clinical trial sites failing to comply with regulatory requirements or meet their contractual obligations to us in a timely
manner, or at all, deviating from the protocol or dropping out of a study;

inability to address any noncompliance with regulatory requirements or safety concerns that arise during the course of a clinical trial;

the impact of, and delays related to, health epidemics such as the COVID-19 pandemic;

the need to suspend, repeat or terminate clinical trials as a result of non-compliance with regulatory
requirements, inconclusive or negative results or unforeseen complications in testing; and

the suspension or termination of our clinical trials upon a breach or pursuant to the terms of any agreement with, or for any other reason 1
any future strategic collaborator that has responsibility for the clinical development of any of our product candidates.
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Changes in regulatory requirements, policies and guidelines may also occur and we may need to significantly modify our clinical development plans to
reflect these changes with appropriate regulatory authorities. These changes may require us to renegotiate terms with CROs or resubmit clinical trial protocols
to IRBs for re-examination, which may impact the costs, timing or successful completion of a clinical trial. Our clinical trials may be suspended or terminated
at any time by us, the FDA, other regulatory authorities, the IRB overseeing the clinical trial at issue, any of our clinical trial sites with respect to that site, or
us.

Any failure or significant delay in commencing or completing clinical trials for our product candidates, any failure to obtain positive results from clinical
trials, any safety concerns related to our product candidates, or any requirement to conduct additional clinical trials or other testing of our product candidates
beyond those that we currently contemplate would adversely affect our ability to obtain regulatory approval and our commercial prospects and ability to
generate product revenue will be diminished.

If we decide to seek orphan drug designation for one or more of our product candidates, we may be unsuccessful or may be unable to maintain the
benefits associated with orphan drug designation for our current or future product candidates that we may develop.

Under the Orphan Drug Act, the FDA may designate a product candidate as an orphan drug if it is a drug or biologic product intended to treat a rare
disease or condition, which is generally defined as a patient population of fewer than 200,000 individuals annually in the United States, or where there is no
reasonable expectation that the cost of developing the product will be recovered from sales in the United States. We may seek orphan drug designation for
certain indications for our product candidates in the future. Orphan drug designation neither shortens the development time or regulatory review time of a drug
nor gives the drug any advantage in the regulatory review or approval process. Orphan drug designation can entitle a party to financial incentives such as
opportunities for grant funding towards clinical trial costs, tax advantages and user-fee waivers.

In addition, if a product candidate with an orphan drug designation receives the first marketing approval for the indication for which it has such
designation, the product is entitled to a period of marketing exclusivity, which precludes the FDA from approving another marketing application for the same
drug for the same indication for seven years. The FDA may reduce the seven-year exclusivity if the same drug from a competitor demonstrates clinical
superiority to the product with orphan exclusivity or if the FDA finds that the holder of the orphan exclusivity has not shown that it can assure the availability
of sufficient quantities of the orphan product to meet the needs of patients with the disease or condition for which the drug was designated. Even if one of our
product candidates receives orphan exclusivity, the FDA can still approve other drugs that have a different active ingredient for use in treating the same
indication or disease.

In addition, exclusive marketing rights in the United States may be limited if we seek approval for an indication broader than the orphan-designated
indication or may be lost if the FDA later determines that the request for designation was materially defective or if the manufacturer is unable to assure
sufficient quantities of the product to meet the needs of patients with the rare disease or condition. Further, even if we obtain orphan drug exclusivity for a
product, that exclusivity may not effectively protect the product from competition because different drugs with different active moieties can be approved for
the same condition, and while we may seek orphan drug designation for our product candidates, we may never receive such designations. In addition, the FDA
may reevaluate the Orphan Drug Act and its regulations and policies. We do not know if, when, or how the FDA may change the orphan drug regulations and
policies in the future, and it is uncertain how any changes might affect our business. Depending on what changes the FDA may make to its orphan drug
regulations and policies, our business could be adversely impacted.

We may not be able to conduct, or contract with others to conduct, animal testing in the future, which could harm our research and development
activities.

Certain laws and regulations relating to drug development require us to test our product candidates on animals before initiating clinical trials involving
humans. Animal testing activities have been the subject of controversy and adverse publicity. Animal rights groups and other organizations and individuals
have attempted to stop animal testing activities by pressing for legislation and regulation in these areas and by disrupting these activities through
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protests and other means. To the extent the activities of these groups are successful, our research and development activities may be interrupted or delayed.
Risks Related to Third Parties

We rely on third parties to conduct our preclinical studies, and plan to rely on third parties to conduct clinical trials, and those third parties may not
perform satisfactorily.

We expect to rely on third-party clinical investigators, CROs, clinical data management organizations and consultants to design, conduct, supervise and
monitor certain preclinical studies and any clinical trials. Because we intend to rely on these third parties and will not have the ability to conduct certain
preclinical studies or clinical trials independently, we will have less control over the timing, quality and other aspects of such preclinical studies and clinical
trials than we would have had we conducted them on our own. These investigators, CROs and consultants will not be our employees and we will have limited
control over the amount of time and resources that they dedicate to our programs. Some of these third parties may terminate their engagements with us at any
time. We also expect to have to negotiate budgets and contracts with CROs, clinical trial sites and contract manufacturing organizations and we may not be
able to do so on favorable terms, which may result in delays to our development timelines and increased costs. If we need to enter into alternative
arrangements with, or replace or add any third parties, it would involve substantial cost and require extensive management time and focus, or involve a
transition period, and may delay our drug development activities, as well as materially impact our ability to meet our desired clinical development timelines.
These third parties may have contractual relationships with other entities, some of which may be our competitors, which may draw time and resources from
our programs. The third parties with which we may contract might not be diligent, careful or timely in conducting our preclinical studies or clinical trials,
resulting in the preclinical studies or clinical trials being delayed or unsuccessful.

Despite our reliance on third parties, we will ultimately be responsible for ensuring that each of our studies and trials is conducted in accordance with
applicable protocol, legal and regulatory requirements and scientific standards, including good laboratory practice, or GLP, good clinical practice, or GCP,
cGMP, and cGTP. For example, we will remain responsible for ensuring that each of our clinical trials is conducted in accordance with the general
investigational plan and protocols for the trial. Moreover, the FDA and other regulatory authorities require us to comply with GCP standards, regulations for
conducting, recording and reporting the results of clinical trials to assure that data and reported results are reliable and accurate and that the rights, integrity
and confidentiality of trial participants are protected. Regulatory authorities enforce these GCP requirements through periodic inspections of trial sponsors,
principal investigators and trial sites. If we or any of our CROs, clinical sites and investigators fail to comply with applicable GCP requirements, the clinical
data generated in our clinical trials may be deemed unreliable and the FDA, European Medicines Agency, or EMA, or other regulatory authorities may require
us to perform additional clinical trials before approving our marketing applications. There can be no assurance that upon inspection by a given regulatory
authority, such regulatory authority will determine that any of our clinical trials substantially comply with GCP regulations. In addition, our clinical trials must
be conducted with product candidates produced under cGMP regulations and will require a large number of test patients. Our failure or any failure by these
third parties to comply with these regulations or to recruit a sufficient number of patients, may require us to repeat clinical trials, which would delay the
regulatory approval process. Moreover, our business may be implicated if any of these third parties violates FDA regulatory requirements as well as federal or
state healthcare laws and regulations or healthcare privacy and security laws.

If third parties do not successfully carry out their contractual duties, meet expected deadlines or conduct our clinical trials in accordance with regulatory
requirements or our stated protocols, or if these third parties need to be replaced, we will not be able to obtain, or may be delayed in obtaining, marketing
approvals for our product candidates and will not be able to, or may be delayed in our efforts to, successfully commercialize our product candidates. As a
result, our financial results and the commercial prospects for our product candidates would be harmed, our costs could increase and our ability to generate
revenue could be delayed.

We depend on strategic partnerships and collaboration arrangements, such as our collaboration arrangements with Spark Therapeutics, Inc., or
Spark, and BlueRock Therapeutics, Inc., or BlueRock, for the application of our gene circuit platform technology to the development and
commercialization of potential
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product candidates in certain indications, and if these arrangements are unsuccessful, this could impair our ability to generate revenues and materially
harm our results of operations.

Our business strategy for exploiting the potential of our gene circuit platform technology is dependent upon maintaining our current arrangements and
establishing new arrangements with strategic partners, research collaborators and other third parties. We currently have collaboration agreements with Spark
and BlueRock. These collaboration agreements provide for, among other things, research funding and significant future payments should certain development,
regulatory and commercial milestones be achieved. Under these arrangements, our collaborators are typically responsible for:

. electing to advance product candidates through preclinical and into clinical development;
. conducting clinical development and obtaining required regulatory approvals for product candidates; and
. commercializing any resulting products.

As aresult, we may not be able to conduct these collaborations in the manner or on the time schedule we currently contemplate, which may negatively
impact our business operations.

Additionally, the development and commercialization of potential product candidates under our collaboration agreements could be substantially delayed,
and our ability to receive future funding could be substantially impaired if one or more of our collaborators:

. shifts its priorities and resources away from our collaborations due to a change in business strategies, or a merger, acquisition, sale or
downsizing of its company or business unit;

. ceases development in therapeutic areas which are the subject of our collaboration;

. fails to select a product candidate for advancement into preclinical development, clinical development, or subsequent clinical developme
into a marketed product;

. changes the success criteria for a particular product candidate, thereby delaying or ceasing development of such product candidate;

. significantly delays the initiation or conduct of certain activities which could delay our receipt of milestone payments tied to such
activities, thereby impacting our ability to fund our own activities;

. develops a product candidate that competes, either directly or indirectly, with our product candidates;

. does not obtain the requisite regulatory approval of a product candidate;

. does not successfully commercialize a product candidate;

. encounters regulatory, resource or quality issues and is unable to meet demand requirements;

. exercises its rights under the agreement to terminate the collaboration, or otherwise withdraws support for, or otherwise impairs

development under the collaboration;
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. disagrees on the research, development or commercialization of a product candidate resulting in a delay in milestones, royalty payments
termination of research and development activities for such product candidate; and

. uses our proprietary information or intellectual property in such a way as to jeopardize our rights in such property.

In addition, the termination of our existing collaborations or any future strategic partnership or collaboration arrangement that we enter into may prevent
us from receiving any milestone, royalty payment, sharing of profits, and other benefits under such agreement. Furthermore, disagreements with these parties
could require or result in litigation or arbitration, which would be time-consuming and expensive. Any of these events could have a material adverse effect on
our ability to develop and commercialize any of our product candidates and may adversely impact our business, prospects, financial condition, and results of
operations.

We may not be able to enter into additional strategic transactions on acceptable terms, if at all, which could adversely affect our ability to develop and
commercialize current and potential future product candidates and technologies, impact our cash position, increase our expenses and present significant
distractions to our management.

From time to time, we consider strategic transactions, such as collaborations, regional partnerships for the co-development and/or co-commercialization
of our product candidates in selected territories, acquisitions of companies, asset purchases, joint ventures, out- or in-licensing of product candidates or
technologies and biomanufacturing partnerships involving our manufacturing facilities and gene circuit platform technology. For example, we will evaluate
and, if strategically attractive, seek to enter into collaborations, including with biotechnology or biopharmaceutical companies, contract development
manufacturing organizations or hospitals. In addition, we announced in January, 2023 that we are actively pursuing strategic geographic partnerships for
clinical development of SENTI-301A as part of a business realignment plan to extend our cash runway. The competition for collaborators is intense, and the
negotiation process is time-consuming and complex. If we are not able to enter into strategic transactions, we may not have access to required liquidity or
expertise to further develop our potential future product candidates or our gene circuit platform. Any such collaboration, or other strategic transaction, may
require us to incur non-recurring or other charges, increase our near- and long-term expenditures and pose significant integration or implementation challenges
or disrupt our management or business.

We also may acquire additional technologies and assets, form strategic alliances or create joint ventures with third parties that we believe will complement
or augment our existing business, but we may not be able to realize the benefit of acquiring such assets. Conversely, any new collaboration that we do enter
into may be on terms that are not optimal for us, our product candidates or our technologies. These transactions would entail numerous operational and
financial risks, including:

. exposure to unknown liabilities;

. disruption of our business and diversion of our management’s time and attention in order to negotiate and manage a collaboration or
develop acquired products, product candidates or technologies;

. incurrence of substantial debt or dilutive issuances of equity securities to pay transaction consideration or costs;

. higher-than-expected collaboration, acquisition or integration costs, write-downs of assets or goodwill or impairment charges, increased
amortization expenses;

. difficulty and cost in facilitating the collaboration or combining the operations and personnel of any acquired business;
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. impairment of relationships with key suppliers, manufacturers or customers of any acquired business due to changes in management and
ownership; and

. the inability to retain key employees of any acquired business.

Accordingly, although there can be no assurance that we will undertake or successfully complete any transactions of the nature described above, any
transactions that we do complete may be subject to the foregoing or other risks and our business could be materially harmed by such transactions. Conversely,
any failure to enter any collaboration or other strategic transaction that would be beneficial to us could delay the development and potential commercialization
of our product candidates and technologies and have a negative impact on the competitiveness of any product candidate or technology that reaches market.

In addition, to the extent that any future collaborators terminate a collaboration agreement, we may be forced to independently develop our current and
future product candidates and technologies, including funding preclinical studies or clinical trials, assuming marketing and distribution costs and maintaining,
enforcing and defending intellectual property rights, or, in certain instances, abandon product candidates and technologies altogether, any of which could result
in a change to our business plan and have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

Risks Related to Manufacturing

The manufacturing of our product candidates is complex. We may encounter difficulties in production. If we encounter any such difficulties, our
ability to supply our product candidates for clinical trials or, if approved, for commercial sale, could be delayed or halted entirely.

The manufacture of biopharmaceutical products is complex and requires significant expertise, including the development of advanced manufacturing
techniques and process controls. The process of manufacturing our product candidates is also extremely susceptible to product loss due to contamination,
equipment failure or improper installation or operation of equipment, operator error, contamination and inconsistency in yields, variability in product
characteristics and difficulties in scaling the production process. Even minor deviations from normal manufacturing processes could result in reduced
production yields, product defects and other supply disruptions. If microbial, viral or other contaminations are discovered in our product candidates or the
manufacturing facilities in which they are made, the facilities may need to be closed for an extended period of time to investigate and remedy the
contamination. As a result of the complexities, the cost to manufacture biologics in general, and our cell-based product candidates in particular, is generally
higher than traditional small molecule chemical compounds, and the manufacturing process is less reliable and is more difficult to reproduce.

Any adverse developments affecting manufacturing operations for our product candidates, if any are approved, may result in shipment delays, inventory
shortages, lot failures, product withdrawals or recalls, or other interruptions in the supply of our products. We may also have to take inventory write-offs and
incur other charges and expenses for products that fail to meet specifications, undertake costly remediation efforts or seek more costly manufacturing
alternatives. Furthermore, it is too early to estimate our cost of goods sold. The actual cost to manufacture our product candidates could be greater than we
expect because we are early in our development efforts.

Construction of our planned in-house manufacturing may be delayed or, even if completed, supply of our product candidates for preclinical and
clinical development may become limited or interrupted or may not be of satisfactory quantity or quality, and we will experience delays if we are unable to
operate our own manufacturing facility and are required to relay on third-party back-up manufacturers.

A key to our strategy is operating our own manufacturing facility. We initiated construction in June 2021 of a dedicated in-house facility to support
clinical and commercial-scale production of allogeneic NK cell product candidates in accordance with cGMP and cGTP requirements. We anticipate that this
facility will become operational in time to support initial clinical trials for our lead product candidates. Initial manufacturing efforts at our planned facility will
focus on our lead programs, SENTI-202 and SENTI-401.
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The construction and commissioning of our planned facility may be delayed or may not be completed. As such, we cannot assure that our preclinical or
future clinical development product supplies and commercial supplies will not be limited or interrupted. In particular, any change in our plans to construct and
operate our own facility, including any decision to rely on third-party back-up manufacturers, could require significant effort and expertise because there may
be a limited number, if any, of qualified third-party replacements. We do not currently have arrangements in place for a redundant or second-source supply in
the event our planned facility does not become operational. Any delays in manufacturing our product candidates could impede, delay, limit or prevent our drug
development efforts, which could harm our business, results of operations, financial condition and prospects. Additionally, we may pursue a biomanufacturing
partnership in which we grant a third party certain rights to use our manufacturing facility for the manufacture of third parties’ products or product candidates,
which could divert our manufacturing capacity and management resources from the manufacture of our product candidates.

We do not currently produce our product candidates in quantities sufficient for preclinical and clinical development, and we do not currently have
arrangements with any third parties to produce them for us. We cannot be sure that the manufacturing processes employed by us or the technologies that we
incorporate for manufacturing will result in viable or scalable yields of our product candidates that will be safe, effective, and meet market demand.

The manufacturing process for a product candidate is subject to FDA and other regulatory authority review. We and any third-party manufacturers we
may contract with must meet applicable manufacturing requirements and undergo rigorous facility and process validation tests required by regulatory
authorities in order to comply with regulatory standards, such as cGMP and cGTP. In the event that we or any third-party manufacturer fails to comply with
such requirements or to perform obligations in relation to quality, timing or otherwise, or if our supply of components or other materials becomes limited or
interrupted for other reasons, we may be forced to or enter into an agreement with another third party, which we may not be able to do on reasonable terms, or
at all. In some cases, the technical skills or technology required to manufacture our current and future product candidates may be difficult or impossible to
transfer to a third party and a feasible alternative may not exist. If we are required to change manufacturing facilities or manufacturers for any reason, we will
be required to verify that the new facilities and procedures comply with quality standards and with all applicable regulations and guidelines. We will also need
to verify, such as through a manufacturing comparability study, that any new manufacturing process will produce our product candidate according to the
specifications previously submitted to the FDA or another regulatory authority. The delays associated with the verification of a new manufacturing could
negatively affect our ability to develop product candidates in a timely manner or within budget. In addition, changes in manufacturers often involve changes in
manufacturing procedures and processes, which could require that we conduct bridging studies between our prior clinical supply used in our clinical trials and
that of any new manufacturer. We may be unsuccessful in demonstrating the comparability of clinical supplies which could require the conduct of additional
clinical trials.

If we receive regulatory approval for any product candidate and we are unable to for any reason to produce sufficient quantities of the product in our own
facility, and we are unable to obtain or maintain third-party manufacturing on commercially reasonable terms, we may not be able to commercialize the
product candidate successfully. Our or a third party’s failure to execute on our manufacturing requirements and comply with cGMP and cGTP could adversely
affect our business in a number of ways, including:

. an inability to initiate or continue clinical trials of product candidates under development;

. delay in submitting regulatory applications, or receiving regulatory approvals, for product candidates;

. loss of the cooperation of potential future collaborators;

. subjecting third-party manufacturing facilities or our potential future manufacturing facilities to additional inspections by regulatory
authorities;

. requirements to cease distribution or to recall batches of product candidates; and
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. in the event of approval to market and commercialize a product candidate, an inability to meet commercial demands for our products.

Our in-house manufacturing facility and any third-party manufacturers that we use may be unable to successfully scale the manufacturing of our
current or potential future product candidates in sufficient quality and quantity, which would delay or prevent us from developing our current and
potential future product candidates and commercializing approved products candidates, if any. We have never operated a cGMP facility before.

In order to conduct clinical trials for our current and potential future product candidates or to commercialize any approved product candidates, we will
need to manufacture large quantities of these product candidates. We expect to use our in-house manufacturing facility to produce required quantities of our
product candidates. We, or any manufacturing partners, may be unable to successfully increase the manufacturing capacity for any current or potential future
product candidate in a timely or cost-effective manner, or at all. In addition, quality issues may arise during scale-up activities and may result in lower yields
than initially expected. While we believe our planned cGMP facility will be sufficiently scalable to produce commercial quantities, any significant revisions to
the manufacturing process may create delays, which could negatively impact our overall development timelines. In addition, we have never operated a cGMP
facility before. We may encounter difficulties in operating the facility or meeting the requirements of the FDA or other regulatory authorities that we have not
anticipated. If we cannot successfully scale the manufacture of any current or potential future product candidate in sufficient quality and quantity, the
development, testing, clinical trials and commercialization of that product candidate may be delayed or infeasible and regulatory approval or commercial
launch of any potential resulting product may be delayed or not obtained, which could significantly harm our business.

We are exposed to a number of risks related to our supply chain for the materials required to manufacture our product candidates.

Manufacturing our product candidates is highly complex and requires sourcing specialty materials. Many of the risks associated with the complexity of
manufacturing our final products are applicable to the manufacture and supply of the raw materials. In particular, these starting materials are subject to
inconsistency in yields, variability in characteristics, contamination, difficulties in scaling the production process and defects. Similar minor deviations in the
manufacturing process for these starting materials could result in supply disruption and reduced production yields for our final product. In addition, we rely on
third parties for the supply of these materials exposing us to similar risks of reliance on third parties as described above with respect to the manufacturing and
supply of our drug products.

Our manufacturing processes requires many reagents, some of which are drug substance intermediates used in our manufacturing processes to bring about
chemical or biological reactions, and other specialty materials and equipment, some of which are manufactured or supplied by small companies with limited
resources and experience to support commercial production. We currently depend on a limited number of vendors for certain materials and equipment used in
the manufacture of our product candidates. Some of these suppliers may not have the capacity to support commercial products manufactured under cGMP by
biopharmaceutical firms or may otherwise be ill-equipped to support our needs. Reagents and other key materials from these suppliers may have inconsistent
attributes and introduce variability into our manufactured product candidates, which may contribute to variable patient outcomes and possible adverse events.
We also do not have supply contracts with many of these suppliers and may not be able to obtain supply contracts with them on acceptable terms or at all.
Accordingly, we may experience delays in receiving key materials and equipment to support clinical or commercial manufacturing.

For some of these reagents, equipment, and materials, we rely and may in the future rely on sole source vendors or a limited number of vendors. An
inability to continue to source product from any of these suppliers, which could be due to regulatory actions or requirements affecting the supplier, adverse
financial or other strategic developments experienced by a supplier, labor disputes or shortages, unexpected demands, or quality issues, could adversely affect
our ability to satisfy demand for our product candidates, which could adversely and materially affect our product sales and operating results or our ability to
conduct clinical trials, either of which could significantly harm our business. Additionally, in response to governmental shelter-in-place orders resulting from
the ongoing COVID-19
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pandemic, third-party suppliers and manufacturers on whom we rely may from time to time be required to limit their on-site staff’s availability to conduct
activities at their respective facilities, and may encounter problems with shortages of qualified personnel and key contractors, and delays or pauses in the
production and delivery of laboratory equipment, materials and supplies necessary for the manufacture of our product candidates. These problems may include
workforce reductions, employee absenteeism and attrition, and supply chain failures or delays relating to the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic or other events
affecting raw material supply or manufacturing capabilities.

As we continue to develop and scale our manufacturing process, we expect that we will need to obtain rights to and supplies of certain materials and
equipment to be used as part of that process. We may not be able to obtain rights to such materials on commercially reasonable terms, or at all, and if we are
unable to alter our process in a commercially viable manner to avoid the use of such materials or find a suitable substitute, it would have a material adverse
effect on our business. Even if we are able to alter our process so as to use other materials or equipment, such a change may lead to a delay in our clinical
development and/or commercialization plans. If such a change occurs for a product candidate that is already in clinical testing, the change may require us to
perform both comparability studies and to collect additional data from patients prior to undertaking more advanced clinical trials.

Changes in methods of product candidate manufacturing or formulation may result in the need to perform new clinical trials, which would require
additional costs and cause delay.

As product candidates are developed through preclinical to late-stage clinical trials towards approval and commercialization, it is common that various
aspects of the development program, such as manufacturing methods and formulation, are altered along the way in an effort to optimize yield and
manufacturing batch size, minimize costs and achieve consistent quality and results. Such changes carry the risk that they will not achieve these intended
objectives. Any of these changes could cause our product candidates to perform differently and affect the results of ongoing, planned or future clinical trials
conducted with the altered materials. This could delay completion of clinical trials, require the conduct of bridging clinical trials or the repetition of one or
more clinical trials, increase clinical trial costs, delay approval of our product candidates and jeopardize our ability to commence product sales and generate
revenue.

Risks Related to Our Business and Operations

If the market opportunities for our current and potential future product candidates, including SENTI 202 and SENTI-401, are smaller than we
believe they are, our future product revenues may be adversely affected, and our business may suffer.

Our understanding of the number of people who suffer from diseases that our current product candidates may be able to treat are based on estimates.
These estimates may prove to be incorrect, and new studies may reduce the estimated incidence or prevalence of these diseases. The number of patients in the
United States or elsewhere may turn out to be lower than expected, may not be otherwise amenable to treatment with our current or potential future product
candidates or patients may become increasingly difficult to identify and access, all of which would adversely affect our business prospects and financial
condition. In particular, the treatable population for our candidates may further be reduced if our estimates of addressable populations are erroneous or sub-
populations of patients do not derive benefit from our product candidates.

Further, there are several factors that could contribute to making the actual number of patients who receive our current or potential future product
candidates less than the potentially addressable market. These include the lack of widespread availability of, and limited reimbursement for, new therapies in
many underdeveloped markets.

We face competition from companies that have developed or may develop product candidates for the treatment of the diseases that we may target,
including companies developing novel therapies and platform technologies. If these companies develop platform technologies or product candidates more
rapidly than we do, or
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if their platform technologies or product candidates are more effective or have fewer side effects, our ability to develop and successfully commercialize
product candidates may be adversely affected.

The development and commercialization of cell and gene therapies is highly competitive. We compete with a variety of large pharmaceutical companies,
multinational biopharmaceutical companies, other biopharmaceutical companies and specialized biotechnology companies, as well as technology and/or
therapeutics being developed at universities and other research institutions. Our competitors are often larger and better funded than we are. Our competitors
have developed, are developing or will develop product candidates and processes competitive with ours. Competitive therapeutic treatments include those that
have already been approved and accepted by the medical community and any new treatments that are currently in development or that enter the market. We
believe that a significant number of product candidates are currently under development, and may become commercially available in the future, for the
treatment of conditions for which we may try to develop product candidates. There is intense and rapidly evolving competition in the biotechnology and
biopharmaceutical fields. We believe that while our gene circuit platform, its associated intellectual property portfolio, the characteristics of our current and
potential future product candidates and our scientific and technical know-how together give us a competitive advantage in this space, competition from many
sources remains.

Many of our competitors have significantly greater financial, technical, manufacturing, marketing, sales and supply resources or experience than we do. If
we successfully obtain approval for any product candidate, we will face competition based on many different factors, including the safety and effectiveness of
our product candidates, the ease with which our product candidates can be administered, the timing and scope of regulatory approvals for these product
candidates, the availability and cost of manufacturing, marketing and sales capabilities, price, reimbursement coverage and patent position. Competing
products and product candidates could present superior treatment alternatives, including by being more effective, safer, less expensive or marketed and sold
more effectively than any products we may develop. Competitive products and product candidates may make any product we develop obsolete or
noncompetitive before we recover the expense of developing and commercializing such product. Such competitors could also recruit our employees, which
could negatively impact our level of expertise and our ability to execute our business plan.

Any inability to attract and retain qualified key management, technical personnel and employees would impair our ability to implement our business
plan.

Our success largely depends on the continued service of key executive management, advisors and other specialized personnel, including Timothy Lu, our
Chief Executive Officer, Philip Lee, our Chief Technology Officer, Kanya Rajangam, our Chief Medical and Development Officer, and Deborah Knobelman,
our Chief Financial Officer. Our senior management may terminate their employment with us at any time. We do not maintain “key person” insurance for any
of our employees. The loss of one or more members of our executive team, management team or other key employees or advisors could delay our research
and development programs and have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

Recruiting and retaining qualified scientific and clinical personnel and, if we progress the development of any of our product candidates,
commercialization, manufacturing and sales and marketing personnel, will be critical to our success. The loss of the services of members of our senior
management or other key employees could impede the achievement of our research, development and commercialization objectives and seriously harm our
ability to successfully implement our business strategy. Furthermore, replacing members of our senior management and key employees may be difficult and
may take an extended period of time because of the limited number of individuals in our industry with the breadth of skills and experience required to
successfully develop, gain regulatory approval of and commercialize our product candidates. Our success also depends on our ability to continue to attract,
retain and motivate highly skilled junior, mid-level and senior managers, as well as junior, mid-level and senior scientific and medical personnel. Competition
to hire from this limited candidate pool is intense, and we may be unable to hire, train, retain or motivate these key personnel on acceptable terms given the
competition among numerous pharmaceutical and biotechnology companies for similar personnel. We also experience competition for the hiring of scientific
and clinical personnel from universities and research institutions. In addition, we rely on consultants and advisors, including scientific and clinical advisors, to
assist us in formulating our research and development and commercialization strategy. Our consultants and advisors may have commitments under consulting
or advisory
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contracts with other entities that may limit their availability to us. If we are unable to continue to attract and retain high-quality personnel, our ability to pursue
our growth strategy will be limited.

We may experience difficulties in managing our growth and expanding our operations.

We have limited experience in therapeutic development. As our current and potential future product candidates enter and advance through preclinical
studies and any clinical trials, we will need to expand our development, regulatory and manufacturing capabilities or contract with other organizations to
provide these capabilities for us.

To manage our anticipated future growth, we will continue to implement and improve our managerial, operational, and financial systems, expand our
facilities, and continue to recruit and train additional qualified personnel. Due to our limited financial resources and the complexity in managing a company
with such anticipated growth, we may not be able to effectively manage the expansion of our operations or recruit and train additional qualified personnel. In
addition, we have limited experience in managing the manufacturing processes necessary for making cell and gene therapies. The expansion of our operations
may lead to significant costs and may divert our management and business development resources. Any inability to manage growth could delay the execution
of our business plans or disrupt our operations.

In addition, future growth imposes significant added responsibilities on members of management, including: identifying, recruiting, integrating,
maintaining, and motivating additional employees; managing our internal development efforts effectively, including the clinical and FDA review process for
our product candidates, while complying with our contractual obligations to contractors and other third parties; and improving our operational, financial and
management controls, reporting systems and procedures.

We may also experience difficulties in the discovery and development of potential future product candidates using our gene circuit platform if we are
unable to meet demand as we grow our operations. In the future, we also expect to have to manage additional relationships with collaborators, suppliers and
other organizations. Our ability to manage our operations and future growth will require us to continue to improve our operational, financial and management
controls, reporting systems and procedures and secure adequate facilities for our operational needs. We may not be able to implement improvements to our
management information and control systems in an efficient or timely manner and may discover deficiencies in existing systems and controls.

Our strategic re-prioritization plan announced in January, 2023 may not result in the full anticipated benefits or may limit or disrupt our operations.

In January 2023, we announced a pipeline re-prioritization plan to streamline our internal research and development efforts, and focus our internal
resources on SENTI-202 and SENTI-401, and, with potential partners, to develop gene circuits for other programs. We may not realize the potential benefits,
savings, cash runway extensions or improvements in our cost structure from our re-prioritization efforts due to unexpected difficulties, delays, or costs. In
particular, we may not be able to enter into partnerships for SENTI-301A or other programs that we do not intend to develop internally on acceptable terms or
within the timeframes that we expect, and we may be forced to dedicate additional time and resources to the maintenance of these programs or to our efforts to
secure partnerships. If we are unable to realize anticipated cost savings from the reorganization, our operating results and financial condition may be adversely
affected. Furthermore, implementing changes to our corporate strategy may be disruptive to our operations. For example, we may engage in workforce
reductions that could yield unexpected consequences, such as turnover beyond planned reductions or increased difficulty in our day-to-day operations. Any
workforce reductions could harm our ability to attract and retain qualified personnel who are critical to our business. Any failure to attract or retain qualified
personnel could prevent us from successfully executing key technical and scientific initiatives.

If any of our product candidates is approved for marketing and commercialization in the future and we are unable to develop sales, marketing and
distribution capabilities on our own or enter into agreements with third
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parties to perform these functions on acceptable terms, we will be unable to successfully commercialize any such future products.

We currently have no sales, marketing or distribution capabilities or experience. We will need to develop internal sales, marketing and distribution
capabilities to commercialize each current and potential future product candidate that gains, if ever, FDA or other regulatory authority approval, which would
be expensive and time-consuming, or enter into collaborations with third parties to perform these services. If we decide to market any approved products
directly, we will need to commit significant financial and managerial resources to develop a marketing and sales force with technical expertise and supporting
distribution, administration and compliance capabilities. If we rely on third parties with such capabilities to market any approved products or decide to co-
promote products with third parties, we will need to establish and maintain marketing and distribution arrangements with third parties, and there can be no
assurance that we will be able to enter into such arrangements on acceptable terms or at all. In entering into third-party marketing or distribution arrangements,
any revenue we receive will depend upon the efforts of the third parties and we cannot assure you that such third parties will establish adequate sales and
distribution capabilities or be successful in gaining market acceptance for any approved product. If we are not successful in commercializing any product
approved in the future, either on our own or through third parties, our business and results of operations could be materially and adversely affected.

Our potential future international operations may expose us to business, political, operational and financial risks associated with doing business
outside of the United States.

Our business is subject to risks associated with conducting business internationally. Some of our future clinical trials may be conducted outside of the
United States and we may enter into key supply arrangements or do other business with persons outside of the United States. Furthermore, if we or any future
collaborator succeeds in developing any products, we anticipate marketing them in the European Union and other jurisdictions in addition to the United States.
If approved, we or any future collaborator may hire sales representatives and conduct physician and patient association outreach activities outside of the
United States. Doing business internationally involves a number of risks, including but not limited to:

. multiple, conflicting and changing laws and regulations such as those relating to privacy, data protection and cybersecurity, tax laws, exp
and import restrictions, employment laws, regulatory requirements and other governmental approvals, permits and licenses;

. failure by us to obtain and maintain regulatory approvals for the commercialization of our product candidates in various countries;
. rejection or qualification of foreign clinical trial data by the competent authorities of other countries;

. additional potentially relevant third-party patent rights;

. complexities and difficulties in obtaining, maintaining, protecting and enforcing our intellectual property rights;

. difficulties in staffing and managing foreign operations;

. complexities associated with managing multiple payor reimbursement regimes, government payors or

patient self-pay systems;

. limits in our ability to penetrate international markets;
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. financial risks, such as longer payment cycles, difficulty collecting accounts receivable, the impact of local and regional financial crises ¢
demand and payment for our products and exposure to foreign currency exchange rate fluctuations;

. natural disasters, political and economic instability, including wars, terrorism and political unrest, outbreak of disease (including the
COVID-19 pandemic), boycotts, curtailment of trade and other business restrictions;

. certain expenses including, among others, expenses for travel, translation and insurance; and

. regulatory and compliance risks that relate to anti-corruption compliance and record-keeping that may fall within the purview of the U.S.
Foreign Corrupt Practices Act, its accounting provisions or its anti-bribery provisions or provisions of anti-corruption or anti-bribery law
in other countries.

Any of these factors could harm our ongoing international operations and supply chain, as well as any future international expansion and operations and,
consequently, our business, financial condition, prospects and results of operations.

Our business entails a significant risk of product liability, and our inability to obtain sufficient insurance coverage could have a material adverse
effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

As we conduct preclinical studies and future clinical trials of our current and potential future product candidates, we will be exposed to significant product
liability risks inherent in the development, testing, manufacturing and marketing of these product candidates. Product liability claims could delay or prevent
completion of our development programs. If we succeed in marketing products, such claims could result in an FDA investigation of the safety and
effectiveness of our products, our manufacturing processes and facilities or our marketing programs and potentially a recall of our products or more serious
enforcement action, limitations on the approved indications for which they may be used or suspension or withdrawal of approvals. Regardless of the merits or
eventual outcome, liability claims may also result in decreased demand for our products, injury to our reputation, costs to defend the related litigation, a
diversion of management’s time and our resources, substantial monetary awards to trial participants or patients and a decline in our stock price. Any insurance
we have or may obtain may not provide sufficient coverage against potential liabilities. Furthermore, clinical trial and product liability insurance is becoming
increasingly expensive. As a result, we or any future collaborators may be unable to obtain sufficient insurance at a reasonable cost to protect us against losses
caused by product liability claims that could have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

Our employees, principal investigators, consultants and commercial collaborators may engage in misconduct or other improper activities, including
noncompliance with regulatory standards and requirements.

We are exposed to the risk of fraud or other misconduct by our employees, principal investigators, consultants and commercial collaborators. Misconduct
by employees could include intentional failures to comply with FDA regulations, provide accurate information to the FDA, comply with manufacturing
standards we may establish, comply with federal and state healthcare fraud and abuse laws and regulations, report financial information or data accurately or
disclose unauthorized activities to us. In particular, sales, marketing and business arrangements in the healthcare industry are subject to extensive laws and
regulations intended to prevent fraud, kickbacks, self-dealing and other abusive practices. These laws and regulations may restrict or prohibit a wide range of
pricing, discounting, marketing and promotion, sales commission, customer incentive programs and other business arrangements. Such misconduct could also
involve the improper use of information obtained in the course of clinical trials, which could result in regulatory sanctions and serious harm to our reputation.
It is not always possible to identify and deter misconduct, and the precautions we take to detect and prevent this activity may not be effective in controlling
unknown or unmanaged risks or losses or in protecting us from governmental investigations or other actions or lawsuits stemming from a failure to be in
compliance with such laws or regulations. If any such actions are instituted against us, and we are not successful in defending ourselves or asserting our rights,
those actions could have a
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material adverse effect on our business and financial condition, including the imposition of significant criminal, civil and administrative fines or other
sanctions, such as monetary penalties, damages, fines, disgorgement, imprisonment, exclusion from participation in government-funded healthcare programs,
such as Medicare and Medicaid, integrity obligations, reputational harm and the curtailment or restructuring of our operations.

We depend on sophisticated information technology systems and data processing to operate our business. If we experience security or data privacy
breaches or other unauthorized or improper access to, use of, or destruction of our proprietary or confidential data, employee data or personal data, we
may face costs, significant liabilities, harm to our brand and business disruption.

We rely on information technology systems and data processing that we or our service providers, collaborators, consultants, contractors or partners
operate to collect, process, transmit and store electronic information in our day-to-day operations, including a variety of personal data, such as name, mailing
address, email addresses, phone number and potentially clinical trial information. Additionally, we, and our service providers, collaborators, consultants,
contractors or partners, do or will collect, receive, store, process, generate, use, transfer, disclose, make accessible, protect and share personal information,
health information and other information to host or otherwise process some of our anticipated future clinical data and that of users, develop our products, to
operate our business, for clinical trial purposes, for legal and marketing purposes, and for other business-related purposes. Our internal computer systems and
data processing and those of our third-party vendors, consultants, collaborators, contractors or partners, including future CROs may be vulnerable to a cyber-
attack (including supply chain cyber-attacks), malicious intrusion, breakdown, destruction, loss of data privacy, actions or inactions by our employees or
contractors that expose security vulnerabilities, theft or destruction of intellectual property or other confidential or proprietary information, business
interruption or other significant security incidents. As the cyber-threat landscape evolves, these attacks are growing in frequency, level of persistence,
sophistication and intensity, and are becoming increasingly difficult to detect. In addition to traditional computer “hackers,” threat actors, software bugs,
malicious code (such as viruses and worms), employee theft or misuse, denial-of-service attacks (such as credential stuffing), phishing and ransomware
attacks, sophisticated nation-state and nation-state supported actors now engage in attacks (including advanced persistent threat intrusions). These risks may
be increased as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic, owing to an increase in personnel working remotely and higher reliance on internet technology.
Furthermore, because the techniques used to obtain unauthorized access to, or to sabotage, systems change frequently and often are not recognized until
launched against a target, we may be unable to anticipate these techniques or implement adequate preventative measures. We may also experience security
breaches that may remain undetected for an extended period.

There can be no assurance that we, our service providers, collaborators, consultants, contractors or partners will be successful in efforts to detect, prevent
or fully recover systems or data from all breakdowns, service interruptions, attacks or breaches of systems that could adversely affect our business and
operations and/or result in the loss of critical or sensitive data. Any failure by us or our service providers, collaborators, consultants, contractors or partners to
detect, prevent, respond to or mitigate security breaches or improper access to, use of, or inappropriate disclosure of any of this information or other
confidential or sensitive information, including patients’ personal data, or the perception that any such failure has occurred, could result in claims, litigation,
regulatory investigations and other proceedings, significant liability under state, federal and international law, and other financial, legal or reputational harm to
us. Further, such failures or perceived failures could result in liability and a material disruption of our development programs and our business operations,
which could lead to significant delays or setbacks in our research, delays to commercialization of our product candidates, lost revenues or other adverse
consequences, any of which could have a material adverse effect on our business, results of operations, financial condition, prospects and cashflow. For
example, the loss or alteration of clinical trial data from future clinical trials could result in delays in our regulatory approval efforts and significantly increase
our costs to recover or reproduce the data.

Additionally, applicable laws and regulations relating to privacy, data protection or cybersecurity, external contractual commitments and internal privacy
and security policies may require us to notify relevant stakeholders if there has been a security breach, including affected individuals, business partners and
regulators. Such disclosures are costly, and the disclosures or any actual or alleged failure to comply with such requirements could lead to a materially adverse
impact on the business, including negative publicity, a loss of confidence in our services or security measures by our business partners or breach of contract
claims. There can be no assurance that the
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limitations of liability in our contracts would be enforceable or adequate or would otherwise protect us from liabilities or damages if we fail to comply with
applicable data protection laws, privacy policies or other data protection obligations related to information security or security breaches.

If we do not comply with laws requlating the protection of the environment and health and human safety, our business could be adversely affected.

Our research, development and manufacturing involve the use of hazardous materials and various chemicals. We maintain quantities of various flammable
and toxic chemicals in our facilities that are required for our research, development and manufacturing activities. We are subject to federal, state and local
laws and regulations governing the use, manufacture, storage, handling and disposal of these hazardous materials. We believe our procedures for storing,
handling and disposing of these materials in our facilities comply with the relevant guidelines of the state of California and the Occupational Safety and
Health Administration of the U.S. Department of Labor. Although we believe that our safety procedures for handling and disposing of these materials comply
with the standards mandated by applicable regulations, the risk of accidental contamination or injury from these materials cannot be eliminated. If an accident
occurs, we could be held liable for resulting damages, which could be substantial. We are also subject to numerous environmental, health and workplace safety
laws and regulations, including those governing laboratory procedures, exposure to blood-borne pathogens and the handling of animals and biohazardous
materials. Although we maintain workers’ compensation insurance to cover us for costs and expenses we may incur due to injuries to our employees resulting
from the use of these materials, this insurance may not provide adequate coverage against potential liabilities. Although we have some environmental liability
insurance covering certain of our facilities, we may not maintain adequate insurance for all environmental liability or toxic tort claims that may be asserted
against us in connection with our storage or disposal of biological or hazardous materials. Additional federal, state and local laws and regulations affecting our
operations may be adopted in the future. We may incur substantial costs to comply with, and substantial fines or penalties if we violate, any of these laws or
regulations.

Our business, operations and clinical development plans and timelines could be adversely affected by global economic and political developments,
including high inflation and capital market disruption, the war in Ukraine, economic sanctions and economic slowdowns or recessions, the COVID-19
pandemic, or the manufacturing, clinical trial and other business activities performed by us or by third parties with whom we may conduct business,
including our anticipated contract manufacturers, CROs, shippers and others.

Any global financial crisis or slowdown could cause volatility and disruptions in the capital and credit markets. Similarly, any global health epidemic,
such as the COVID-19 pandemic, could cause disruptions in our operations and in the operations of third-party manufacturers, CROs, and other third-parties
on whom we rely. More recently, the global economy has been impacted by increasing interest rates and high inflation, as well as by the war in Ukraine and
the possibility of a wider European or global conflict. A severe or prolonged economic downturn could result in a variety of risks to our business, including a
reduced ability to raise additional capital when needed on acceptable terms, or at all. Additionally, a weak or declining economy or international trade disputes
could strain our suppliers, some of whom are located outside the United States, potentially resulting in supply disruption. Also, the global COVID-19
pandemic and government measures taken in response have also had a significant impact on businesses and commerce worldwide. In connection with
COVID-19, we implemented work-from-home policies for most employees. The effects of government orders and our work-from-home policies may
negatively impact productivity, disrupt our business and delay our clinical programs and timelines, the magnitude of which will depend, in part, on the length
and severity of the restrictions and other limitations on our ability to conduct our business in the ordinary course.

If our relationships with our suppliers or other vendors are terminated or scaled back as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic or other health epidemics, we
may not be able to enter into arrangements with alternative suppliers or vendors or do so on commercially reasonable terms or in a timely manner. Switching
or adding additional suppliers or vendors involves substantial cost and requires management time and focus. In addition, there is a natural transition period
when a new supplier or vendor commences work. As a result, delays may occur, which could adversely impact our ability to meet our desired clinical
development and any future commercialization timelines. Although we carefully manage our relationships with our suppliers and vendors, there can be no
assurance
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that we will not encounter challenges or delays in the future or that these delays or challenges will not harm our business.

In addition, our preclinical studies and future clinical trials may be affected by the COVID-19 pandemic or other global health epidemics. Clinical site
initiation, patient enrollment and activities that require visits to clinical sites, including data monitoring, may be delayed due to prioritization of hospital
resources toward the COVID-19 pandemic or concerns among patients about participating in clinical trials during a pandemic. Some patients may have
difficulty following certain aspects of clinical trial protocols if quarantines impede patient movement or interrupt healthcare services. These challenges may
also increase the costs of completing our clinical trials. Similarly, if we are unable to successfully recruit and retain patients and principal investigators and site
staff who, as healthcare providers, may have heightened exposure to COVID-19 or experience additional restrictions by their institutions, city or state, our
preclinical studies and future clinical trial operations could be adversely impacted.

The global COVID-19 pandemic has disrupted and may continue to disrupt healthcare delivery and healthcare regulatory systems. Such disruptions could
divert healthcare resources, or delay the review and approval by the FDA or other regulatory bodies, thereby causing delay for our clinical trials. During a
global health crisis, certain manufacturing facilities and materials may be commandeered under the Defense Production Act of 1950, or equivalent foreign
legislation, which may make it more difficult to obtain materials or manufacturing slots for the product candidates needed for our clinical trials, which could
lead to delays in these trials. These and similar, and perhaps more severe, disruptions in our operations could have a material adverse effect on our business,
results of operations, cash flows, financial condition and/or prospects.

We do not yet know the full extent of potential delays or impacts on our business, our future clinical trials, healthcare systems or the global economy as a
whole that may result from the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic. However, these effects could have a material impact on our operations, and to the extent the
COVID-19 pandemic adversely affects our business, results of operations, cash flows, financial condition and/or prospects, it may also have the effect of
heightening many of the other risks described in this “Risk Factors” section.

Market volatility and economic downturns may harm our business and results of operations and negatively affect our stock price.

Our overall performance depends, in part, on worldwide economic conditions. In recent months, we have observed increased economic uncertainty in the
United States and abroad. Impacts of such economic weakness include:

* declining overall demand for goods and services, leading to reduced profitability;
* reduced credit availability;

»  higher borrowing costs;

*  reduced liquidity;

»  volatility in credit, equity and foreign exchange markets; and

*  bankruptcies.

These developments could lead to supply chain disruption, inflation, higher interest rates, and uncertainty about business continuity, which may adversely
affect our business and our results of operations and negatively affect our stock price.

Recent volatility in capital markets and lower market prices for our securities may affect our ability to access new capital through sales of shares of
our common stock or issuance of indebtedness, which may harm our
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liquidity, limit our ability to grow our business, pursue acquisitions or improve our operating infrastructure and restrict our ability to compete in our
markets.

Our operations consume substantial amounts of cash, and we intend to continue to make significant investments to support our business growth, respond
to business challenges or opportunities, develop new solutions, retain or expand our current levels of personnel, improve our existing solutions, enhance our
operating infrastructure, and potentially acquire complementary businesses and technologies. Our future capital requirements may be significantly different
from our current estimates and will depend on many factors, including the need to:

» finance unanticipated working capital requirements;

* develop or enhance our technological infrastructure and our existing solutions;
*  pursue acquisitions or other strategic relationships; and

* respond to competitive pressures.

Accordingly, we may need to pursue equity or debt financings to meet our capital needs. With uncertainty in the capital markets and other factors, such
financing may not be available on terms favorable to us or at all. If we raise additional funds through further issuances of equity or convertible debt securities,
our existing stockholders could suffer significant dilution, and any new equity securities we issue could have rights, preferences, and privileges superior to
those of holders of our common stock. Any debt financing secured by us in the future could involve additional restrictive covenants relating to our capital-
raising activities and other financial and operational matters, which may make it more difficult for us to obtain additional capital and to pursue business
opportunities, including potential acquisitions. If we are unable to obtain adequate financing or financing on terms satisfactory to us, we could face significant
limitations on our ability to invest in our operations and otherwise suffer harm to our business.

Rising inflation rates could negatively impact our revenues and profitability if increases in the prices of our products or a decrease in consumer
spending results in lower sales. In addition, if our costs increase and we are not able to pass along these price increases to our customers, our net income
would be adversely affected, and the adverse impact may be material.

Inflation rates, particularly in the United States, have increased recently to levels not seen in years. Increased inflation may result in decreased demand for
our products and services, increased operating costs (including our labor costs), reduced liquidity, and limitations on our ability to access credit or otherwise
raise debt and equity capital. In addition, the United States Federal Reserve has raised, and may again raise, interest rates in response to concerns about
inflation. Increases in interest rates, especially if coupled with reduced government spending and volatility in financial markets, may have the effect of further
increasing economic uncertainty and heightening these risks.

Risks Related to Our Intellectual Property

If we are unable to obtain or protect intellectual property rights related to our technology and current or future product candidates, or if our
intellectual property rights are inadequate, our competitors could develop and commercialize products and technology similar or identical to ours, and we
may not be able to compete effectively in our market or successfully commercialize any product candidates we may develop.

Our success depends in part on our ability to obtain and maintain protection for our owned and in-licensed intellectual property rights and proprietary
technology. We rely on a combination of patents, trademarks, trade secret protection and confidentiality agreements, including in-licenses of intellectual
property rights and biologic materials of others, to protect our current or future platform technologies, product candidates, methods used to manufacture our
current or future product candidates and methods for treating patients using our current or future product candidates.

We own or in-license patents and patent applications relating to our platform technologies and product candidates. There is no guarantee that any patents
covering our platform technologies or product candidates will issue from the patent applications we own, in-license or may file in the future, or, if they do, that
the issued claims

will provide adequate protection for our platform technologies or product candidates, or any meaningful competitive advantage. Further, there cannot be any
assurance that such patents issued will not be infringed, designed around, invalidated by third parties or effectively prevent others from commercializing
competitive technologies, products or product candidates.

The patent prosecution process is expensive, complex and time-consuming. Patent license negotiations also can be complex and protracted, with uncertain
results. We may not be able to file, prosecute, maintain, enforce or license all necessary or desirable patents and patent applications at a reasonable cost or in a
timely manner. It is also possible that we will fail to identify patentable aspects of our research and development output before it is too late to obtain patent
protection. The patent applications that we own or in-license may fail to result in issued patents, and, even if they do issue as patents, such patents may not
cover our current or future technologies or product candidates in the United States or in other countries or provide sufficient protection from competitors. In
addition, the coverage claimed in a patent application can be significantly reduced before the patent is issued, and its scope can be reinterpreted after issuance.
We do not have exclusive control over the preparation, filing and prosecution of patent applications under certain of our in-license agreements, and we may
not have the right to control the preparation, filing and prosecution of patent applications, or to maintain the rights to patents, that we out-license to third
parties. Therefore, these patents and applications may not be prosecuted and enforced in a manner consistent with the best interests of our business. Even if
our owned or in-licensed patent applications issue as patents, they may not issue in a form that will provide us with any meaningful protection, prevent
competitors from competing with us or otherwise provide us with any competitive advantage. Our competitors may be able to circumvent our patents by
developing similar or alternative product candidates in a non-infringing manner.

Further, although we make reasonable efforts to ensure patentability of our inventions, we cannot guarantee that all of the potentially relevant prior art
relating to our owned or in-licensed patents and patent applications has been found. For example, publications of discoveries in scientific literature often lag
behind the actual discoveries, and patent applications in the United States and other jurisdictions are typically not published until 18 months after filing, and in
some cases not at all. Additionally, pending patent applications that have been published can, subject to certain limitations, be later amended in a manner that
could cover our platform technologies, our product candidates, or the use of our technologies. We thus cannot know with certainty whether we or our licensors
were the first to file for patent protection of such inventions. In addition, the United States Patent and Trademark Office, or USPTO, might require that the
term of a patent issuing from a pending patent application be disclaimed and limited to the term of another patent that is commonly owned or names a
common inventor. There is no assurance that all potentially relevant prior art relating to our owned or in-licensed patent applications has been found. For this
reason, and because there is no guarantee that any prior art search is absolutely correct and comprehensive, we may be unaware of prior art that could be used
to invalidate an issued patent or to prevent our owned or in-licensed patent applications from issuing as patents. Invalidation of any of our patent rights,
including in-licensed patent rights, could materially harm our business.

Moreover, the patent positions of biotechnology companies like ours are generally uncertain because they may involve complex legal and factual
considerations that have, in recent years, been the subject of legal development and change. The relevant patent laws and their interpretation, both inside and
outside of the United States, is also uncertain. Changes in either the patent laws or their interpretation in the United States and other jurisdictions may diminish
our ability to protect our platform technology or product candidates and could affect the value of such intellectual property. In particular, our ability to stop
third parties from making, using, selling, offering to sell or importing products that infringe, misappropriate or otherwise violate our intellectual property will
depend in part on our success in obtaining and enforcing patent claims that cover our platform technology, product candidates, inventions and improvements.
We cannot guarantee that patents will be granted with respect to any of our owned or licensed pending patent applications or with respect to any patent
applications we may file or license in the future, nor can we be sure that any patents that may be granted to us or our licensors in the future will be
commercially useful in protecting our products, the methods of use or manufacture of those products. Additionally, third parties, including our former
employees and collaborators, may challenge the ownership or inventorship of our patent rights to claim that they are entitled to ownership and inventorship
interest, and we may not be successful in defending against such claims. However, we are not currently facing any such challenges. Moreover, issued patents
do not guarantee the right to practice our technology in relation to the commercialization of our products. Issued patents
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only allow us to block—in some cases—potential competitors from practicing the claimed inventions of the issued patents.

The issuance, scope, validity, enforceability and commercial value of our pending patent rights are uncertain. The standards applied by the USPTO and
foreign patent offices in granting patents are not always certain and moreover, are not always applied uniformly or predictably. For example, there is no
uniform worldwide policy regarding patentable subject matter or the scope of claims allowable in patents. Our pending and future patent applications may not
result in patents being issued in the United States or in other jurisdictions which protect our technology or products or which effectively prevent others from
commercializing competitive technologies and products. Changes in either the patent laws or interpretation of the patent laws in the United States and other
countries may diminish the value of our owned or in-licensed patent applications or narrow the scope of any patent protection we may obtain from our owned
or in-licensed patent applications. In addition, the laws of foreign countries may not protect our rights to the same extent as the laws of the United States.

Further, patents and other intellectual property rights in the pharmaceutical and biotechnology space are evolving and involve many risks and
uncertainties. For example, third parties may have blocking patents that could be used to prevent us from commercializing our product candidates and any
future product candidates and practicing our proprietary technology, and any issued patents may be challenged, invalidated or circumvented, which could limit
our ability to stop competitors from marketing related products or could limit the term of patent protection that otherwise may exist for our product candidate
and any future product candidates. In addition, the scope of the rights granted under any issued patents may not provide us with protection or competitive
advantages against competitors or other parties with similar technology. Additionally, our competitors may initiate legal proceedings, such as declaratory
judgment actions in federal court or reexaminations or an inter partes review at the USPTO in an attempt to invalidate or narrow the scope of our patents.
However, we are not currently facing any such proceedings. Furthermore, our competitors or other parties may independently develop similar technologies
that are outside the scope of the rights granted under any issued patents. For these reasons, we may face competition with respect to our product candidates
and any future product candidates. Moreover, because of the extensive time required for development, testing and regulatory review of a potential product, it
is possible that, before any particular product candidate can be commercialized, any patent protection for such product candidate may expire or remain in force
for only a short period following commercialization, thereby reducing the commercial advantage the patent provides.

Even if patents do successfully issue from our owned or in-licensed patent application, and even if such patents cover our current or any future
technologies or product candidates, third parties may challenge their validity, enforceability or scope, which may result in such patents being narrowed,
invalidated, or held unenforceable. Any successful challenge to these patents or any other patents owned by or licensed to us could deprive us of rights
necessary for the successful commercialization of any current or future technologies or product candidates that we may develop. Likewise, if patent
applications we own or have in-licensed with respect to our development programs and current or future technologies or product candidates fail to issue, if
their breadth or strength is threatened, or if they fail to provide meaningful exclusivity, other companies could be dissuaded from collaborating with us to
develop current or future technologies or product candidates. Lack of valid and enforceable patent protection could threaten our ability to commercialize
current or future products and could prevent us from maintaining exclusivity with respect to the invention or feature claimed in the patent applications. Any
failure to obtain or any loss of patent protection could have a material adverse impact on our business and ability to achieve profitability. We may be unable to
prevent competitors from entering the market with a product that is similar or identical to any of our current or potential future product candidates or from
utilizing technologies similar to those in our gene circuit platform technologies.

The filing of a patent application or the issuance of a patent is not conclusive as to its ownership, inventorship, scope, patentability, validity or
enforceability. Issued patents and patent applications may be challenged in the courts and in the patent office in the United States and abroad. For example, our
patent applications or patent applications filed by our licensors, or any patents that grant therefrom, may be challenged through third-party submissions,
opposition or derivation proceedings. By further example, any issued patents that may result from our owned or in-licensed patent applications may be
challenged through reexamination, inter partes review or post-grant review proceedings before the USPTO, or in declaratory judgment actions or
counterclaims. An adverse determination in any such submission, proceeding or litigation could prevent the issuance of, reduce the scope of, invalidate or
render
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unenforceable our owned or in-licensed patent rights, result in the loss of exclusivity, limit our ability to stop others from using or commercializing similar or
identical platforms and product candidates, or allow third parties to compete directly with us without payment to us. In addition, if the breadth or strength of
protection provided by any patents that might result from our owned or in-licensed patent applications is threatened, it could dissuade companies from
collaborating with us to license, develop or commercialize current or future platforms or product candidates. Any of the foregoing could have a material
adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

Moreover, we currently co-own certain patent applications with third parties and may in the future co-own additional patents and patent applications with
third parties. If we are unable to obtain an exclusive license to any such third-party co-owners’ interest in such patents or patent application, such co-owners
may be able to license their rights to other third parties, including our competitors, and our competitors could market competing products and technology. We
may need the cooperation of any such co-owners to enforce such patents against third parties, and such cooperation may not be provided to us. Any of the
foregoing could have a material adverse effect on our competitive position, business prospects and financial conditions.

Our in-licensed patent rights may be subject to a reservation of rights by one or more third parties, such as the U.S. government. In addition, our rights in
such inventions may be subject to certain requirements to manufacture product candidates embodying such inventions in the United States. Any exercise by
the U.S. government of such rights could harm our competitive position, business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

The patent protection and patent prosecution for some of our product candidates and technologies may be dependent on third parties.

While we normally seek to obtain the right to control prosecution, maintenance and enforcement of the patents relating to our product candidates and
technologies, there may be times when the filing and prosecution activities for patents and patent applications relating to our product candidates and
technologies are controlled by our licensors or collaborators. Our licensors may not successfully prosecute the patent applications to which we are licensed.
Even if patents are issued in respect of these patent applications, our licensors may fail to maintain these patents, may determine not to pursue litigation
against other companies that are infringing these patents, or may pursue such litigation less aggressively than we would.

If any of our licensors or collaborators fail to prosecute, maintain and enforce such patents and patent applications in a manner consistent with the best
interests of our business, including by payment of all applicable fees for patents covering our product candidates and technologies, we could lose our rights to
the intellectual property or our exclusivity with respect to those rights, our ability to develop and commercialize those product candidates and technologies
may be adversely affected and we may not be able to prevent competitors from making, using and selling competing product candidates. In addition, even
where we have the right to control patent prosecution of patents and patent applications we have licensed to and from third parties, we may still be adversely
affected or prejudiced by actions or inactions of our licensees, our current and future licensors and their counsel that took place prior to the date upon which
we assumed control over patent prosecution.

Our licensed European patents and patent applications could be challenged in the recently-created Unified Patent Court, or UPC, for the European Union,
that is expected to be fully ratified in 2023. Under our current license agreements, we may not have the final or sole decision as to whether we are able to opt
out certain of our in-licensed European patents and patent applications from the UPC. Our licensors may decide not to opt out of the UPC, which would
subject our in-licensed European patents and patent applications to the jurisdiction of the UPC. Furthermore, even if our licensors decide to opt out of the
UPC, we cannot guarantee that our licensors will comply with the legal formalities and requirements for properly opting out of the UPC. Thus, we cannot be
certain that our in-licensed European patents and patent applications will not fall under the jurisdiction of the UPC. Under the UPC, a single European patent
would be valid and enforceable in numerous European countries. A challenge to the validity of a European patent in a central revocation proceeding under the
UPC, if successful, could result in a loss of patent protection in numerous European countries, which could have a material adverse impact on our business
and our ability to commercialize or license our technology and product candidates.
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Further, we may have limited control over the manner in which our licensors initiate an infringement proceeding against a third-party infringer of the
intellectual property rights, or defend certain of the intellectual property that is licensed to us. It is possible that the licensors’ infringement proceeding(s) or
defense activities may be less vigorous than had we conducted them ourselves.

We may be unable to acquire or in-license any relevant third-party intellectual property rights that we identify as necessary or important to our
business operations.

Because our development programs may in the future require the use of proprietary rights held by third parties, the growth of our business may depend in
part on our ability to acquire, in-license or use these third-party proprietary rights. We may be unable to acquire or in-license any compositions, methods of
use, processes or other third-party intellectual property rights from third parties that we identify as necessary for our product candidates. The licensing of
third-party intellectual property rights is a competitive area, and more established companies may pursue strategies to license or acquire third-party intellectual
property rights that we may consider attractive or necessary. More established companies may have a competitive advantage over us due to their size, capital
resources and greater clinical development and commercialization capabilities. In addition, companies that perceive us to be a competitor may be unwilling to
assign or license rights to us. We also may be unable to license or acquire third-party intellectual property rights on terms that would allow us to make an
appropriate return on our investment or at all. Even if we are able to obtain a license, it may be non-exclusive, thereby giving our competitors access to the
same technologies licensed to us. If we are unable to license such technology, or if we are forced to license such technology on unfavorable terms, our
business could be materially harmed. If we are unable to obtain a necessary license, we may be unable to develop or commercialize the affected current or
future product candidates, which could materially harm our business, and the third parties owning such intellectual property rights could seek either an
injunction prohibiting our sales, or, with respect to our sales, an obligation on our part to pay royalties or other forms of compensation. Any of the foregoing
could harm our competitive position, business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

Further, our licensors may retain certain rights under their agreements with us, including the right to use the underlying technology for noncommercial
academic and research use, to publish general scientific findings from research related to the technology, and to make customary scientific and scholarly
disclosures of information relating to the technology. It is difficult to monitor whether our licensors limit their use of the technology to these uses, and we
could incur substantial expenses to enforce our rights to our licensed technology in the event of misuse.

Additionally, some intellectual property that we have in-licensed or that we own may have been discovered through government funded programs and
thus may be subject to federal regulations such as “march-in” rights, certain reporting requirements and a preference for U.S.-based companies. Compliance
with such regulations may limit our exclusive rights, and limit our ability to contract with non-U.S. manufacturers.

As aresult, the U.S. government may have certain rights to intellectual property embodied in our current or future product candidates pursuant to the
Bayh-Dole Act of 1980, or Bayh-Dole Act, and implementing regulations. These U.S. government rights in certain inventions developed under a government-
funded program include a non-exclusive, non-transferable, irrevocable worldwide license to use inventions for any governmental purpose. In addition, the
U.S. government may have the right to require us or our licensors to grant exclusive, partially exclusive, or non-exclusive licenses to any of these inventions to
a third party if it determines that: (i) adequate steps have not been taken to commercialize the invention; (ii) government action is necessary to meet public
health or safety needs; or (iii) government action is necessary to meet requirements for public use under federal regulations (also referred to as “march-in
rights”).

More specifically, certain currently in-licensed patents that cover certain split, universal and programmable chimeric antigen receptor technology may be
subject to march-in-rights. This technology is not embodied in any of our current product candidates. In addition, certain currently in-licensed patents that
cover certain components and process for regulating the expression of a fusion protein with the use of a protease inhibitor are subject to march-in-rights,
which technology can be embodied in certain regulator dial gene circuits. We also own a patent family claiming an invention made under research partially
funded by the federal government. Such invention covers mesenchymal stem cells that express combinations of immune effectors for autoimmunity. While the
foregoing
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invention is not embodied in any current product candidates, it is subject to march-in-rights. The U.S. government also has the right to take title to these
inventions made through government funded programs if we, or the applicable licensor, fail to disclose the invention to the government and fail to file an
application to register the intellectual property within specified time limits. These time limits have recently been changed by regulation, and may change in the
future. Intellectual property generated under a government-funded program is also subject to certain reporting requirements, compliance with which may
require us or the applicable licensor to expend substantial resources. In addition, the U.S. government requires that any products embodying the subject
invention or produced through the use of the subject invention be manufactured substantially in the United States. The manufacturing preference requirement
can be waived if the owner of the intellectual property can show that reasonable but unsuccessful efforts have been made to grant licenses on similar terms to
potential licensees that would be likely to manufacture substantially in the United States or that under the circumstances domestic manufacture is not
commercially feasible. This preference for U.S. manufacturers may limit our ability to contract with non-U.S. product manufacturers for products covered by
such intellectual property. To the extent any of our current or future intellectual property is generated through the use of U.S. government funding, the
provisions of the Bayh-Dole Act may similarly apply.

We currently, and in the future may continue to, enter into agreements involving licenses or collaborations that provide for access or sharing of
intellectual property. These intellectual property-related agreements may impose certain obligations and restrictions on our ability to develop and
commercialize our product candidates and technologies that are the subject of such licenses.

We license rights from third parties to use certain intellectual property relevant to one or more of our current and future product candidates. In the future,
we may need to obtain additional licenses from others to advance our research and development activities or allow the commercialization of our current and
future product candidates we may identify and pursue. These existing license agreements impose, and any future license agreements we enter into are likely to
impose, various development, commercialization, funding, milestone, royalty, diligence, sublicensing, insurance, patent prosecution and enforcement or other
obligations on us. For example, we are a party to three license agreements with the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, as represented by the
National Cancer Institute, or NCI, for intellectual property relevant to our product candidates. For a more detailed description of the license agreements with
NCI, see the section titled “Business—Material License and Collaboration Agreements” in this Form 10-K.

In addition, certain of our future agreements with third parties may limit or delay our ability to consummate certain transactions, may impact the value of
those transactions, or may limit our ability to pursue certain activities. For example, we may in the future enter into license agreements that are not assignable
or transferable, or that require the licensor’s express consent in order for an assignment or transfer to take place.

Further, we or our licensors, if any, may fail to identify patentable aspects of inventions made in the course of development and commercialization
activities before it is too late to obtain patent protection on them. Therefore, we may miss potential opportunities to strengthen our patent position. It is
possible that defects of form in the preparation or filing of our patents or patent applications may exist, or may arise in the future, for example with respect to
proper priority claims, inventorship, claim scope, or requests for patent term adjustments. If we or our licensors fail to establish, maintain or protect such
patents and other intellectual property rights, such rights may be reduced or eliminated. If our licensors are not fully cooperative or disagree with us as to the
prosecution, maintenance or enforcement of any patent rights, such patent rights could be compromised. If there are material defects in the form, preparation,
prosecution, or enforcement of our patents or patent applications, such patents may be invalid and/or unenforceable, and such applications may never result in
valid, enforceable patents. Any of these outcomes could impair our ability to prevent competition from third parties, which may have an adverse impact on our
business, financial conditions, results of operations and prospects.

Furthermore, we may not have the right to control the preparation, filing, prosecution, maintenance, enforcement and defense of patents and patent
applications that we license from third parties. In certain circumstances, our licensed patent rights are subject to our reimbursing our licensors for their patent
prosecution and maintenance costs. If our licensors and future licensors fail to prosecute, maintain, enforce and defend patents we may license, or lose rights
to licensed patents or patent applications, our licensed rights may be reduced or eliminated. In such circumstances, our right to develop and commercialize any
of our products or product candidates
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that is the subject of such licensed rights could be materially adversely affected. Even where we have the right to control prosecution of patents and patent
applications under license from third parties, we may still be adversely affected or prejudiced by actions or inactions of our predecessors or licensors and their
counsel that took place prior to us assuming control over patent prosecution.

Our technology acquired or licensed currently or in the future from various third parties is or may be subject to retained rights. Our predecessors or
licensors do and may retain certain rights under their agreements with us, including the right to use the underlying technology for non-commercial academic
and research use, to publish general scientific findings from research related to the technology, and to make customary scientific and scholarly disclosures of
information relating to the technology. It is difficult to monitor whether our predecessors or licensors limit their use of the technology to these uses, and we
could incur substantial expenses to enforce our rights to our licensed technology in the event of misuse.

If we are limited in our ability to utilize acquired or licensed technologies, or if we lose our rights to critical in-licensed technology, we may be unable to
successfully develop, out-license, market and sell our product candidates, which could prevent or delay new product introductions. Our business strategy
depends on the successful development of acquired technologies and licensed technology into commercial product candidates. Therefore, any limitations on
our ability to utilize these technologies may impair our ability to develop, out-license or market and sell our product candidates.

If we fail to comply with our obligations under any existing or future license, collaboration or other intellectual property-related agreements, we may
be required to pay damages and could lose intellectual property rights that may be necessary for developing, commercializing and protecting our current
or future technologies or product candidates or we could lose certain rights to grant sublicenses.

We have certain obligations to third-party licensors from whom we license certain patent rights that are relevant to one or more current and future product
candidates. In the future, we may need to obtain additional licenses from other third parties to advance our research and development activities or allow the
commercialization of our current and future product candidates. Our existing license agreements impose, and any future license agreements we enter into are
likely to impose, various development, commercialization, funding, milestone, royalty, diligence, sublicensing, insurance, patent prosecution and enforcement
or other obligations on us. For a more detailed description of our existing license agreements, see the section titled “Business—Material License and
Collaboration Agreements” in this Form 10-K. If we breach any of these obligations, including diligence obligations with respect to development and
commercialization of product candidates covered by the intellectual property licensed to us, or use the intellectual property licensed to us in an unauthorized
manner or we are subject to bankruptcy-related proceedings, we may be required to pay damages and the licensor may have the right to terminate the
respective agreement or materially modify the terms of the license, such as by rendering currently exclusive licenses non-exclusive. License termination or
modification could result in our inability to develop, manufacture and sell products that are covered by the licensed intellectual property or could enable a
competitor to gain access to the licensed intellectual property.

In certain circumstances, our licensed patent rights are subject to our reimbursing our licensors for their patent prosecution and maintenance costs. If our
licensors and future licensors fail to prosecute, maintain, enforce and defend patents we may license, or lose rights to licensed patents or patent applications,
our licensed rights may be reduced or eliminated. In such circumstances, our right to develop and commercialize any of our products or product candidates
that are the subject of such licensed rights could be materially adversely affected.

Our current or future licensors may own or control intellectual property that has not been licensed to us and, as a result, we may be subject to claims,
regardless of their merit, that we are infringing, misappropriating or otherwise violating the licensor’s intellectual property rights. In addition, while we cannot
currently determine the amount of the royalty obligations we would be required to pay on sales of future products if infringement or misappropriation were
found, those amounts could be significant. The amount of our future royalty obligations will depend on the technology and intellectual property we use in
products that we successfully develop and commercialize, if any. Therefore, even if we successfully develop and commercialize products, we may be unable
to achieve or maintain profitability.
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Disputes may arise between us and our present and future licensors regarding intellectual property subject to a licensing agreement, including:

. the scope of rights granted under the license agreement and other interpretation-related issues, including but not limited to our right to
transfer or assign the license;

. whether and the extent to which our product candidates, technology and processes infringe on intellectual property of the licensor that is
not subject to the licensing agreement;

. our right to sublicense patents and other rights to third parties, including the terms and conditions thereof;

. our diligence obligations with respect to the development and commercialization of our product candidates that are covered by the licens
agreement, and what activities satisfy those diligence obligations;

. our right to transfer or assign the license;

. the inventorship and ownership of inventions and know-how resulting from the joint creation or use of intellectual property by our
licensors and us and our collaborators; and

. the priority of invention of patented technology.

If disputes over intellectual property that we license in the future prevent or impair our ability to maintain our licensing arrangements on acceptable terms,
we may not be able to successfully develop and commercialize the affected product candidates, which would have a material adverse effect on our business,
financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

In addition, the agreements under which we currently license intellectual property or technology from the National Cancer Institute (“NCI”) and other
third parties are complex, and certain provisions in such agreements may be susceptible to multiple interpretations. The resolution of any contract
interpretation disagreement that may arise could narrow what we believe to be the scope of our rights to the relevant intellectual property or technology, or
increase what we believe to be our financial or other obligations under the relevant agreement, either of which could have a material adverse effect on our
business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects. Moreover, if disputes over intellectual property that we have licensed prevent or impair our
ability to maintain our current licensing arrangements on commercially acceptable terms, we may be unable to successfully develop and commercialize the
affected product candidates, which could have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

In addition, while we currently do not have any liens, security interests, or other encumbrances on the intellectual property that we own, we may, in the
future, need to obtain a loan or a line of credit that will require that we put up our intellectual property as collateral to our lenders or creditors. If we do so, and
we violate the terms of any such loan or credit agreement, our lenders or creditors may take possession of such intellectual property, including the rights to
receive proceeds derived from such intellectual property.

Patent terms may not be able to protect our competitive position for an adequate period of time with respect to our current or future technologies or
product candidates.

Patents have a limited lifespan. The term of individual patents and applications in our portfolio depends upon the legal term of patents in the countries in
which they are obtained. In most countries in which we file, including the United States, the patent term is 20 years from the earliest date of filing a non-
provisional patent application. Extensions of patent term may be available, but there is no guarantee that we would have patents eligible for extension, or that
we would succeed in obtaining any particular extension, and no guarantee any such extension
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would confer a patent term for a sufficient period of time to exclude others from commercializing product candidates similar or identical to ours. In the United
States, the term of a patent may be eligible for patent term adjustment, which permits patent term restoration as compensation for delays incurred at the
USPTO during the patent prosecution process. In addition, for patents that cover an FDA-approved drug, the Drug Price Competition and Patent Term
Restoration Act of 1984 (the “Hatch-Waxman Act”) permits a patent term extension of up to five years beyond the expiration of the patent. While the length
of the patent term extension is related to the length of time the drug is under regulatory review, patent term extension cannot extend the remaining term of a
patent beyond a total of 14 years from the date of product approval, and only one patent per approved drug—and only those claims covering the approved
drug, a method for using it or a method for manufacturing it—may be extended under the Hatch-Waxman Act. Similar provisions are available in Europe and
other foreign jurisdictions to extend the term of a patent that covers an approved drug. In the future, if and when our products receive FDA approval or
applicable approval in other jurisdictions, we expect to apply for patent term extensions on issued patents covering those products in the United States and
other jurisdiction where such extensions are available; however, there is no guarantee that the applicable authorities, including the FDA in the United States,
will agree with our assessment of whether such extensions should be granted, and if granted, the length of such extensions. We also may not be granted an
extension because of, for example, failing to exercise due diligence during the testing phase or regulatory review process, failing to apply within applicable
deadlines, failing to apply prior to expiration of relevant patents or otherwise failing to satisfy applicable requirements. If we are unable to obtain patent term
extension or the term of any such extension is less than we request, the period during which we can enforce our patent rights for the applicable product
candidate will be shortened and our competitors may obtain approval to market competing products sooner. As a result, our revenue from applicable products
could be reduced. Further, if this occurs, our competitors may be able to launch their products earlier by taking advantage of our investment in development
and clinical trials along with our clinical and preclinical data. This could have a material adverse effect on our business and ability to achieve profitability.

The life of a patent and the protection it affords are limited. As a result, our owned and in-licensed patent portfolio provides us with limited rights that
may not last for a sufficient period of time to exclude others from commercializing product candidates similar or identical to ours. Even if patents covering our
product candidates are obtained, once the patent life has expired, we may be open to competition from competitive products, including generics or biosimilars.
For example, given the large amount of time required for the research, development, testing and regulatory review of new product candidates, patents
protecting such candidates might expire before or shortly after such candidates are commercialized. As a result, our owned and licensed patent portfolio may
not provide us with sufficient rights to exclude others from commercializing products similar or identical to ours.

Changes in U.S. patent law or the patent law of other countries or jurisdictions could diminish the value of patents in general, thereby impairing our
ability to protect our current or any future technologies or product candidates.

Changes in either the patent laws or interpretation of the patent laws in the United States or elsewhere could increase the uncertainties and costs
surrounding the prosecution of patent applications and the enforcement or defense of issued patents. The United States has enacted and implemented wide-
ranging patent reform legislation. On September 16, 2011, the Leahy-Smith America Invents Act (the “Leahy-Smith Act”) was signed into law, which could
increase the uncertainties and costs surrounding the prosecution of our owned or in licensed patent applications and the enforcement or defense of any future
owned or in-licensed issued patents. The Leahy-Smith Act includes a number of significant changes to U.S. patent law. These include provisions that affect
the way patent applications are prosecuted, redefine prior art, may affect patent litigation and switch the U.S. patent system from a “first-to-invent” system to
a “first-to-file” system. Under a first-to-file system, assuming the other requirements for patentability are met, the first inventor to file a patent application
generally will be entitled to the patent on an invention regardless of whether another inventor had made the invention earlier. A third party that files a patent
application in the USPTO after March 16, 2013, but before us, could therefore be awarded a patent covering an invention of ours even if we had made the
invention before it was made by such third party. This will require us to be cognizant of the time from invention to filing of a patent application. Since patent
applications in the United States and most other countries are confidential for a period of time after filing or until issuance, we cannot be certain that we or our
licensors were the first to either (i) file any patent application related to our product candidates
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or (ii) invent any of the inventions claimed in our or our licensor’s patents or patent applications. The Leahy-Smith Act also allows third-party submission of
prior art to the USPTO during patent prosecution and sets forth additional procedures to challenge the validity of a patent by USPTO-administered post-grant
proceedings, including derivation, reexamination, inter partes review, post-grant review and interference proceedings. The USPTO developed additional
regulations and procedures to govern administration of the Leahy-Smith Act, and many of the substantive changes to patent law associated with the Leahy-
Smith Act, and, in particular, the first-to-file provisions, became effective on March 16, 2013. Accordingly, it is not clear what, if any, impact the Leahy-Smith
Act will have on the operation of our business. The Leahy-Smith Act and its implementation could increase the uncertainties and costs surrounding the
prosecution of our owned or in-licensed patent applications and the enforcement or defense of our issued owned or in-licensed patents, all of which could have
a material adverse impact on our business prospects and financial condition.

As referenced above, for example, courts in the U.S. continue to refine the heavily fact-and-circumstance-dependent jurisprudence defining the scope of
patent protection available for therapeutics, narrowing the scope of patent protection available in certain circumstances or weakening the rights of patent
owners in certain situations. This creates uncertainty about our ability to obtain patents in the future and the value of such patents. In addition, the patent
positions of companies in the development and commercialization of pharmaceuticals are particularly uncertain. Recent U.S. Supreme Court rulings have
narrowed the scope of patent protection available in certain circumstances and weakened the rights of patent owners in certain situations. This combination of
events has created uncertainty with respect to the validity and enforceability of patents, once obtained. Depending on future actions by the U.S. Congress, the
federal courts and the USPTO, the laws and regulations governing patents could change in unpredictable ways that could have a material adverse effect on our
existing patent portfolio and our ability to protect and enforce our intellectual property in the future. We cannot provide assurance that future developments in
U.S. Congress, the federal courts and the USPTO will not adversely impact our owned or in-licensed patents or patent applications. The laws and regulations
governing patents could change in unpredictable ways that could weaken our and our licensors’ ability to obtain new patents or to enforce our existing owned
or in-licensed patents and patents that we might obtain or in-license in the future. Similarly, changes in patent law and regulations in other countries or
jurisdictions or changes in the governmental bodies that enforce them or changes in how the relevant governmental authority enforces patent laws or
regulations may have a material adverse effect on our and our licensors’ ability to obtain new patents or to protect and enforce our owned or in-licensed
patents or patents that we may obtain or in-license in the future.

We may be subject to lawsuits or litigation to protect or enforce our patents or other intellectual property, which could result in substantial costs and
liability and prevent us from commercializing our potential products.

Third parties may attempt to invalidate our or our licensors’ intellectual property rights via procedures including but not limited to patent infringement
lawsuits, declaratory judgment actions, interferences, oppositions and inter partes reexamination proceedings before the USPTO, U.S. courts and foreign
patent offices or foreign courts. An adverse determination in any such submission or proceeding could reduce the scope or enforceability of, or invalidate, our
patent rights, which could adversely affect our competitive position. Because of a lower evidentiary standard in USPTO proceedings compared to the
evidentiary standard in United States federal courts necessary to invalidate a patent claim, a third party could potentially provide evidence in a USPTO
proceeding sufficient for the USPTO to hold a claim invalid even though the same evidence would be insufficient to invalidate the claim if first presented in a
district court action. Accordingly, a third party may attempt to use the USPTO procedures to invalidate our patent claims that would not have been invalidated
if first challenged by the third party in a district court action. Even if such rights are not directly challenged, disputes could lead to the weakening of our or our
licensors’ intellectual property rights. Our defense against any attempt by third parties to circumvent or invalidate our intellectual property rights could be
costly to us, could require significant time and attention of our management, and could have a material and adverse impact on our profitability, financial
condition and prospects or ability to successfully compete.

We or our licensors may find it necessary to pursue claims or to initiate lawsuits to protect or enforce our owned or in-licensed patent or other intellectual
property rights. The cost to us in defending or initiating any litigation or other proceeding relating to our owned or in-licensed patent or other intellectual
property rights, even if resolved in our favor, could be substantial, particularly in a foreign jurisdiction, and any litigation or other proceeding would
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divert our management’s attention. Such litigation or proceedings could materially increase our operating losses and reduce the resources available for
development activities or any future sales, marketing or distribution activities. Some of our competitors may be able to more effectively sustain the costs of
complex patent litigation because they have substantially greater resources. Uncertainties resulting from the initiation and continuation of patent litigation or
other proceedings could delay our research and development efforts and materially limit our ability to continue our operations.

If we or our licensors were to initiate legal proceedings against a third party to enforce a patent covering one of our product candidates or our technology,
the defendant could counterclaim that such patent is invalid or unenforceable. In patent litigation in the United States, defendant counterclaims alleging
invalidity or unenforceability are commonplace. Grounds for a validity challenge could be an alleged failure to meet any of several statutory requirements, for
example, claiming patent-ineligible subject matter, lack of novelty, indefiniteness, lack of written description, non-enablement, anticipation or obviousness.
Grounds for an unenforceability assertion could be an allegation that someone connected with prosecution of the patent withheld relevant information from the
USPTO or made a misleading statement during prosecution. The outcome of such invalidity and unenforceability claims is unpredictable. With respect to the
validity question, for example, we cannot be certain that there is no invalidating prior art of which we or our licensors and the patent examiner were unaware
during prosecution. If a defendant were to prevail on a legal assertion of invalidity or unenforceability, we could lose at least part, and perhaps all, of the
patent protection for one or more of our product candidates or certain aspects of our platform technologies. Such a loss of patent protection could have a
material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects. Patents and other intellectual property rights also will not
protect our product candidates and technologies if competitors or third parties design around such product candidates and technologies without legally
infringing, misappropriating or violating our owned or in-licensed patents or other intellectual property rights.

Our European patents and patent applications could be challenged in the UPC. Though we may decide to opt out our European patents and patent
applications from the UPC, if certain formalities and requirements are not met, our European patents and patent applications could be challenged for non-
compliance and brought under the jurisdiction of the UPC. Potentially, a single proceeding under the UPC could result in loss of patent protection in numerous
European countries rather than each validated country separately. Such a loss of patent protection could have a material adverse impact on our business and
our ability to commercialize or license our technology and product candidates.

We may not be able to protect our intellectual property rights throughout the world, which could negatively impact our business.

Filing, prosecuting and defending patents on current or future technologies or product candidates in all countries throughout the world would be
prohibitively expensive, and our intellectual property rights in some countries outside the United States can be less extensive than those in the United States.
In addition, the laws of some countries do not protect intellectual property rights to the same extent as laws in the United States. Consequently, we may not be
able to prevent third parties from practicing our inventions in all countries outside the United States, or from selling or importing products made using our
inventions in and into the United States or other countries. Competitors or other third parties may use our technologies in jurisdictions where we have not
obtained patent protection to develop their own products and, further, may export infringing product candidates to territories where we have patent protection
or licenses, but enforcement is not as strong as that in the United States. These product candidates may compete with our products, and our patents or other
intellectual property rights may not be effective or sufficient to prevent them from competing.

Many companies have encountered significant difficulties in protecting and defending such rights in such jurisdictions. The legal systems of certain
countries, including certain developing countries, do not favor the enforcement of patents and other intellectual property protection, particularly those relating
to biotechnology, which could make it difficult for us to stop the infringement of any owned and in-licensed patents we may obtain in other countries, or the
marketing of competing products in violation of our intellectual property and proprietary rights generally. Proceedings to enforce our owned or in-licensed
intellectual property and proprietary rights in foreign jurisdictions could result in substantial costs and could divert our efforts and attention from other aspects
of our
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business. Such proceedings could also put any owned or in-licensed patents at risk of being invalidated or interpreted narrowly, could put our owned or in-
licensed patent applications at risk of not issuing, and could provoke third parties to assert claims against us or our licensors. We or our licensors may not
prevail in any lawsuits or other adversarial proceedings that we or our licensors initiate, and the damages or other remedies awarded, if any, may not be
commercially meaningful. Accordingly, our and our licensors’ efforts to enforce such intellectual property and proprietary rights around the world may be
inadequate to obtain a significant commercial advantage from the intellectual property that we develop or in-license.

Further, many countries have compulsory licensing laws under which a patent owner may be compelled to grant licenses to third parties. In addition,
many countries limit the enforceability of patents against government agencies or government contractors. In these countries, the patent owner may have
limited remedies, which could materially diminish the value of its patents. If we or any of our licensors are forced to grant a license to third parties with
respect to any patents relevant to our business, our competitive position in the relevant jurisdiction may be impaired and our business prospects may be
materially adversely affected.

Third parties may initiate legal proceedings alleging that we are infringing, misappropriating or violating their intellectual property rights, the
outcome of which would be uncertain and could have a material adverse impact on the success of our business.

Our commercial success depends, in part, upon our ability or the ability of our potential future collaborators to develop, manufacture, market and sell our

current or any future product candidates and to use our proprietary technologies without infringing, misappropriating or violating the proprietary and
intellectual property rights of third parties. There is a substantial amount of litigation, both within and outside the United States, involving patent and other
intellectual property rights in the biotechnology and pharmaceutical industries, including patent infringement lawsuits, interferences, oppositions and inter
partes review proceedings before the USPTO, U.S. courts, foreign patent offices or foreign courts. As the field of gene and cell therapies advances, patent
applications are being processed by national patent offices around the world. There is uncertainty about which patents will issue, and, if they do, there is
uncertainty as to when, to whom, and with what claims. Any claims of patent infringement asserted by third parties would be time consuming and could:

. result in costly litigation that may cause negative publicity;

. divert the time and attention of our technical personnel and management;

. cause development delays;

. prevent us from commercializing any of our product candidates until the asserted patent expires or is held finally invalid or not infringed

a court of law;

. require us to develop non-infringing technology, which may not be possible on a cost-effective basis;

. subject us to substantial damages for infringement, which we may have to pay if a court decides that the product candidate or technology
issue infringes on or violates the third party’s rights, and, if the court finds that the infringement was willful, we could be ordered to pay
treble damages and the patent owner’s attorneys’ fees; or

. require us to enter into royalty or licensing agreements, which may not be available on commercially reasonable terms, or at all, or whict
might be non-exclusive, which could result in our competitors gaining access to the same technology.

Some of our competitors may be able to sustain the costs of complex patent litigation more effectively than we can because they have substantially greater

resources. In addition, any uncertainties resulting from the initiation and continuation of any litigation could have a material adverse effect on our ability to
raise the funds necessary to
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continue our operations or could otherwise have a material adverse effect on our business, results of operations, financial condition and prospects.

Numerous U.S. and foreign issued patents and pending patent applications, which are owned by third parties, exist in the fields in which we are pursuing
development candidates. As the biotechnology and pharmaceutical industries expand and more patents are issued, the risk increases that we may be subject to
claims of infringement of the patent rights of third parties. Because patent applications can take many years to issue, there may also be currently pending
patent applications that may later result in issued patents that our technology or product candidates may infringe. Further, we cannot guarantee that we are
aware of all patents and patent applications potentially relevant to our technology or products. We may not be aware of potentially relevant third-party patents
or applications for several reasons. For example, U.S. applications filed before November 29, 2000, and certain U.S. applications filed after that date that will
not be filed outside the U.S. remain confidential until a patent issues. Patent applications filed in the United States (after November 29, 2000) and elsewhere
are published approximately 18 months after the earliest filing for which priority is claimed, with such earliest filing date being commonly referred to as the
priority date. Therefore, patent applications covering our product candidates or platform technologies could have been filed by others without our knowledge.
Any such patent application may have priority over our patent applications or patents, which could require us to obtain rights to issued patents covering such
technologies. Additionally, claims pending in patent applications that have been published can, subject to certain limitations, be later amended in a manner
that could cover our platform, our product candidates or the use of our technologies.

Although no third party has asserted a claim of patent infringement against us as of the date of this Annual Report, others may hold proprietary rights that
could prevent our product candidates from being marketed. We or our licensors, or any future strategic collaborator, may be party to, or be threatened with,
adversarial proceedings or litigation regarding intellectual property rights with respect to our current or any potential future product candidates and
technologies, including derivation, reexamination, inter partes review or post-grant review before the USPTO and similar proceedings in jurisdictions outside
of the United States such as opposition proceedings. In some instances, we may be required to indemnify our licensors for the costs associated with any such
adversarial proceedings or litigation. Third parties may assert infringement claims against us, our licensors or our strategic collaborators based on existing
patents or patents that may be granted in the future, regardless of their merit. There is a risk that third parties may choose to engage in litigation or other
adversarial proceedings with us, our licensors or our strategic collaborators to enforce or otherwise assert their patent rights. Even if we believe such claims
are without merit, a court of competent jurisdiction could hold that these third-party patents are not invalid, enforceable and infringed, which could have a
material adverse impact on our ability to utilize our platform technologies or to commercialize our current or any future product candidates. In order to
successfully challenge the validity of any such U.S. patent in federal court, we would need to overcome a presumption of validity by presenting clear and
convincing evidence of invalidity. There is no assurance that a court of competent jurisdiction, even if presented with evidence we believe to be clear and
convincing, would invalidate the claims of any such U.S. patent.

Further, we cannot guarantee that we will be able to successfully settle or otherwise resolve such adversarial proceedings or litigation. If we are unable to
successfully settle future claims on terms acceptable to us, we may be required to engage in or to continue costly, unpredictable and time-consuming litigation
and may be prevented from or experience substantial delays in marketing our product candidates. If we, or our licensors, or any future strategic collaborators
are found to infringe, misappropriate or violate a third-party patent or other intellectual property rights, we could be required to pay damages, including treble
damages and attorney’s fees, if we are found to have willfully infringed. In addition, we, or our licensors, or any future strategic collaborators may choose to
seek, or be required to seek, a license from a third party, which may not be available on commercially reasonable terms, if at all. Even if a license can be
obtained on commercially reasonable terms, the rights may be non-exclusive, which could give our competitors access to the same technology or intellectual
property rights licensed to us, and we could be required to make substantial licensing and royalty payments. Parties making claims against us may obtain
injunctive or other equitable relief, which could effectively block our ability to further develop and commercialize our current or future product candidates.
We could be forced, including by court order, to cease utilizing, developing, manufacturing and commercializing our platform technologies or product
candidates deemed to be infringing. We may be forced to redesign current or future technologies or products. Defense of these claims, regardless of their
merit, would involve substantial litigation expense and would be a substantial diversion of employee resources from our business. Any of
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the foregoing could have a material adverse effect on our ability to generate revenue or achieve profitability and possibly prevent us from generating revenue
sufficient to sustain our operations.

Thus, it is possible that one or more third parties will hold patent rights to which we will need a license, which may not be available on reasonable terms
or at all. If such third parties refuse to grant us a license to such patent rights on reasonable terms or at all, we may be required to expend significant time and
resources to redesign our technology, product candidates or the methods for manufacturing our product candidates, or to develop or license replacement
technology, all of which may not be commercially or technically feasible. In such case, we may not be able to market such technology or product candidates
and may not be able to perform research and development or other activities covered by these patents. This could have a material adverse effect on our ability
to commercialize our product candidates and our business and financial condition.

Lastly, if our technology or products are found to infringe the intellectual property rights of third parties, these third parties may assert infringement
claims against our licensees and other parties with whom we have business relationships, and we may be required to indemnify those parties for any damages
they suffer as a result of these claims. The claims may require us to initiate or defend protracted and costly litigation on behalf of licensees and other parties
regardless of the merits of these claims. If any of these claims succeed, we may be forced to pay damages on behalf of those parties or may be required to
obtain licenses for the products they use.

Intellectual property litigation may lead to unfavorable publicity that harms our reputation and causes the market price of our shares of our common
stock to decline.

During the course of any intellectual property litigation, there could be public announcements of the initiation of the litigation as well as results of
hearings, rulings on motions and other interim proceedings or developments in the litigation. If securities analysts or investors regard these announcements as
negative, the perceived value of our existing product candidates, approved products, programs or intellectual property could be diminished. Accordingly, the
market price of shares of our common stock may decline. Such announcements could also harm our reputation or the market for our future products, which
could have a material adverse effect on our business.

Intellectual property rights of third parties could adversely affect our ability to commercialize our current or future technologies or product
candidates, and we might be required to litigate or obtain licenses from third parties to develop or market our current or future technologies or product
candidates, which may not be available on commercially reasonable terms or at all.

Because the gene and cell therapy landscape is still evolving, it is difficult to conclusively assess our freedom to operate without infringing,
misappropriating or violating third-party rights. The scope of a patent claim is determined by an interpretation of the law, the written disclosure in a patent and
the patent’s prosecution history. Our interpretation of the relevance or the scope of a patent or a pending application may be incorrect. For example, we may
incorrectly determine that our products are not covered by a third-party patent or may incorrectly predict whether a third-party’s pending application will issue
with claims of relevant scope. Also, our determination of the expiration date of any patent in the United States or abroad that we consider relevant may be
incorrect.

There are numerous companies that have pending patent applications and issued patents broadly covering gene and cell therapy generally or covering
related inventions that may be relevant for product candidates that we wish to develop. We are aware of third-party patents and patent applications that claim
aspects of our current or potential future product candidates and modifications that we may need to apply to our current or potential future product candidates.
There are also many issued patents that claim inventions that may be relevant to products we wish to develop. The holders of such patents may be able to
block our ability to develop and commercialize the applicable product candidate unless we obtain a license or until such patent expires. In either case, such a
license may not be available on commercially reasonable terms or at all, or it may be non-exclusive, which could result in our competitors gaining access to
the same intellectual property.

Our competitive position may materially suffer if patents issued to third parties or other third-party intellectual property rights cover our current or future
technologies, product candidates or elements thereof or our manufacture or uses relevant to our development plans. In such cases, we may not be in a position
to develop or commercialize current or future technologies or product candidates unless we successfully pursue litigation to narrow or invalidate
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the third-party intellectual property right concerned, or enter into a license agreement with the intellectual property right holder, if available on commercially
reasonable terms. There may be issued patents of which we are not aware, held by third parties that, if found to be valid and enforceable, could be alleged to
be infringed by our current or future technologies or product candidates. There also may be pending patent applications of which we are not aware that may
result in issued patents, which could be alleged to be infringed by our current or future technologies or product candidates. If such an infringement claim
should successfully be brought, we may be required to pay substantial damages or be forced to abandon our current or future technologies or product
candidates or to seek a license from any patent holders. No assurances can be given that a license will be available on commercially reasonable terms, if at all.

Third-party intellectual property right holders may also actively bring infringement, misappropriation, or other claims alleging violations of intellectual
property rights against us. We cannot guarantee that we will be able to successfully settle or otherwise resolve such claims. If we are unable to successfully
settle future claims on terms acceptable to us, we may be required to engage in or to continue costly, unpredictable and time-consuming litigation and may be
prevented from or experience substantial delays in marketing our product candidates. If we fail in any such dispute, in addition to being forced to pay
damages, we may be temporarily or permanently prohibited from commercializing any of our current or future technologies or product candidates that are held
to be infringing, misappropriating or otherwise violating third-party intellectual property rights. We might, if possible, also be forced to redesign current or
future technologies or product candidates so that we no longer infringe, misappropriate or violate the third-party intellectual property rights. Any of these
events, even if we were ultimately to prevail, could require us to divert substantial financial and management resources that we would otherwise be able to
devote to our business, which could have a material adverse effect on our financial condition and results of operations.

If we are unable to protect the confidentiality of our trade secrets, our business and competitive position would be harmed.

In addition to seeking patent protection for certain aspects of our current or future technologies and product candidates, we rely on trade secrets, including
confidential and unpatented know-how, technology and other proprietary information, to maintain our competitive position and to protect aspects of our
business that are not amenable to, or that we do not consider appropriate for, patent protection. Elements of our product candidates, including processes for
their preparation and manufacture, may involve proprietary know-how, information, or technology that is not covered by patents, and thus for these aspects we
may consider trade secrets and know-how to be our primary intellectual property. Our trade secrets include, for example, certain program specific synthesis,
formulations, patient selection strategies and certain aspects of our research.

Trade secrets and know-how can be difficult to protect. We seek to protect trade secrets and confidential and unpatented know-how, in part, by entering
into non-disclosure and confidentiality agreements with parties who have access to such knowledge, such as our employees, corporate collaborators, outside
scientific collaborators, contract research organizations, contract manufacturers, consultants, advisors and other third parties. We also enter into confidentiality
and invention or patent assignment agreements with our employees and consultants under which they are obligated to maintain confidentiality and to assign
their inventions to us. However, we cannot be certain that such agreements have been entered into with all relevant parties, and we cannot be certain that our
trade secrets and other confidential proprietary information will not be disclosed or that competitors will not otherwise gain access (such as through a
cybersecurity breach) to our trade secrets or independently develop substantially equivalent information and techniques. Moreover, individuals with whom we
have such agreements may not comply with their terms. Any of these parties may breach such agreements and disclose our proprietary information, including
our trade secrets, and we may not be able to obtain adequate remedies for any such breaches. In addition, we take other appropriate precautions, such as
physical and technological security measures, to guard against misappropriation of our proprietary technology by third parties.

‘We may also become involved in inventorship disputes relating to inventions and patents developed by our employees or consultants under such
agreements. Enforcing a claim that a party illegally disclosed or misappropriated a trade secret, or securing title to an employee-or consultant-developed
invention if a dispute arises, is difficult, expensive and time-consuming, and the outcome is unpredictable. In addition, some courts in the United States and
certain foreign jurisdictions disfavor or are unwilling to protect trade secrets. We may need to share our
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proprietary information, including trade secrets, with future business partners, collaborators, contractors and others located in countries at heightened risk of
theft of trade secrets, including through direct intrusion by private parties or foreign actors, and those affiliated with or controlled by state actors. Further, if
any of our trade secrets were to be lawfully obtained or independently developed by a competitor, we would have no right to prevent that competitor from
using the technology or information to compete with us. If, in the future, any of our trade secrets were to be disclosed to or independently developed by a
competitor, our competitive position would be materially and adversely harmed.

We may be subject to claims that we or our employees or consultants have wrongfully used or disclosed alleged trade secrets or other proprietary
information of third parties, including our employees’ or consultants’ former employers or their clients.

We are party to various contracts under which we are obligated to maintain the confidentiality of trade secrets or other confidential and proprietary
information of third parties, including our licensors and strategic partners. In addition, many of our employees or consultants and our licensors’ employees or
consultants were previously employed at universities or biotechnology or biopharmaceutical companies, including our competitors or potential competitors.
We may be subject to claims that one or more of these employees or consultants or we have inadvertently or otherwise used or disclosed trade secrets or other
proprietary information of third parties, including former employers of our employees and consultants. Litigation or arbitration may be necessary to defend
against these claims. If we fail in defending such claims, in addition to paying monetary damages, we may lose valuable intellectual property rights or
personnel or may be enjoined from using such intellectual property. Any such proceedings and possible aftermath would likely divert significant resources
from our core business, including distracting our technical and management personnel from their normal responsibilities. A loss of key research personnel or
their work product could limit our ability to commercialize, or prevent us from commercializing, our current or future technologies or product candidates,
which could materially harm our business. Even if we are successful in defending against any such claims, litigation or arbitration could result in substantial
costs and could be a distraction to management.

We may be subject to claims challenging the inventorship of our patents and other intellectual property.

We or our licensors may be subject to claims that former employees, collaborators or other third parties have an interest in our owned or in-licensed
patents as an inventor or co-inventor, or in our trade secrets or other intellectual property as a contributor to its development. The failure to name the proper
inventors on a patent application can result in the patents issuing thereon being unenforceable. Inventorship disputes may arise from conflicting views
regarding the contributions of different individuals named as inventors, the effects of foreign laws where foreign nationals are involved in the development of
the subject matter of the patent, conflicting obligations of third parties involved in developing our product candidates or as a result of questions regarding co-
ownership of potential joint inventions. For example, we or our licensors may have inventorship disputes arise from conflicting obligations of employees,
consultants or others who are involved in developing our product candidates. Litigation may be necessary to defend against these and other claims challenging
inventorship or our or our licensors’ ownership of our owned or in-licensed patents, trade secrets or other intellectual property. Alternatively, or additionally,
we may enter into agreements to clarify the scope of our rights in such intellectual property. If we or our licensors fail in defending any such claims, in
addition to paying monetary damages, we may lose valuable intellectual property rights, such as exclusive ownership of, or right to use, intellectual property
that is important to our product candidates. Even if we are successful in defending against such claims, litigation could result in substantial costs and be a
distraction to management and other employees.

Also, our licensors may have relied on third-party consultants or collaborators or on funds from third parties, such as the U.S. government, such that our
licensors are not the sole and exclusive owners of the patents we in-licensed. If other third parties have ownership rights or other rights to our in-licensed
patents, they may be able to license such patents to our competitors, and our competitors could market competing products and technology. This could have a
material adverse effect on our competitive position, business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.
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Further, while it is our policy to require our employees and contractors who may be involved in the conception or development of intellectual property to
execute agreements assigning such intellectual property to us, we may be unsuccessful in executing such an agreement with each party who, in fact, conceives
or develops intellectual property that we regard as our own. The assignment of intellectual property rights may not be self-executing, or the assignment
agreements may be breached, and we may be forced to bring claims against third parties, or defend claims that they may bring against us, to determine the
ownership of what we regard as our intellectual property. Such claims could have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of
operations and prospects.

Obtaining and maintaining our patent protection depends on compliance with various procedural, document submission, fee payment and other
requirements imposed by government patent agencies, and our patent protection could be reduced or eliminated for non-compliance with these
requirements.

Periodic maintenance fees, renewal fees, annuity fees and various other government fees on patents or applications will be due to be paid to the USPTO
and various government patent agencies outside of the United States over the lifetime of our owned and in-licensed patents or applications and any patent
rights we may own or in-license in the future. The USPTO and various non-U.S. patent offices require compliance with several procedural, documentary, fee
payment and other similar provisions during the patent application process. We employ reputable law firms and other professionals to help us comply with
these requirements, and we are also dependent on our licensors to take the necessary action to comply with these requirements with respect to our in-licensed
intellectual property. In many cases, an inadvertent lapse, including due to the effect of the COVID-19 on us, our patent counsel or other applicable patent
maintenance vendors, can be cured by payment of a late fee or by other means in accordance with the applicable rules. There are situations, however, in which
non-compliance can result in abandonment or lapse of the patent or patent application, resulting in partial or complete loss of patent rights in the relevant
jurisdiction. Non-compliance events that could result in abandonment or lapse of a patent or patent application include, but are not limited to, failure to
respond to official actions within prescribed time limits, non-payment of fees and failure to properly legalize and submit formal documents. In such an event,
potential competitors might be able to enter the market with similar or identical product candidates or platforms, which could have a material adverse effect on
our business prospects and financial condition.

If our trademarks and trade names are not adequately protected, then we may not be able to build name recognition in our markets of interest and our
business may be adversely affected.

We use and will continue to use registered and/or unregistered trademarks or trade names to brand and market ourselves and our products. Our trademarks
or trade names may be challenged, infringed, circumvented, declared generic or determined to be infringing on other marks. We may not be able to protect our
rights to these trademarks and trade names or may be forced to stop using these names, which we use for name recognition by potential collaborators or
customers in our markets of interest. At times, competitors may adopt trade names or trademarks similar to ours, thereby impeding our ability to build brand
identity and possibly leading to market confusion. In addition, there could be potential trade name or trademark infringement claims brought by owners of
other trademarks or trademarks that incorporate variations of our registered or unregistered trademarks or trade names. Over the long term, if we are unable to
establish name recognition based on our trademarks and trade names, we may not be able to compete effectively, and our business may be materially adversely
affected.

We may also license our trademarks and trade names to third parties, such as distributors. Though these license agreements may provide guidelines for
how our trademarks and trade names may be used, a breach of these agreements or misuse of our trademarks and trade names by our licensees may jeopardize
our rights in or diminish the goodwill associated with our trademarks and trade names.

Intellectual property rights do not necessarily address all potential threats to our business.

The degree of future protection afforded by our intellectual property rights is uncertain because intellectual property rights have limitations and may not
adequately protect our business. The following examples are illustrative:

others may be able to create gene circuit technologies that are similar to our technologies or our product candidates, but that are not
covered by the claims of any patents that we own, license or control;

we or any strategic collaborators might not have been the first to make the inventions covered by the issued patents or pending patent
applications that we own, license or control;

we or our licensors might not have been the first to file patent applications covering certain of our owned and in-licensed inventions;

others may independently develop the same, similar, or alternative technologies without infringing, misappropriating or violating our
owned or in-licensed intellectual property rights;

it is possible that our owned or in-licensed pending patent applications will not lead to issued patents;

issued patents that we own, in-license, or control may not provide us with any competitive advantages, or may be narrowed or held inval
or unenforceable, including as a result of legal challenges;

our competitors might conduct research and development activities in the United States and other countries that provide a safe harbor fro
patent infringement claims for certain research and development activities, as well as in countries where we do not have patent rights, an
may then use the information learned from such activities to develop competitive products for sale in our major commercial markets;

we may choose not to file a patent application in order to maintain certain trade secrets
or know-how, and a third party may subsequently file a patent application covering such trade secrets
or know-how; and

the patents of others may have an adverse effect on our business.

Should any of these events occur, they could have a material adverse impact on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

Risks Related to Government Regulation

Clinical development includes a lengthy and expensive process with an uncertain outcome, and results of earlier studies and trials may not be
predictive of future trial results.

All of our current product candidates are in preclinical development and their risk of failure is high. It is impossible to predict when or if our candidates or
any potential future product candidates will prove effective in humans or will receive regulatory approval. Before obtaining marketing approval from
regulatory authorities for the sale of any product candidate, we must complete preclinical studies for our current product candidates and then conduct
extensive clinical trials to demonstrate the safety, purity and potency, or efficacy of that product candidate in humans. Clinical testing is expensive and can
take many years to complete, and its outcome is inherently uncertain. Failure can occur at any time during the development process. The results of preclinical
studies and clinical trials of any of our current or potential future product candidates may not be predictive of the results of later-

stage clinical trials. Product candidates in later stages of clinical trials may fail to show the desired safety and efficacy traits despite having progressed through
preclinical studies and initial clinical trials. A number of companies in the pharmaceutical industry have suffered significant setbacks in advanced clinical
trials due to lack of efficacy or safety profiles, notwithstanding promising results in earlier trials.

We are currently conducting IND-enabling studies for our current product candidates. We may experience delays in completing our preclinical studies and
initiating or completing our clinical studies. We do not know whether planned preclinical studies and clinical trials will be completed on schedule or at all, or
whether planned clinical trials will begin on time, need to be redesigned, enroll patients on time or be completed on schedule, if at all. Our development
programs may be delayed for a variety of reasons, including delays related to:

. the FDA or other regulatory authorities requiring us to submit additional data or imposing other requirements before permitting us to
initiate a clinical trial;

. obtaining regulatory approval to commence a clinical trial;

. reaching agreement on acceptable terms with prospective CROs and clinical trial sites, the terms of which can be subject to extensive
negotiation and may vary significantly among different CROs and clinical trial sites;

. obtaining IRB or ethics committee approval at each clinical trial site;

. recruiting suitable patients to participate in a clinical trial;

. having patients complete a clinical trial or return for post-treatment follow-up;

. clinical trial sites deviating from trial protocol or dropping out of a trial;

. the FDA placing the clinical trial on hold;

. subjects failing to enroll or remain in our trial at the rate we expect;

. subjects choosing an alternative treatment for the indication for which we are developing or other product candidates, or participating in

competing clinical trials;

. lack of adequate funding to continue the clinical trial;

. subjects experiencing severe or unexpected drug-related adverse events;

. any changes to our manufacturing process that may be necessary or desired;

. adding new clinical trial sites; and

. manufacturing sufficient quantities of our product candidates for use in clinical trials.

Furthermore, we expect to rely on our CROs and clinical trial sites to ensure the proper and timely conduct of our clinical trials and, while we expect to
enter into agreements governing their committed activities, we have limited influence over their actual performance.
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We could encounter delays if prescribing physicians encounter unresolved ethical issues associated with enrolling patients in clinical trials of our current
or potential future product candidates in lieu of prescribing existing treatments that have established safety and efficacy profiles. Further, a clinical trial may
be suspended or terminated by us, our collaborators, the IRBs of the institutions in which such trials are being conducted, the Data Safety Monitoring Board
for such trial or by the FDA or other regulatory authorities due to a number of factors, including failure to conduct the clinical trial in accordance with
regulatory requirements or our clinical protocols, inspection of the clinical trial operations or trial site by the FDA or other regulatory authorities resulting in
the imposition of a clinical hold, unforeseen safety issues or adverse side effects, failure to demonstrate a benefit from using a drug or therapeutic biologic,
changes in governmental regulations or administrative actions or lack of adequate funding to continue the clinical trial.

Moreover, principal investigators for our clinical trials may serve as scientific advisors or consultants to us from time to time and receive cash or equity
compensation in connection with such services. If these relationships and any related compensation result in perceived or actual conflicts of interest, or a
regulatory authority concludes that the financial relationship may have affected the interpretation of the trial, the integrity of the data generated at the
applicable clinical trial site may be questioned and the utility of the clinical trial itself may be jeopardized, which could result in the delay or rejection of the
marketing application we submit. Any such delay or rejection could prevent or delay us from commercializing our current or future product candidates.

If we experience delays in the completion of, or termination of, any clinical trial of any of our current or potential future product candidates, the
commercial prospects of such product candidate will be harmed, and our ability to generate product revenue from such product candidates will be delayed. In
addition, any delays in completing our clinical trials will increase our costs, slow our product development and approval process and jeopardize our ability to
commence product sales and generate revenue. Any of these occurrences may have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of
operations and prospects. In addition, many of the factors that cause, or lead to, a delay in the commencement or completion of clinical trials may also
ultimately lead to the denial of regulatory approval of our current or potential future product candidates.

We may be unable to obtain U.S. or foreign regulatory approval and, as a result, be unable to commercialize our current or potential future product
candidates.

Our current and any potential future product candidates are subject to extensive governmental regulations relating to, among other things, research,
testing, development, manufacturing, safety, efficacy, approval, recordkeeping, reporting, labeling, storage, packaging, advertising and promotion, pricing,
marketing and distribution of therapeutic biologics. Rigorous preclinical testing and clinical trials and an extensive regulatory approval process are required to
be successfully completed in the U.S. and in many foreign jurisdictions before a new drug or therapeutic biologic can be marketed. Satisfaction of these and
other regulatory requirements is costly, time-consuming, uncertain and subject to unanticipated delays. It is possible that none of the product candidates we
may develop will obtain the regulatory approvals necessary for us or our potential future collaborators to begin selling them.

We have very limited experience in conducting and managing the clinical trials necessary to obtain regulatory approvals, including approval by the FDA
and other regulatory authorities. The time required to obtain FDA and other approvals is unpredictable but typically takes many years following the
commencement of clinical trials, depending upon the type, complexity and novelty of the product candidate. The standards that the FDA and its foreign
counterparts use when regulating us require judgment and can change, which makes it difficult to predict with certainty how they will be applied. Any analysis
we perform of data from preclinical and clinical activities is subject to confirmation and interpretation by regulatory authorities, which could delay, limit or
prevent regulatory approval. We may also encounter unexpected delays or increased costs due to new government regulations, for example, from future
legislation or administrative action, or from changes in regulatory policy during the period of product development, clinical trials and FDA regulatory review
in the United States and other jurisdictions. It is impossible to predict whether legislative changes will be enacted, or whether FDA or foreign regulations,
guidance or interpretations will be changed, or what the impact of such changes, if any, may be.
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Any delay or failure in obtaining required approvals could have a material adverse effect on our ability to generate revenue from the particular product
candidate for which we are seeking approval. Further, we and our potential future collaborators may never receive approval to market and commercialize any
product candidate. Even if we or a potential future collaborator obtains regulatory approval, the approval may be for targets, disease indications or patient
populations that are not as broad as we intended or desired or may require labeling that includes significant use or distribution restrictions or safety warnings.

Once a product obtains regulatory approval, numerous post approval requirements apply, including periodic monitoring and reporting obligations, review
of promotional material, reports on ongoing clinical trials and adverse events and inspections of manufacturing facilities. In addition, material changes to
approved products, including any changes to the manufacturing process or labeling, require further review by the appropriate authorities before marketing.
Approvals may also be withdrawn or revoked due to safety, effectiveness or potency concerns, including as a result of adverse events reported in patients or
ongoing clinical trials, or failure to comply with cGMP. In addition to revocation or withdrawal of approvals, we and our partners may be subject to warnings,
fines, recalls, criminal prosecution or other sanctions if we fail to comply with regulatory requirements. If we or our partners are unable to obtain or maintain
regulatory approvals for our products and product candidates, our business, financial position, results of operations and future growth prospects will be
negatively impacted and we or our partners may be subject to sanctions. If any of our product candidates prove to be ineffective, unsafe or commercially
unviable, we may have to re-engineer our current or potential future product candidates, and our entire pipeline could have little, if any, value, which could
require us to change our focus and approach to product candidate discovery and therapeutic development, which would have a material adverse effect on our
business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects.

We will also be subject to numerous foreign regulatory requirements governing, among other things, the conduct of clinical trials, manufacturing and
marketing authorization, pricing and third-party reimbursement. The foreign regulatory approval process varies among countries and may include all of the
risks associated with FDA approval described above as well as risks attributable to the satisfaction of local regulations in foreign jurisdictions. Moreover, the
time required to obtain approval may differ from that required to obtain FDA approval.

Obtaining and maintaining regulatory approval of our product candidates in one jurisdiction does not mean that we will be successful in obtaining
regulatory approval of our product candidates in other jurisdictions.

If we succeed in developing any products, we intend to market them in the United States as well as the European Union and other foreign jurisdictions. In
order to market and sell our products in other jurisdictions, we must obtain separate marketing approvals and comply with numerous and varying regulatory
requirements.

Obtaining and maintaining regulatory approval of our product candidates in one jurisdiction does not guarantee that we will be able to obtain or maintain
regulatory approval in any other jurisdiction, but a failure or delay in obtaining regulatory approval in one jurisdiction may have a negative effect on the
regulatory approval process in others. For example, even if the FDA or EMA grants marketing approval of a product candidate, comparable regulatory
authorities in foreign jurisdictions must also approve the manufacturing, marketing and promotion of the product candidate in those countries. Approval
procedures vary among jurisdictions and can involve requirements and administrative review periods different from those in the United States, including
additional preclinical studies or clinical trials as clinical trials conducted in one jurisdiction may not be accepted by regulatory authorities in other
jurisdictions. In many jurisdictions outside the United States, a product candidate must be approved for reimbursement before it can be approved for sale in
that jurisdiction. In some cases, the price that we intend to charge for our products is also subject to approval.

Obtaining foreign regulatory approvals and compliance with foreign regulatory requirements could result in significant delays, difficulties and costs for us
and could delay or prevent the introduction of our products in certain countries. If we or any partner we work with fail to comply with the regulatory
requirements in international markets or fail to receive applicable marketing approvals, our target market will be reduced, and our ability to realize the full
market potential of our product candidates will be harmed.
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We may in the future conduct certain of our clinical trials for our product candidates outside of the United States. However, the FDA and other
foreign equivalents may not accept data from such trials, in which case our development plans will be delayed, which could materially harm our business.

We may in the future choose to conduct one or more of our clinical trials for our product candidates outside the United States. Although the FDA may
accept data from clinical trials conducted outside the United States, acceptance of this data is subject to certain conditions imposed by the FDA. In cases
where data from foreign clinical trials are intended to serve as the basis for marketing approval in the United States, the FDA will not approve the application
on the basis of foreign data alone unless (i) those data are applicable to the U.S. population and U.S. medical practice; (ii) the studies were performed by
clinical investigators of recognized competence; and (iii) the data are considered valid without the need for an on-site inspection by the FDA or, if the FDA
considers such an inspection to be necessary, the FDA is able to validate the data through an on-site inspection or other appropriate means. For studies that are
conducted only at sites outside of the United States and not subject to an IND, the FDA requires the clinical trial to have been conducted in accordance with
GCPs, and the FDA must be able to validate the data from the clinical trial through an on-site inspection if it deems such inspection necessary. For such
studies not subject to an IND, the FDA generally does not provide advance comment on the clinical protocols for the studies, and therefore there is an
additional potential risk that the FDA could determine that the study design or protocol for a non-U.S. clinical trial was inadequate, which could require us to
conduct additional clinical trials. There can be no assurance the FDA will accept data from clinical trials conducted outside of the United States. If the FDA
does not accept data from our clinical trials of our product candidates, it would likely result in the need for additional clinical trials, which would be costly and
time consuming and delay or permanently halt our development of our product candidates.

Many foreign regulatory bodies have similar approval requirements. In addition, such foreign trials would be subject to the applicable local laws of the
foreign jurisdictions where the trials are conducted. There can be no assurance that the FDA or any similar foreign regulatory authority will accept data from
trials conducted outside of the United States or the applicable jurisdiction. If the FDA or any similar foreign regulatory authority does not accept such data, it
would result in the need for additional trials, which would be costly and time-consuming and delay aspects of our business plan, and which may result in our
product candidates not receiving approval or clearance for commercialization in the applicable jurisdiction.

Conducting clinical trials outside the United States also exposes us to additional risks, including risks associated with:

. additional foreign regulatory requirements;

. foreign exchange fluctuations;

. compliance with foreign manufacturing, customs, shipment and storage requirements;
. cultural differences in medical practice and clinical research; and

. diminished protection of intellectual property in some countries.

Even if we receive regulatory approval for any of our current or potential future product candidates, we will be subject to ongoing regulatory
obligations and continued regulatory review, which may result in significant additional expense. Additionally, our current or potential future product
candidates, if approved, could be subject to labeling and other restrictions and market withdrawal and we may be subject to penalties if we fail to comply
with regulatory requirements or experience unanticipated problems with our products.

Any regulatory approvals that we or potential future collaborators obtain for any of our current or potential future product candidates will be subject to
limitations on the approved indicated uses for which a product may be marketed or may be subject to the conditions of approval, or contain requirements for
potentially costly post-
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marketing testing, and surveillance to monitor the safety and efficacy of such product candidate. In addition, if the FDA or any other regulatory authority
approves any of our current or potential future product candidates, the manufacturing processes, labeling, packaging, distribution, adverse event reporting,
storage, import, export, advertising, promotion and recordkeeping for such product will be subject to extensive and ongoing regulatory requirements. These
requirements include submissions of safety and other post-marketing information and reports, registration, as well as continued compliance with cGMP and
good clinical practices for any clinical trials that we conduct post-approval. In addition, manufacturers and manufacturers’ facilities are required to comply
with extensive FDA and comparable foreign regulatory authority requirements, including ensuring that quality control and manufacturing procedures conform
to cGMP and cGTP regulations and applicable product tracking and tracing requirements.

Later discovery of previously unknown problems with a product candidate, including adverse events of unanticipated severity or frequency, or with our
third-party manufacturers or manufacturing processes, or failure to comply with regulatory requirements, may result in, among other things:

. restrictions on the marketing or manufacturing of the product candidate, withdrawal of the product candidate from the market or voluntar
or mandatory product recalls;

. fines, warning letters, untitled letters or holds on clinical trials;

. refusal by the FDA to approve pending applications or supplements to approved applications filed by us or our strategic collaborators;
. suspension or revocation of product approvals;

. suspension of any ongoing clinical trials;

. product seizure or detention or refusal to permit the import or export of products; and

. injunctions or the imposition of civil or criminal penalties or monetary fines.

The occurrence of any event or penalty described above may inhibit our ability to commercialize our product candidates and generate revenue.

The FDA has the authority to require a risk evaluation and mitigation strategy (“REMS”) as part of a biologics license application, or BLA, or after
approval, which may impose further requirements or restrictions on the distribution or use of an approved product, such as limiting prescribing to certain
physicians or medical centers that have undergone specialized training, limiting treatment to patients who meet certain safe-use criteria and requiring treated
patients to enroll in a registry.

Furthermore, the FDA strictly regulates marketing, labeling, advertising and promotion of products that are placed on the market. Products may be
promoted only for the approved indications and in accordance with the provisions of the approved label. While physicians may prescribe, in their independent
professional medical judgment, products for off-label uses as the FDA does not regulate the behavior of physicians in their choice of drug treatments, the FDA
does restrict a manufacturer’s communications on the subject of off-label use of their products. Companies may only share truthful and not misleading
information that is otherwise consistent with a product’s FDA approved labeling. The FDA and other authorities actively enforce the laws and regulations
prohibiting the promotion of off-label uses and a company that is found to have improperly promoted off-label uses may be subject to significant liability
including, among other things, adverse publicity, warning letters, corrective advertising and potential civil and criminal penalties. The federal government has
levied large civil and criminal fines against companies for alleged improper promotion of off-label use and has enjoined companies from engaging in off-label
promotion.
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The FDA and other regulatory authorities have also required that companies enter into consent decrees or permanent injunctions under which specified
promotional conduct is changed or curtailed.

Occurrence of any of the foregoing could have a material adverse effect on our business and results of operations. The FDA’s and other regulatory
authorities’ policies may change, and additional government regulations may be enacted that could prevent, limit or delay regulatory approval of our product
candidates. We cannot predict the likelihood, nature or extent of government regulation that may arise from future legislation or administrative action, either in
the United States or abroad. If we are slow or unable to adapt to changes in existing requirements or the adoption of new requirements or policies, or if we are
not able to maintain regulatory compliance, we may lose any marketing approval that we may have obtained and we may not achieve or sustain profitability,
which would adversely affect our business.

Any product candidates for which we intend to seek approval as biologic products may face competition sooner than anticipated.

The Affordable Care Act includes a subtitle called the Biologics Price Competition and Innovation Act of 2009, or BPCIA, which created an abbreviated
approval pathway for biological products that are biosimilar to or interchangeable with an FDA-licensed reference biological product. Under the BPCIA, an
application for a biosimilar product may not be submitted to the FDA until four years following the date that the reference product was first licensed by the
FDA. In addition, the approval of a biosimilar product may not be made effective by the FDA until twelve years from the date on which the reference product
was first licensed. During this twelve-year period of exclusivity, another company may still market a competing version of the reference product if the FDA
approves a full BLA for the competing product containing the sponsor’s own preclinical data and data from adequate and well-controlled clinical trials to
demonstrate the safety, purity and potency of its product. The law is complex. The BPCIA could have a material adverse effect on the future commercial
prospects for our biological products.

We believe that any of our future product candidates approved as a biological product under a BLA should qualify for the twelve-year period of
exclusivity. However, there is a risk that this exclusivity could be shortened due to Congressional action or otherwise, or that the FDA will not consider our
product candidates to be reference products for competing products, potentially creating the opportunity for generic competition sooner than anticipated. Other
aspects of the BPCIA, some of which may impact the BPCIA exclusivity provisions, have also been the subject of recent litigation. Moreover, the extent to
which a biosimilar, once approved, could be substituted for any one of our reference products in a way that is similar to traditional generic substitution for
non-biological products will depend on a number of marketplace and regulatory factors that are still developing.

Healthcare legislative reform measures may have a material adverse effect on our business and results of operations.

The United States and several other jurisdictions are considering, or have already enacted, a number of legislative and regulatory proposals to change the
healthcare system in ways that could affect our ability to sell any of our product candidates profitably, if approved. Among policy-makers and payers in the
United States and elsewhere, there is significant interest in promoting changes in healthcare systems, with the stated goals of containing healthcare costs,
improving quality and expanding access to healthcare. In the United States, the pharmaceutical industry has been a particular focus of these efforts and has
been significantly affected by major legislative initiatives. We cannot predict the initiatives that may be adopted in the future. The continuing efforts of the
government, insurance companies, managed care organizations, and other payers of healthcare services to contain or reduce the costs of healthcare may
adversely effect:

* the demand for any of our product candidates, if approved;
* our ability to set a price that we believe is fair for any of our product candidates, if approved;
»  our ability to generate revenues or maintain profitability;

+ the level of taxes that we are required to pay; and
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+  the availability of capital.

Legislative and regulatory proposals have been made to expand post-approval requirements and to restrict sales and promotional activities for
pharmaceutical and biologic products. We cannot be sure whether additional legislative changes will be enacted, or whether FDA regulations, guidance or
interpretations will be changed, or what the impact of such changes on the marketing approvals of our product candidates, if any, may be. In addition,
increased scrutiny by Congress of the FDA’s approval process may significantly delay or prevent marketing approval, as well as subject us to more stringent
product labeling and post-marketing testing and other requirements.

Moreover, increasing efforts by governmental and third-party payors in the United States and abroad to cap or reduce healthcare costs may cause such
organizations to limit both coverage and the level of reimbursement for newly approved products and, as a result, they may not cover or provide adequate
payment for our product candidates, if approved.. There has been increasing legislative and enforcement interest in the United States with respect to specialty
drug pricing practices. Specifically, there have been several recent U.S. Congressional inquiries and proposed and enacted federal and state legislation
designed to, among other things, bring more transparency to drug pricing, reduce the cost of prescription drugs under Medicare, review the relationship
between pricing and manufacturer patient programs, and reform government program reimbursement methodologies for drugs.

We expect that the healthcare reform measures that have been adopted and may be adopted in the future, may result in more rigorous coverage criteria and
in additional downward pressure on the price that we receive for any approved product and could harm our future revenues. Any reduction in reimbursement
from Medicare or other government programs may result in a similar reduction in payments from private payors. The implementation of cost containment
measures or other healthcare reforms may prevent us from being able to generate revenue, attain profitability or commercialize our products.

Failure to comply with health and data protection laws and regulations could lead to government enforcement actions (which could include civil or
criminal penalties), private litigation or adverse publicity and could negatively affect our operating results and business.

We may collect, receive, store, process, generate, use, transfer, disclose, make accessible, protect and share personal information, health information and
other sensitive information to develop our products, to operate our business, for clinical trial purposes, for legal and marketing purposes, and for other
business-related purposes.

We and any potential future collaborators, partners or service providers may be subject to federal, state and foreign data protection laws, regulations and
regulatory guidance, the number and scope of which is changing, subject to differing applications and interpretations, and which may be inconsistent among
jurisdictions, or in conflict with other rules, laws or contractual obligations. In the United States, numerous federal and state laws and regulations, including
federal health information privacy laws, such as the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (“HIPAA”), state data breach notification laws, state
health information privacy laws and federal and state consumer protection laws, that govern the collection, use, disclosure and protection of health-related and
other personal information could apply to our operations or the operations of any future potential collaborators or service providers.

In addition, we may obtain health information from third parties (including research institutions from which we obtain clinical trial data) that are subject
to privacy and security requirements under HIPAA, or other privacy and data security laws. Depending on the facts and circumstances, we could be subject to
civil or criminal penalties if we obtain, use, or disclose individually identifiable health information maintained by a HIPAA-covered entity in a manner that is
not authorized or permitted by HIPAA, or if we otherwise violate applicable privacy and data security laws.

International data protection laws, including the EU’s General Data Protection Regulation, and the UK’s implementation of the same, or GDPR, may also
apply to health-related and other personal information obtained outside of the United States. The GDPR imposes stringent data protection requirements for
processing personal data of individuals within the European Economic Area, or EEA, and the UK, as well as potential fines for noncompliant companies of up
to the greater of €20 million (£17.5 million) or 4% of annual global revenue. The GDPR imposes numerous requirements for the collection, use and disclosure
of personal data, including stringent requirements
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relating to consent and the information that must be shared with data subjects about how their personal information is used, the obligation to notify regulators
and affected individuals of personal data breaches, extensive internal privacy governance obligations and obligations to honor expanded rights of individuals
in relation to their personal information.

In addition, the GDPR places restrictions on cross-border data transfers. On June 4, 2021, the European Commission issued new forms of standard
contractual clauses (one of the primary mechanisms for U.S. companies to import personal information from Europe) for data transfers from controllers or
processors in the EEA (or otherwise subject to the GDPR) to controllers or processors established outside the EEA (and not subject to the GDPR). The new
standard contractual clauses do not apply in the UK, but the UK Information Commissioner’s Office issued a UK-specific transfer mechanism, the
International Data Transfer Agreement. We are required to transition to the new forms of transfer mechanisms and doing so will require significant effort and
cost. The new transfer mechanisms may also impact our business as companies based in Europe may be reluctant to utilize the new clauses to legitimize
transfers of personal information to third countries given the burdensome requirements of transfer impact assessments and the substantial obligations that the
new standard contractual clauses impose upon exporters. If we are investigated by a European data protection authority, we may face fines and other penalties.
Any such investigation or charges by European data protection authorities could have a negative effect on our existing business and on our ability to attract
and retain new clients or pharmaceutical partners. We may also experience hesitancy, reluctance, or refusal by European or multi-national clients or
pharmaceutical partners to continue to use our products due to the potential risk exposure as a result of the current (and, in particular, future) data protection
obligations imposed on them by certain data protection authorities in interpretation of current law, including the GDPR. Such clients or pharmaceutical
partners may also view any alternative approaches to compliance as being too costly, too burdensome, too legally uncertain, or otherwise objectionable and
therefore decide not to do business with us. Any of the foregoing could materially harm our business, prospects, financial condition, and results of operations.

The GDPR has increased our responsibilities and potential liability in relation to personal data processed subject to the GDPR, and we may be required to
put in place additional mechanisms to ensure compliance with the GDPR, including as implemented by individual countries. In addition, any failure by us (or
our business partners who handle personal data) to comply with GDPR and applicable laws and regulations relating to privacy and data protection of EEA
member states and the UK may result in regulators prohibiting our processing of the personal data of EEA and UK data subjects, which could impact our
operations and ability to develop our products and provide our services, including interrupting or ending EEA and UK clinical trials.

In the U.S., state laws also govern the privacy and security of personal information and states are constantly adopting new laws or amending existing
laws, requiring attention to frequently changing regulatory requirements. For example, the California Consumer Privacy Act, as amended by the California
Privacy Rights Act (the “CCPA”) gives California residents expanded rights to access, correct, and delete their personal information, opt out of certain
personal information sharing and certain uses of sensitive data, and receive detailed information about how their personal information is used by requiring
covered companies to provide disclosures to California consumers (as that term is broadly defined and includes any of our current or future employees who
may be California residents) and provide such residents ways to opt-out of certain sales of personal information. The CCPA provides for civil penalties for
violations, as well as a private right of action for data breaches and statutory damages, which is expected to increase data breach class action litigation and
result in significant exposure to costly legal judgments and settlements. It will also create a new California data protection agency authorized to issue
substantive regulations which could result in increased privacy and information security enforcement. Although the law includes limited exceptions for health-
related information, including clinical trial data, such exceptions may not apply to all of our operations and processing activities. As we expand our operations
and trials (both preclinical and clinical), the CCPA may increase our compliance costs and potential liability. The CCPA has prompted the enactment of
similar, comprehensive privacy and data protection legislation in other states, such as Virginia, Colorado, Utah, and Connecticut, which will all become
effective in 2023. Furthermore, a number of other U.S. states have proposed similar privacy and data protection legislation, and it is possible that certain of
these proposals will pass. In the event that we are subject to or affected by HIPAA, the GDPR, the CCPA, the CPRA or other domestic privacy and data
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protection laws, any liability from failure to comply with the requirements of these laws could adversely affect our financial condition.

Compliance with U.S. and international data protection laws and regulations could require us to take on more onerous obligations in our contracts, restrict
our ability to collect, use and disclose data, or in some cases, impact our ability to operate in certain jurisdictions. Laws and regulations worldwide relating to
privacy, data protection and cybersecurity are, and are likely to remain, uncertain for the foreseeable future. While we strive to comply with applicable laws
and regulations relating to privacy, data protection and cybersecurity, external and internal privacy and security policies and contractual obligations relating to
privacy, data protection and cybersecurity to the extent possible, we may at times fail to do so, or may be perceived to have failed to do so. Moreover, despite
our efforts, we may not be successful in achieving compliance if our personnel, collaborators, partners or vendors do not comply with applicable laws and
regulations relating to privacy, data protection and cybersecurity, external and internal privacy and security policies and contractual obligations relating to
privacy, data protection and cybersecurity. Actual or perceived failure to comply with any laws and regulations relating to privacy, data protection or
cybersecurity in the U.S. or foreign jurisdictions could result in government enforcement actions (which could include civil or criminal penalties), private
litigation or adverse publicity and could negatively affect our operating results and business. Moreover, clinical trial subjects about whom we or our potential
collaborators or service providers obtain information, as well as the providers who share this information with us, may contractually limit our ability to use
and disclose the information. Claims that we have violated individuals’ privacy rights, failed to comply with applicable laws or regulations, or breached our
contractual obligations, even if we are not found liable, could be expensive and time consuming to defend, result in regulatory actions and proceedings, in
addition to private claims and litigation, and could result in adverse publicity that could harm our business.

We also are, or may be asserted to be, subject to the terms of our external and internal privacy and security policies, representations, certifications,
publications and frameworks and contractual obligations to third parties related to privacy, data protection, information security and processing. Failure to
comply or the perceived failure to comply with any of these, or if any of these policies or any of our representations, certifications, publications or frameworks
are, in whole or part, found or perceived to be inaccurate, incomplete, deceptive, unfair or misrepresentative of our actual practices, could result in reputational
harm, result in litigation, cause a material adverse impact to business operations or financial results and otherwise result in other material harm to our business.

If we or our existing or potential future collaborators, manufacturers or service providers fail to comply with healthcare laws and regulations, we or
they could be subject to enforcement actions, which could affect our ability to develop, market and sell our product candidates and may harm our
reputation.

Healthcare providers, physicians and third-party payors, among others, will play a primary role in the prescription and recommendation of any product
candidates for which we obtain marketing approval. Our current and future arrangements with third-party payors, providers and customers, among others, may
expose us to broadly applicable fraud and abuse and other healthcare laws and regulations that may constrain the business or financial arrangements and
relationships through which we market, sell and distribute our product candidates for which we obtain marketing approval. See section titled “Business -
Government Regulation - Other U.S. Healthcare Laws.”

The scope and enforcement of each of these laws is uncertain and subject to rapid change in the current environment of healthcare reform. Federal and
state enforcement bodies have recently increased their scrutiny of interactions between healthcare companies and healthcare providers, which has led to a
number of investigations, prosecutions, convictions, and settlements in the healthcare industry.

Ensuring that our internal operations and future business arrangements with third parties comply with applicable healthcare laws and regulations will
involve substantial costs. It is possible that governmental authorities will conclude that our business practices do not comply with current of future statures,
regulations, agency guidance, or case law involving applicable fraud and abuse or other healthcare laws and regulations. If our operations are found to be in
violation of any of the laws described above or any other governmental laws and regulations that may apply to use, we may be subject to significant penalties,
including administrative, civil, and criminal penalties, damages, fines, disgorgement, the exclusion from participation in federal and state healthcare programs,
individual imprisonment, reputational harm, and curtailment or restructuring of our operations, as well as additional reporting
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obligations and oversight if we become subject to a corporate integrity agreement or other agreement to resolve allegations of non-compliance with these laws.
Further, defending against any such actions can be costly and time consuming, and may require significant financial and personnel resources. .Therefore, even
if we are successful in defending against any such actions that may be brought against us, our business may be impaired. If any of the physicians or other
providers or entities with whom we expect to do business are found to not be in compliance with applicable laws, they may be subject to criminal, civil, or
administrative sanctions, including exclusion from government funded healthcare programs and imprisonment. If any of the above occur, our ability to operate
our business and our results of operations could be adversely affected.

If we fail to comply with U.S. and foreign regulatory requirements, requlatory authorities could limit or withdraw any marketing or
commercialization approvals we may receive and subject us to other penalties that could materially harm our business.

Even if we receive marketing and commercialization approval of a product candidate, we will be subject to continuing regulatory requirements, including
in relation to adverse patient experiences with the product and clinical results that are reported after a product is made commercially available, both in the
United States and any foreign jurisdiction in which we seek regulatory approval. The FDA and other regulatory authorities have significant post- market
authority, including the authority to require labeling changes based on new safety information and to require post-market studies or clinical trials to evaluate
safety risks related to the use of a product or to require withdrawal of the product candidate from the market. The FDA and other regulatory authorities also
have the authority to require a REMS after approval, which may impose further requirements or restrictions on the distribution or use of an approved drug or
therapeutic biologic. The manufacturer and manufacturing facilities we use to make a future product, if any, will also be subject to periodic review and
inspection by the FDA and other regulatory authorities, including for continued compliance with cGMP and cGTP requirements. The discovery of any new or
previously unknown problems with our third-party manufacturers, manufacturing processes or facilities may result in restrictions on the product candidate,
manufacturer or facility, including withdrawal of the product candidate from the market. We intend to rely on third-party manufacturers and we will not have
control over compliance with applicable rules and regulations by such manufacturers. Any product promotion and advertising will also be subject to
regulatory requirements and continuing regulatory review. If we or our existing or future collaborators, manufacturers or service providers fail to comply with
applicable continuing regulatory requirements in the U.S. or foreign jurisdictions in which we seek to market our products, we or they may be subject to,
among other things, fines, warning letters, holds on clinical trials, delay of approval or refusal by the FDA or other regulatory authorities to approve pending
applications or supplements to approved applications, suspension or withdrawal of regulatory approval, product recalls and seizures, administrative detention
of products, refusal to permit the import or export of products, operating restrictions, injunction, civil penalties and criminal prosecution.

Even if we are able to commercialize any product candidate, such product candidate may become subject to unfavorable pricing regulations or third-
party coverage and reimbursement policies, which would harm our business.

In the United States and markets in other countries, patients generally rely on third-party payors to reimburse all or part of the costs associated with their
treatment. Adequate coverage and reimbursement from governmental healthcare programs, such as Medicare and Medicaid, and commercial payors is critical
to new product acceptance. Further, due to the COVID-19 pandemic, millions of individuals have lost employer-based insurance coverage, which may
adversely affect our ability to commercialize our products. It is unclear what effect, if any, the American Rescue Plan will have on the number of covered
individuals. See section titled “Business - Government Regulation - Coverage and Reimbursement.”

Patients who are prescribed medications for the treatment of their conditions generally rely on third-party payors to reimburse all or part of the costs
associated with their prescription drugs. Coverage and adequate reimbursement from government healthcare programs, such as Medicare and Medicaid, and
private health insurers are critical to new product acceptance. Patients are unlikely to use our future products, if any, unless coverage is provided and
reimbursement is adequate to cover a significant portion of the cost. Obtaining coverage and adequate reimbursement for our product candidates may be
particularly difficult because of the higher prices often associated with drugs administered under the supervision of a physician. Similarly, because our product
candidates are
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physician-administered, separate reimbursement for the product itself may or may not be available. Instead, the administering physician may or may not be
reimbursed for providing the treatment or procedure in which our product is used.

Cost-containment is a priority in the U.S. healthcare industry and elsewhere. As a result, government authorities and other third-party payors have
attempted to control costs by limiting coverage and the amount of reimbursement for particular medications. Increasingly, third-party payors are requiring that
drug companies provide them with predetermined discounts from list prices and are challenging the prices charged for medical products. Third-party payors
also may request additional clinical evidence beyond the data required to obtain marketing approval, requiring a company to conduct expensive
pharmacoeconomic studies in order to demonstrate the medical necessity and cost-effectiveness of its product. Commercial third-party payors often rely upon
Medicare coverage policy and payment limitations in setting their reimbursement rates, but also have their own methods and approval process apart from
Medicare determinations. Therefore, coverage and reimbursement for pharmaceutical products in the U.S. can differ significantly from payor to payor. We
cannot be sure that coverage and adequate reimbursement will be available for any product that we commercialize and, if reimbursement is available, that the
level of reimbursement will be adequate. Coverage and reimbursement may impact the demand for, or the price of, any product candidate for which we obtain
marketing approval. If coverage and reimbursement are not available or are available only at limited levels, we may not be able to successfully commercialize
any product candidate for which we obtain marketing approval.

Additionally, the regulations that govern regulatory approvals, pricing and reimbursement for new drugs and therapeutic biologics vary widely from
country to country. Some countries require approval of the sale price of a drug or therapeutic biologic before it can be marketed. In many countries, the pricing
review period begins after marketing approval is granted. In some foreign markets, prescription pharmaceutical pricing remains subject to continuing
governmental control even after initial approval is granted. As a result, we might obtain regulatory approval for a product in a particular country, but then be
subject to price regulations that delay our commercial launch of the product, possibly for lengthy time periods, and negatively impact the revenues we are able
to generate from the sale of the product in that country. Adverse pricing limitations may hinder our ability to recoup our investment in one or more product
candidates, even if our product candidates obtain regulatory approval.

We are subject to U.S. and foreign anti-corruption and anti-money laundering laws with respect to our operations and non-compliance with such laws
can subject us to criminal or civil liability and harm our business.

We are subject to the U.S. Foreign Corrupt Practices Act of 1977, as amended (the “FCPA”), the U.S. domestic bribery statute contained in 18 U.S.C. §
201, the U.S. Travel Act, the USA PATRIOT Act, and possibly other state and national anti-bribery and anti-money laundering laws in countries in which we
conduct activities. Anti-corruption laws are interpreted broadly and prohibit companies and their employees, agents, third-party intermediaries, joint venture
partners and collaborators from authorizing, promising, offering or providing, directly or indirectly, improper payments or benefits to recipients in the public
or private sector. We interact with officials and employees of government agencies and government-affiliated hospitals, universities and other organizations. In
addition, we may engage third-party intermediaries to promote our clinical research activities abroad or to obtain necessary permits, licenses and other
regulatory approvals. We can be held liable for the corrupt or other illegal activities of these third-party intermediaries, our employees, representatives,
contractors, collaborators and agents, even if we do not explicitly authorize or have actual knowledge of such activities.

We adopted a Code of Business Conduct and Ethics and we expect to prepare and implement policies and procedures to ensure compliance with such
code. The Code of Business Conduct and Ethics mandates compliance with the FCPA and other anti-corruption laws applicable to our business throughout the
world. However, we cannot assure you that our employees and third-party intermediaries will comply with this code or such anti-corruption laws.
Noncompliance with anti-corruption and anti-money laundering laws could subject us to whistleblower complaints, investigations, sanctions, settlements,
prosecution, other enforcement actions, disgorgement of profits, significant fines, damages, other civil and criminal penalties or injunctions, suspension or
debarment from contracting with certain persons, the loss of export privileges, reputational harm, adverse media coverage and other collateral consequences.
If any subpoenas, investigations or other enforcement actions are launched, or governmental or other sanctions are imposed, or if we do not prevail in any
possible civil or criminal litigation, our
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business, results of operations and financial condition could be materially harmed. In addition, responding to any action will likely result in a materially
significant diversion of management’s attention and resources and significant defense and compliance costs and other professional fees. In certain cases,
enforcement authorities may even cause us to appoint an independent compliance monitor which can result in added costs and administrative burdens.

Risks Related to Senti and the shares of our common stock
The Senti stock price is volatile, and you could lose part of all of your investment.

Similar to the trading prices of the common stock of other biotechnology companies, the trading price of our common stock is subject to wide fluctuations
in response to various factors, some of which are beyond our control, including limited trading volume. The market price for our shares of our Common Stock
may be influenced by many factors, including the other risks described in this section of the Annual Report entitled “Risk Factors” and the following:

. our ability to advance our current or potential future product candidates into the clinic;

. results of preclinical studies for our current or potential future product candidates, or those of our competitors or potential future
collaborators;

. the impact of macroeconomic conditions, including the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic on our business;

. regulatory or legal developments in the United States and other countries, especially changes in laws or regulations applicable to our futu
products;

. our ability to successfully construct and operate our planned cGMP and cGTP facility;

. the success of competitive products or technologies;

. introductions and announcements of new products by us, our future commercialization collaborators, or our competitors, and the timing «

these introductions or announcements;

. actions taken by regulatory authorities with respect to our future products, clinical trials, manufacturing process or sales and marketing
terms;

. actual or anticipated variations in our financial results or those of companies that are perceived to be similar to us;

. the success of our efforts to acquire or in-license additional technologies, products or product candidates;

. developments concerning any future collaborations, including, but not limited to, those with any sources of manufacturing supply and

future commercialization collaborators;

. market conditions in the pharmaceutical and biotechnology sectors;

. market conditions and sentiment involving companies that have recently completed a business combination with a special purpose
acquisition company, or SPAC;
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. announcements by us or our competitors of significant acquisitions, strategic alliances, joint ventures or capital commitments;

. developments or disputes concerning patents or other proprietary rights, including patents, litigation matters and our ability to obtain pate
protection for our products;

. our ability or inability to raise additional capital and the terms on which it is raised;

. the recruitment or departure of key personnel;

. changes in the structure of healthcare payment systems;

. actual or anticipated changes in earnings estimates or changes in stock market analyst recommendations regarding our common stock,

other comparable companies or the industry generally;

. our failure or the failure of our competitors to meet analysts’ projections or guidance that we or our competitors may give to the market;
. fluctuations in the valuation of companies perceived by investors to be comparable to us;
. announcement and expectation of additional financing efforts;

. speculation in the press or investment community;

. trading volume of shares of our common stock;

. sales of our common stock by us or our stockholders;

. the concentrated ownership of shares of our common stock;

. changes in accounting principles;

. terrorist acts, acts of war or periods of widespread civil unrest;

. natural disasters, public health crises and other calamities; and

. general economic, industry and market conditions.

In addition, the stock markets in general, and the markets for SPAC post-Merger businesses, pharmaceutical, biopharmaceutical and biotechnology stocks
in particular, have experienced extreme volatility, including since the public announcement of the Business Combination Agreement in December 2021. This
volatility can often be unrelated to the operating performance of the underlying business. These broad market and industry factors may seriously harm the
market price of shares of our common stock, regardless of our operating performance. In the past, securities class action litigation has often been instituted
against companies following periods of volatility in the market price of a company’s securities. This type of litigation, if instituted, could result in substantial
costs and a diversion of management’s attention and resources, which would harm our business, operating results, or financial condition.
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We may incur significant costs from class action litigation due to the expected stock volatility.

Our stock price may fluctuate for many reasons, including as a result of public announcements regarding the progress of development efforts for our
platform and product candidates, the development efforts of future collaborators or competitors, the addition or departure of key personnel, variations in
quarterly operating results and changes in market valuations of biopharmaceutical and biotechnology companies. This risk is especially relevant to us because
biopharmaceutical and biotechnology companies have experienced significant stock price volatility in recent years, including since the public announcement
of the Business Combination Agreement in December 2021. In addition, recently there has been significant stock price volatility involving the shares of
companies that have recently completed a Merger with a SPAC. When the market price of a stock has been volatile as our stock price may be, holders of that
stock have occasionally brought securities class action litigation against the company that issued the stock. Additionally, there has recently been a general
increase in litigation against companies that have recently completed a Merger with a SPAC alleging fraud and other claims based on inaccurate or misleading
disclosures. If any of our stockholders were to bring a lawsuit of this type against us, even if the lawsuit is without merit, we could incur substantial costs
defending the lawsuit. The lawsuit could also divert the time and attention of management.

We are an “emerging growth company” and it cannot be certain if the reduced disclosure requirements applicable to emerging growth companies will
make the shares of our common stock less attractive to investors and may make it more difficult to compare performance with other public companies.

We are an emerging growth company as defined in the JOBS Act, and we intend to continue to take advantage of certain exemptions from various
reporting requirements that are applicable to other public companies that are not emerging growth companies, including not being required to comply with the
auditor attestation requirements of Section 404 of the Sarbanes-Oxley Act, reduced disclosure obligations regarding executive compensation in periodic
reports and proxy statements, and exemptions from the requirements of holding a nonbinding advisory vote on executive compensation and stockholder
approval of any golden parachute payments not previously approved. Investors may find shares of our common stock less attractive because we will continue
to rely on these exemptions. If some investors find our shares of our common stock less attractive as a result, there may be a less active trading market for
their common stock, and the stock price may be more volatile.

An emerging growth company may elect to delay the adoption of new or revised accounting standards. With DYNS making this election, Section 102(b)
(2) of the JOBS Act allows us to delay adoption of new or revised accounting standards until those standards apply to non-public business entities.

As aresult, the financial statements contained in this Annual Report and those that we will file in the future may not be comparable to companies that
comply with public business entities revised accounting standards effective dates.

If certain holders of our common stock sell a significant portion of their securities, it may negatively impact the market price of the shares of our
common stock and such holders still may receive significant proceeds.

As of the date of this Annual Report on Form 10-K, the market price of our common stock is below $10.00 per share, which was the price per share of Class A
common stock sold in the initial public offering of our predecessor, DYNS, the per share price of the 5,060,000 shares of our Common Stock sold to certain
investors in connection with our PIPE financing and also the per share value of the consideration issued to former stockholders of Senti Sub I, Inc. (formerly
Senti Biosciences, Inc.) upon consummation of our Merger. However, certain of our stockholders who hold shares of our common stock that were (i)
originally purchased by our predecessor’s sponsor, Dynamics Sponsor LLC, in a private placement prior to our predecessor’s initial public offering (the
“Founder Shares”) or (ii) issued to the Anchor Investors in consideration for their agreement not to redeem their shares of Class A common stock of DYNS in
connection with the Merger. In particular, 4,878,972 of the Founder Shares registered for resale in our prospectus dated August 8, 2022 filed pursuant to Rule
424(b)(3) (Registration No. 333-265873), as supplemented from time to time (the “Prior Resale Prospectus”), were purchased at an effective price of $0.004
per share, and 871,028 of the shares of our common stock held by the Anchor Investors and registered for resale in the Prior Resale Prospectus were issued
solely in consideration for the Anchor Investors’ agreement not to redeem their
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shares of Class A common stock as described above. Accordingly, holders of these 5,750,000 shares of our common stock could sell their securities at a per
share price that is less than $10.00 and still realize a significant return from the sale of those securities that could not be realized by our other stockholders. On
March 15, 2023, the closing price of our common stock as reported on the Nasdaq Global Market was $1.27 per share. Based on this closing price, the
aggregate sales price of the Founder Shares would be approximately $6.2 million and the aggregate sales price of the shares of our common stock held by the
Anchor Investors would be approximately $1.1 million.

Sales of a substantial number of shares of our common stock in the public market could cause our stock prices to fall.

Sales of a substantial number of shares of our common stock in the public market could occur at any time. These sales or the perception in the market that
the holders of a large number of shares of common stock intend to sell shares, could reduce the market price of our common stock.

Shares issued upon the exercise of stock options outstanding under our equity incentive plans or pursuant to future awards granted under those plans will
become available for sale in the public market to the extent permitted by the provisions of applicable vesting schedules, any applicable market standoff and
lock-up agreements, and Rule 144 and Rule 701 under the Securities Act.

Certain holders of our common stock have rights, subject to conditions, to require us to file registration statements covering their shares or to include their
shares in registration statements that we may file for ourselves or other stockholders. We have also filed registration statements on Form S-8 registering shares
of common stock issued or reserved for future issuance under our equity compensation plans. Shares registered under a registration statement on Form S-8 can
be freely sold in the public market upon issuance and once vested, subject to volume limitations applicable to affiliates. If any of these additional shares are
sold, or if it is perceived that they will be sold in the public market, the market price of our common stock could decline.

Future sales and issuances of our common stock or rights to purchase common stock could result in additional dilution of the percentage ownership
of our stockholders and could cause our stock price to fall.

Significant additional capital will be needed in the future to continue our planned operations, including further development of our gene circuit platform,
preparing IND or equivalent filings, conducting preclinical studies and clinical trials, commercialization efforts, expanded research and development activities
and costs associated with operating a public company. To raise capital, we may sell common stock, convertible securities or other equity securities in one or
more transactions at prices and in a manner as determined from time to time. If we sell common stock, convertible securities or other equity securities,
investors may be materially diluted by subsequent sales. Such sales may also result in material dilution to existing stockholders, and new investors could gain
rights, preferences and privileges senior to the holders of shares of our common stock.

Pursuant to the Senti Biosciences, Inc. Equity Incentive Plan, our board of directors or compensation committee is authorized to grant stock options to our
employees, directors and consultants. Initially, the maximum aggregate number of shares of our common stock that may be issued pursuant to stock awards
under the Incentive Plan was 2,492,735 shares of our common stock. Additionally, the number of shares of our common stock reserved for issuance under the
Incentive Plan automatically increases on January 1 of each year, beginning on January 1, 2023 and continuing through and including January 1, 2032, by 5%
of the total number of shares of our common stock outstanding on December 31 of the preceding calendar year, or a lesser number of shares determined by our
board of directors. Unless our board of directors elects not to increase the number of shares available for future grant each year, our stockholders may
experience additional dilution, which could cause our stock price to fall. In addition, on August 5, 2022, out board of directors adopted the 2022 Inducement
Plan, pursuant to which an aggregate of 2,000,000 shares of our common stock have been reserved for issuance. Our issuance of additional shares of common
stock or other equity securities of equal or senior rank would, all else being equal, have the following effects:

. the amount of cash available per share, including for payment of dividends in the future, may decrease;
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. the relative voting strength of each previously outstanding share of common stock would be diminished; and

. the market price of shares of our common stock may decline.

Our disclosure controls and procedures may not prevent or detect all errors or acts of fraud.

‘We must design our disclosure controls and procedures to reasonably assure that information we must disclose in reports we file or submit under the
Exchange Act is accumulated and communicated to management, and recorded, processed, summarized, and reported within the time periods specified in the
rules and forms of the SEC. We believe that any disclosure controls and procedures or internal controls and procedures, no matter how well-conceived and
operated, can provide only reasonable, not absolute, assurance that the objectives of the control system are met. These inherent limitations include the realities
that judgments in decision-making can be faulty, and that breakdowns can occur because of simple error or mistake. For example, our directors or executive
officers could inadvertently fail to disclose a new relationship or arrangement causing us to fail to make a required related party transaction disclosure.
Additionally, controls can be circuamvented by the individual acts of some persons, by collusion of two or more people or by an unauthorized override of the
controls. Accordingly, because of the inherent limitations in our control system, misstatements due to error or fraud may occur and not be detected.

Reports published by analysts, including projections in those reports that differ from our actual results, could adversely affect the price and trading
volume of shares of our common stock.

We currently expect that securities research analysts will establish and publish their own periodic financial projections for our business. These projections
may vary widely and may not accurately predict the results we actually achieve. Our stock price may decline if our actual results do not match the projections
of these securities research analysts. Similarly, if one or more of the analysts who write reports on us downgrades our stock or publishes inaccurate or
unfavorable research about our business, our stock price could decline. If one or more of these analysts ceases coverage of us or fails to publish reports on us
regularly, our stock price or trading volume could decline. While we expect research analyst coverage, if no analysts commence coverage of us, the trading
price and volume for shares of our common stock could be adversely affected.

The obligations associated with being a public company will involve significant expenses and will require significant resources and management
attention, which may divert from our business operations.

As a public company, we are subject to the reporting requirements of the Exchange Act and the Sarbanes-Oxley Act. The Exchange Act requires the filing
of annual, quarterly and current reports with respect to a public company’s business and financial condition. The Sarbanes-Oxley Act requires, among other
things, that a public company establish and maintain effective internal control over financial reporting. As a result, we will incur significant legal, accounting
and other expenses that we did not previously incur. Our entire management team and many of our other employees will need to devote substantial time to
compliance, and may not effectively or efficiently manage our transition into a public company.

These rules and regulations will result in us incurring substantial legal and financial compliance costs and will make some activities more time-consuming
and costly. For example, these rules and regulations will likely make it more difficult and more expensive for us to obtain director and officer liability
insurance, and we may be required to accept reduced policy limits and coverage or incur substantially higher costs to obtain the same or similar coverage. As a
result, it may be difficult for us to attract and retain qualified people to serve on our board of directors, our board committees or as executive officers.

Provisions in our second amended and restated certificate of incorporation (“Charter”), our amended and restated bylaws, or Bylaws, and Delaware
law may have anti-takeover effects that could discourage an acquisition of us by others, even if an acquisition would be beneficial to our stockholders, and
may prevent attempts by our
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stockholders to replace or remove our current management, which could depress the trading price of shares of our common stock.

Our Charter, Bylaws and Delaware law contain provisions that may have the effect of discouraging, delaying or preventing a change in control of us or
changes in our management that stockholders may consider favorable, including transactions in which you might otherwise receive a premium for your shares.
Our Charter and Bylaws include provisions that:

. authorize “blank check” preferred stock, which could be issued by our board of directors without stockholder approval and may contain
voting, liquidation, dividend and other rights superior to our common stock;

. create a classified board of directors whose members serve staggered three-year terms, such that not all members of the board will be
elected at one time;

. specify that special meetings of our stockholders can be called only by our board of directors;
. prohibit stockholder action by written consent;
. establish an advance notice procedure for stockholder approvals to be brought before an annual meeting of our stockholders, including

proposed nominations of persons for election to our board of directors;

. specify that no stockholder is permitted to cumulate votes at any election of directors;
. expressly authorize our board of directors to make, alter, amend or repeal our Bylaws; and
. require supermajority votes of the holders of our common stock to amend specified provisions of our Charter and Bylaws.

These provisions, alone or together, could delay or prevent hostile takeovers and changes in control or changes in our management. These provisions
could also limit the price that investors might be willing to pay in the future for shares of our common stock, thereby depressing the market price of shares of
our common stock.

In addition, because we are incorporated in the State of Delaware, we are governed by the provisions of Section 203 of the General Corporation Law of
the State of Delaware, which prohibits a person who owns in excess of 15% of our outstanding voting stock from merging or combining with us for a period
of three years after the date of the transaction in which the person acquired in excess of 15% of our outstanding voting stock, unless the merger or combination
is approved in a prescribed manner.

Any provision of our Charter, Bylaws or Delaware law that has the effect of delaying or deterring a change in control could limit the opportunity for our
stockholders to receive a premium for their shares of our common stock, and could also affect the price that some investors are willing to pay for shares of our
common stock.

Our Bylaws designate the Court of Chancery of the State of Delaware as the exclusive forum for certain state law litigation that may be initiated by
our stockholders and the U.S. federal district courts as the exclusive forum for certain securities law actions, which could limit our stockholders’ ability to
litigate disputes with us in a different judicial forum and increase the costs for our stockholders to pursue certain claims against us.

Pursuant to our Bylaws, unless we consent in writing to the selection of an alternative forum, the Court of Chancery of the State of Delaware will be the
sole and exclusive forum for the following types of actions or proceedings under Delaware statutory or common law: (i) any derivative action or proceeding
brought on our behalf; (ii) any action asserting a claim of breach of a fiduciary duty owed by any of our current or former directors, officers
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or employees to us or our stockholders; (iii) any action asserting a claim arising pursuant to any provision of the General Corporation Law of the State of
Delaware, our Charter or our Bylaws (including their interpretation, validity or enforceability); or (iv) any action asserting a claim governed by the internal
affairs doctrine. This exclusive forum provision will not apply to any causes of action arising under the Securities Act or the Exchange Act or any other claim
for which the federal courts have exclusive jurisdiction. Stockholders cannot waive compliance with the Securities Act, the Exchange Act or any other federal
securities laws or the rules and regulations thereunder. Unless we consent in writing to the selection of an alternate forum, the United States federal district
courts shall be the sole and exclusive forum for resolving any complaint asserting a cause of action arising under the Securities Act. In addition, our Bylaws
provide that any person or entity purchasing or otherwise acquiring any interest in shares of our capital stock is deemed to have notice of and consented to
these exclusive forum provisions; provided, however, that stockholders cannot and will not be deemed to have waived our compliance with the U.S. federal
securities laws and the rules and regulations thereunder. The forum selection provisions in our Bylaws may impose additional litigation costs on stockholders
in pursuing any such claims and may limit our stockholders’ ability to litigate disputes with us in a judicial forum that they find favorable for disputes with us
or our directors, officers or employees, which may discourage the filing of lawsuits against us and our directors, officers and employees, even though an
action, if successful, might benefit our stockholders. In addition, while the Delaware Supreme Court and other state courts have upheld the validity of federal
forum selection provisions purporting to require claims under the Securities Act be brought in federal court, there is uncertainty as to whether other courts will
enforce the federal forum provision. If the federal forum provision is found to be unenforceable, we may incur additional costs associated with resolving such
matters. The federal forum provision may also impose additional litigation costs on stockholders who assert that the provision is not enforceable or invalid.
The Court of Chancery of the State of Delaware and the federal district courts of the United States may also reach different judgments or results than would
other courts, including courts where a stockholder considering an action may be located or would otherwise choose to bring the action, and such judgments
may be more or less favorable to us than our stockholders.

Our failure to meet the continued listing requirements of Nasdaq could result in a delisting of our securities.

If we fail to satisfy the continued listing requirements of Nasdaq such as the corporate governance requirements or the minimum closing bid price
requirement, Nasdaq may take steps to delist our securities. Such a delisting would likely have a negative effect on the price of the securities and would impair
your ability to sell or purchase the securities when you wish to do so. In the event of a delisting, we can provide no assurance that any action taken by us to
restore compliance with listing requirements would allow our securities to become listed again, stabilize the market price or improve the liquidity of our
securities, prevent our securities from dropping below the Nasdaq minimum bid price requirement or prevent future non-compliance with Nasdaq’s listing
requirements. Additionally, if our securities are not listed on, or become delisted from, Nasdaq for any reason, and are quoted on the OTC Bulletin Board, an
inter-dealer automated quotation system for equity securities that is not a national securities exchange, the liquidity and price of our securities may be more
limited than if we were quoted or listed on Nasdaq or another national securities exchange. You may be unable to sell your securities unless a market can be
established or sustained.

Because we do not anticipate paying any cash dividends on our capital stock in the foreseeable future, capital appreciation, if any, will be investors’
sole source of gain.

We have never declared or paid cash dividends on our capital stock. We currently intend to retain all of our future earnings, if any, to finance the growth
and development of our business. As a result, capital appreciation, if any, of our common stock will be investors’ sole source of gain for the foreseeable future.

We may be at an increased risk of securities class action litigation.

Historically, securities class action litigation has often been brought against a company following a decline in the market price of its securities. This risk is
especially relevant for us because biotechnology and pharmaceutical companies have experienced significant stock price volatility in recent years. If we were
to be sued, it could result in substantial costs and a diversion of management’s attention and resources, which could harm our business.
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General Risk Factors

Disruptions at the FDA and other government agencies caused by funding shortages or global health concerns could hinder their ability to hire,
retain or deploy key leadership and other personnel, or otherwise prevent new or modified products from being developed, approved or commercialized in
a timely manner or at all, which could negatively impact our business.

The ability of the FDA to review and approve new products can be affected by a variety of factors, including government budget and funding levels,
statutory, regulatory and policy changes, the FDA’s ability to hire and retain key personnel and accept the payment of user fees, and other events that may
otherwise affect the FDA’s ability to perform routine functions. Average review times at the FDA have fluctuated in recent years as a result. In addition,
government funding of other government agencies that fund research and development activities is subject to the political process, which is inherently fluid
and unpredictable. Disruptions at the FDA and other agencies may also slow the time necessary for new drugs and biologics or modifications to approved
drugs and biologics to be reviewed and/or approved by necessary government agencies, which would adversely affect our business. For example, over the last
several years, including for 35 days beginning on December 22, 2018, the U.S. government has shut down several times and certain regulatory agencies, such
as the FDA, have had to furlough critical FDA employees and stop critical activities.

Since March 2020 when foreign and domestic inspections of facilities were largely placed on hold, the FDA has been working to resume pre-pandemic
levels of inspection activities, including routine surveillance, bioresearch monitoring and pre-approval inspections. Should the FDA determine that an
inspection is necessary for approval and an inspection cannot be completed during the review cycle due to restrictions on travel, and the FDA does not
determine a remote interactive evaluation to be adequate, the agency has stated that it generally intends to issue, depending on the circumstances, a complete
response letter or defer action on the application until an inspection can be completed. During the COVID-19 public health emergency, a number of companies
announced receipt of complete response letters due to the FDA’s inability to complete required inspections for their applications. Regulatory authorities
outside the U.S. may adopt similar restrictions or other policy measures in response to the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic and may experience delays in their
regulatory activities.

We or the third parties upon whom we depend may be adversely affected by natural disasters and our business continuity and disaster recovery plans
may not adequately protect us from a serious disaster.

Our current operations are located in the San Francisco Bay Area. Any unplanned event, such as earthquake, flood, fire, explosion, extreme weather
condition, medical epidemics, including any potential effects from the current global spread of COVID-19, power shortage, telecommunication failure or other
natural or man-made accidents or incidents that result in us being unable to fully utilize our facilities, or the manufacturing facilities of our third-party contract
manufacturers, may have a material adverse effect on our ability to operate our business, particularly on a daily basis and have significant negative
consequences on our financial and operating conditions. Loss of access to these facilities may result in increased costs, delays in the development of our
product candidates or interruption of our business operations. Natural disasters or pandemics such as the COVID-19 outbreak could further disrupt our
operations and have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects. If a natural disaster, power outage or
other event occurred that prevented us from using all or a significant portion of our headquarters, that damaged critical infrastructure, such as our research
facilities or the manufacturing facilities of our third-party contract manufacturers, or that otherwise disrupted operations, it may be difficult or, in certain cases,
impossible, for us to continue our business for a substantial period of time. The disaster recovery and business continuity plans we have in place may prove
inadequate in the event of a serious disaster or similar event. We may incur substantial expenses as a result of the limited nature of our disaster recovery and
business continuity plans, which could have a material adverse effect on our business. As part of our risk management policy, we maintain insurance coverage
at levels that we believe are appropriate for our business. However, in the event of an accident or incident at these facilities, we cannot assure our investors
that the amounts of insurance will be sufficient to satisfy any damages and losses. If our facilities or the manufacturing facilities of our third-party contract
manufacturers are unable to operate because of an accident or incident or for any other reason, even for a short period of time, any or all of our research and
development programs may be harmed.

The transactions contemplated by the terms of the Agreement were completed on June 8, 2022 (the “Closing”), in conjunction with which
DYNS changed its name to Senti Biosciences, Inc. (hereafter referred to, collectively with its subsidiaries, as “Senti”, the “Company”, “we”, “us” or “our”,
unless the context otherwise requires).

Overview

Senti is a preclinical biotechnology company developing next-generation cell and gene therapies engineered with its gene circuit platform technologies to
fight challenging diseases. Senti’s mission is to create a new generation of smarter therapies that can outmaneuver complex diseases in ways previously not
implemented by conventional medicines. To accomplish this mission, Senti has built a synthetic biology platform that it believes may enable it to program
next-generation cell and gene therapies with what it refers to as “gene circuits.” These gene circuits, which Senti created from novel and proprietary
combinations of genetic parts, are designed to reprogram cells with biological logic to sense inputs, compute decisions and respond to their respective cellular
environments. Senti’s gene circuit platform technologies can be applied in a modality-agnostic manner, with applicability to natural killer (NK) cells, T cells,
tumor-infiltrating lymphocytes (“TILs”), stem cells including Hematopoietic Stem Cells (“HSCs”), in vivo gene therapy and messenger ribonucleic acid
(mRNA). All of Senti’s current product candidates are in preclinical development. Senti’s lead product candidates utilize allogeneic chimeric antigen receptor
(“CAR”) NK cells outfitted with its gene circuit technologies in several oncology indications with currently high unmet needs. Senti expects to file
investigational new drug applications (“INDs”) for multiple product candidates starting in 2023.

We have incurred net losses of $58.2 million and $55.3 million for the years ended December 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively. As of December 31, 2022
and 2021, we had cash, cash equivalents, and short-term investments, of $98.6 million and $56.0 million, respectively, and an accumulated deficit of $173.3
million and $115.1 million, respectively. Net cash flows used in operating activities were $34.9 million and $34.6 million during the years ended December
31, 2022 and 2021, respectively. Substantially all of our net losses resulted from costs incurred in connection with our research and development programs and
from general and administrative costs associated with our operations. We expect to continue to incur significant losses for the foreseeable future.

We anticipate that our expenses and operating losses will increase substantially over the foreseeable future. The expected increase in expenses will be
driven in large part by our ongoing activities, if and as we:

* continue to advance our gene circuit platform technologies;
+ continue preclinical development of our current and future product candidates and initiate additional preclinical studies;
» commence clinical studies of our current and future product candidates;

» establish our manufacturing capability, including developing our contract development and manufacturing relationships, and building our internal
manufacturing facilities;

* acquire and license technologies aligned with our gene circuit platform technologies;
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» seek regulatory approval of our current and future product candidates;

* expand our operational, financial, and management systems and increase personnel, including personnel to support our preclinical and clinical
development, manufacturing and commercialization efforts;

»  continue to develop, grow, maintain, enforce and defend our intellectual property portfolio; and

* incur additional legal, accounting, or other expenses in operating our business, including the additional costs associated with operating as a public
company.

In addition, in 2021, we began construction on a dedicated in-house, state-of-the-art current good manufacturing practices “cGMP” facility to support
clinical and commercial-scale production of multiple allogeneic NK cell product candidates. We anticipate that this facility will become operational in time to
support initial clinical trials for our lead product candidates. Our manufacturing facility is designed to leverage the latest cell therapy process technologies as
we strive to maximize scalability and minimize cost of goods.

As of March 22, 2023, the issuance date of the consolidated financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2022, the Company concluded that
substantial doubt existed about the Company’s ability to continue as a going concern beyond twelve months from the issuance date of the annual consolidated
financial statements. In light of these concerns, our independent registered public accounting firm included in its opinion for the year ended December 31,
2022 an explanatory paragraph expressing substantial doubt about our ability to continue as a going concern beyond twelve months from March 22, 2023.

Recent Developments
Merger with Dynamics Special Purpose Corp.

On June 8, 2022 (the “Closing Date”), Dynamics Special Purpose Acquisition Corp. (“Dynamics” or “DYNS”) consummated a merger pursuant to which
Explore Merger Sub, Inc. (“Merger Sub”), a Delaware corporation and wholly owned subsidiary of Dynamics, merged with and into Senti Sub I, Inc.
(formerly named Senti Biosciences, Inc.) (“Legacy Senti”), with Legacy Senti surviving as a wholly-owned subsidiary of Dynamics (such transactions, the
“Merger,” and, collectively with the other transactions described in the merger agreement (as defined below, the “Reverse Recapitalization”). As a result of the
Merger, Dynamics was renamed Senti Biosciences, Inc.

Pursuant to the terms of the merger agreement, at the effective time of the Merger (the “Effective Time”), (1) each outstanding share of common stock of
Legacy Senti was cancelled and converted into the right to receive approximately 0.1957 shares of the Company’s common stock, par value $0.0001 per share
(“Common Stock”), and (2) each outstanding share of preferred stock of Legacy Senti was cancelled and converted into the aggregate number of shares of
Common Stock that would be issued upon conversion of the shares of Legacy Senti preferred stock based on the applicable conversion ratio immediately prior
to the Effective Time, multiplied by approximately 0.1957, resulting in the issuance of a total of 23,163,614 shares of Common Stock. Prior holders of shares
of Legacy Senti common stock and Legacy Senti preferred stock also received the contingent right to receive certain Earnout Shares (as defined below), for
each share owned by each such Legacy Senti stockholder that was outstanding immediately prior to the closing of the Merger (the “Closing”). In addition,
certain investors purchased an aggregate of 5,060,000 shares of Common Stock (such investors, the “PIPE Investors”) in a private placement that closed
concurrently with the Closing for an aggregate purchase price of $50.6 million (the “PIPE Financing”). Additionally, at the Closing, 14,915,963 shares of
Common Stock were issued to Dynamics stockholders (reflecting actual redemptions by Dynamics public stockholders). Additionally, an unsecured
convertible promissory note in the aggregate principal amount of $5,175,000 that was previously issued by Senti to Bayer Healthcare LLC for a purchase price
of $5,175,000 on May 19, 2022 was automatically cancelled and exchanged for 517,500 shares of Common Stock.

Pursuant to the terms of the merger agreement, at the Effective Time of the Merger, options to purchase shares of Legacy Senti common stock were
converted into options to purchase an aggregate of 1,667,546 shares of Common Stock.

Following the Closing Date, former holders of Legacy Senti common stock and preferred stock may receive up to 2,000,000 additional shares of
Common Stock (“Earnout Shares) in the aggregate in two equal tranches if the
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volume-weighted average closing sale price of our Common Stock is greater than or equal to $15.00 and $20.00, respectively, for any 20 trading days within
any 30 consecutive trading day period. The first and second tranche term is two and three years, respectively, from the closing of the Merger. If there is a
change of control within the three-year following the closing of the Merger that results in a per share price equal to or in excess of the $15.00 and $20.00 share
price milestones not previously met, then Company shall issue the earnout shares to the holders of Legacy Senti common stock and preferred stock.

Common Stock Purchase Agreement

On August 31, 2022, we entered into a Common Stock Purchase Agreement and a Registration Rights Agreement (collectively referred to as the
“Purchase Agreement”) with Chardan Capital Markets LLC (“Chardan”) to sell to Chardan up to the lesser of: (i) $50.0 million of shares of the Company’s
common stock over a period of 36 months; and (ii) 8,727,049 shares of common stock, subject to certain limitations and conditions contained in the Purchase
Agreement.

Components of Results of Operations
Total Revenue

We currently have no therapeutic products approved for sale, and we have never generated any revenue from the sale of any therapeutic products. Total
revenue consists of contract revenue related to research services provided to customers and grant income which is research funding received from grants.

Our ability to generate product revenues will depend on our partners’ ability to replicate our results and the successful development and eventual
commercialization of our product candidates, which we do not expect for the foreseeable future, if ever. We may also look to generate revenue from
collaboration and license agreements in the future.

Operating Expenses
Our operating expenses consist of research and development expenses and general and administrative expenses.
Research and Development Expenses

Research and development costs consist primarily of costs incurred for the discovery and preclinical development of our product candidates, which
include:

» employee-related expenses, including salaries, related benefits, and stock-based compensation expenses for employees engaged in research and
development functions;

»  expenses incurred in connection with research, laboratory consumables and preclinical studies;

» the cost of consultants engaged in research and development related services and the cost to manufacture drug products for use in our preclinical
studies and trials;

» facilities, depreciation and other expenses, which include allocated expenses for rent and maintenance of facilities, insurance and supplies;
*  costs related to regulatory compliance; and
»  the cost of annual license fees.

We have not historically tracked research and development expenses by program, with the exception of third-party research projects. We have various
ongoing early-stage research and product candidate discovery projects and going forward, we expect to have various products undergoing clinical trials. Our
internal resources, employees and infrastructure are not directly tied to any one research or product candidate discovery project and are typically deployed
across multiple projects. As such, we do not maintain information regarding these costs incurred for these early-stage research and product candidate
discovery programs on a project-specific basis.

Our direct external development program expenses reflect external costs attributable to our preclinical development candidates selected for further
development as well as investigational new drug applications (“INDs”)
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and clinical development. Such expenses include third-party contract costs relating to manufacturing, clinical trial activities, translational medicine and

toxicology activities. We do not allocate internal research and development costs which include personnel, facility costs, laboratory consumables and

discovery and research related activities associated with our pipeline because these costs are deployed across multiple programs and our platform, and, as

such, are not separately classified.

Research and development activities are central to our business model. There are numerous factors associated with the successful commercialization of
any of our product candidates, including future trial design and various regulatory requirements, many of which cannot be determined with accuracy at this
time based on our stage of development. In addition, future regulatory factors beyond our control may impact our preclinical development programs. Product
candidates in clinical development generally have higher development costs than those in preclinical stages of development, primarily due to the increased
size and duration of clinical trials. At this time, we cannot reasonably estimate or know the nature, timing and costs of the efforts that will be necessary to
complete the preclinical development of any of our product candidates. However, we expect that our research and development expenses and manufacturing

costs will increase substantially in connection with our planned preclinical and clinical development activities in the near term and in the future.

The successful development of our current and future product candidates is highly uncertain. This is due to numerous risks and uncertainties, including

the following:

* negative or inconclusive results from our preclinical studies or clinical trials or the clinical trials of others for product candidates similar to ours,

leading to a decision or requirement to conduct additional preclinical studies or clinical trials or abandon any or all of our programs;

+  product-related side effects experienced by participants in our clinical trials or by individuals using therapeutics similar to our product candidates;

Contract revenue. For the years ended December 31, 2022 and 2021, we generated revenue from contracts and license agreements of $3.3 million and
$2.3 million, respectively. The increase of $1.0 million was due primarily to a new collaboration agreement entered into in May 2021, partially offset by the
collaboration agreement contract modification which caused $0.7 million of the previously recognized upfront payment to be reversed in December 2022.

Grant income. For the years ended December 31, 2022 and 2021, we generated revenue from grants of $1.0 million and $0.5 million, respectively. The

increase of $0.5 million was primarily due to the recognition of revenue related to the SBIR SENTI-202 grant funding which began in FY 2021.

Research and development expenses. Research and development expenses were $34.1 million and $22.0 million for the years ended December 31, 2022
and 2021, respectively. The increase of $12.1 million was primarily due to an increase of $5.8 million in personnel-related expenses, which includes a
$2.7 million increase in stock-based compensation expense, $3.4 million in professional services costs and $2.6 million in facility costs.
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General and administrative expenses. General and administrative expenses were $40.8 million and $21.3 million for the years ended December 31, 2022
and 2021, respectively. The increase of $19.6 million was primarily due to increases of $18.1 million in personnel-related expenses, which includes an
$11.4 million increase in stock-based compensation expense, an increase in insurance of $1.7 million and $0.2 million in other corporate expenses, partially
offset by a decrease of $0.2 million related to professional, legal and accounting services expenses and a decrease of $0.1 million in facility costs.

Change in fair value of contingent earnout liability. For the year ended December 31, 2022, the increase of $9.5 million resulted from a non-cash gain
related to the remeasurement of the contingent earnout liability.

Gain on extinguishment of convertible notes. For the year ended December 31, 2022, we recognized a gain of $1.3 million upon extinguishment of
convertible notes.

Change in preferred stock tranche liability. For the year ended December 31, 2021, we recognized a loss of $14.7 million as an adjustment to the
preferred stock tranche liability. The adjustment stems primarily from the increase, since the December 31, 2020 measurement date, in management’s estimate
of the fair value of our Series B redeemable convertible preferred stock resulting from a decrease in time to liquidity as we drew nearer to completing an exit
strategy. There was no equivalent activity for the year ended December 31, 2022, as the preferred stock tranches were issued on May 14, 2021.

Liquidity and Capital Resources
Sources of Liquidity

From inception to December 31, 2022, we raised aggregate gross proceeds of $158.1 million from the issuance of shares of our redeemable convertible
preferred stock and the issuance of convertible notes and in connection with the Merger and PIPE Financing, the Company received $140.7 million in
proceeds, including the Bayer convertible note cancellation and exchange.

On August 31, 2022, we entered into the Purchase Agreement with Chardan. Pursuant to the Purchase Agreement, we have the right, in our sole
discretion, to sell to Chardan up to the lesser of: (i) $50.0 million of shares of our common stock; and (ii) 8,727,049 shares of common stock at 97% of the
volume weighted average price (“VWAP”) of the common stock calculated in accordance with the Purchase Agreement, over a period of 36 months subject to
certain limitations and conditions contained in the Purchase Agreement. Sales and timing of any sales of common stock are solely at our election, and we are
under no obligation to sell any securities to Chardan under the Purchase Agreement. As consideration for Chardan’s commitment to purchase shares of our
common stock at our direction upon the terms and subject to the conditions set forth in the Purchase Agreement, upon execution of the Purchase Agreement,
we issued 100,000 shares of our common stock to Chardan and paid a $0.4 million document preparation fee. We recognized an expense of $0.7 million
within general and administrative expenses in our Consolidated Statements of Operations and Comprehensive Loss for the Chardan related costs and legal fees
incurred in connection with the agreement.

Other than the issuance of the commitment shares of the Company’s common stock to Chardan, we issued 300,000 shares of Class A common stock as of
December 31, 2022 aggregating to net proceeds of $0.7 million under the Common Stock Purchase Agreement.

We do not have any products approved for sale and have not generated any revenue from product sales or otherwise. We have incurred net losses and
negative cash flows from operations since our inception and anticipate we will continue to incur net losses for the foreseeable future. As of December 31,
2022, we had $98.6 million in cash, cash equivalents, and short-term investments, and an accumulated deficit of $173.3 million, respectively.

We will need substantial additional funding to support our continuing operations and pursue our development strategy. Until such time as we can generate
significant revenue from sales of our product candidates, if ever, we expect to finance our operations through the sale of equity, debt financings or other capital
sources, including potential collaborations with other companies or other strategic transactions. Adequate funding may not be available to us on acceptable
terms, if at all. Should we fail to raise capital or enter into such agreements as, and when,
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needed, we may have to significantly delay, scale back, or discontinue the development and commercialization of our product candidates or delay our efforts
to expand our product pipeline. We may also be required to sell or license to other parties rights to develop or commercialize our product candidates that we
would prefer to retain.

Operating Activities

For the year ended December 31, 2022, net cash used in operating activities of $34.9 million was primarily due to our loss of $58.2 million with non-cash
adjustments of $16.4 million for stock-based compensation expense, $9.5 million for the change in fair value of the contingent earnout liability, $3.9 million
for depreciation and amortization of operating lease right-of-use-assets, $1.3 million for gain on extinguishment of convertible notes and $0.4 million for
accretion of discount on short-term investments. Other material changes comprised of $14.1 million increase in operating lease liabilities, $2.2 million
increase in accounts payable and accrued expenses and other current liabilities offset by $1.3 million increase in prepaid expenses and other assets and as well
as a $1.0 million decrease in deferred revenue.

For the year ended December 31, 2021, net cash used in operating activities of $34.6 million was primarily due to our net loss of $55.3 million with non-
cash adjustments of $14.7 million for an increase in our preferred stock tranche liability, $3.0 million for depreciation and amortization of operating lease
right-of-use assets and $2.3 million for stock-based compensation expense, as well as a $1.8 million increase in deferred revenue, $2.0 million for an increase
in accounts payable and accrued expenses and other current liabilities, offset by a decrease of $1.1 million in operating lease liabilities, an increase of $1.6
million in prepaid and other assets and an increase of $0.4 million in accounts receivable. During the year ended December 31, 2021 the Company expensed
$2.2 million of deferred offering costs related to the suspended IPO, all of which was paid and is included in the net cash used in operating activities.

Investing Activities

For the year ended December 31, 2022, net cash used in investing activities of $82.0 million was due to $40.6 million purchases of short-term investments
and $41.4 million purchases of property and equipment.

For the year ended December 31, 2021, net cash used in investing activities of $5.5 million respectively, was entirely due to purchases of property and
equipment.
Financing Activities

For the year ended December 31, 2022, net cash provided by financing activities of $118.6 million was primarily due to $112.0 million proceeds received
from Merger and related PIPE financing activities, net of transaction cost, $5.2 million from issuance of convertible notes, $0.7 million from issuance of
common stock under Common Stock Purchase Agreement, $0.5 million from the issuance of common stock upon exercise of stock options and $0.2 million
from the issuance of common stock under Employee Stock Purchase Plan (ESPP).
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For the year ended December 31, 2021, net cash provided by financing activities of $68.4 million was primarily due to proceeds received of $67.0 million
from the issuance of our Series B redeemable convertible preferred stock and $1.5 million from the issuance of common stock upon exercise of stock options.

Funding Requirements

Based upon our current operating plans, we believe that our existing cash and cash equivalents will not be sufficient to fund our operations beyond the
next twelve months from the date of this Annual Report. We anticipate that we will continue to seek additional funding, though the precise timing of such may
prove uncertain. Our forecast of the period of time through which our financial resources will be adequate to support our operations is a forward-looking
statement that involves risks and uncertainties, and actual results could vary materially. Our assumptions may prove to be inaccurate, and we could deplete our
capital resources sooner than we expect. Additionally, the process of testing and manufacturing product candidates in preclinical studies and clinical trials is
costly and the timing and expenses in these trials are uncertain.

Our future capital requirements will depend on many factors, including:

» the scope, rate of progress, results and costs of drug discovery, preclinical development, laboratory testing and clinical trials for our product
candidates;

*  the number and development requirements of product candidates that we may pursue, and other indications for our current product candidates that we
may pursue;

» the costs, timing and outcome of regulatory review of our product candidates;

» the scope and costs of constructing and operating our planned cGMP facility and any commercial manufacturing activities;
+ the cost associated with commercializing any approved product candidates;

»  the cost and timing of developing our ability to establish sales and marketing capabilities, if any;

»  the costs of preparing, filing and prosecuting patent applications, maintaining, enforcing and protecting our intellectual property rights, defending
intellectual property-related claims and obtaining licenses to third-party intellectual property;

» the timing and amount of any milestone and royalty payments we are required to make under our present or future license agreements;
* our ability to establish and maintain collaborations on favorable terms, if at all; and
» the extent to which we acquire or in-license other product candidates and technologies and associated intellectual property.

In order to improve our liquidity, management is actively pursuing additional financing. We expect our expenses to increase substantially in connection
with ongoing activities, particularly as we advance our preclinical activities and clinical trials for our product candidates in development. Accordingly, we will
need to obtain substantial additional funding for continuing operations. If we are unable to raise capital when needed, or on attractive terms, we could be
forced to delay, reduce or eliminate our research or drug development programs or any future commercialization efforts. Although management continues to
pursue these plans, there is no assurance that we will be successful in obtaining sufficient funding on terms acceptable to us to fund continuing operations, if at
all.

Accounting standards require that management evaluate whether we have adequate financial resources to continue as a going concern beyond twelve

months after the date that these consolidated financial statements are available to be issued. Management has determined that additional funds will be needed
to continue as a going concern for the period defined in the accounting standards.
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Contractual Obligations and Commitments

On June 3, 2021, we entered into a lease agreement for a new cGMP facility in Alameda, California to support planned initial clinical trials for our
product candidates. The lease will expire in 2032 with future undiscounted operating lease payments of $46.0 million over an initial lease period of eleven
years. See Note 6 - Operating Leases for details on our lease obligations.

In 2021, we began construction of the cGMP facility. As of December 31, 2022, we have paid $35.5 million in construction costs of the $42.1 million
purchase commitment. The agreements with the construction company provide for termination following a certain period after notice. Upon termination we
will be responsible for payment for work performed to date.

During the year ended December 31, 2021, we entered into a three-year collaboration and option agreement with BlueRock Therapeutics LP
(“BlueRock”) under which the Company granted BlueRock an option to execute an exclusive or non-exclusive license to develop, manufacture and
commercialize cell therapy products (See Part II, Item 8, Notes to Consolidated Financial Statements, Note 15 - Related Parties for details into the BlueRock
agreement). In consideration for the option, the Company is responsible for up to $10.0 million in research and development costs and expenses associated
with the collaboration plan incurred over the three-year term.

We have also entered into license agreements under which we are obligated to make annual maintenance payments of $0.1 million and specified
milestone and royalty payments. Milestone and royalty payment obligations under these agreements are contingent upon future events, such as our
achievement of specified development, regulatory, and sales milestones, or generating product sales. As of December 31, 2022, we were unable to estimate the
timing or likelihood of achieving these milestones or generating future product sales.

We have entered into sponsored research agreements under which we are obligated to pay $1.1 million and $0.2 million in 2023 and 2024, respectively.

Following the closing of the Merger, former holders of Legacy Senti common stock and preferred stock may receive up to 2,000,000 additional shares of
the Company’s common stock in the aggregate, in two equal tranches of 1,000,000 shares of common stock per tranche. Refer to Note 8, Stockholders’ Equity
(Deficit), for further details of the contingent earnout.

Off-Balance Sheet Arrangements

During the periods presented, we did not have, nor do we currently have, any off-balance sheet arrangements as defined under the rules and regulations of
the SEC.

Critical Accounting Policies and Significant Judgments and Estimates

Our management’s discussion and analysis of our financial condition and results of operations are based on our consolidated financial statements, which
have been prepared in accordance with U.S. generally accepted accounting principles, or GAAP. The preparation of these consolidated financial statements
requires us to make estimates and judgments that affect the reported amounts of assets, liabilities and expenses and the disclosure of contingent assets and
liabilities in our consolidated financial statements and accompanying notes. On an ongoing basis, we evaluate our estimates and judgments. We base our
estimates and assumptions on historical experience, known trends and events, and various other factors that are believed to be reasonable and appropriate
under the circumstances, the results of which form the basis for making judgments about the carrying values of assets and liabilities that are not readily
apparent from other sources. Actual results may differ from these estimates under different assumptions or conditions.

While our significant accounting policies are described in more detail in Note 2 to our consolidated financial statements included elsewhere in this Annual
Report on Form 10-K, we believe the following accounting policies and estimates to be most critical to the preparation of our consolidated financial
statements. We define our critical accounting policies as those under U.S. GAAP that require us to make subjective estimates and judgments about
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matters that are inherently uncertain and are likely to have a material impact on our financial condition and results of operations, as well as the specific manner
in which we apply those principles.

Contingent Earnout Liability

In connection with the Reverse Recapitalization, Legacy Senti equity holders are entitled to receive as additional merger consideration up to 2,000,000
shares of our common stock in the aggregate, in two equal tranches of 1,000,000 shares of common stock per tranche, for no consideration upon the
occurrence of certain triggering events, including a change of control event. In accordance with ASC 815-40, Derivatives and Hedging, as certain terms of the
Contingent Earnout Shares were not indexed to the common stock, they were accounted for as a liability at the Reverse Recapitalization date and subsequently
remeasured at each reporting date with changes in fair value recorded as a component of other income (expense), net in the consolidated statements of
operations and comprehensive loss.

The estimated fair value of the Contingent Earnout Shares was determined using a Monte Carlo simulation valuation model using a distribution of
potential outcomes. The assumptions utilized in the calculation were based on the achievement of certain stock price milestones, including our current
common stock price, expected volatility, risk-free rate, expected term and expected dividend yield.

The common stock price was based on the closing price of our common stock as reported on the date at the Reverse Recapitalization and each reporting
date. Historically, we have been a private company and lacked company-specific and implied volatility information for our common stock. Therefore, we
estimated our expected volatility based on the historical volatility of a representative group of public companies in the biotechnology industry for the expected
terms. The risk-free rate was determined by reference to the U.S. Treasury yield curve for time periods approximately equal to the expected term of the
Contingent Earnout Shares. The expected dividend yield was 0% based on the fact that we have never paid or declared dividends. The risk-free rate and
expected volatility requires significant judgment and actual results can differ from assumed and estimated amounts.

Determination of the Fair Value of Common Stock

Historically, for all periods prior to the Merger, we were required to estimate the fair value of our common stock underlying our share-based awards when
performing the fair value calculations using the Black-Scholes option pricing model. Because our common stock is not currently publicly traded, the fair value
of our common stock underlying our share-based awards has been determined on each grant date by our board of directors, with input from management,
considering our most recently available third-party valuation of our common stock.

In the absence of a public trading market for our common stock, on each grant date, our board of directors has made a reasonable determination of the fair
value of our common stock based on the information known to us on the date of grant, upon a review of any recent events and their potential impact on the
estimated fair value per share of the common stock, and timely valuations from an independent third-party valuation in accordance with guidance provided by
the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants, Inc. Practice Aid: Valuation of Privately-Held-Company Equity Securities Issued as Compensation,
2013. In addition, our board of directors considered various objective and subjective factors to determine the fair value of our common stock, including:

» the estimated value of each security both outstanding and anticipated;

»  the anticipated capital structure that will directly impact the value of the currently outstanding securities;
» our results of operations and financial position;

» the status of our research and development efforts;

» the composition of, and changes to, our management team and board of directors;

+  the lack of liquidity of our common stock as a private company;

*  our stage of development and business strategy and the material risks related to our business and industry;
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» external market conditions affecting the life sciences and biotechnology industry sectors;
+ U.S. and global economic conditions;
»  the results of independent third-party valuations of our common stock;

» the likelihood of achieving a liquidity event for the holders of our common stock, such as an initial public offering or a sale of our company, given
prevailing market conditions; and

*  the market value and volatility of comparable companies.

The Practice Aid identifies various available methods for allocating enterprise value across classes and series of capital stock to determine the estimated
fair value of common stock at each valuation date. In accordance with the Practice Aid, we considered various income, market or asset valuation methods.

Based on our early stage of development and other relevant factors, we appropriately used different valuation methods including a hybrid of the option
pricing method, or OPM, and guideline transactions Backsolve method, a hybrid of the OPM and guideline public company methods or a hybrid of OPM,
Backsolve method, and Monte Carlo simulation to determine the estimated fair value of our common stock for valuations performed through March 31, 2022.
In determining the estimated fair value of our common stock, our Board of Directors also considered the fact that our stockholders could not freely trade our
common stock in the public markets. Accordingly, we applied discounts to reflect the lack of marketability of our common stock based on the weighted-
average expected time to liquidity.

Our Board of Directors and management develop best estimates based on the application of these approaches and the assumptions underlying these
valuations, giving careful consideration to the advice from our third-party valuation expert. Such estimates involve inherent uncertainties and the application
of significant judgment. As a result, if factors or expected outcomes change and we use significantly different assumptions or estimates, our equity-based
compensation expense could be materially different.

Valuation of Preferred Stock Tranche Liability

Our Series B redeemable convertible preferred stock included an obligation whereby the investors agreed to buy, and the Company agreed to sell,
additional shares at a fixed price if certain agreed-upon milestones were achieved or at the election of investors. This obligation was determined to be a
freestanding financial instrument that should be accounted for as a liability at fair value, and until settlement, the preferred stock tranche liability was revalued
at each reporting period with changes in the fair value recorded in earnings. Upon achieving specific milestones, and obtaining Board and stockholder
approval, the tranches were called and settled on May 14, 2021. The liability was then extinguished and the fair value was reclassified to redeemable
convertible preferred stock.

Historically, we utilized the Monte Carlo valuation model and/or Black-Scholes option pricing model which incorporated assumptions and estimates, to
value the preferred stock tranche feature prior to its settlement. Significant estimates and assumptions impacting the fair value measurement included the
estimated fair value per share of the underlying Series B redeemable convertible preferred stock, risk-free rate, expected dividend yield, time to liquidity,
expected volatility of the price of the underlying preferred stock and determining the type of option (call option and/or forward contract) and associated
probabilities. The most significant assumptions impacting the fair value of the preferred stock tranche feature included the estimated fair value of our Series B
redeemable convertible preferred stock, the estimated probability of and time to liquidity for going public and staying-private, and the determination of the
type of option (call option and/or forward contract) and associated probability.

Historically, we determined the estimated fair value per share of the underlying redeemable convertible preferred stock by taking into consideration the
most recent sales of our redeemable convertible preferred stock as well as additional factors that we deemed relevant. We assessed these assumptions and
estimates on a quarterly basis as additional information impacting the assumptions became available. The risk-free rate was determined by reference to the
U.S. Treasury yield curve for time periods approximately equal to the expected term of the preferred stock tranche feature. We estimated a 0% dividend yield
based on the expected dividend yield and the fact that we
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have never paid or declared dividends. We estimated the time to liquidity by weighting potential timelines associated with reaching various pipeline
milestones and completing an initial public offering. Historically, we have been a private company and lack company-specific and implied volatility
information of our stock. Therefore, we estimated our expected stock volatility based on the historical volatility of a representative group of public companies
in the biotechnology industry for the expected terms. The determination of the type of option is based on the payouts available to the holders of the tranche
rights and the level of control the investors had over-exercising these rights.

These estimates involved inherent uncertainties and the application of significant judgment. As a result, if factors or expected outcomes change and we
used significantly different assumptions or estimates, our preferred stock tranche liability could be materially different.

Revenue from Contracts

We recognize revenue from contracts when our customer obtains control of the promised goods or services, in an amount that reflects the consideration
which we have received or expect to receive in exchange for those goods or services.

Our revenues are primarily derived through our collaborative research, development and license agreements. The terms of these types of agreements may
include (i) research and development services, (ii) licenses for our technology or programs, and (iii) services or obligations in connection with participation in
research or steering committees. Payments to us under these arrangements typically include one or more of the following: nonrefundable upfront and license
fees, research funding, milestone and other contingent payments for the achievement of defined research, development and commercial-based events, as well
as royalties on sales of any commercialized products. We assess whether the promises in its arrangements with customers are considered distinct performance
obligations that should be accounted for separately. Judgment may be required to determine whether the research and development services are distinct from
the license to our intellectual property or participation on steering committees.

Arrangements that include rights to additional goods or services that are exercisable at a customer’s discretion are generally considered options. If these
options provide a material right to the customer, they are considered performance obligations. The identification of material rights requires judgments related
to the determination of the value of the underlying license relative to the option exercise price, including assumptions about the technical feasibility and the
probability of developing a candidate that would be subject to the option rights.

The transaction price in each arrangement is allocated based on the relative standalone selling price (“SSP”) of each distinct performance obligation,
which requires judgment. In instances where SSP is not directly observable, such as when a license or service is not sold separately, SSP is determined using
information that may include market conditions and other observable inputs. Due to the early stage of our licensed technology, the license of such technology
is typically combined with research and development services and steering committee participation as one performance obligation. Changes in the key
assumptions used to determine the SSP could have a significant effect on the allocation of arrangement consideration between multiple performance
obligations.

Emerging Growth Company Status

The Jumpstart Our Business Startups Act (“JOBS”) Act permits an emerging growth company to take advantage of an extended transition to comply with
new or revised accounting standards applicable to public companies until those standards would otherwise apply to private companies. The Company is an
“emerging growth company” as defined in Section 2(a) of the Securities Act, and has elected to not take advantage of the benefits of this extended transition
period.

We expect to remain an emerging growth company until the earlier of: (1) the last day of the fiscal year (a) following the fifth anniversary of the closing
of the Dynamics Initial Public Offering (“IPO”) (which occurred on May 25, 2021), (b) in which we have total annual revenue of at least $1.235 billion, or (c)
in which we are deemed to be a large accelerated filer, which means the market value of our common equity that is held by non-affiliates exceeds $700 million
as of the end of that fiscal year’s second fiscal quarter and our net sales for the year exceed
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$100 million; and (2) the date on which we have issued more than $1.0 billion in non-convertible debt securities during the preceding, rolling three-year
period.

Smaller Reporting Company Status

The Company is a “smaller reporting company” as defined in Item 10(f)(1) of Regulation S-K. Smaller reporting companies may take advantage of
certain reduced disclosure obligations, including, among other things, providing only two years of audited financial statements. We will remain a smaller
reporting company if (1) the market value of our common stock held by non-affiliates is less than $250 million as of the last business day of the second fiscal
quarter, or (2) our annual revenues in our most recent fiscal year completed before the last business day of our second fiscal quarter are less than $100 million
and the market value of our common stock held by non-affiliates is less than $700 million as of the last business day of the second fiscal quarter.

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1. Organization and Description of Business

Senti Biosciences, Inc. and its subsidiaries (the “Company” or “Senti”), is a biotechnology company that was founded to create a new generation of
smarter medicines that outmaneuver complex diseases using novel and unprecedented approaches. Senti has built a synthetic biology platform that enables it
to program next-generation cell and gene therapies with what the Company refers to as “gene circuits.” These gene circuits, which are created from novel and
proprietary combinations of DNA sequences, reprogram cells with biological logic to sense inputs, compute decisions and respond to their cellular
environments. The Company is headquartered in South San Francisco, California.

On June 8, 2022 (the “Closing Date”), Dynamics Special Purpose Acquisition Corp. (“Dynamics” or “DYNS”) consummated a merger pursuant to which
Explore Merger Sub, Inc. (“Merger Sub”), a Delaware corporation and wholly owned subsidiary of Dynamics, merged with and into Senti Sub I, Inc.,
formerly named Senti Biosciences, Inc. (“Legacy Senti”), with Legacy Senti surviving as a wholly-owned subsidiary of Dynamics (such transactions, the
“Merger,” and, collectively with the other transactions described in the merger agreement (as defined below, the “Reverse Recapitalization)). As a result of
the Merger, Dynamics was renamed Senti Biosciences, Inc.

Refer to Note 3, Reverse Recapitalization, for further details of the Merger.
Liquidity and Going Concern

These consolidated financial statements have been prepared in accordance with U.S. generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) assuming the
Company will continue as a going concern. The going concern assumption contemplates the realization of assets and satisfaction of liabilities in the normal
course of business. The consolidated financial statements do not include any adjustments to the carrying amounts and classification of assets, liabilities, and
reported expenses that may be necessary if the Company were unable to continue as a going concern.

The Company has devoted substantially all of its efforts to organizing and staffing, business planning, raising capital, and conducting preclinical studies
and has not realized substantial revenues from its planned principal operations. To date, the Company raised aggregate gross proceeds of $298.8 million from
the Merger and PIPE Financing, the issuance of shares of our redeemable convertible preferred stock, the issuance of convertible notes and, to a less extent,
through collaboration agreements and governmental grants.

At December 31, 2022 and December 31, 2021, the Company had an accumulated deficit of $173.3 million and $115.1 million, respectively. The
Company’s net losses were $58.2 million and $55.3 million for the years months ended December 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively. Substantially all of the
Company’s net losses resulted from costs incurred in connection with the Company’s research and development programs and from general and administrative
costs associated with the Company’s operations. The Company expects to incur substantial operating losses and negative cash flows from operations for the
foreseeable future as the Company advances its preclinical activities and clinical trials for its product candidates in development.

As of December 31, 2022 and 2021, the Company had cash, cash equivalents, and short-term investments of $98.6 million and $56.0 million. As of
March 22, 2023, the issuance date of the consolidated financial statements as of and for the year ended December 31, 2022, there is uncertainty about whether
the Company’s combined cash, cash equivalents, and short-term investments will be sufficient to fund operations, including clinical trial expenses and capital
expenditure requirements, beyond twelve months from the issuance date of these financial statements and therefore the Company concluded that substantial
doubt existed about the Company’s ability to continue as a going concern.

The Company’s continued existence is dependent upon management’s ability to raise capital and develop profitable operations. Management is devoting
substantially all of its efforts to developing its business and raising capital and there can be no assurance that the Company’s efforts will be successful. No
assurance can be given that management’s actions will result in profitable operations or the meeting of ongoing liquidity needs.
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2. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Basis of Presentation

The accompanying consolidated financial statements have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles in the United States
of America (“U.S. GAAP”) and the rules and regulations of the Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”). Any reference in these notes to applicable
guidance is meant to refer to the authoritative U.S. GAAP as found in the Accounting Standards Codification (“ASC”) and as amended by Accounting
Standards Updates (“ASU”) of the Financial Accounting Standards Board (“FASB”). The consolidated financial statements include the accounts of Senti
Biosciences, Inc., and its wholly-owned subsidiaries. All intercompany balances and transactions have been eliminated in consolidation. The Company has
one business activity and operate in one reportable segment.

Unless otherwise noted, the Company has retroactively adjusted all common and preferred share and related price information to give effect to the
exchange ratio established in the Merger Agreement.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with GAAP requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the consolidated financial statements and the reported amounts
of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Significant estimates and assumptions reflected in these consolidated financial statements include, but
are not limited to, the accrual for research and development expenses, the valuation of contingent earnout, the valuation of convertible notes, the valuation of
common and redeemable convertible preferred stock, the valuation of preferred stock tranche liability, the valuation of stock-based compensation expense,
standalone selling price (“SSP”) and the determination of the incremental borrowing rate. The Company evaluates its estimates and assumptions on an
ongoing basis using historical experience and other factors and adjusts those estimates and assumptions when facts and circumstances dictate. Actual results
could differ from those estimates.

Concentration of Credit Risk

Financial instruments that potentially subject the Company to a significant concentration of credit risk consist of cash, cash equivalents, and short-term
investments that are maintained in checking and money market accounts at one financial institution, which at times, may exceed federally insured limits. The
Company’s short-term investments, if any, are limited to certain types of debt securities issued by the U.S. government, its agencies, and institutions with
investment-grade credit ratings, and places restrictions on maturities and concentration by type and issuer. As of December 31, 2022 and 2021, the Company
has not experienced any credit losses in such accounts or investments.

Cash, Cash Equivalents, and Restricted Cash

Cash equivalents consist of amounts deposited in money market funds and securities with original maturity dates of three months or less, which are stated
at fair value.

The Company’s restricted cash consists of cash deposited with a financial institution as collateral for a letter of credit required under the Company’s
headquarters and research facility leases as well as employee contributions collected under employee stock purchase plan. The restricted cash is presented
separately from cash and cash equivalents and classified as non-current on the consolidated balance sheets, as the Company expects the cash to remain
restricted for a period greater than one year.

Short-term Investments

Investments in marketable securities with original maturities less than 12 months from the balance sheet date, if any, are classified as short-term
investments. Investments with original maturities of greater than 12 months from the balance sheet date, if any, are classified as long-term. The Company
classifies all of its investments as available-for-sale and records such assets at estimated fair value in the consolidated balance sheets, with unrealized gains
and losses, if any, reported as a component of other comprehensive loss within the consolidated statement of operations and comprehensive loss, and as a
separate component of stockholders’ equity. These investments consist of corporate debt securities, U.S. Government securities, asset-based securities, and
commercial paper, which are subject to minimal credit and market risk. The Company uses the specific identification method to determine the amount of
realized gains or losses on sales of marketable securities. Realized gains and losses on sales of securities and declines in the fair value of securities judged to
be other than temporary are included in other income or expense. Unrealized gains and losses are included in other comprehensive loss. Interest on available-
for-sale securities is included in interest income in the consolidated statements of operations and comprehensive loss.

Fair Value Measurements

Certain assets and liabilities of the Company are carried at fair value under U.S. GAAP. Fair value is defined as the exchange price that would be received
for an asset or the exit price that would be paid to transfer a liability in the principal or most advantageous market for the asset or liability in an orderly
transaction between market participants on the measurement date. Valuation techniques used to measure fair value must maximize the use of observable inputs
and minimize the use of unobservable inputs. The authoritative guidance on fair value measurements establishes a three-tier fair value hierarchy for disclosure
of fair value measurements as follows:

* Level 1 — Quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

» Level 2 — Observable inputs (other than Level 1 quoted prices), such as quoted prices in active markets for similar assets or liabilities, quoted prices
in markets that are not active for identical or similar assets or liabilities, or other inputs that are observable or can be corroborated by observable
market data.

» Level 3 —Unobservable inputs that are supported by little or no market activity that are significant to determining the fair value of the assets or
liabilities, including pricing models, discounted cash flow methodologies, and similar techniques.

To the extent that the valuation is based on models or inputs that are less observable or unobservable in the market, the determination of fair value
requires more judgment. Accordingly, the degree of judgment exercised by the Company in determining fair value is greatest for instruments categorized in
Level 3. Financial assets and liabilities are classified in their entirety based on the lowest level of input that is significant to the fair value measurement.

The estimated fair values of the Company’s cash and cash equivalents, restricted cash, trade, and other receivables and accounts payable approximate
their carrying values given their short-term nature.

The Company’s preferred stock tranche liability were carried at fair value from the date of issuance through their extinguishment in May 2021, and were
determined using Level 3 inputs in the fair value hierarchy described above.

Property and Equipment, Net

Property and equipment, net is stated at cost, net of accumulated depreciation. Depreciation is calculated using the straight-line method over the estimated
useful lives of the assets, which are as follows:

Small equipment 2 years
Computer equipment and software 3 years
Laboratory equipment 5-7 years
Furniture and fixtures 5-7 years
Leasehold improvements Shorter of the lease term and the useful life

The Company capitalizes certain costs incurred during the construction phase of a project or asset into construction-in-progress. Once the construction is
complete and the asset is placed into service, the Company transfers its carrying value into the appropriate fixed asset category and begins depreciating the
value over its useful life.

When assets are retired or disposed of, any resulting gain or loss is included in net loss. Expenditures for maintenance and repairs are expensed as
incurred.

Impairment of Long-Lived Assets

The Company evaluates its long-lived assets, such as property and equipment, net, for impairment whenever events or changes in circumstances indicate
that the carrying value of assets may not be recoverable. Recoverability of these assets is measured by comparing their carrying value to the future net
undiscounted cash flows the assets are expected to generate over their remaining economic life. If such assets are considered to be impaired, the amount of any
impairment is measured as the difference between their carrying value and their fair value. If the useful life is shorter than originally estimated, the Company
amortizes the remaining carrying value over the revised shorter useful life.

Leases

The Company determines if an arrangement is or contains a lease at inception. Operating leases are recorded on the consolidated balance sheets with
right-of-use assets (“ROU”) representing the Company’s right to use an underlying asset for the lease term and lease liabilities representing the Company’s
obligation to make lease payments. Operating lease ROU assets and liabilities are recognized at the lease commencement date based on the present value of
lease payments over the lease term. Operating lease ROU assets also include the effect of any lease payments made prior to or on lease commencement and
excludes lease incentives and initial direct costs incurred, as applicable. As the implicit rate in the Company’s leases is typically unknown, the Company uses
its incremental borrowing rate based on the information available at the lease commencement date in determining the present value of future lease payments.
The Company gives consideration to its credit risk, the term of the lease, and total lease payments and adjusts for the impacts of collateral as necessary when
calculating its incremental borrowing rates. The lease terms may include options to extend or terminate the lease when it is reasonably certain that the
Company will exercise that option. Operating lease expense is recognized on a straight-line basis over the lease term. Variable lease payments are recorded as
an expense in the period incurred.

The Company has elected to not separate lease and non-lease components for any leases within its existing classes of assets and, as a result, accounts for
any lease and non-lease components as a single lease component. The Company has also elected not to apply the recognition requirement for leases with a
term of 12 months or less.

Revenue Recognition
Contract Revenue

Revenue is recognized when a customer obtains control of promised goods or services. The Company applies the following five steps to recognize
revenue: (i) identify the contract with a customer; (ii) identify the performance
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obligations in the contract; (iii) determine the transaction price; (iv) allocate the transaction price to performance obligations in the contract; and (v) recognize
revenue when (or as) the performance obligations are satisfied.

A performance obligation is defined as a promise to transfer a product or a service to a customer that is distinct. A product or a service is distinct if both
(i) the customer can benefit from the product or the service either on its own or together with other resources that are readily available to the customer and (ii)
the Company’s promise to transfer the product or the service to the customer is separately identifiable from other promises in the contract. Each distinct
promise to transfer a product or a service is a unit of accounting for revenue recognition. If a promise to transfer a product or a service is not distinct from
other promises in the contract, such promises should be combined into a single performance obligation. The assessment of each of these elements may require
significant judgments.

Arrangements that include rights to additional goods or services that are exercisable at a customer’s discretion are generally considered options. If these
options provide a material right to the customer, they are considered performance obligations. The identification of material rights requires judgments related
to the determination of the value of the underlying license relative to the option exercise price, including assumptions about technical feasibility and the
probability of developing a candidate that would be subject to the option rights.

The transaction price is the amount of consideration the Company is entitled to receive in exchange for the transfer of control of a product or a service to a
customer. The Company’s agreements may include both fixed and variable consideration. Fixed payments are included in the transaction price, while variable
consideration, such as milestone payments and fees for research services, are estimated and constrained (if required) at the inception of the contract and
evaluated on a periodic basis thereafter.

If a contract has multiple performance obligations, the Company allocates the transaction price to each distinct performance obligation based on the
relative stand-alone selling price (“SSP”) of the performance obligation. The Company determines SSP at contract inception and at contract modification.
Determining the SSP for performance obligations requires significant judgment. Changes in the key assumptions used to determine the SSP could have a
significant effect on the allocation of arrangement consideration between multiple performance obligations.

For each distinct performance obligation, revenue is recognized as the Company transfers control of the product or the service applicable to such
performance obligations. In instances where the Company first receives consideration in advance of satisfying its performance obligation, the Company
classifies such consideration as deferred revenue until the Company satisfies such performance obligations. In instances where the Company first satisfies its
performance obligation prior to its receipt of consideration, the consideration is a contract asset recorded in prepaid expenses and other current assets on the
consolidated balance sheets.

Grant Income

The Company receives government grants that reimburses the Company for certain allowable costs for funded projects. Grant income is recognized on a
systematic basis over the period in which the Company recognizes qualified research and development costs that grant is intended to compensate and there is
reasonable assurance that the Company will meet the terms and conditions of the grant. This income is recorded as grant income in the consolidated
statements of operations and comprehensive loss.

Grant payments received in excess of grant revenue earned are recognized as deferred revenue on the balance sheets, and grant income earned in excess
of grant payments received is recognized as trade and other receivables on the consolidated balance sheets.

Research and Development

Research and development costs are expensed as incurred. Research and development costs consist of salaries and other personnel-related expenses,
including associated stock-based compensation expense, lab supplies and services, in-license and technology costs, consulting and sponsored research fees,
facility costs and depreciation expense.

Nonrefundable advance payments for goods and services that will be used or received in future research and development activities are deferred and
recognized as an expense in the period in which the related goods are delivered, or services are performed.

The Company has acquired and may continue to acquire the rights to gene circuit or other technologies from third parties. The upfront payments to
acquire a license, product, or rights, as well as any annual maintenance charges and future milestone payments, are immediately recognized as research and
development expense provided that there is no alternative future use of the rights in other research and development projects.

Deferred Offering Costs

Deferred offering costs consists of incremental legal, accounting and other fees directly attributable to equity offerings. Deferred offering costs are
capitalized within prepaid expenses and other current assets on the consolidated balance sheets and are offset against proceeds of the offering in the
consolidated statements of redeemable convertible preferred stock and stockholders’ equity as a reduction of additional paid-in capital upon the completion of
the equity offering. In the event the equity offering is terminated, all of the deferred offering costs are expensed within the Company’s consolidated statements
of operations and comprehensive loss. For the years ended December 31, 2022 and 2021, the Company expensed zero and $2.2 million, respectively, of
previously deferred offering costs related to the suspended Initial Public Offering (“IPO”) within general and administrative expense on the consolidated
statement of operations and comprehensive loss. As of December 31, 2022 and 2021, the Company recorded zero and $1.4 million, respectively, of deferred
offering costs related to the SPAC merger. The amount was included in prepaid expenses and other current assets on the Consolidated Balance Sheet.

Commitments and Contingencies

The Company recognizes a liability with regard to loss contingencies when it believes it is probable a liability has occurred and the amount can be
reasonably estimated. If some amount within a range of loss appears at the time to be a better estimate than any other amount within the range, the Company
accrues that amount. When no amount within the range is a better estimate than any other amount, the Company accrues the minimum amount in the range.
The Company has not recorded any such liabilities as of December 31, 2022 and 2021.

Accretion and Classification of Redeemable Convertible Preferred Stock

The Company's redeemable convertible preferred stock was recorded based on proceeds received, net of the related preferred stock tranche liability and
issuance costs, and is classified outside of stockholders' equity on the consolidated balance sheets because the holders of such shares have liquidation rights in
the event of a deemed liquidation that, in certain situations, are not solely within the control of the Company and would require the redemption of the then-
outstanding redeemable convertible preferred stock. The Company's Series A and Series B redeemable convertible preferred stock were subject to liquidation,
dissolution, or winding up of the Company, either voluntary or involuntary. Refer to Note 8, Stockholders’ Equity (Deficit), for further details.

Preferred Stock Tranche Liability

The Company’s Series B redeemable convertible preferred stock included an obligation whereby the investors agreed to buy, and the Company agreed to
sell additional shares at a fixed price in the event that certain agreed-upon milestones were achieved or at the election of investors. This obligation was
determined to be a freestanding financial instrument that should be accounted for as a liability at fair value (Note 4). This preferred stock tranche liability was
revalued at each reporting period through settlement with changes in the fair value recorded as a change in preferred stock tranche liability in the consolidated
statements of operations and comprehensive loss. The fair value at settlement was reclassified to redeemable convertible preferred stock at such time.

Contingent Earnout Equity

In connection with the Reverse Recapitalization and pursuant to the Merger dated as of June 8, 2022 by and among the Merger Sub and Legacy Senti,
former holder of the Legacy Senti common stock and Legacy Senti preferred stock are entitled to receive as additional consideration of up to 2,000,000 shares
of the Company’s
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Common Stock (the “Contingent Earnout Shares”), comprised of two separate tranches of 1,000,000 shares per tranche, for no consideration upon the
achievement of certain share price milestones within a period of two and three years. The Contingent Earnout Shares are a form of dividend for holders of
Legacy Senti common stock and Legacy Senti preferred stock. If there is a change of control within the three-year period following the closing of the Merger
that results in a per share price equal to or in excess of certain share price milestones not previously met, then the Company shall issue the earnout shares to
the holders of Legacy Senti common stock and preferred stock. In accordance with ASC 815-40, Derivatives and Hedging, as certain terms of the contingent
earnout shares were not indexed to the common stock, equity treatment is precluded and liability classification is required at the Reverse Recapitalization date
and subsequently remeasured at each reporting date with changes in fair value recorded as Change in fair value of contingent earnout liability in the
consolidated statements of operations and comprehensive loss. A portion of the earnout shares were granted to holders of Legacy Senti common stock that are
subject to repurchase, and as of the date of the Merger were accounted for as stock-based compensation expense and expensed as there was no remaining
service period.

The estimated fair value of the Contingent Earnout Shares was determined using a Monte Carlo simulation using a distribution of potential outcomes on a
monthly basis over a three-year period prioritizing the most reliable information available. The assumptions utilized in the calculation were based on the
achievement of certain stock price milestones, including the current Company common stock price, expected volatility, risk-free rate, expected term and
expected dividend yield.

Stock-Based Compensation Expense

The Company recognizes stock-based compensation expense related to employees and non-employees based on the grant date fair value of the awards.
For awards that vest solely based on continued service, stock-based compensation expense is recognized in the consolidated statements of operations using the
straight-line method. For performance and market awards, stock-based compensation expense is recognized over the requisite service period using the
accelerated attribution method. No compensation expense will be recognized for awards subject to performance conditions until it is probable that the
performance condition will be met.

The Company recognizes stock-based compensation expense related to purchase rights issued pursuant to its employee stock purchase plan on a straight-
line basis over the offering period.

The Company has allowed specified option holders to exercise unvested options. The options that are exercised prior to vesting continue to vest according
to the respective option agreement, and such unvested shares are subject to repurchase by the Company at the option holder’s original exercise price in the
event the option holder's service with the Company voluntarily or involuntarily terminates.

The Company records proceeds from the early exercise of options as a current and long-term liability in the consolidated balance sheets, and reclassifies
this liability to additional paid-in capital as the Company's repurchase right lapses. The shares purchased by the option holders pursuant to the early exercise
of stock options are not deemed, for accounting purposes, to be outstanding until those shares have vested.

Net Loss Per Share

The Company follows the two-class method when computing net loss per share as the Company has issued shares that meet the definition of participating
securities. The two-class method determines net loss per share for each class of common and participating securities according to dividends declared or
accumulated and participation rights in undistributed earnings. The two-class method requires loss available to common stockholders for the period to be
allocated between common and participating securities based upon their respective rights to share in undistributed earnings as if all loss for the period had
been distributed.

Basic net loss per share attributable to common stockholders is computed by dividing net loss attributable to common stockholders by the weighted-
average number of common shares outstanding for the period. Diluted net loss per share attributable to common stockholders is computed by adjusting net
loss attributable to common stockholders for an allocation of the undistributed earnings and dividing it by the weighted-average number of common shares
outstanding for the period, including potential dilutive common shares. For purposes of this
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calculation, the Company's outstanding stock options, redeemable convertible preferred stock, and potential issuance of redeemable convertible preferred
stock under existing preferred stock tranches, are considered potential dilutive common shares.

The Company's participating securities contractually entitle the holders of such securities to participate in dividends but do not contractually require the
holders of such securities to participate in losses of the Company. Accordingly, in periods in which the Company reports a net loss, such losses are not
allocated to such participating securities. In periods in which the Company reports a net loss attributable to common stockholders, diluted net loss per share
attributable to common stockholders is the same as basic net loss per share attributable to common stockholders, since dilutive common shares are not
assumed to have been issued if their effect is anti-dilutive.

Income Taxes

The Company accounts for income taxes under the asset and liability method, which requires the recognition of deferred tax assets and liabilities for the
expected future tax consequences of events that have been included in the consolidated financial statements. Under this method, deferred tax assets and
liabilities are determined on the basis of the differences between the consolidated financial statements and tax basis of assets and liabilities using enacted tax
rates in effect for the year in which the differences are expected to reverse. The effect of a change in tax rates on deferred tax assets and liabilities is
recognized in the consolidated statement of operations in the period that includes the enactment date.

The Company recognizes net deferred tax assets to the extent that the Company believes these assets are more likely than not to be realized. In making
such a determination, management considers all available positive and negative evidence, including future reversals of existing taxable temporary differences,
projected future taxable income, tax-planning strategies, and results of recent operations. If management determines that the Company would be able to realize
its deferred tax assets in the future in excess of their net recorded amount, management would make an adjustment to the deferred tax asset valuation
allowance, which would reduce the provision for income taxes.

The Company records uncertain tax positions on the basis of a two-step process whereby (i) management determines whether it is more likely than not
that the tax positions will be sustained on the basis of the technical merits of the position and (ii) for those tax positions that meet the more-likely-than-not
recognition threshold, management recognizes the largest amount of tax benefit that is more than 50 percent likely to be realized upon ultimate settlement with
the related tax authority. The Company recognizes interest and penalties related to unrecognized tax benefits within income tax expense. Any accrued interest
and penalties are included within the related tax liability. To date, there have been no interest charges or penalties related to unrecognized tax benefits.

Recently Adopted Accounting Standards

In November 2021, the FASB issued Accounting Standards Update (ASU) No. 2021-10, Government Assistance (Topic 832): Disclosures by Business
Entities about Government Assistance, which requires business entities to provide certain disclosures when they have received government assistance and use
a grant or contribution accounting model by analogy to other accounting guidance. The ASU was effective January 1, 2022, and had no material impact on the
Company’s consolidated financial statements and related disclosures.

In May 2021, the FASB issued ASU 2021-04 Earnings Per Share (Topic 260), Debt-Modifications and Extinguishments (Subtopic 370-50),
Compensation-Stock Compensation (Topic 718), and Derivatives and Hedging-Contracts in Entity’s Own Equity (Subtopic 815-40); Issuer’s Accounting for
Certain Modifications or Exchanges of Freestanding Equity-Classified Written Call Options (a consensus of the FASB Emerging Issues Task Force), which
clarifies and reduces diversity in an issuer’s accounting for modifications or exchanges of freestanding equity-classified written call options that remain equity
classified after modification or exchange. The ASU was effective January 1, 2022, and had no material impact on the Company’s consolidated financial
statements and related disclosures.

In August 2020, the FASB issued ASU No. 2020-06, Debt—Debt with Conversion and Other Options (Subtopic 470-20) and Derivatives and Hedging—
Contracts in Entity’s Own Equity (Subtopic 815-40): Accounting
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for Convertible Instruments and Contracts in an Entity’s Own Equity, which simplifies accounting for convertible instruments by removing major separation
models required under current GAAP. The ASU removes certain settlement conditions that are required for equity contracts to qualify for the derivative scope
exception and it also simplifies the diluted earnings per share calculation in certain areas. The ASU was effective January 1, 2022, and had no material impact
on the Company’s consolidated financial statements and related disclosures.

In December 2019, the FASB issued ASU No. 2019-12, Simplifying the Accounting for Income Taxes (Topic 740), which removes certain exceptions to
the general principles in Topic 740 and improves consistent application of and simplifies GAAP for other areas of Topic 740 by clarifying and amending
existing guidance. The ASU was effective January 1, 2022, and had no material impact on the Company’s consolidated financial statements and related
disclosures.

Recent Accounting Standards

The Company believes that the impact of recently issued accounting standards that are not yet effective will not have a material impact on its financial
position or results of operations upon adoption.

3. Reverse Recapitalization

On June 8, 2022, Merger Sub, a wholly-owned subsidiary of Dynamics, merged with Legacy Senti, with Legacy Senti surviving as a wholly-owned
subsidiary of Dynamics. At the effective time of the Merger:

+ each outstanding share of Legacy Senti common stock was converted into approximately 0.1957 shares of the Company’s common stock;

»  each outstanding share of preferred stock of Legacy Senti was cancelled and converted into the aggregate number of shares of the Company’s
common stock that would be issued upon conversion of the shares of Legacy Senti preferred stock based on the applicable conversion ratio
immediately prior to the effective time, multiplied by approximately 0.1957;

» each outstanding option to purchase Legacy Senti common stock was converted into an option to purchase a number of shares of the Company’s
common stock equal to the number of shares of Legacy Senti common stock subject to such option multiplied by approximately 0.1957, rounded
down to the nearest whole share, at an exercise price per share equal to the current exercise price per share for such option divided by approximately
0.1957, rounded up to the nearest whole cent; and

+  all shares of Dynamics Class A common stock were redesignated as common stock, par value $0.0001 per share, of the Company.

Former holders of the Legacy Senti common stock and preferred stock are eligible to receive up to an aggregate of 2,000,000 additional shares of the
Company’s common stock in the aggregate in two equal tranches of 1,000,000 shares if the volume-weighted average closing sale price of the common stock
is greater than or equal to $15.00 and $20.00, respectively, for any 20 trading days within any 30 consecutive trading day period. The first and second tranche
term is two and three years, respectively, from the closing of the Merger. If there is a change of control within the three-year period following the closing of
the Merger that results in a per share price equal to or in excess of the $15.00 and $20.00 share price milestones not previously met, then the Company shall
issue the earnout shares to the holders of Legacy Senti common stock and preferred stock. Refer to Note 8, Stockholders’ Equity (Deficit), for further details of
the contingent earnout liability.

In association with the Merger, Dynamics entered into subscription agreements (the “Subscription Agreements”) with certain investors (the “PIPE
Investors”), including S. Peter Lee, the father of Senti’s Chief Technology Officer. Pursuant to the Subscription Agreements, the PIPE Investors purchased an
aggregate of 5,060,000 shares of the Company’s common stock (the “PIPE Shares”) in a private placement at a price of $10.00 per share for an aggregate
purchase price of $50.6 million (the “PIPE Financing”). The PIPE Financing was consummated in connection with the Merger.

Concurrently with the closing of the Merger, the unsecured convertible promissory note (the “May 2022 Note”) in the principal amount of $5.2 million
that was previously issued by Legacy Senti to Bayer Healthcare LLC
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(“Bayer”) on May 19, 2022 was automatically cancelled and exchanged for 517,500 shares of Class A Common Stock (the “Note Exchange”) at a price of
$10.00 per share. The shares of Class A Common Stock issued in the Note Exchange are entitled to the same registration rights granted to the PIPE Investors
with respect to the PIPE Shares. Refer to Note 7, Convertible Note, for further details of the convertible note.

The Merger was accounted for as a reverse recapitalization in accordance with U.S. GAAP. Under this method of accounting, Dynamics was treated as the
acquired company for financial reporting purposes and Legacy Senti was treated as the acquiror. This determination was primarily based on the fact that
subsequent to the Merger, the Legacy Senti stockholders hold a majority of the voting rights of the combined company, Legacy Senti comprises all of the
ongoing operations of the combined company, Legacy Senti comprises a majority of the carryover governing body of the combined company, and Legacy
Senti’s senior management comprises all of the senior management of the combined company. Accordingly, for accounting purposes, the Merger was treated
as the equivalent of Legacy Senti issuing shares for the net assets of Dynamics, accompanied by a recapitalization. The net assets of Dynamics were stated at
historical costs. No goodwill or other intangible assets were recorded. Operations prior to the Merger are those of Legacy Senti.

In connection with the Merger, the Company raised $140.7 million in proceeds from the Merger and related PIPE Financing, including the Bayer
convertible note cancellation and exchange. Transaction costs totaling $23.5 million consisting of banking, legal, and other professional fees were deducted
from the funds raised, of which $4.8 million was incurred by the Company and the remainder by Dynamics. In addition, there were no unpaid transaction costs
included in accounts payable and accrued expenses as of December 31, 2022.

6. Operating Leases

The Company’s operating leases are primarily for its corporate headquarters located in South San Francisco, California (“HQ lease”) and for additional
office and laboratory space located in Alameda, California (“Alameda lease”). The corporate headquarters lease has an initial term of eight years expiring in
2027, with an option to renew for an additional eight years unless canceled by either party thereafter. The Alameda lease has an initial term of eleven years
expiring in 2032, with an option to renew the lease for up to two additional terms of five years. The exercise of these renewal options is not recognized as part
of the ROU assets and lease liabilities, as the Company did not conclude, at the commencement date of the leases, that the exercise of renewal options or
termination options was reasonably certain. The Alameda lease provides for a tenant improvement allowance of up to $17.5 million for the costs relating to
the design, permitting and construction of the improvements, to be disbursed by the landlord no later than December 31, 2023. The Company is deemed to be
the accounting owner of the tenant improvements primarily because the Company is the principal in the construction and design of the assets, is responsible
for costs overruns and retains substantially all economic benefits from the leasehold improvements over their economic lives. Accordingly, the tenant
improvement allowance is considered an incentive and was deducted from the initial measurement of the ROU asset and lease liability. The Company
estimated the timing of tenant improvement reimbursements at the lease commencement date and upon receipt of the cash incentives, the Company
recognized the cash received as an increase in the lease liability.

7. Convertible Note

On May 19, 2022, in connection with the Merger, Legacy Senti issued $5.2 million in unsecured convertible promissory notes for the purchase price of
$5.2 million. The May 2022 Note was due May 2024 and interest accrued at an annual rate of 3.0%.

The May 2022 Note was cancellable and exchangeable or convertible under any of the following circumstances:

Automatic conversion upon the closing of the Merger with Dynamics. The outstanding principal under this note shall be cancelled and
exchanged automatically into that number of shares of Dynamics common stock as is equal to (a) the entire principal amount under this note
divided by (b) $10.00. Upon conversion of this note, any and all accrued interest under this note shall immediately and automatically be
cancelled and forgiven. The shares issued upon conversion of this note shall have the same rights and entitlements as the shares issued in
connection with the PIPE by Dynamics.

Automatic conversion upon closing of a qualified IPO. The note and any accrued unpaid interest shall be automatically converted into shares of
the equity securities issued in the qualified TPO at a conversion price equal to the product of (a) 80%, and (b) the price per share of the
Company’s common stock issued to the public in the qualified IPO.

Automatic conversion upon closing of non-qualified financing. The note and any accrued unpaid interest shall be automatically converted into
shares of the Company’s equity securities issued in such non-qualified financing at a conversion price per share equal to the product of (a) 80%,
and (b) the lowest per-share selling price of the equity securities issued to other investors in the non-qualified financing.

If the note has not been repaid or previously converted, on or after the maturity date, at the election of the holder, the outstanding balance shall
either (a) be repaid in cash in an amount equal to the outstanding principal, or (b) be converted into that number of shares of Legacy Senti’s
Series B Preferred Stock equal to the outstanding balance divided by the original issuance price of the Series B Preferred Stock.

On June 8, 2022, concurrently with the closing of the Merger, the May 2022 Note was automatically cancelled and exchanged for 517,500 shares of Class
A Common Stock at a price of $10.00 per share.
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In accordance with the accounting guidance for an extinguishment of convertible debt instruments with a conversion feature that is separately accounted
for as a derivative, the Company determined that the cancellation and exchange should be accounted for as an extinguishment of the May 2022 Note and a
gain on extinguishment of $1.3 million was recorded at the closing of the Merger and all accrued interest at the time of the Merger was reversed and recorded
to additional paid in capital.

On June 8, 2022, upon the Closing, all of the outstanding redeemable convertible preferred stock was converted to Common Stock pursuant to the
conversion rate effective immediately prior to the Merger and the Exchange Ratio and the remaining amount was reclassified to additional paid-in capital.

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Preferred Stock

In connection with the close of the Merger, the Company’s Amended and Restated Certificate of Incorporation provides the Company’s board of directors
with the authority to issue $0.0001 par value preferred stock in one or more series and to establish from time to time the number of shares to be included in
each such series, by adopting a resolution and filing a certification of designations. Voting powers, designations, powers, preferences and relative,
participating, optional, special and other rights shall be stated and expressed in such resolutions. There were 10,000,000 shares designated as preferred stock
and none were outstanding as of December 31, 2022.

Common Stock Purchase Agreement

On August 31, 2022, the Company entered into a Common Stock Purchase Agreement and a Registration Rights Agreement (collectively referred to as
the “Purchase Agreement”) with Chardan Capital Markets LLC (“Chardan”). Pursuant to the Purchase Agreement, the Company has the right, in its sole
discretion, to sell to Chardan up to the lesser of (i) $50.0 million of newly issued shares of the Company’s common stock, and (ii) the Exchange Cap (as
defined below) (subject to certain conditions and limitations), from time to time during the 36-month term of the Purchase Agreement. Under the applicable
NASDAQ rules, the Company may not issue to Chardan under the Purchase Agreement more than 8,727,049 shares of common stock, which number of
shares is equal to 19.99% of the common shares outstanding immediately prior to the execution of the Purchase Agreement unless certain exceptions are met
(the “Exchange Cap”). The purchase price of the shares of common stock will be determined by reference to the Volume Weighted Average Price (“VWAP”)
of the common stock during the applicable purchase date, less a fixed 3% discount to such VWAP. However, the total shares to be purchased on any day may
not exceed 20% of the trading volume, and the total purchase price on any day may not exceed $3.0 million. As consideration for Chardan’s commitment to
purchase shares of common stock at the Company’s direction upon the terms and subject to the conditions set forth in the Purchase Agreement, the Company
issued 100,000 shares of its common stock to Chardan and paid a $0.4 million document preparation fee, upon execution of the Purchase Agreement. The
Company recognized an expense of $0.7 million within general and administrative expenses in the Company’s Consolidated Statements of Operations and
Comprehensive Loss for the Chardan related costs and legal fees incurred in connection with the agreement.

Other than the issuance of the commitment shares of the Company’s common stock to Chardan, the Company issued 300,000 Class A common stock as
of December 31, 2022 aggregating to net proceeds of $0.7 million under the Common Stock Purchase Agreement.

Contingent Earnout Equity

Following the closing of the Merger, former holders of Legacy Senti common stock and preferred stock may receive up to 2,000,000 additional shares of
the Company’s common stock in the aggregate, in two equal tranches of 1,000,000 shares of common stock per tranche. The first and second tranches are
issuable if the closing volume weighted average price (“VWAP”) per share of common stock quoted on the Nasdaq (or the exchange on which the shares of
common stock are then listed) is greater or equal to $15.00 and $20.00, respectively over any twenty trading days within any thirty-day trading period. The
first and second tranche term is two and three years, respectively, from the closing of the Merger. If there is a change of control within the three-year following
the closing of the Merger that results in a per share price equal to or in excess of the $15.00 and $20.00 share price milestones not previously met, then
Company shall issue the earnout shares to the holders of Legacy Senti common stock and preferred stock.

The estimated fair value of the total Contingent Earnout Shares at the Closing on June 8, 2022, was $9.8 million based on a Monte Carlo simulation
valuation model. Of this amount, $9.7 million was accounted for as a Contingent Earnout Liability because the triggering events that determine the number of
Contingent Earnout Shares required to be issued include events that are not solely indexed to the common stock of the Company. The remaining balance of
$0.1 million relates to holders of Legacy Senti common stock that are subject to repurchase were accounted for as stock-based compensation expense and
recorded as an expense, as there was no remaining service period. The Contingent Earnout Liability was remeasured to fair value as of December 31, 2022,

9. Revenue
The Company’s revenue consists of amounts received related to research services provided to customers.
Contract Revenue

In May 2019, the Company entered into a collaborative development agreement. The Company determined that the agreement contained three distinct
promises; research and development, design services, and intellectual property, which will be accounted for as a single combined performance obligation of
research and development services recognized over time. The development agreement included $0.3 million of fixed consideration allocated to a single
performance obligation and an additional $0.3 million of variable consideration. At the inception of the development agreement, it was not probable that a
significant reversal of revenue would not occur and therefore the variable consideration was fully constrained. Throughout the development agreement period,
several parameters of the research and development services were changed, which increased the uncertainty of achieving the remaining performance
obligations. Therefore, in December 2021, the contract asset of $0.3 million was reversed due to this increased uncertainty.

In April 2021, the Company entered into a research collaboration and license agreement with Spark Therapeutics, Inc. (“Spark”). Under the agreement,
the Company will be responsible for a research program, which includes designing, building and testing five cell type specific-synthetic promoters for use in
developing certain gene therapies using the Company’s proprietary technology. The Company received an upfront payment from Spark of $3.0 million and
Spark is obligated to reimburse the Company for costs and expenses incurred for the research program. The Company expected to complete the research
program over a two-year period. In December 2022, the Company amended the research collaboration and license agreement to allow for an increase in
budget and a two-month extension of the research program. As there were no changes to performance obligations and the services to be provided are not
distinct from those already transferred, the transactions was accounted for as a contract modification and a cumulative catch-up of $(0.7) million was
recognized in December 2022. As of December 31, 2022, there is a total of $0.8 million remaining of the upfront payment to be recognized over the remaining
period of the research program.

The Company assessed this agreement in accordance with ASC 606, Revenue Recognition (“ASC 606”) and concluded that the contract counterparty,
Spark, is a customer. The Company identified only one combined performance obligation in the agreement, which is to perform research services, the related
joint research plan and committees for the five specified promoters. The Company determined that the research activities for each of the five promoters are not
distinct given there is one single research plan that is performed by the same research team and research results for one promoter may provide insights for
other promoters.

Pursuant to the agreement, once the research program is completed and the Company delivers a data package to Spark, Spark has 24 months (the
“Evaluation Period”) to determine whether Spark will exercise its options to obtain field-limited, royalty-bearing licenses to develop, manufacture and
commercialize promoters corresponding to each of the five specified promoters being researched. For each licensed promoter option that is exercised, the
Company

is eligible to receive a license fee, potential research, development and commercial milestone payments and royalties on product sales. Spark may generally
terminate the agreement upon 90 days prior written notice or 180 days prior written notice if the licensed promoter is in clinical trials or is being
commercialized at the time of termination.

The Company evaluated Spark’s optional rights to license, develop, manufacture and commercialize each of the promoter profiles to determine whether
they provide Spark with any material rights to purchase the promoter licenses at an incremental discount. The Company’s proprietary technology used to
develop the promoters is in the early stages of development, so technological feasibility and probability of developing a product is highly uncertain. As a
result, determining the SSP for the optional rights is subject to significant judgment. Given the subjectivity associated with determining the SSP for the right
to a future license related to unproven technology at contract inception, the Company also evaluated whether the contract consideration associated with the
research services represents the SSP for those services. The Company determined the transaction price, inclusive of the upfront payment and reimbursement of
costs and expenses incurred for the research program, is commensurate with SSP for the research being conducted given the specialized nature and reliance on
proprietary technology. Based on the Company’s assessment of the optional consideration and the qualitative factors of feasibility and probability of
development combined with the quantitative assessment that research services are priced at their SSP, the Company concluded that the license option does not
provide Spark with an incremental discount and therefore does not constitute a material right. The transaction price associated with the research services in
this agreement consists of the fixed upfront amount of $3.0 million and variable consideration.

For both collaboration agreements, the Company will recognize the transaction price as research and development services are provided, using a cost-
based input method to measure the progress toward completion of its performance obligation and to calculate the corresponding amount of revenue to
recognize each period. The Company believes that the cost-based input method is the best measure of progress because other measurements would not reflect
how the Company transfers the control related to the performance obligation to our customers.

For the years ended December 31, 2022 and 2021, the Company recorded revenue, which was previously included in the deferred revenue at the
beginning of each period, of $1.0 million and zero, respectively. Contract asset balances related to unbilled revenue for our collaboration agreements were
zero as of December 31, 2022 and 2021, and are presented within prepaid expenses and other current assets on the consolidated balance sheets.

Grant Income

In 2021, the Small Business Innovation Research (“SBIR”) awarded the Company a grant in the amount of $2.0 million over two years subject to meeting
certain terms and conditions. The purpose of the grant is to support the further development of SENTI-202 for acute myeloid leukemia towards clinical
development.

Grant income was recognized when qualified research and development costs were incurred and the Company obtained reasonable assurance that the
terms and conditions of the grant were met.

Entity-wide information

During the years ended December 31, 2022, Customers A and B accounted for 77% and 23%, respectively, of revenue. During the years ended December
31, 2021, when excluding the $0.3 million contract asset reversal for Customer C, Customers A and B accounted for 84% and 16%, respectively, of revenue.

All revenues were generated in the United States for the years ended December 31, 2022 and 2021.
10. Stock-Based Compensation
2016 Stock Incentive Plan (as Amended and Restated)

The Company’s 2016 Stock Incentive Plan (the “2016 Plan”) provides for the grant of incentive stock options, non-qualified stock options and restricted
stock awards to employees, directors, and consultants of the Company.

Following the Merger, the 2016 Plan was terminated. No additional stock awards will be granted under the 2016 Plan. All awards previously granted and
outstanding as of the effective date of the Merger, were adjusted to reflect
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the impact of the Merger as described in Note 3, Reverse Recapitalization, but otherwise remain in effect pursuant to their original terms. The shares
underlying any award granted under the 2016 Plan that are forfeited back to or repurchased or reacquired by the Company, will revert to and again become
available for issuance under the 2022 Plan.

2022 Stock Incentive Plan

On June 8, 2022, upon the Merger, the Company adopted a 2022 Stock Incentive Plan (the “2022 Plan”). The 2022 Plan provides for the grant of
incentive stock options to employees, and for the grant of non-statutory stock options, stock appreciation rights, restricted stock awards, restricted stock unit
awards, performance awards and other forms of awards to employees, directors and consultants.

The exercise price of an options granted under the 2022 Plan shall not be less than the fair market value of a common stock share on the date of grant.
With respect to a 10% stockholder, the exercise price of an option granted shall not be less than 110% of the fair value of the common stock share on the date
of grant.

Options granted under the 2022 Plan generally vest over four years and expire no later than ten years after the grant date.

The Company initially reserved 2,492,735 shares of common stock for issuance under the 2022 Plan. On the first day of each year commencing January
1, 2023, the 2022 Plan will automatically increase by 5% of the outstanding number of shares of common stock of the Company on the last day of the
preceding calendar year or such lesser number of shares as approved by the Company’s Board of Directors prior to the effective date of the annual increase. In
addition, the shares underlying any award granted under the 2016 Plan that are forfeited back to or repurchased or reacquired by the Company, will revert to
and again become available for issuance under the 2022 Plan.

As of December 31, 2022, the total number of shares of common stock available for issuance under the 2022 Plan is 1,568,781.
2022 Inducement Equity Plan

On August 5, 2022, the Company adopted a 2022 Inducement Equity Plan (the “2022 Inducement Plan”). The 2022 Plan provides for the grant of non-
statutory stock options, stock appreciation rights, restricted stock awards, restricted stock unit awards, performance awards and other forms of awards to
persons not previously an employee of the Company and its affiliates.

The exercise price of an options granted under the 2022 Inducement Plan shall not be less than the fair market value of a common stock share on the date
of grant.

Awards granted under the 2022 Inducement Plan expire no later than ten years after the grant date.

The Company initially reserved 2,000,000 shares of common stock for issuance under the 2022 Inducement Plan.

2022 Employee Stock Purchase Plan

On June 8, 2022, upon the Merger, the Company adopted a 2022 Employee Stock Purchase Plan (the “ESPP”). The ESPP allows eligible employees to
purchase shares of the Company's common stock at a price equal to 85% of the lower of the fair market values of the stock on the first day of an offering or on
the date of purchase. The Company’s ESPP operates with rolling offering periods, which are generally 24 months.

The Company initially reserved 592,584 shares of common stock for issuance under the ESPP. On the first day of each year commencing January 1, 2023,
the 2022 Plan will automatically increase by 1% of the outstanding
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number of shares of common stock of the Company on the last day of the preceding calendar year or such lesser number of shares as approved by the
Company’s Board of Directors prior to the effective date of the annual increase.

13. Retirement Plan

The Company maintains a defined contribution employee retirement plan, or 401(k) plan, for all employees upon their date of hire. The 401(k) plan is
intended to qualify as tax-qualified plans under Section 401(k) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended. The plan permit employees to contribute,
on a pre-tax basis, a portion of their salary up to the Federally mandated limits. The Company matches an employee’s contribution up to 4% of the employee’s
compensation. Contributions to the plans by the Company totaled $0.6 million and $0.3 million, respectively, for the years ended December 31, 2022 and
2021.

14. Commitments and Contingencies

In the ordinary course of business, the Company enters into contractual agreements with third parties that include non-cancelable payment obligations, for
which the Company is liable in future periods.

On June 3, 2021, the Company entered into a lease agreement for a new cGMP facility in Alameda, California to support planned initial clinical trials for
our product candidates. Refer to Note 6, Operating Leases, for further details of the leases. The lease will expire in 2032 with future undiscounted operating
lease payments of $46.0 million over an initial lease period of eleven years.

In 2021, the Company began construction of the cGMP facility. As of December 31, 2022 the Company paid $35.5 million in construction costs of the
$42.1 million purchase commitment. The agreements with the construction company provide for termination following a certain period after notice. Upon
termination, the Company will be responsible for payment for work performed to date.

In 2021, the Company entered into a three-year collaboration and option agreement with BlueRock Therapeutics LP (“BlueRock”) under which the
Company granted BlueRock an option to acquire an exclusive or non-exclusive license to develop, manufacture and commercialize cell therapy products.
Refer to Note 15, Related Parties, for further details of the related parties. In consideration for the option, the Company is responsible for up to $10.0 million
in costs and expenses incurred over the three-year term.

As of December 31, 2022, purchase commitments related to sponsored research agreements amounted to approximately $1.3 million.

The Company has entered into license agreements under which they are obligated to make annual maintenance payments of $0.1 million and specified
milestone and royalty payments. Future milestone and royalty payments under these agreements are not considered contractual obligations since the payments
under these agreements are contingent upon future events, such as the Company’s achievement of specified development, regulatory, and sales milestones, or
generating product sales. As of December 31, 2022, the Company is unable to estimate the timing or likelihood of achieving these milestones or generating
future product sales.

In connection with the Merger, former holders of Legacy Senti common stock and preferred stock may receive up to 2,000,000 additional shares of the
Company’s common stock in the aggregate, in two equal tranches of
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1,000,000 shares of common stock per tranche. Refer to Note 8, Stockholders’ Equity (Deficit), for further details of the contingent earnout liability.
Legal Proceedings

The Company is subject to claims and assessments from time to time in the ordinary course of business but does not believe that any such matters,
individually or in the aggregate, will have a material adverse effect on the Company’s financial position, results of operations, or cash flows.

Indemnification

In the ordinary course of business, the Company enters into agreements that may include indemnification provisions. Pursuant to such agreements, the
Company may indemnify, hold harmless and defend an indemnified party for losses suffered or incurred by the indemnified party. Some of the provisions will
limit losses to those arising from third-party actions. In some cases, the indemnification will continue after the termination of the agreement. The maximum
potential amount of future payments the Company could be required to make under these provisions is not determinable. The Company has never incurred
material costs to defend lawsuits or settle claims related to these indemnification provisions and has never accrued any liabilities related to such obligations in
its consolidated financial statements. The Company has also entered into indemnification agreements with its directors and officers that may require the
Company to indemnify its directors and officers against liabilities that may arise by reason of their status or service as directors or officers to the fullest extent
permitted by Delaware corporate law. The Company currently has directors’ and officers’ insurance.

Preferred Stockholders

The Company issued Series A convertible redeemable preferred stock and Series B redeemable convertible preferred stock in February 2018 and October
2020, respectively, to certain related parties, including New Enterprise Associates 15, L.P. and its affiliates (“NEA”) and 8VC and its affiliates (“8VC”).

In February 2018, the outstanding convertible notes held by NEA and 8VC, as well as Dr. Timothy Lu, our Chief Executive Officer, converted into
additional shares of Series A redeemable convertible preferred stock while in October 2020, the outstanding convertible notes held by NEA and 8VC
converted into additional shares of Series B redeemable convertible preferred stock, both in accordance with the terms of the note agreements.

On June 8, 2022, in conjunction with the Merger, each outstanding share of preferred stock of Legacy Senti was cancelled and converted into the aggregate
number of shares of the Company’s common stock that would be issued upon conversion of the shares of Legacy Senti preferred stock based on the applicable
conversion ratio immediately prior to the effective time, multiplied by the Exchange Ratio, rounded down to the nearest whole share. As of December 31,
2022, no shares of preferred stock remain outstanding.

NEA

NEA held 4,429,725 and zero shares of common stock as of December 31, 2022 and December 31, 2021, respectively. NEA held zero and 2,642,934
shares of outstanding Series A redeemable convertible preferred stock as of December 31, 2022 and December 31, 2021, respectively, as well as zero and
536,791 shares of outstanding Series B redeemable convertible preferred stock, respectively. NEA held one of the seven seats on the Company’s Board of
Directors as of December 31, 2022 and December 31, 2021.

Bayer Healthcare LLC

On May 19, 2022, Legacy Senti issued to Bayer a $5.2 million unsecured convertible promissory note. On June 8, 2022, the May 2022 Note was
automatically cancelled and exchanged for 517,500 shares of Class A Common Stock at a price of $10.00 per share. Refer to Note 7, Convertible Note, for
further details of the convertible note.
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On May 21, 2021, the Company entered into a collaboration and option agreement (“BlueRock Agreement”) with BlueRock, a wholly-owned subsidiary
of Bayer, pursuant to which the Company granted to BlueRock an option (“BlueRock Option”), on a collaboration program-by-collaboration program basis, to
obtain an exclusive or non-exclusive license to develop, manufacture and commercialize cell therapy products that contain cells of specified types and which
incorporate an option gene circuit from such collaboration program or a closely related derivative gene circuit. The Company is responsible for up to $10
million in costs and expenses incurred in connection with the research plan and related activities to be conducted over a term of three years as specified in the
collaboration and option agreement. If the Company and BlueRock agree to add new research activities to the research plan, then BlueRock will be obligated

to reimburse the Company for the costs and expenses incurred that, together with costs and expenses incurred under the initial research plan, exceed $10
million.

The Company concluded that the Agreement is not within the scope of ASC 808, Collaborative Arrangements, because the Company did not receive any
consideration and therefore, is not exposed to both significant risks and rewards for the arrangement. The Company also determined that the agreement is also
not currently within the scope of ASC 606 because the BlueRock Agreement does not currently meet the criteria of a contract with a customer, and will not be
within the scope of ASC 606 until any consideration is paid. Potential future milestone payments and royalties are subject to BlueRock’s exercise of the
BlueRock Option and execution of a commercial license agreement by both parties. Under the BlueRock Agreement, the specific financial terms for milestone
payments and royalties will be negotiated and agreed to only after the option is exercised.

As of December 31, 2022, Bayer held 5,878,488 shares of the Company’s common stock. As of December 31, 2021, Bayer held 5,360,988 shares of
Series B redeemable convertible preferred stock and held one of the seven seats on the Board of Directors of Legacy Senti. Bayer’s parent company is Bayer
AG, which served as the lead investor in our Series B financing through its Leaps by Bayer unit. Accordingly, Bayer is considered a related party.

We believe the above actions, when complete, will be effective in the remediation of the material weaknesses
described above. As such, we have not concluded that the material weaknesses have been fully remediated as of December 31, 2022, and therefore have
concluded that our disclosure controls and procedures were not effective as of December 31, 2022.

DESCRIPTION OF SECURITIES

The following description summarizes certain important terms of the capital stock of Senti Biosciences, Inc. (the “Company,” “Senti,” “we,” “us,” and
“our”) as of the date of this Annual Report on Form 10-K (the “Annual Report” or “Form 10-K”) as specified in our Second Amended and Restated
Certification of Incorporation (the “Charter”) and our Amended and Restated Bylaws (the “Bylaws”). Because the following description is only a summary,
it does not contain all the information that may be important to you. For a complete description of the matters set forth in this exhibit titled “Description of
Securities,” you should refer to the Charter, the Bylaws, the Investor Rights and Lock-up Agreement dated June 8, 2022, by and among us and the parties
listed therein as Investors (the “Investor Rights and Lock-Up Agreement”) and the Registration Rights Agreement dated August 31, 2022 between us and
Chardan Capital Markets, LLC (the “Registration Rights Agreement”), which are included as exhibits to this Form 10-K of which this Exhibit 4.3 is a part,
and to the applicable provisions of Delaware General Corporation Law (the “DGCL”).

Authorized and Outstanding Stock

The Charter authorizes the issuance of 510,000,000 shares, consisting of 500,000,000 shares of common stock, $0.0001 par value per share, and 10,000,000
shares of preferred stock, $0.0001 par value.

Common Stock
The Charter provides the following with respect to the rights, powers, preferences and privileges of our common stock.
Voting Power

Except as otherwise required by law or as otherwise provided in any certificate of designation for any series of preferred stock, the holders of our common
stock possess all voting power for the election of the directors and all other matters requiring stockholder action. Holders of our common stock are entitled to
one vote per share on matters to be voted on by stockholders.

Dividends

Holders of our common stock will be entitled to receive such dividends, if any, as may be declared from time to time by our board of directors in its discretion
out of funds legally available therefor. We have not historically paid any cash dividends on our common stock to date and do not intend to pay cash dividends
in the foreseeable future. Any payment of cash dividends in the future will be dependent upon our revenues and earnings, if any, capital requirements and
general financial conditions. In no event will any stock dividends or stock splits or combinations of stock be declared or made on our common stock unless
our common stock at the time outstanding are treated equally and identically.

Liquidation, Dissolution and Winding Up

In the event of our voluntary or involuntary liquidation, dissolution or winding-up, our net assets will be distributed pro rata to the holders of our common
stock, subject to the rights of the holders of the preferred stock, if any.

Preemptive or Other Rights
There are no sinking fund provisions applicable to our common stock.
Transfer Rights

Subject to applicable law and the transfer restrictions set forth in Article IV of the Bylaws, shares of our common stock and the rights and obligations
associated therewith are fully transferable to any transferee.

Preferred Stock

The Charter provides that shares of preferred stock may be issued from time to time in one or more series. Our board of directors will be authorized to fix
designations, powers, including voting powers, full or limited, or no voting powers, preferences and the relative, participating, optional or other special rights
of the shares of each series of preferred stock and any qualifications, limitations and restrictions thereof. Our board of directors will be able to, without
stockholder approval, issue preferred stock with voting and other rights that could adversely affect the voting power and other rights of the holders of our
common stock and could have anti-takeover effects. The ability of our board of directors to issue preferred stock without stockholder approval could have the
effect of delaying, deferring or preventing a change of control of Senti or the removal of existing management. We have no preferred stock currently
outstanding.



Registration Rights

We, Dynamics Special Purpose Corp., a Delaware corporation (“DYNS”), and certain of our stockholders entered into the Investor Rights and Lock-up
Agreement, pursuant to which, among other things, such stockholders were granted certain registration rights with respect to certain shares of securities held
by them. The Investor Rights and Lock-up Agreement also restricts the ability of each stockholder who is a party thereto to transfer its shares of our common
stock (or any securities convertible into or exercisable or exchangeable for our common stock), subject to certain permitted transfers, for a period of one year
following June 8, 2022 (the “Lock-Up Period”); provided that (i) the foregoing restrictions shall not apply to any shares of our common stock purchased
pursuant to the subscription agreements, and (ii) if the last reported sale price of the shares of our common stock on Nasdag, or any other national securities
exchange on which the shares of our common stock are then traded, is greater than or equal to $12.00 per share over any 20 trading days within any
consecutive 30 trading day period following June 8, 2022, then, commencing at least 150 days after June 8, 2022, the Lock-Up Period shall be deemed to have
expired with respect to each stockholder’s shares of our common stock subject to the Lock-Up Period. A copy of the Investor Rights and Lock-up Agreement
is incorporated by reference as an exhibit to this Form 10-K of which this Exhibit 4.3 forms a part.

We and Chardan Capital Markets LLC (“Chardan”) entered into the Registration Rights Agreement, pursuant to which, among other things, we agreed to file a
registration statement registering the resale by Chardan of shares our common stock issued to it by us pursuant to the Common Stock Purchase Agreement,
dated August 31, 2022, by and between us and Chardan and to maintain the effectiveness of such resale registration statement. A copy of the Registration
Rights Agreement is incorporated by reference as an exhibit to this Form 10-K of which this Exhibit 4.3 forms a part.

Anti-Takeover Provisions
Charter and Bylaws
Among other things, the Charter and Bylaws (as amended from time to time):

+  permit our board of directors to issue up to 10,000,000 shares of preferred stock, with any rights, preferences and privileges as they may designate,
including the right to approve an acquisition or other change of control;

+  provide that our number of directors may be changed only by resolution of our board of directors;

»  provide that, subject to the rights of any series of preferred stock to elect directors, directors may be removed only with cause by the holders of at
least 75% of all of our then-outstanding shares of the capital stock entitled to vote generally at an election of directors;

» provide that all vacancies, subject to the rights of any series of preferred stock, including newly created directorships, may, except as otherwise
required by law, be filled by the affirmative vote of a majority of directors then in office, even if less than a quorum;

«  provide that stockholders seeking to present proposals before a meeting of stockholders or to nominate candidates for election as directors at a
meeting of stockholders must provide advance notice in writing, and also specify requirements as to the form and content of a stockholder’s notice;

»  provide that special meetings of our stockholders may be called by our board of directors pursuant to a resolution adopted by a majority of the board;

+  provide that our board of directors will be divided into three classes of directors, with the directors serving three-year terms, therefore making it more
difficult for stockholders to change the composition of the board of directors; and

* not provide for cumulative voting rights, therefore allowing the holders of a majority of our common stock entitled to vote in any election of directors
to elect all of the directors standing for election, if they should so choose.



Our Bylaws establish advance notice procedures with regard to stockholder proposals relating to the nomination of candidates for election as directors or new
business to be brought before meetings of our stockholders. These procedures provide that notice of stockholder proposals must be timely given in writing to
our corporate secretary prior to the meeting at which the action is to be taken. Generally, to be timely, notice must be received at our principal executive
offices not less than 90 days nor more than 120 days prior to the first anniversary date of the annual meeting for the preceding year. Our Bylaws specify the
requirements as to form and content of all stockholders’ notices. These requirements may preclude stockholders from bringing matters before the stockholders
at an annual or special meeting.

The combination of these provisions make it more difficult for the existing stockholders to replace our board of directors as well as for another party to obtain
control of us by replacing our board of directors. Because our board of directors will have the power to retain and discharge its officers, these provisions could
also make it more difficult for existing stockholders or another party to effect a change in management. In addition, the authorization of undesignated
preferred stock will make it possible for our board of directors to issue preferred stock with voting or other rights or preferences that could impede the success
of any attempt to change the control of Senti.

These provisions are intended to enhance the likelihood of continued stability in the composition of our board of directors and its policies and to discourage
coercive takeover practices and inadequate takeover bids. These provisions are also designed to reduce our vulnerability to hostile takeovers and to discourage
certain tactics that may be used in proxy fights. However, such provisions could have the effect of discouraging others from making tender offers for our
shares and may have the effect of delaying changes in our control or management. As a consequence, these provisions may also inhibit fluctuations in the
market price of our stock.

Certain Anti-Takeover Provisions of Delaware Law

We are subject to the provisions of Section 203 of the DGCL. This statute prevents certain Delaware corporations, under certain circumstances, from engaging
in a “business combination” with:

+ astockholder who owns 15% or more of our outstanding voting stock (otherwise known as an “interested stockholder”);
+ an affiliate of an interested stockholder; or
* an associate of an interested stockholder, for three years following the date that the stockholder became an interested stockholder.

A “business combination” includes a merger or sale of more than 10% of a corporation’s assets. However, the above provisions of Section 203 would not
apply if:
+  the relevant board of directors approves the transaction that made the stockholder an “interested stockholder,” prior to the date of the transaction;

»  after the completion of the transaction that resulted in the stockholder becoming an interested stockholder, that stockholder owned at least 85% of the
corporation’s voting stock outstanding at the time the transaction commenced, other than statutorily excluded shares of common stock; or

» on or subsequent to the date of the transaction, the initial business combination is approved by the board of directors and authorized at a meeting of
the corporation’s stockholders, and not by written consent, by an affirmative vote of at least two-thirds of the outstanding voting stock not owned by
the interested stockholder.

These provisions may have the effect of delaying, deferring, or preventing changes in control.



Choice of Forum

Pursuant to our Bylaws, unless we consent in writing to the selection of an alternative forum, the Court of Chancery of the State of Delaware will be the sole
and exclusive forum for the following types of actions or proceedings under Delaware statutory or common law: (i) any derivative action or proceeding
brought on our behalf; (ii) any action asserting a claim of breach of a fiduciary duty owed by any of our current or former directors, officers or employees to
us or our stockholders; (iii) any action asserting a claim arising pursuant to any provision of the DGCL, our Charter or our Bylaws (including their
interpretation, validity or enforceability); or (iv) any action asserting a claim governed by the internal affairs doctrine. This exclusive forum provision will not
apply to any causes of action arising under the Securities Act of 1933 (the “Securities Act”) or the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (the “Exchange Act”) or
any other claim for which the federal courts have exclusive jurisdiction. Stockholders cannot waive compliance with the Securities Act, the Exchange Act or
any other federal securities laws or the rules and regulations thereunder. Unless we consent in writing to the selection of an alternate forum, the United States
federal district courts shall be the sole and exclusive forum for resolving any complaint asserting a cause of action arising under the Securities Act. In addition,
our Bylaws provide that any person or entity purchasing or otherwise acquiring any interest in shares of our capital stock is deemed to have notice of and
consented to these exclusive forum provisions.

The forum selection provisions in our Bylaws may limit our stockholders’ ability to litigate disputes with us in a judicial forum that they find favorable for
disputes with us or our directors, officers or employees, which may discourage the filing of lawsuits against us and our directors, officers and employees, even
though an action, if successful, might benefit our stockholders. In addition, these forum selection provisions may impose additional litigation costs for
stockholders who determine to pursue any such lawsuits against us.

RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT AND LABORATORY LEASE AGREEMENT

This Research and Development and Laboratory Lease Agreement (this “Lease”) is entered into as of June _3_, 2021,
between 1430 HARBOR BAY PKWY LLC, a Delaware limited liability company (“Landlord”), and SENTI BIOSCIENCES,
INC., a Delaware corporation (“Tenant”).

1. Definitions and Basic Provisions. The definitions and basic provisions set forth in the Basic Lease Information (the
“Basic Lease Information”) executed by Landlord and Tenant contemporaneously herewith are incorporated herein by reference
for all purposes. Additionally, the following terms shall have the following meanings when used in this Lease: “Affiliate” means
any person or entity which, directly or indirectly, through one or more intermediaries, controls, is controlled by, or is under common
control with the party in question; “Building’s Structure” means the Building’s exterior walls, roof, elevator shafts (if any),
footings, foundations, structural portions of load-bearing walls, structural floors and subfloors, and structural columns and beams;
“Building’s Systems” means the Premises’ and Building’s HVAC, life-safety, plumbing, electrical, and mechanical systems;
“Business Day(s)” means Monday through Friday of each week, exclusive of Holidays; “Helidays” means New Year’s Day,
Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and any other nationally or regionally recognized
holiday; “including” means including, without limitation; “Laws” means all federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, rules and
regulations, all court orders, governmental directives, and governmental orders and all interpretations of the foregoing, and all
covenants, conditions, restrictions and easements affecting the Project (collectively, “CC&Rs”), including that certain Declaration
of Covenants, Conditions, Restrictions and Easements Plaza Six Harbor Bay Business Park, recorded April 30, 1985, as amended,
and “Law” shall mean any of the foregoing; (q) “Successor” shall mean: (i) a corporation into which or with which Tenant, its
corporate successors or assigns, is merged or consolidated in accordance with the applicable statutory provisions for merger or
consolidation of corporations, but only if, by operation of law or by effective provisions contained in the instruments of merger or
consolidation, the liabilities of the corporations participating in such merger or consolidation are assumed by the corporation
surviving the merger or created by such consolidation and if the corporation surviving the merger intends to continue to operate the
business of Tenant in the Premises; (ii) any partnership or limited liability company into which Tenant is merged in accordance with
the applicable statutory provisions for the merger of partnerships or limited liability companies, but only if the surviving entity
intends to continue to operate the business of Tenant in the Premises and agrees in writing that it has unconditionally assumed for
the benefit of Landlord all of the obligations and liabilities of Tenant under this Lease; and, (iii) any corporation, partnership or
limited liability company acquiring the leasehold interest of Tenant under this Lease and substantially all of the other property and
assets of Tenant or its Successor, but only if such entity intends to continue to operate the business of Tenant in the Premises and
agrees in writing that it has unconditionally assumed for the benefit of Landlord all of the obligations and liabilities of Tenant under
this Lease. Acquisition by Tenant or its successors of substantially all of the assets, together with the assumption of all or
substantially all of the obligations and liabilities of any corporation, shall be deemed a merger of such corporation into Tenant for
purposes of this Lease; “Tenant’s Off- Premises Equipment” means any of Tenant’s equipment or other property that may be
located on or about the Project (other than inside the Premises); and “Tenant Party” means any of the following persons: Tenant;
any assignees claiming by, through, or under Tenant; any subtenants claiming by,




through, or under Tenant; and any of their respective agents, contractors, employees, and invitees.

2. Lease Grant. Subject to the terms of this Lease, Landlord leases to Tenant, and Tenant leases from Landlord, the
Premises (as defined in the Basic Lease Information). In addition, Tenant shall have the exclusive right to use the loading dock
serving the Building (the “Loading Dock”) for use as a mechanical yard, and other legally permissible uses incidental thereto, and
other areas of the Project. Subject to the provisions of this Lease applicable to the Premises, and such rules and regulations as may
be promulgated by Landlord from time to time, Tenant and each Tenant Party may use the Loading Dock for loading and access to
and from the Premises for the Permitted Use set forth in the Basic Lease Information above. Tenant’s use of the Loading Dock shall
be at its sole risk, and Landlord shall not be liable for any injury to any person or property, or for any loss or damage to any vehicle
or its contents resulting from theft, collision, vandalism or any other cause whatsoever, unless caused solely by the gross negligence
or willful misconduct of Landlord. Tenant shall cause its personnel and visitors to remove their vehicles from the Loading Dock at
the end of each Business Day. The costs of operation and maintenance of the Loading Dock shall be paid by Tenant.

3. Tender of Possession.

(@ Estimated Delivery Date; Delay in Delivery. Landlord and Tenant presently anticipate that possession of the
Premises will be tendered to Tenant in AS-IS condition on the Lease Date. Prior to the Commencement Date with respect to the
Phase I Premises and the Phase II Commencement Date with respect to the Phase II Premises, Tenant shall have the right to enter
upon the Phase I Premises and the Phase II Premises, respectively, solely for the purpose of constructing and installing therein the
initial Tenant Improvements pursuant to the Work Agreement (Exhibit D), attached hereto. If Landlord is unable to tender
possession of the Premises on the Lease Date, then: (1) the validity of this Lease shall not be affected or impaired thereby; (2)
Landlord shall not be in default hereunder or liable for any damages therefor; and (3) Tenant shall accept possession of such Phase
of the Premises when Landlord tenders possession thereof to Tenant. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if Landlord is unable to deliver
the Premises to Tenant within fourteen (14) days of the Lease Date, then Tenant shall be entitled to one (1) day of abatement of
monthly Base Rent for each additional day of delay in delivering the Premises, commencing as of the fifteenth (15th) day.
Occupancy by Tenant of the Phase I Premises prior to the Commencement Date and occupancy by Tenant of the Phase IT Premises
prior to the Phase II Premises Commencement Date shall be subject to all of the provisions of this Lease excepting only those
requiring the payment of recurring Rent.

(b) Landlord Delay . Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, the Outside Commencement Date
shall be extended by one (1) day for each day of Landlord Delay (as defined in the Work Agreement).

(©) Confirmation Letter . Promptly upon Landlord’s request, Tenant shall execute and deliver to Landlord one or more
letters substantially in the form of Exhibit G hereto confirming: (1) the Commencement Date, the Phase II Premises
Commencement Date, the expiration date of the initial Term, and any other dates reasonably requested by Landlord to be
confirmed; and (2) that Tenant has accepted the Premises; however, the failure of the parties to



execute such letter shall not defer the Commencement Date or the Phase I Premises Commencement Date or otherwise invalidate
this Lease. Tenant’s failure to execute such document within ten (10) days of receipt thereof from Landlord shall be deemed
Tenant’s agreement to the contents of such document.

(d) Premises “AS-IS”. Tenant acknowledges that: (i) it has been advised by Landlord, Landlord’s broker and Tenant’s
broker, if any, to satisfy itself with respect to the condition of the Premises (including, without limitation, the Building’s Systems,
the Building’s Structure, and the security and environmental aspects thereof), the Loading Dock, the other areas of the Project, and
the present and future suitability of the Premises for Tenant’s intended use; (ii) Tenant has made such inspection and investigation
as it deems necessary with reference to such matters and assumes all responsibility therefor as the same relate to Tenant’s
occupancy of the Premises and use of the Project; and (iii) neither Landlord nor any of Landlord’s agents has made any oral or
written representations or warranties with respect to the condition, suitability or fitness of the Premises or Project other than as may
be specifically set forth in this Lease. By taking possession of the Premises and each Phase thereof for the performance of the
Tenant Improvements, Tenant shall be deemed to have accepted the Premises and each Phase thereof in its then “AS IS” condition,
subject to all applicable Laws.

Notwithstanding this Section 3(d) above, Landlord warrants that the Building’s Systems, the Building’s Structure, and the
Loading Dock (the “Covered Items”), other than any portion thereof constructed or altered by Tenant, shall be in good operating
condition on the date possession of the Premises and each Phase thereof is delivered to Tenant. If a non-compliance with such
warranty exists as of the delivery of possession, or if one of such Covered Items should malfunction or fail within one hundred
eighty (180) days after the delivery of possession of the applicable Phase of the Premises to Tenant, then Tenant shall nonetheless
be deemed to have accepted such Phase of the Premises in the condition required by this Lease, however Landlord shall, as
Landlord’s sole obligation with respect to such matter, promptly after receipt of written notice from Tenant setting forth in
reasonable detail the nature and extent of such non-compliance, malfunction or failure, rectify the same at Landlord’s expense
(“Landlord’s Warranty Work”). If Tenant does not give Landlord the required notice within one hundred eighty (180) days after
the delivery of possession of the applicable Phase of the Premises to Tenant, Landlord shall have no obligation with respect to that
warranty.

4. Rent.

(a) Tenant shall timely pay to Landlord Rent (as defined in the Basic Lease Information), including the amounts set forth
in Exhibit C attached hereto, without notice, demand, deduction or set-off (except as otherwise expressly provided herein), which
payment shall be accompanied by all applicable state and local sales, use and/or gross receipts taxes. Unless otherwise prohibited by
Law, Tenant shall make Rent payments via Automated Clearing House (ACH) credit transfer (as opposed to direct debit) payment
processing. The obligations of Tenant to pay Base Rent (as defined in the Basic Lease Information) and other sums to Landlord and
the obligations of Landlord under this Lease are independent obligations. Base Rent, adjusted as herein provided, shall be payable
monthly in advance. The first (1st) monthly installment of Base Rent, in the amount of $344,662.50 shall be payable concurrently
with Tenant’s execution and delivery of this Lease to Landlord; thereafter, Base Rent shall be payable



on the first (1st) day of each month beginning on the first (1st) day of the second (2nd) full calendar month of the Term following
the applicable Abatement Period (as defined below). The monthly Base Rent for any partial month at the beginning of the Term
shall equal the product of 1/365 (or in the event of a leap year, 1/366) of the annual Base Rent in effect during the partial month and
the number of days in the partial month, and shall be due on the Commencement Date. Payments of Base Rent for any fractional
calendar month at the end of the Term shall be similarly prorated. This Lease is intended to be a so-called “triple net” lease with
respect to Landlord and, except as may be specifically set forth herein, the Base Rent owing hereunder is (x) to be paid by Tenant
absolutely net of all costs and expenses relating to Landlord’s ownership and operation of the Project and the Complex, and (y) not
to be reduced, offset or diminished, directly or indirectly, by any cost, charge or expense payable hereunder by Tenant or by others
in connection with the Premises, the Project, the Complex, and/or the Business Park, or any part thereof. The provisions of Exhibit
C attached hereto are intended to pass on to Tenant all costs and expenses relating to Landlord’s ownership and operation of the
Premises, the Project and/or the Complex. Tenant shall pay Additional Rent, Taxes and Insurance (each as defined in Exhibit C) at
the same time and in the same manner as Base Rent.

(b) Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this Section 4 to the contrary, so long as an Event of Default does not
exist, Tenant shall be entitled to an abatement of: (x) Phase I Premises Base Rent only for the first six (6) full calendar months
following the Commencement Date (the “Phase I Premises Abatement Period”), and (y) Phase II Premises Base Rent only for the
first six (6) full calendar months following the Phase II Premises Commencement Date (the “Phase Il Premises Abatement
Period”). The Phase I Premises Abatement Period and the Phase II Premises Abatement Period are each referred to generally as an
“Abatement Period” and collectively as the “Abatement Periods”. The date immediately following the end of the Phase I
Premises Abatement Period is referred to as the “Phase I Premises Rent Commencement Date” and the date immediately following
the end of the Phase II Premises Abatement Period is referred to as the “Phase II Premises Rent Commencement Date”. The total
amount of Base Rent abated during the Abatement Periods is referred to herein as the “Abated Rent”. If a monetary or material
non-monetary Event of Default (i.e., a default beyond any applicable notice and cure period) occurs at any time during the Term,
then (i) at Landlord’s option, all then-unamortized portions of the Abated Rent (assuming amortization of Abated Rent on a straight-
line basis over the Term) previously credited to Tenant shall become due and payable to Landlord; and (ii) if the monetary or
material non-monetary Event of Default (i.e., a default beyond any applicable notice and cure period) occurs prior to the expiration
of an Abatement Period, then, from and after the occurrence of such Event of Default, there shall be no further abatement of Base
Rent pursuant to this Section 4(b) unless and until Tenant cures such Event of Default and Landlord accepts such cure in lieu of
exercising its remedies under Section 18(a) or Section 18(b) of this Lease (in which event, the Rent Abatement Period will not be
suspended or extended as a result thereof, but Tenant shall be entitled to any remaining portion of the originally scheduled
Abatement Period as of the date Tenant cures such Event of Default and Landlord accepts the same). No such recapture by Landlord
of Abated Rent pursuant to clause (i) above shall constitute a waiver of any Event of Default of Tenant or any election of remedies
by Landlord. For the avoidance of doubt, all Rent other than the Phase I Base Rent remains payable during the Phase I Premises
Abatement Period and is not subject to abatement, and all Rent other than the Phase II Premises Base Rent remains payable during
the Phase II Premises Abatement Period and is not subject to abatement.




5. Delinquent Payment; Handling _Charges. All past due payments (other than late charges) required of Tenant
hereunder shall bear interest from the date due until paid at the lesser of ten percent (10%) per annum or the maximum lawful rate
of interest (such lesser amount is referred to herein as the “Default Rate”); additionally, Landlord, in addition to all other rights and
remedies available to it, may charge Tenant a fee equal to five percent (5%) of the delinquent payment to reimburse Landlord for its
cost and inconvenience incurred as a consequence of Tenant’s delinquency, provided, however, that Landlord shall waive the
imposition of any such late charge for the first late payment in any twelve (12) month period during the Term provided Tenant pays
such overdue amounts within three (3) Business Days following written notice from Landlord that such amounts are past due. Any
late charge and interest payment shall be payable as Additional Rent under this Lease, shall not be considered a waiver by Landlord
of any default by Tenant hereunder, and shall be payable immediately on demand. In no event, however, shall the charges permitted
under this Section 5 or elsewhere in this Lease, to the extent they are considered to be interest under applicable Law, exceed the
maximum lawful rate of interest.

6. Letter of Credit

(a) Generally. Within five (5) Business Days following the mutual execution and delivery of this Lease, Tenant shall
deliver to Landlord, as collateral for the full performance by Tenant of all of its obligations under this Lease and for all losses and
damages Landlord may suffer (or which Landlord reasonably estimates it may suffer) as a result of Tenant’s failure to comply with
one or more provisions of this Lease (inclusive of any applicable notice and cure periods), including, but not limited to, any post
lease termination damages under Section 1951.2 of the California Civil Code, a standby, unconditional, irrevocable, transferable
(with Tenant responsible for the payment of any transfer fee or charge imposed by the Issuing Bank, as defined below) letter of
credit (the “Letter of Credit”) in the form of Exhibit M attached hereto and containing the terms required herein, in the initial face
amount of $[***] (the “Initial Letter of Credit Amount”), naming Landlord as beneficiary, issued (or, in Landlord’s reasonable
discretion, confirmed) by a financial institution acceptable to Landlord (the “Issuing Bank™), permitting multiple and partial draws
thereon from a location in San Francisco, California or Manhattan, New York (or, alternatively, permitting draws via overnight
courier or facsimile in a manner acceptable to Landlord), and otherwise in form acceptable to Landlord. Tenant shall cause the
Letter of Credit to be increased from the Initial Letter of Credit Amount to $2,760,000.00 (the “Letter of Credit Amount”) prior to
(and as a condition of) Tenant’s first requisition for payment of the Tenant Improvement Allowance but in no event later than
October 1, 2021, time being of the essence (the “Full Letter of Credit Amount Deadline”). Such increase in the amount of the Letter
of Credit from the Initial Letter of Credit Amount to Letter of Credit Amount shall be accomplished by Tenant providing Landlord
with a substitute Letter of Credit or an amendment to the existing Letter of Credit, in the full amount; Tenant’s failure to do so on or
before the Full Letter of Credit Amount Deadline shall, at Landlord’s sole election, be deemed an Event of Default under this Lease
without any notice or cure period. The Letter of Credit shall be “callable” at sight, permit partial draws and multiple presentations
and drawings, and be otherwise subject to the International Standby Practices-ISP 98, International Chamber of Commerce
Publication #590 and California law. In the event of an assignment by Tenant of its interest in this Lease (and irrespective of
whether Landlord’s consent is required for such assignment), the acceptance of any replacement or substitute letter of credit by
Landlord from the
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assignee shall be subject to Landlord’s prior written approval, which shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed,
provided that such replacement or substitute letter of credit satisfies the requirements of this Section 6. Tenant shall cause the Letter
of Credit to be continuously maintained in effect (whether through replacement, amendment, renewal or extension) in the Letter of
Credit Amount through the date (the “Final LC Expiration Date”) that is the later to occur of (x) the date that is sixty (60) days after
the scheduled expiration of the Term and (y) the date that is sixty (60) days after Tenant vacates the Premises and completes any
restoration or repair obligations. In furtherance of the foregoing, Landlord and Tenant agree that the Letter of Credit shall contain a
so-called “evergreen provision,” whereby the Letter of Credit will automatically be renewed unless at least sixty (60) days’ prior
written notice of non-renewal is provided by the Issuing Bank to Landlord; provided, however, that the final expiration date
identified in the Letter of Credit, beyond which the Letter of Credit shall not automatically renew, shall not be earlier than the Final
LC Expiration Date. Tenant shall neither assign nor encumber the Letter of Credit or any part thereof. Neither Landlord nor its
successors or assigns will be bound by any assignment, encumbrance, attempted assignment or attempted encumbrance by Tenant in
violation of this Section. If the Letter of Credit held by Landlord expires earlier than the Final LC Expiration Date (whether by
reason of a stated expiration date or a notice of termination or non-renewal given by the Issuing Bank), Tenant shall deliver a new
or amended Letter of Credit or certificate of renewal or extension to Landlord not later than thirty (30) days prior to the expiration
or termination of the Letter of Credit then held by Landlord. Any renewal, amended or replacement Letter of Credit shall comply
with all of the provisions of this Section 6. Tenant shall not be permitted to enter the Premises, and Landlord shall not be required to
disburse any of the Tenant Improvement Allowance, unless and until Tenant has delivered the Letter of Credit to Landlord. Tenant’s
failure to deliver the Letter of Credit to Landlord within five (5) Business Days following the mutual execution and delivery of this
Lease shall, at Landlord’s sole election, be deemed an Event of Default under this Lease without any notice or cure period.

(b) Drawing under Letter of Credit. Landlord, or its then managing agent, without prejudice to any other remedy
provided in this Lease or by law, shall have the right to draw down an amount up to the face amount of the Letter of Credit if any of
the following shall have occurred or be applicable: (i) such amount is due to Landlord under the terms and conditions of this Lease;
or (ii) Tenant is in Default, or (iii) Tenant has filed a voluntary petition under the U.S. Bankruptcy Code or any State bankruptcy
code (collectively, “Bankruptcy Coede”), or (iv) an involuntary petition has been filed against Tenant under the Bankruptcy Code,
or (v) Tenant executes an assignment for the benefit of creditors, or (vi) Tenant is placed into receivership or conservatorship, or
becomes subject to similar proceedings under Federal or State law, or (vii) the Issuing Bank has notified Landlord that the Letter of
Credit will not be renewed or extended through the Final LC Expiration Date or (viii) Tenant fails to timely provide a replacement
Letter of Credit pursuant to the penultimate sentence of Section 6(a) above (the events described in clauses (iii), (iv), (v) and (vi)
above, collectively, being referred to herein as an “Inselvency Event”). Upon any such draw, Landlord may use all or any part of
the proceeds as set forth in this Section 6.
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(0 Use of Proceeds by Landlord. The proceeds of any draw upon the Letter of Credit which are not used to pay for
damages actually suffered by Landlord (the “Unused Proceeds”) as described above shall constitute Landlord’s sole and separate
property (and not Tenant’s property or the property of Tenant’s bankruptcy estate) and need not be segregated from any other funds
of Landlord. Tenant (i) agrees that (A) Tenant has no property interest whatsoever in the proceeds from any such draw, and (B) such
proceeds shall not be deemed to be or treated as a “security deposit” under the Security Deposit Laws (defined below), and (ii)
waives all rights, duties and obligations either party may now or, in the future, will have relating to or arising from the Security
Deposit Laws. Any Unused Proceeds shall be paid by Landlord to Tenant (x) upon receipt by Landlord of a replacement Letter of
Credit in the full Letter of Credit Amount, which replacement Letter of Credit shall comply in all respects with the requirements of
this Section 6, or (y) within thirty (30) days after the Final LC Expiration Date; provided, however, that if prior to the Final L.C
Expiration Date a voluntary petition is filed by Tenant, or an involuntary petition is filed against Tenant by any of Tenant’s
creditors, under the Bankruptcy Code, then Landlord shall not be obligated to make such payment in the amount of the Unused
Proceeds until either all preference issues relating to payments under this Lease have been resolved in such bankruptcy or
reorganization case or such bankruptcy or reorganization case has been dismissed, in any case pursuant to a final court order not
subject to appeal or any stay pending appeal.

(d) Additional Covenants of Tenant.

@) Replacement of Letter of Credit if Issuing Bank No Longer Satisfactory to Landlord. If, at any
time during the Term, Landlord determines that (A) the Issuing Bank is closed for any reason, whether by the Federal Deposit
Insurance Corporation (“FDIC”), by any other governmental authority, or otherwise, or (B) the Issuing Bank fails to meet any of
the following three ratings standards as to its unsecured and senior, long-term debt obligations (not supported by third party credit
enhancement): (x) “A2” or better by Moody’s Investors Service, or its successor, (y) “A” or better by Standard & Poor’s Rating
Service, or its successor; or (z) “A” or better by Fitch Ratings, or its successor, or (C) the Issuing Bank is no longer considered to be
well capitalized under the “Prompt Corrective Action” rules of the FDIC (as disclosed by the Issuing Bank’s Report of Condition
and Income (commonly known as the “Call Report”) or otherwise), or (D) the Issuing Bank has been placed into receivership by
the FDIC, or has entered into any other form of regulatory or governmental receivership, conservatorship or other similar regulatory
or governmental proceeding, or is otherwise declared insolvent or downgraded by the FDIC or other governmental authority (any of
the foregoing, an “Issuing Bank Credit Event”), then, within thirty (30) calendar days following Landlord’s notice to Tenant,
Tenant shall deliver to Landlord a new Letter of Credit meeting the terms of this Section 6, in which event, Landlord shall return to
Tenant the previously held Letter of Credit. If Tenant fails to timely deliver such replacement Letter of Credit to Landlord, such
failure shall be deemed an Event of Default by Tenant under this Lease, without the necessity of additional notice or the passage of
additional grace periods, entitling Landlord to draw upon the Letter of Credit.

(ii) Replacement of Letter of Credit Upon Draw. If, as result of any application or use by Landlord of
all or any part of the Letter of Credit, the amount of the Letter of Credit plus any cash proceeds previously drawn by Landlord and
not applied pursuant to Section 6(c) above shall be less than the Letter of Credit Amount, Tenant shall, within five (5)
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days thereafter, provide Landlord with additional Letter(s) of Credit in an amount equal to the deficiency (or a replacement or
amended Letter of Credit in the total Letter of Credit Amount), and any such additional (or replacement or amended) Letter of
Credit shall comply with all of the provisions of this Section 10; notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Lease, if
Tenant fails to timely comply with the foregoing, the same shall constitute an Event of Default by Tenant under this Lease, without
the necessity of additional notice or the passage of additional grace periods.

(e) Nature of Letter of Credit. L.andlord and Tenant (1) acknowledge and agree that in no event or circumstance shall
the Letter of Credit or any renewal thereof or substitute therefor or any proceeds thereof be deemed to be or treated as a “security
deposit” under any law applicable to security deposits in the commercial context, including, but not limited to, Section 1950.7 of the
California Civil Code, as such Section now exists or as it may be hereafter amended or succeeded (the “Security Deposit Laws”),
(2) acknowledge and agree that the Letter of Credit (including any renewal thereof or substitute therefor or any proceeds thereof) is
not intended to serve as a security deposit, and the Security Deposit Laws shall have no applicability or relevancy thereto, and (3)
waive any and all rights, duties and obligations that any such party may now, or in the future will, have relating to or arising from
the Security Deposit Laws. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Tenant hereby agrees that Landlord may claim those
sums specified in Section 6(c) above and/or those sums reasonably necessary to compensate Landlord for any actual loss or damage
caused by the acts or omissions of Tenant or Tenant’s breach of this Lease, including any damages Landlord actually suffers
following termination of this Lease, and/or to compensate Landlord for any and all damages arising out of, or actually incurred in
connection with, the termination of this Lease, including, without limitation, those specifically identified in Section 1951.2 of the
California Civil Code.

® Reduction in Letter of Credit Amount. Provided that the Reduction Conditions (defined below) are satisfied as of
the later to occur of the Reduction Date (defined below) and the date of Tenant’s applicable reduction request, upon written request
by Tenant, the face amount of the Letter of Credit may be reduced to $[***] as of the Reduction Date (defined below). Any
reduction in the Letter of Credit Amount shall be accomplished by Tenant providing Landlord with a substitute Letter of Credit or
an amendment to the existing Letter of Credit, in the reduced amount. In no event shall the Letter of Credit Amount be reduced
below $[***] during the Term. As used herein, the “Reduction Conditions” shall mean that (1) no Event of Default then exists, (2)
no Issuing Bank Credit Event then exists, (3) no Insolvency Event then exists, (4) no Event of Default has previously occurred and
continued beyond applicable notice and cure periods and no Insolvency Event has previously occurred beyond applicable notice and
cure periods, and (5) no event which, with notice, the passage of time, or both, would constitute an Event of Default, then exists. As
used herein, the “Reduction Date” shall mean the last day of the calendar month in which occurs the forty-eight (48) month
anniversary of the Phase II Premises Rent Commencement Date.

7. Services; Utilities; Common Areas.

(a) Services. Other than Landlord’s maintenance obligations expressly set forth in this Lease, Landlord shall not be
obligated to provide any services to Tenant.
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(b) Utilities. Tenant shall obtain all water, electricity, sewerage, gas, telephone and other utilities for the Premises
directly from the public utility company furnishing same. Any meters required in connection therewith shall be installed at Tenant’s
sole cost. Tenant shall pay all utility deposits and fees, and all monthly service charges for water, electricity, sewage, gas, telephone
and any other utility services furnished exclusively to the Premises during the Term of this Lease. In the event any such utilities are
not separately metered on the Commencement Date, then until such time as such services are separately metered, Tenant shall pay
Landlord Tenant’s equitable share of the cost of such services, as reasonably and equitably determined by Landlord. If for any
reason the use of any utility is measured on a meter(s) indicating the usage of Tenant and other tenants of the Complex, Tenant and
such other tenants shall allocate the cost of such utility amongst themselves and shall each be responsible for the payment of its
allocable share. Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, but subject to the Cost Pools (as defined on Exhibit C), Tenant shall
remain obligated for the payment of Tenant’s Proportionate Share (as defined in the Basic Lease Information) of any utilities or
services furnished to the Common Areas (as defined in Section 7(c)) pursuant to Exhibit C. Landlord shall not be liable for any
interruption whatsoever, nor shall Tenant be entitled to an abatement or reduction of Rent on account thereof, in any utility or other
service, or from failure to make any repairs or perform any maintenance. No temporary interruption or failure of such utilities and
services incident to the making of repairs, alterations, improvements, or due to accident, strike, or conditions or other events, shall
be deemed an eviction of Tenant or relieve Tenant from any of its obligations under this Lease. In no event shall Landlord be liable
to Tenant for any damage to the Premises or Tenant’s property or for any loss of business or any damage or injury to any property
therein or thereon occasioned by bursting, rupture, leakage or overflow of any plumbing or other pipes (including, but not limited
to, water, steam, and/or refrigerant lines), sprinklers, tanks, drains, drinking fountains or washstands, or other cause in, above, upon
or about the Premises, the Project or the Complex. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that any interruption or
discontinuance of utilities or services provided pursuant to this Section 7 above (i) was due to the negligence of Landlord, its agents
or employees (and was not caused in any way by any failure on the part of the utility company or other service provider, any of the
matters contemplated under Section 26(c) and/or any act or omission of Tenant or Tenant’s employees, agents, invitees or
contractors), (ii) continues beyond three (3) Business Days after the date of delivery of written notice from Tenant to Landlord, (iii)
materially and adversely affects Tenant’s ability to conduct business in the Premises, or any material portion thereof, and (iv) on
account of such interruption or disturbance Tenant ceases doing business in the Premises or such portion thereof, rent shall abate
proportionately, beginning on the fourth (4th) Business Day after delivery of said notice and continuing for so long as Tenant
remains unable to (and in fact does not) conduct its business in the Premises or such portion thereof.

Tenant shall not install any equipment which exceeds or overloads the capacity of the utility facilities serving the Premises.

(©) Common Areas. The term “Common Area” is defined for all purposes of this Lease as that part of the Project
and/or Complex intended for the common use of all tenants, including among other facilities (as such may be applicable to the
Complex), common parking areas, private streets and alleys, landscaping, curbs, loading areas, sidewalks, malls and promenades
(enclosed or otherwise), lighting facilities, drinking fountains, meeting rooms, public toilets, and the like, but excluding: (i) space in
buildings (now or hereafter existing) designated for rental for commercial purposes, as the same may exist from time to time; (ii)
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streets and alleys maintained by a public authority; (iii) areas within the Complex which may from time to time not be owned by
Landlord (unless subject to a cross-access agreement benefiting the area which includes the Premises); and (iv) areas leased to a
single-purpose user where access is restricted. Landlord reserves the right to change from time to time the dimensions and location
of the Common Area, as well as the dimensions, identities, locations and types of any buildings, signs or other improvements in the
Complex. Tenant, and its employees and customers, and when duly authorized pursuant to the provisions of this Lease, its
subtenants, licensees and concessionaires, shall have the non-exclusive right to use the Common Area as constituted from time to
time, such use to be in common with Landlord, other tenants in the Building and/or Complex, as applicable, and other persons
permitted by the Landlord to use the same, and subject to rights of governmental authorities, easements, other restrictions of record,
and such reasonable rules and regulations governing use as Landlord may from time to time prescribe. For example, and without
limiting the generality of Landlord’s ability to establish rules and regulations governing all aspects of the Common Area, Tenant
agrees as follows:

(6))] Tenant shall not solicit business within the Common Area nor take any action which would interfere
with the rights of other persons to use the Common Area.

(ii) Landlord may temporarily close any part of the Common Area for such periods of time as may be
necessary to make repairs or alterations or to prevent the public from obtaining prescriptive rights.

8. Alterations; Repairs; Maintenance; Signs.

(@)  Alterations. Following the construction of the initial Tenant Improvements in the Premises by Tenant pursuant to the
provisions of the Work Agreement (Exhibit D) attached hereto, Tenant shall not make any alterations, additions or improvements to
the Premises (collectively, the “Alterations”) without the prior written consent of Landlord, which consent shall not be
unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed so long as any such proposed Alterations will not adversely affect the Building
Structure, the Building Systems or any other portion of the Business Park; except for the installation of unattached, movable trade
fixtures which may be installed without drilling, cutting or otherwise defacing the Premises. Tenant shall furnish complete plans and
specifications to Landlord for its approval at the time Tenant requests Landlord’s consent to any Alterations if the desired
Alterations: (i) may affect the Building’s Systems or Building’s Structure; (ii) will require the filing of plans and specifications with
any governmental or quasi-governmental agency or authority; (iii) will cost in excess of Two Hundred Thousand Dollars
($200,000.00); or (iv) will require a building permit or similar governmental approval to undertake. Subsequent to obtaining
Landlord’s consent and prior to commencement of the Alterations, Tenant shall deliver to Landlord any building permit required by
applicable Law and a copy of the executed construction contract(s). Tenant shall reimburse Landlord within ten (10) days after the
rendition of a bill for all of Landlord’s actual out-of-pocket costs incurred in connection with any Alterations, including all
management, engineering, outside consulting, and construction fees incurred by or on behalf of Landlord for the review and
approval of Tenant’s plans and specifications and for the monitoring of construction of the Alterations, not to exceed Ten Thousand
Dollars ($10,000) per project. If Landlord consents to the making of any Alteration, such Alteration shall be made by Tenant at
Tenant’s sole cost and
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expense by a contractor approved in writing by Landlord, such approval not to be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed.
Tenant shall require its contractor to maintain insurance in such amounts and in such form as Landlord may require. Without
Landlord’s prior written consent, Tenant shall not use any portion of the Common Areas either within or without the Project or
Complex, as applicable, in connection with the making of any Alterations. If the Alterations which Tenant causes to be constructed
result in Landlord being required to make any alterations and/or improvements to other portions of the Project or Complex, as
applicable, in order to comply with any applicable Laws, then Tenant shall reimburse Landlord within thirty (30) days of Landlord’s
demand for all costs and expenses incurred by Landlord in making such alterations and/or improvements. Any Alterations made by
Tenant shall become the property of Landlord upon installation and shall remain on and be surrendered with the Premises upon the
expiration or sooner termination of this Lease, unless as part of Landlord’s consent to an Alteration, L.andlord designates that it will
require the removal and repair of such Alteration at the expiration or earlier termination of the Lease. If Landlord requires the
removal of such Alterations, Tenant shall at its sole cost and expense, forthwith and with all due diligence (but in any event not later
than ten (10) days after the expiration or earlier termination of the Lease) remove all or any portion of any Alterations made by
Tenant which are designated by Landlord to be removed (including without limitation stairs, bank vaults, and cabling, if applicable)
and repair and restore the Premises in a good and workmanlike manner to a condition that is substantially similar to their original
condition, reasonable wear and tear and modifications due to a change in applicable Law excepted. All construction work done by
Tenant within the Premises shall be performed in a good and workmanlike manner with new or like-new materials of first-class
quality, lien-free and in compliance with all Laws, and in such manner as to cause a minimum of interference with other
construction in progress and with the transaction of business in the Project or Complex, as applicable. Tenant agrees to indemnify,
defend and hold Landlord harmless against any loss, liability or damage resulting from such work in accordance with Section 11(d)
hereof, and Tenant shall, if requested by Landlord, furnish a bond or other security satisfactory to Landlord against any such loss,
liability or damage. The foregoing indemnity shall survive the expiration or earlier termination of this Lease. Landlord’s consent to
or approval of any alterations, additions or improvements (or the plans therefor) shall not constitute a representation or warranty by
Landlord, nor Landlord’s acceptance, that the same comply with sound architectural and/or engineering practices or with all
applicable Laws, and Tenant shall be solely responsible for ensuring all such compliance. All voice, data, video, audio and other
low voltage control transport system cabling and/or cable bundles installed in the Building by Tenant or its contractor shall be (A)
plenum rated and/or have a composition makeup suited for its environmental use in accordance with NFPA 70/National Electrical
Code; (B) labeled every 3 meters with the Tenant’s name and origination and destination points; (C) installed in accordance with all
EIA/TIA standards and the National Electric Code; (D) installed and routed in accordance with a routing plan showing “as built” or
“as installed” configurations of cable pathways, outlet identification numbers, locations of all wall, ceiling and floor penetrations,
riser cable routing and conduit routing (if applicable), and such other information as Landlord may reasonably request. The routing
plan shall be available to Landlord and its agents at the Building upon request.

(b) Repairs; Maintenance.

@) By Landlord. Landlord shall, subject to reimbursement under Exhibit C, keep the foundation, the
exterior walls (except plate glass; windows, doors and other
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exterior openings; window and door frames, molding, closure devices, locks and hardware; special store fronts; lighting, heating, air
conditioning, plumbing and other electrical, mechanical and electromotive installation, equipment and fixtures; signs, placards,
decorations or other advertising media of any type; and interior painting or other treatment of exterior walls), the Loading Dock (but
only if used in common by tenants of the Building) and roof of the Premises in good condition and repair. Landlord, however, shall
not be required to make any repairs occasioned by the act or negligence of Tenant, its agents, contractors, employees, subtenants,
invitees, customers, licensees and concessionaires (including, but not limited to, roof leaks resulting from Tenant’s installation of air
conditioning equipment or any other roof penetration or placement); and the provisions of the previous sentence are expressly
recognized to be subject to the casualty and condemnation provisions of this Lease. In the event that the Premises should become in
need of repairs required to be made by Landlord hereunder, Tenant shall give immediate written notice thereof to Landlord and
Landlord shall have a reasonable time after receipt by Landlord of such written notice in which to make such repairs. Landlord shall
not be liable to Tenant for any interruption of Tenant’s business or inconvenience caused due to any work performed in the Premises
or in the Complex pursuant to Landlord’s rights and obligations under this Lease. In addition, Landlord shall maintain the Parking
Area and the Common Areas of the Project or Complex, as applicable, subject to reimbursement as set forth in Exhibit C. To the
extent allowed by law, Tenant waives the right to make repairs at Landlord’s expense under Sections 1941 and 1942 of the
California Civil Code, and the right to terminate the Lease under Section 1932(1) of the California Civil Code, and any other laws,
statutes or ordinances now or hereafter in effect of like import.

(i) By Tenant. Tenant shall keep the Premises and the Loading Dock (unless it is used in common with
other tenants of the Building) in good, clean and habitable condition and shall at its sole cost and expense keep the same free of dirt,
rubbish, ice or snow, insects, rodents, vermin and other pests and make all needed repairs and replacements, including replacement
of cracked or broken glass, except for repairs and replacements required to be made by Landlord. Without limiting the coverage of
the previous sentence, it is understood that Tenant’s responsibilities therein include the repair and replacement in accordance with
all applicable Laws of all lighting, heating, air conditioning, plumbing and other electrical, mechanical and electromotive
installation, equipment and fixtures and also include all utility repairs in ducts, conduits, pipes and wiring, and any sewer stoppage
located in or otherwise exclusively serving the Premises, regardless of when or how the defect or other cause for repair or
replacement occurred or became apparent, provided that Tenant shall have no obligation to repair or replace any item where the
damage was caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of Landlord or other tenant of Complex. Tenant shall, at its own
cost and expense, enter into a regularly scheduled preventive maintenance/service contract with a maintenance contractor approved
by Landlord for servicing all HVAC systems and equipment serving the Premises (and a copy thereof shall be furnished to
Landlord). The service contract must include all services suggested by the equipment manufacturer in the operation/maintenance
manual and must become effective within thirty (30) days of the date Tenant takes possession of the Premises; provided, however,
that if Tenant fails to enter into or maintain a contract for the maintenance and repair of the HVAC equipment in the Premises,
Landlord shall have the option of contracting directly with an HVAC servicing company for all such work and charging Tenant for
all costs thereof. If any repairs required to be made by Tenant hereunder are not made within ten (10) days after written notice
delivered to Tenant by Landlord (such time period not being subject to the notice and cure provisions of Section 17(f)), Landlord,
after providing notice to
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Tenant of the same, may at its option make such repairs without liability to Tenant for any loss or damage which may result to its
stock or business by reason of such repairs and Tenant shall pay to Landlord within ten (10) days of Landlord’s demand, as Rent
hereunder, the cost of such repairs plus interest at the Default Rate, such interest to accrue continuously from the date of payment by
Landlord until repayment by Tenant. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Landlord shall have the right to make such repairs without
notice to Tenant in the event of an actual or apparent emergency, or if such repairs relate to the exterior of the Premises. At the
expiration of this Lease, Tenant shall surrender the Premises in good condition, excepting reasonable wear and tear and losses
required to be restored by Landlord. All personal property of Tenant, including goods, wares, merchandise, inventory, trade fixtures
and other personal property of Tenant, shall be stored at the sole risk of Tenant. Landlord or its agents shall not be liable for any loss
or damage to persons or property resulting from fire, explosion, falling plaster, steam, gas, electricity, water or rain which may leak
from any part of the Complex or from the pipes, appliances or plumbing works therein or from the roof, street or subsurface or from
any other places resulting from dampness or any other cause whatsoever, or from the act or negligence of any other tenant or any
officer, agent, employee, contractor or guest of any such tenant. It is generally understood that mold spores are present essentially
everywhere and that mold can grow in most any moist location. Emphasis is properly placed on prevention of moisture and on good
housekeeping and ventilation practices. Tenant acknowledges the necessity of housekeeping, ventilation, and moisture control
(especially in kitchens, janitor’s closets, bathrooms, break rooms and around outside walls) for mold prevention. In signing this
Lease, Tenant has first inspected the Premises and certifies that it has not observed mold, mildew or moisture within the Premises.
Tenant agrees to immediately notify Landlord if it observes mold/mildew and/or moisture conditions (from any source, including
leaks), and allow Landlord to evaluate and make recommendations and/or take appropriate corrective action. Tenant relieves
Landlord from any liability for any bodily injury or damages to property caused by or associated with moisture or the growth of or
occurrence of mold or mildew on the Premises. In addition, execution of this Lease constitutes acknowledgement by Tenant that
control of moisture and mold prevention are integral to its Lease obligations. Tenant shall adopt and implement the moisture and
mold control guidelines set forth on Exhibit L attached hereto.

(iii) Performance of Work. All work described in this Section 8 shall be performed only by contractors
and subcontractors approved in writing by Landlord, such approval not to be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed. Tenant
shall cause all contractors and subcontractors to procure and maintain insurance coverage against such risks, in such amounts, and
with such companies as Landlord may reasonably require, but in no event less than: (i) Commercial General Liability insurance on
an occurrence basis in amounts not less than with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and property
damage, $1,000,000 each person or organization for personal and advertising injury, $2,000,000) general aggregate (per project),
$2,000,000 products completed operations aggregate, naming Landlord, Landlord’s property management company and Invesco
Advisers, Inc. (“Invesco”) as additional insureds on ISO Additional Insured forms CG 20 10 10 01 and CG 20 37 10 01 or
substitute equivalent ; (ii) workers’ compensation insurance in amounts required by statute and employer’s liability with limits not
less than $1,000,000. Contractor’s CGL policy shall not contain an absolute warranty of underlying coverage for subcontractors,
and shall not contain an exclusion for injury to contractors or employees of contractors, or for work performed by uninsured or
underinsured contractors; (iii) Business Automobile Liability insurance on an occurrence basis in amounts not less than $1,000,000
naming Landlord, Landlord’s property
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management company and Invesco as additional insureds; (iv) Umbrella/Excess Liability Insurance consisting of one or more
policies with limits of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence for bodily injury and property damage, and $1,000,000 annual
aggregate and products and completed operations aggregate, however, higher Umbrella / Excess liability limits are required for
contractors performing Moderate and High Risk work as defined in the Invesco Risk Category Schedule. Policies shall be excess to
the primary commercial general liability, employer’s liability and business automobile liability coverage and shall be written as
follow form or alternatively with a form that provides coverage that is at least as broad as the primary insurance policies; (v)
Contractors Pollution Liability Insurance for any Contractor who remediates, performs waste removal of toxic items or uses
chemicals must evidence a minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence and annual aggregate covering pollution losses, including but
not limited to bodily injury, property damage, and financial loss arising out of Contractor’s operations and completed operations,
and for sudden and gradual pollution arising out of Contractor’s performance naming Landlord, Landlord’s property management
company and Invesco as additional insureds; (vi) Professional Liability Insurance (Errors & Omissions) for any Contractor who
performs professional services with limits not less than $1,000,000 per claim and $1,000,000 annual aggregate covering financial
loss as well as bodily injury and property damage arising from errors and omissions committed in the performance of Professional
Services. Policy shall include Contingent bodily injury and property damage coverage shall not be subject to any sublimit; and (vii)
Property Insurance providing coverage for property in which Contractor retains the risk of loss including their own equipment,
(stationary or mobile), tools (including employee tools), supplies, materials, or any other property owned or leased by Contractor. If
Contractor chooses to self-insure any of the property described under this Section, it is agreed that Contractor shall hold Landlord,
Landlord’s property management company and Invesco harmless for any loss or damage to that property. All coverages shall be
primary and non-contributory to insurance purchased by Landlord, Landlord’s property management company and Invesco. All
coverages shall also provide a waiver of subrogation in favor of Landlord, Landlord’s property management company and Invesco.
Tenant shall provide Landlord with insurance certificates for such contractors and subcontractors prior to commencement of any
work. Tenant shall provide Landlord with the identities, mailing addresses and telephone numbers of all persons performing work or
supplying materials prior to beginning such construction and Landlord may post on and about the Premises notices of non-
responsibility pursuant to applicable Laws. All such work shall be performed in accordance with all Laws and in a good and
workmanlike manner so as not to damage the Building (including the Premises, the Building’s Structure and the Building’s
Systems). All such work which may affect the Building’s Structure or the Building’s Systems, at Landlord’s election, must be
performed by Landlord’s usual contractor for such work or a contractor approved by Landlord. All work affecting the roof of the
Building must be performed by Landlord’s roofing contractor or a contractor approved by Landlord and no such work will be
permitted if it would void or reduce the warranty on the roof.

(0 Mechanic’s Liens. All work performed, materials furnished, or obligations incurred by or at the request of a Tenant
Party shall be deemed authorized and ordered by Tenant only, and Tenant shall not permit any mechanic’s liens to be filed against
the Premises or the Project in connection therewith. Upon completion of any such work, Tenant shall deliver to Landlord final lien
waivers from all contractors, subcontractors and materialmen who performed such work. If such a lien is filed, then Tenant shall,
within ten (10) days after Landlord has delivered notice of the filing thereof to Tenant (or such earlier time period as may be
necessary
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to prevent the forfeiture of the Premises, Project or any interest of Landlord therein or the imposition of a civil or criminal fine with
respect thereto), either: (1) pay the amount of the lien and cause the lien to be released of record; or (2) diligently contest such lien
and deliver to Landlord a bond or other security reasonably satisfactory to Landlord. If Tenant fails to timely take either such action,
then Landlord may pay the lien claim, and any amounts so paid, including expenses and interest, shall be paid by Tenant to
Landlord within ten (10) days after Landlord has invoiced Tenant therefor. Landlord and Tenant acknowledge and agree that their
relationship is and shall be solely that of “landlord-tenant” (thereby excluding a relationship of “owner-contractor,” “owner-agent”
or other similar relationships). Accordingly, all materialmen, contractors, artisans, mechanics, laborers and any other persons now
or hereafter contracting with Tenant, any contractor or subcontractor of Tenant or any other Tenant Party for the furnishing of any
labor, services, materials, supplies or equipment with respect to any portion of the Premises, at any time from the date hereof until
the end of the Term, are hereby charged with notice that they look exclusively to Tenant to obtain payment for same. Nothing herein
shall be deemed a consent by Landlord to any liens being placed upon the Premises, Project or Landlord’s interest therein due to
any work performed by or for Tenant or deemed to give any contractor or subcontractor or materialman any right or interest in any
funds held by Landlord to reimburse Tenant for any portion of the cost of such work. Tenant shall indemnify, defend and hold
harmless Landlord, its property manager, Invesco, any subsidiary or affiliate of the foregoing, and their respective officers,
directors, shareholders, partners, employees, managers, contractors, attorneys and agents (collectively, the “Indemnitees”) from and
against all claims, demands, causes of action, suits, judgments, damages and expenses (including attorneys’ fees) in any way arising
from or relating to the failure by any Tenant Party to pay for any work performed, materials furnished, or obligations incurred by or
at the request of a Tenant Party. The foregoing indemnity shall survive termination or expiration of this Lease.

(d)  Signs. Tenant shall not place or permit to be placed any signs upon: (i) the roof of the Building, or (ii) the Common
Areas without Landlord’s prior written approval, in Landlord’s sole discretion. Tenant, at its sole cost and expense, shall have the
right to install interior and exterior signage at the Premises in accordance with this Section 8(d). All signage must be consistent with
the signage program of the Business Park (“Signage Program”) and comply with applicable Law. Any signage visible from the
exterior of the Building will be subject to the prior written approval of Landlord, which will not be unreasonably withheld,
conditioned or delayed, provided that such signage is consistent with the Signage Program and complies with applicable Law. Upon
request of Landlord, Tenant shall immediately remove any sign, advertising material or lettering which Tenant has placed or
permitted to be placed upon the exterior or interior surface of any door or window or at any point inside the Premises, or the
exterior of the Building, if required in connection with any cleaning, maintenance or repairs to the Building or which are
inconsistent with the provisions of the Signage Program, and if Tenant fails to do so, Landlord may without liability remove the
same at Tenant’s expense. Tenant shall comply with such regulations as may from time to time be promulgated by Landlord
governing signs, advertising material or lettering of all tenants in the Project, the Complex or the Business Park, as applicable.
Tenant, upon vacation of the Premises, or the removal or alteration of its signage for any reason, shall be responsible for the repair,
painting or replacement of the Building fascia surface or other portion of the Building where signs are attached. If Tenant fails to do
so, Landlord may have the sign removed and the cost of removal plus ten percent (10%) as an administrative fee shall be payable by
Tenant within ten (10) days of invoice.
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9. Use. Tenant shall continuously occupy and use the Premises only for the Permitted Use (as set forth in the Basic
Lease Information) and shall comply with all Laws relating to the use, condition, access to, and occupancy of the Premises and will
not commit waste, overload the Building’s Structure or the Building’s Systems or subject the Premises to any use that would
damage the Premises or the Project. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Tenant shall comply with all easements,
covenants, conditions and restrictions, and similar instruments, together with any and all amendments thereto made from time to
time, and each of which has been or is hereafter recorded in the Official Records of the county in which the Building is located.
Tenant, at its sole cost and expense, shall obtain and keep in effect during the term, all permits, licenses, and other authorizations
necessary to permit Tenant to use and occupy the Premises for the Permitted Use in accordance with applicable Law.
Notwithstanding anything in this Lease to the contrary, as between Landlord and Tenant: (a) Tenant shall bear the risk of complying
with Title TIT of the Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990, any state laws governing handicapped access or architectural barriers,
and all rules, regulations, and guidelines promulgated under such laws, as amended from time to time (the “Disabilities Acts”) in
the Project; and (b) Landlord shall bear the risk of complying with the Disabilities Acts in the Common Areas and other portions of
the Complex (subject to reimbursement as set forth in Exhibit C), other than compliance that is necessitated by Tenant’s particular
use of the Premises or as a result of any alterations or additions made by Tenant (which risk and responsibility shall be borne solely
by Tenant). The Premises shall not be used for any purpose which creates strong, unusual, or offensive odors, fumes, dust or vapors;
which emits noise or sounds that are objectionable due to intermittence, beat, frequency, shrillness, or loudness; which is associated
with indecent or pornographic matters; or which involves political or moral issues (such as abortion issues). Tenant shall conduct its
business and control each other Tenant Party so as not to create any nuisance or unreasonably interfere with other tenants or
Landlord in its management of the Building. Tenant shall store all trash and garbage within the Premises or in a trash dumpster or
similar container approved by Landlord as to type, location and screening; and Tenant shall arrange for the regular pick-up of such
trash and garbage at Tenant’s expense (unless Landlord finds it necessary to furnish such a service, in which event Tenant shall be
charged an equitable portion of the total of the charges to all tenants using the service). Receiving and delivery of goods and
merchandise and removal of garbage and trash shall be made only in the manner and areas prescribed by Landlord. Tenant shall not
operate an incinerator or burn trash or garbage within the Project or Complex, as applicable. Tenant shall not knowingly conduct or
permit to be conducted in the Premises any activity, or place any equipment in or about the Premises or the Building, which will
invalidate the insurance coverage in effect or increase the rate of fire insurance or other insurance on the Premises or the Building.
If any invalidation of coverage or increase in the rate of fire insurance or other insurance occurs or is threatened by any insurance
company due to activity conducted from the Premises, or any act or omission by Tenant, or its agents, employees, representatives,
or contractors, such statement or threat shall be conclusive evidence that the increase in such rate is due to such act of Tenant or the
contents or equipment in or about the Premises, and, as a result thereof, Tenant shall be liable for such increase and such increase
shall be considered Additional Rent payable with the next monthly installment of Base Rent due under this Lease, and Landlord’s
acceptance of such amount shall not waive any of Landlord’s other rights. In no event shall Tenant introduce or permit to be kept on
the Premises or brought into the Building any dangerous, noxious, or explosive substance.
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In addition, set forth on Exhibit E are additional provisions generally applicable to Tenant’s use of the Premises as well as
Tenant’s use of portions of the Premises for laboratory and research and development purposes (“Laboratory Use”).

10. Assignment and Subletting.

(a) Transfers. Tenant shall not, without the prior written consent of Landlord: (1) assign, transfer, or encumber this
Lease or any estate or interest herein, whether directly or by operation of law; (2) permit any other entity to become Tenant
hereunder by merger, consolidation, or other reorganization; (3) if Tenant is an entity other than a corporation whose stock is
publicly traded (either as of the Lease Date or as a result of a subsequent initial public offering of Tenant’s stock on a nationally-
recognized stock exchange), permit the transfer of an ownership interest in Tenant so as to result in a change in the current control
of Tenant; (4) sublet any portion of the Premises; (5) grant any license, concession, or other right of occupancy of any portion of the

(b) Consent Standards. Landlord shall not unreasonably withhold, condition or delay its consent to any assignment or
subletting of the Premises, provided that Tenant is not then in default beyond applicable notice and cure periods under the Lease and
the proposed transferee: (1) is creditworthy; (2) has a good reputation in the business community; (3) will use the Premises for the
Permitted Use and will not use the Premises in any manner that would conflict with any exclusive use agreement or other similar
agreement entered into by Landlord with any other tenant of the Project or Complex, as applicable; (4) will not use the Premises,
Project or Complex in a manner that would materially increase the pedestrian or vehicular traffic to the Premises, Project or
Complex; (5) is not a governmental entity, or subdivision or agency thereof; (6) is not another occupant of the Building or Complex,
as applicable; and (7) is not a person or entity with whom Landlord (or any Affiliate of Landlord) is then, or has been within the six-
month period prior to the time Tenant seeks to enter into such assignment or subletting, negotiating to lease space in the Building or
Complex, as applicable, or any Affiliate of any such person or entity; provided that, with respect to items (6) and (7), only if
Landlord (or an Affiliate of Landlord) has or reasonably believes that within ninety (90) days of the proposed effective date of the
assignment or commencement date of the sublease it will have sufficient space available which meets the proposed transferee’s
space, term and buildout requirements, as communicated to Landlord (or its Affiliate) by the proposed transferee (all of the
foregoing Section 10(b)(1) through Section 10(b)(7) being deemed reasonable bases for withholding consent); otherwise, Landlord
may withhold its consent in its sole discretion.

(©) Request for Consent. If Tenant requests Landlord’s consent to a Transfer, then, at least thirty (30) days prior to the
effective date of the proposed Transfer, Tenant shall provide Landlord with a written description of all terms and conditions of the
proposed Transfer, copies of the proposed pertinent documentation, and the following information about the proposed transferee:
name and address; reasonably satisfactory information about its business and business history; its proposed use of the Premises;
banking, financial, and other credit information; and general references sufficient to enable Landlord to determine the proposed
transferee’s creditworthiness and character. Tenant shall also reimburse Landlord immediately
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upon request for its reasonable attorneys’ fees incurred in connection with considering any request for consent to a Transfer, not to
exceed $5,000 with respect to each request; provided, however, if Tenant or the transferee requests material changes to Landlord’s
standard form of consent (as determined by Landlord in Landlord’s reasonable discretion) or if there are material negotiations
related thereto (as determined by Landlord in Landlord’s reasonable discretion), the foregoing limitation will also not apply.

(d)  Conditions to Consent. If Landlord consents to a proposed Transfer, then the proposed transferee shall deliver to
Landlord a written agreement whereby it expressly assumes Tenant’s obligations hereunder; however, any transferee of less than all
of the space in the Premises shall be liable only for obligations under this Lease that are properly allocable to the space subject to
the Transfer for the period of the Transfer. No Transfer shall release Tenant from its obligations under this Lease, but rather Tenant
and its transferee shall be jointly and severally liable therefor. Landlord’s consent to any Transfer shall not be deemed consent to
any subsequent Transfers. If an Event of Default occurs while the Premises or any part thereof are subject to a Transfer, then
Landlord, in addition to its other remedies, may collect directly from such transferee all rents becoming due to Tenant and apply
such rents against Rent. Tenant authorizes its transferees to make payments of rent directly to Landlord upon receipt of notice from
Landlord to do so following the occurrence of an Event of Default hereunder. In all events, it is understood and agreed that all rents
paid to Tenant by an assignee or subtenant shall be received by Tenant in trust for Landlord and shall be forwarded to Landlord
without offset or reduction of any kind. Tenant shall pay for the cost of any demising walls or other improvements necessitated by a
proposed subletting or assignment (provided that the foregoing shall not waive any approval right that Landlord may have with
respect to such improvements pursuant to another provision of this Lease).

(e) Attornment by Subtenants. Each sublease by Tenant hereunder shall be subject and subordinate to this Lease and
to the matters to which this Lease is or shall be subordinate, and each subtenant by entering into a sublease is deemed to have
agreed that in the event of termination, re-entry or dispossession by Landlord under this Lease, Landlord may, at its option, either
terminate the sublease or take over all of the right, title and interest of Tenant, as sublandlord, under such sublease, and such
subtenant shall, at Landlord’s option, attorn to Landlord pursuant to the then executory provisions of such sublease, except that
Landlord shall not be: (1) liable for any previous act or omission of Tenant under such sublease; (2) subject to any counterclaim,
offset or defense that such subtenant might have against Tenant; (3) bound by any previous modification of such sublease or by any
rent or additional rent or advance rent which such subtenant might have paid for more than the current month to Tenant (unless
actually received by Landlord from Tenant), and all such rent shall remain due and owing, notwithstanding such advance payment;
(4) bound by any security or advance rental deposit made by such subtenant which is not delivered or paid over to Landlord and
with respect to which such subtenant shall look solely to Tenant for refund or reimbursement; or (5) obligated to perform any work
in the subleased space or to prepare it for occupancy, and in connection with such attornment, the subtenant shall execute and
deliver to Landlord any instruments Landlord may reasonably request to evidence and confirm such attornment. Each subtenant or
licensee of Tenant shall be deemed, automatically upon and as a condition of its occupying or using the Premises or any part
thereof, to have agreed to be bound by the terms and conditions set forth in this Section 10(e). The provisions of this Section 10(e)
shall be self-operative, and no further instrument shall be required to give effect to this provision.
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® Cancellation. Landlord may, within thirty (30) days after submission of Tenant’s written request for Landlord’s
consent to an assignment or subletting, cancel this Lease as to the portion of the Premises proposed to be sublet or assigned as of the
date the proposed Transfer is to be effective, provided that if Landlord desires to terminate the Lease with respect to such portion of
the Premises proposed to be sublet or assigned, Tenant shall have the right (which must be exercised, if at all, within five (5) days
following Tenant’s receipt of Landlord’s notice of recapture) to revoke such proposed assignment or subletting and continue the
Lease in full force and effect. If Landlord cancels this Lease as to any portion of the Premises and Tenant does not revoke the
proposed assignment or subletting, then this Lease shall cease for such portion of the Premises, Tenant shall pay to Landlord all
Rent accrued through the cancellation date relating to the portion of the Premises covered by the proposed Transfer, and Rent shall
be reduced proportionately based on the remaining square footage in the Premises. Thereafter, Landlord may lease such portion of
the Premises to the prospective transferee (or to any other person) without liability to Tenant.

(g) Additional Compensation. Tenant shall pay to Landlord, immediately upon actual receipt thereof, fifty percent
(50%) of the excess of all compensation received by Tenant for a Transfer over the Rent allocable to the portion of the Premises
covered thereby.

(h) Waiver. Tenant hereby waives any suretyship defenses it may now or hereafter have to an action brought by
Landlord including those contained in Sections 2787 through 2856, inclusive, 2899 and 3433 of the California Civil Code, as now
or hereafter amended, or similar laws of like import.

@) Permitted Transfer . The provisions of Sections 10(a) through 10(f) notwithstanding, Tenant may assign this Lease
or sublet all or a reasonably configured portion of the Premises without the need for Landlord’s prior consent to (i) any Affiliate of
the initially named Tenant, or to (ii) a Successor to Tenant; provided that: (A) at least thirty (30) days prior to such Transfer, Tenant
delivers to Landlord the financial statements or other financial and background information of the Transferee or Successor as
required for other Transfers; (B) if the Transfer is an assignment, the assignee assumes, in full, the obligations of Tenant under this
Lease (or if a sublease, the Transferee of a portion of the Premises or Term assumes, in full, the obligations of Tenant with respect
thereto); (C) the Transferee or Successor shall, as of the date immediately following the Transfer, have a Tangible Net Worth (as
defined below) at least equal to the Tangible Net Worth of Tenant as of the Lease Date, or, if the Tenant entity does not survive the
Transfer, a Tangible Net Worth at least equal to the greater of the Tangible Net Worth of Tenant as of the Lease Date or as of the day
prior to the effective date of the Transfer, or Tenant or Successor has a Tangible Net Worth sufficient to meet Tenant’s or
Successor’s obligations under this Lease, as determined by Landlord in good faith; (D) unless the Tenant entity does not survive the
Transfer, Tenant remains fully liable under this Lease; and (E) the use of the Premises set forth herein remains unchanged. As used
herein, As used herein, “Tangible Net Worth” shall mean the excess of total assets over total liabilities, in each case as determined
in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles (“GAAP”) consistently applied, excluding, however, from the
determination of total assets all assets which would be classified as “intangible” assets under GAAP, including goodwill, licenses,
patents, trademarks, tradenames, copyrights and franchises. A transaction meeting the requirements of this Section 10(i) is referred
to herein as a “Permitted Transfer”.
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11.  Insurance; Waivers; Subrogation; Indemnity.

(a) Tenant’s Insurance. Effective as of the earlier of: (1) the date Tenant enters or occupies the Premises; or (2) the
Commencement Date, and continuing throughout the Term, Tenant shall maintain the following insurance policies:

@) Commercial General Liability (“CGL”)_Insurance in amounts of no less than $5,000,000 per
occurrence for bodily injury and property damage, $5,000,000 each person or organization for personal and advertising injury,
$5,000,000 general aggregate, covering: (A) premises/operations liability, (B) products/completed operations liability, (C) personal
and advertising injury liability, (D) independent contractors liability, and (E) broad form contractual liability. Such policy shall: (1)
be primary and non-contributory to any insurance or self-insurance maintained by Tenant, Landlord, Landlord’s property
management company and Invesco with respect to the use and occupancy of the Premises including all operations conducted
thereon; (2) include severability of interests or cross liability provisions; (3) be endorsed to add Landlord, Landlord’s property
management company, and Invesco as additional insureds using Insurance Services Office (“ISO”) forms CG 20 26 07 04 and,
where applicable, 20 37 07 04, or substitute equivalent forms approved in writing by Landlord; (4) include terrorism coverage up to
the full per occurrence and aggregate limits available under the policy (TRIA being acceptable); (5) contain no exclusion for
explosion, collapse and underground (XCU), and (6) insure other activities that the Landlord deems necessary, such as insurance for
liquor liability. Limits can be satisfied through the maintenance of a combination of primary and umbrella policies. Tenant may
maintain such insurance on a multi-location basis provided that the aggregate limits or sublimits on each policy are dedicated to the
Premises and thereby not subject to dilution by claims occurring at other locations.

(ii) Automobile Liability Insurance covering the ownership, maintenance, and operations of any
automobile or automotive equipment, whether such auto is owned, hired, and non-owned. Tenant shall maintain insurance with a
combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage of not less than the equivalent of $1,000,000 per accident. Limits can
be satisfied through the maintenance of a combination of primary and umbrella policies. Such insurance shall cover Tenant against
claims for bodily injury, including death resulting therefrom, and damage to the property of others caused by accident regardless of
whether such operations are performed by Tenant, Tenant’s agents, or by any one directly or indirectly employed by any of them.
Policy shall include the MCS-90 endorsement as necessary for transportation arrangements. Tenant’s automobile liability insurance
shall be endorsed to add Landlord, Landlord’s property management company, and Invesco as additional insureds. This coverage
shall only be required of Tenant to the extent that Tenant’s potential automobile liability constitutes a risk which would customarily
be insured against in accordance with good risk management practices.

(iii) Commercial Property Insurance covering at full replacement cost value the following property at the
Premises: (A) inventory; (B) FF&E (unattached furniture, fixtures, and equipment); (C) alterations, improvements and betterments
made by the Tenant including but not necessarily limited to all permanently attached fixtures and equipment; and (D) any other
property in which the Tenant retains the risk of loss including electronic data processing equipment, employee personal property or
other property owned or leased by Tenant. Such property insurance shall include: (1) coverage against such perils as are commonly
included in the special causes of loss form, with no exclusions for wind and hail, vandalism and malicious mischief and endorsed to
add the perils of earthquake, flood, and terrorism; (2) business income coverage providing for the full recovery of loss of rents and
continuing expenses on an actual loss sustained basis for a period of not less than 12 months; (3) an “agreed amount” endorsement
waiving any coinsurance requirements; and (4) a loss payable endorsement providing that Tenant, Landlord, and Landlord’s
Mortgagee (as hereinafter defined) shall be a loss payee on the policy with regard to the loss of rents coverage. “Full replacement
value,” as used herein, means the cost of repairing, replacing, or reinstating, including demolishing, any item of property, with
materials of like kind and quality in compliance with, (and without, an exclusion pertaining to application of), any law or building
ordinance regulating repair or construction at the time of loss and without deduction for physical, accounting, or any other
depreciation, in an amount sufficient to meet the requirements of any applicable co-insurance clause and to prevent Tenant from
being a co-insurer.

@iv) Builders’ Risk Insurance on an “all risk” form that does not exclude the perils of flood, earthquake,
and terrorism covering on a completed value basis all work incorporated in the Building and all materials and equipment in or about
the Premises in connection with construction activities where Tenant notifies Landlord of its intent to undertake a substantial rebuild
of the existing structure and Landlord determines that such coverage is necessary. Limits and terms to coverage are to be determined
by Landlord upon notification by Tenant.

W) Workers Compensation Insurance covering statutory benefits in the state where the Premises is
located. This policy shall include “other states” insurance, so as to include all states not named on the declarations page of the
insurance policy, except for the monopolistic states. Tenant is required to carry this insurance regardless of eligibility for waiver or
exemption of coverage under any applicable state statute. Such insurance shall include an employer’s liability coverage part with
limits that shall be not less than $1,000,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident and $1,000,000 each employee and policy
limit for bodily injury by disease.

(vi) Environmental Clean-Up and Liability Insurance, including but not limited to third party bodily injury
and property damage, defense costs, and remediation/clean-up costs in amounts of no less than $2,000,000 per occurrence, naming
Landlord, Landlord’s property management company and Invesco Advisers Inc., as an additional insured on a primary and
noncontributory basis and provide a waiver of subrogation. Coverage may be written on a claims- made coverage form and shall be
maintained for a period of no less than three (3) years following termination of this Lease Agreement or must contain an extended
reporting period provision.
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(vii) Such other insurance or any changes or endorsements to the insurance required herein, including
increased limits of coverage, as Landlord, or any mortgagee or lessor of Landlord, may reasonably require from time to time.

Tenant’s commercial general liability insurance, automobile liability insurance and, all other insurance policies, where such policies
permit coverage for Landlord as an additional insured, shall provide primary coverage to Landlord and shall not require
contribution by any insurance maintained by Landlord, when any policy issued to Landlord provides duplicate or similar coverage,
and in such circumstance Landlord’s policy will be excess over Tenant’s policy. Tenant shall furnish to Landlord certificates of such
insurance, and where applicable with the additional insured endorsements in forms CG 20 26 07 04 and, where applicable, 20 37 07
04 (or other equivalent forms approved in writing by Landlord), and such other evidence satisfactory to Landlord of the
maintenance of all insurance coverages required hereunder at least ten (10) days prior to the earlier of the Commencement Date or
the date Tenant enters or occupies the Premises, prior to each renewal of said insurance, and Tenant shall notify Landlord at least
thirty (30) days before cancellation, non-renewal or a material change of any such insurance policies. All such insurance policies
shall be in form, and issued by companies licensed to do business in the state where the Premises is located, rated by AM Best as
having a financial strength rating of “A-" or better and a financial size category of “IX” or greater, or otherwise reasonably
satisfactory to Landlord. If Tenant fails to comply with the foregoing insurance requirements or to deliver to Landlord the
certificates or evidence of coverage required herein, Landlord, in addition to any other remedy available pursuant to this Lease or
otherwise, may, but shall not be obligated to, obtain such insurance and Tenant shall pay to Landlord on demand the premium costs
thereof, plus an administrative fee of ten percent (10%) of such cost. It is expressly understood and agreed that the foregoing
minimum limits of liability and coverages required of Tenant’s insurance shall not reduce or limit the obligation of the Tenant to
indemnify the Landlord as provided in this Lease. All policies required herein shall use occurrence based forms. Any and all of the
premiums, deductibles and self-insured retentions associated with the policies providing the insurance coverage required herein
shall be assumed by, for the account of, and at the sole risk of Tenant.

(b) Landlord’s Insurance. Throughout the Term of this Lease, Landlord shall maintain, as a minimum, the following
insurance policies: (1) property insurance for the Building’s replacement value (excluding property required to be insured by
Tenant, it being agreed that Landlord shall have no obligation to provide insurance for such property), less a commercially-
reasonable deductible if Landlord so chooses; and (2) commercial general liability insurance in an amount of not less than
$3,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage, $3,000,000 each person or organization for personal and
advertising injury, $3,000,000 general aggregate, and $3,000,000 products and completed operations aggregate. Limits can be
satisfied through the maintenance of a combination of primary and umbrella policies. Landlord may, but is not obligated to,
maintain such other insurance and additional coverages as it may deem necessary. Tenant shall pay its Proportionate Share of the
cost of all insurance carried by Landlord with respect to the Project or Complex, as applicable, as set forth on Exhibit C. The
foregoing insurance policies and any other insurance carried by Landlord shall be for the sole benefit of Landlord and under
Landlord’s sole control, and Tenant shall have no right or claim to any proceeds thereof or any other rights thereunder.
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(0 Waiver of Subregation. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, to the extent permitted by law and without
affecting the coverage provided by insurance required to be maintained hereunder, Landlord and Tenant shall each agree to waive
any right to recover against the other party (and the other party’s agents, officers, directors and employees) on account of any and
all claims it may have against the other party (and the other party’s agents, officers, directors and employees) with respect to the
insurance actually maintained, or required to be maintained hereunder, under subparagraphs 11(a)(i) through (vi), inclusive, and to
the extent proceeds are realized from such insurance coverage that are applied to such claims. Each policy described in this Lease
shall contain a waiver of subrogation endorsement that provides that the waiver of any right to recovery shall not invalidate the
policy in any way.

(d Indemnity. Subject to Section 11(c), Tenant shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Landlord and the
Indemnitees from and against all claims, demands, liabilities, causes of action, suits, judgments, damages, and reasonable and actual
expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) and all losses and damages arising from: (1) any injury to or death of any person or
the damage to or theft, destruction, loss, or loss of use of any property (a “Leoss”) arising from any occurrence in or about the
Premises, the use of the Common Areas, the Parking Area or any other areas of the Project by any Tenant Party, or the installation,
operation, maintenance, repair or removal of any of Tenant’s Off-Premises Equipment; or (2) Tenant’s failure to perform any of its
obligations under this Lease, IN EACH CASE EVEN THOUGH CAUSED OR ALLEGED TO BE CAUSED BY THE
NEGLIGENCE OR FAULT OF LANDLORD OR ITS AGENTS (OTHER THAN A LOSS ARISING FROM THE SOLE OR
GROSS NEGLIGENCE OF LANDLORD OR ITS AGENTS), AND EVEN THOUGH ANY SUCH CLAIM, CAUSE OF
ACTION, OR SUIT IS BASED UPON OR ALLEGED TO BE BASED UPON THE STRICT LIABILITY OF LANDLORD OR
ITS AGENTS. THIS INDEMNITY IS INTENDED TO INDEMNIFY LANDLORD AND ITS AGENTS AGAINST THE
CONSEQUENCES OF THEIR OWN NEGLIGENCE OR FAULT AS PROVIDED ABOVE WHEN LANDLORD OR ITS
AGENTS ARE JOINTLY, COMPARATIVELY, CONTRIBUTIVELY, OR CONCURRENTLY NEGLIGENT WITH TENANT.
Landlord shall protect, indemnify, hold harmless and defend Tenant and the Tenant Parties from and against any and all loss, cost,
damage, liability or reasonable and actual expense incurred (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) for any injury to or death of any
person or the damage to any property in or on the Common Areas to the extent solely caused by the gross negligence or willful
misconduct of Landlord, its agents, employees or contractors. The indemnifications set forth in this Section 11(d)_shall survive
termination or expiration of this Lease and shall not terminate or be waived, diminished or affected in any manner by any abatement
or apportionment of Rent under any provision of this Lease. If any proceeding is filed for which indemnity is required hereunder,
the indemnifying party agrees, upon request therefor, to defend the other party in such proceeding at its sole cost utilizing counsel
satisfactory to the non-indemnifying party in its sole but reasonable discretion.

12.  Subordination; Attornment; Notice to I.andlord’s Mortgagee.

(a) Subordination. This Lease shall be subordinate to any deed of trust, mortgage, or other security instrument (each, as
renewed, modified, and/or extended from time to time, a “Mortgage”), or any ground lease, master lease, or primary lease (each, as
renewed, modified,
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and/or extended from time to time, a “Primary I.ease”), that now or hereafter covers all or any part of the Premises (the mortgagee
under any such Mortgage, beneficiary under any such deed of trust, or the lessor under any such Primary Lease is referred to herein
as a “Landlord’s Mortgagee”). Any Landlord’s Mortgagee may elect at any time, unilaterally, to make this Lease superior to its
Mortgage, Primary Lease, or other interest in the Premises by so notifying Tenant in writing. The provisions of this Section shall be
self-operative and no further instrument of subordination shall be required; however, in confirmation of such subordination, Tenant
shall execute and return to Landlord (or such other party designated by Landlord) within ten (10) days after written request therefor
such documentation, in recordable form if required, as a Landlord’s Mortgagee may reasonably request to evidence the
subordination of this Lease to such Landlord’s Mortgagee’s Mortgage or Primary Lease (including a subordination, non-disturbance
and attornment agreement) or, if the Landlord’s Mortgagee so elects, the subordination of such Landlord’s Mortgagee’s Mortgage or
Primary Lease to this Lease.

(b) Attornment. Tenant shall attorn to any party succeeding to Landlord’s interest in the Premises, whether by purchase,
foreclosure, deed in lieu of foreclosure, power of sale, termination of lease, or otherwise, upon such party’s request, and shall
execute such agreements confirming such attornment as such party may reasonably request, provided that such attornment shall not,
by more than a de minimis extent, increase Tenant’s obligations or liability or diminish its rights hereunder.

(© Notice to Landlord’s Mortgagee. Tenant shall not seek to enforce any remedy it may have for any default on the
part of Landlord without first giving written notice by certified mail, return receipt requested, specifying the default in reasonable
detail, to any Landlord’s Mortgagee whose address has been given to Tenant, and affording such Landlord’s Mortgagee a reasonable
opportunity to perform Landlord’s obligations hereunder.

(d) Landlord’s Mortgagee’s Protection Provisions . If Landlord’s Mortgagee shall succeed to the interest of Landlord
under this Lease, Landlord’s Mortgagee shall not be: (1) liable for any act or omission of any prior lessor (including Landlord); (2)
bound by any rent or additional rent or advance rent which Tenant might have paid for more than one (1) month in advance to any
prior lessor (including Landlord), unless such amounts were actually deposited with Landlord’s Mortgagee, and all such rent shall
remain due and owing, notwithstanding such advance payment; (3) bound by any security or advance rental deposit made by Tenant
which is not delivered or paid over to Landlord’s Mortgagee and with respect to which Tenant shall look solely to Landlord for
refund or reimbursement; (4) bound by any termination, amendment or modification of this Lease made without Landlord’s
Mortgagee’s consent and written approval, except for those terminations, amendments and modifications permitted to be made by
Landlord without Landlord’s Mortgagee’s consent pursuant to the terms of the loan documents between Landlord and Landlord’s
Mortgagee; (5) subject to the defenses which Tenant might have against any prior lessor (including Landlord); and (6) subject to the
offsets which Tenant might have against any prior lessor (including Landlord) except for those offset rights which (A) are expressly
provided in this Lease, (B) relate to periods of time following the acquisition of the Building by Landlord’s Mortgagee, and (C)
Tenant has provided written notice to Landlord’s Mortgagee and provided Landlord’s Mortgagee a reasonable opportunity to cure
the event giving rise to such offset event. Landlord’s Mortgagee shall have no liability or responsibility under or pursuant to the
terms of this Lease or otherwise after it ceases to own an interest in the Building. Nothing in this Lease shall be construed to require
Landlord’s Mortgagee to see to the
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application of the proceeds of any loan, and Tenant’s agreements set forth herein shall not be impaired on account of any
modification of the documents evidencing and securing any loan.

(e) SNDA . Landlord represents that, as of the Lease Date, there is no Mortgage encumbering the Project other than
PGIM Real Estate (“Current Holder”). Upon written request by Tenant, Landlord will use good faith and commercially reasonable
efforts to obtain a subordination, non-disturbance and attornment agreement (“SNDA™) for the benefit of Tenant from Current
Holder and any future Landlord’s Mortgagee whereby such Landlord’s Mortgagee agrees to recognize the rights of Tenant under
this Lease in the event of a foreclosure of the Mortgage held by such Landlord’s Mortgagee on such Landlord’s Mortgagee’s then
current standard form of agreement. “Good faith and commercially reasonable efforts” of Landlord shall not require Landlord to
incur any cost, expense or liability to obtain such agreement, it being agreed that Tenant shall be responsible for any fee or review
costs charged by Landlord’s Mortgagee. Landlord’s failure to obtain a SNDA for Tenant shall have no effect on the rights,
obligations and liabilities of Landlord and Tenant or be considered to be a default by Landlord hereunder.

13. Rules and Regulations. Tenant shall comply with the rules and regulations of the Building which are attached
hereto as Exhibit F. Landlord may, from time to time, change such rules and regulations for the safety, care, or cleanliness of the
Building and related facilities, provided that such changes are applicable to all tenants of the Building, will not unreasonably
interfere with Tenant’s use of the Premises, are enforced by Landlord in a non-discriminatory manner and provided to Tenant in
writing. Tenant shall be responsible for the compliance with such rules and regulations by each Tenant Party.

14. Condemnation.

(a Total Taking. If the entire Building or Premises are taken by right of eminent domain or conveyed in lieu thereof (a
“Taking”), this Lease shall terminate as of the date of the Taking.

(b) Partial Taking - Tenant’s Rights. If any part of the Building becomes subject to a Taking and such Taking will
prevent Tenant from conducting its business in the Premises in a manner reasonably comparable to that conducted immediately
before such Taking for a period of more than one hundred eighty (180) days, then Tenant may terminate this Lease as of the date of
such Taking by giving written notice to Landlord within thirty (30) days after the Taking, and Rent shall be apportioned as of the
date of such Taking. If Tenant does not terminate this Lease, then Rent shall be abated on a reasonable basis as to that portion of the
Premises rendered untenantable by the Taking.

(© Partial Taking - I.andlord’s Rights. If any material portion, but less than all, of the Building becomes subject to a
Taking, or if Landlord is required to pay any of the proceeds arising from a Taking to a Landlord’s Mortgagee, then Landlord may
terminate this Lease by delivering written notice thereof to Tenant within thirty (30) days after such Taking, and Rent shall be
apportioned as of the date of such Taking. If Landlord does not so terminate this Lease, then this Lease will continue, but if any
portion of the Premises has been taken, Rent shall abate as provided in the last sentence of Section 14(b).
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(d Award. If any Taking occurs, then Landlord shall receive the entire award or other compensation for the Land, the
Building, and other improvements taken; however, Tenant may separately pursue a claim (to the extent it will not reduce Landlord’s
award) against the condemner for the value of Tenant’s personal property which Tenant is entitled to remove under this Lease,
moving costs, loss of business, and other claims it may have.

(e) Repair. If the Lease is not terminated, Landlord shall proceed with reasonable diligence to restore the remaining part
of the Premises and the Building substantially to their former condition to the extent feasible to constitute a complete and tenantable
Premises and Building. In no event shall Landlord be required to spend more than the condemnation proceeds received by Landlord
for such repair.

® Waiver. The rights contained in this Section 14 shall be Tenant’s sole and exclusive remedy in the event of a taking
or condemnation. Landlord and Tenant each waives the provisions of Section 1265.130 and 1265.150 of the California Code of
Civil Procedure and the provisions of any successor or other law of like import.

15. Fire or Other Casualty.

(a) Repair Estimate. If the Premises or the Building are damaged by fire or other casualty (a “Casualty”), Landlord
shall use good faith efforts to deliver to Tenant within sixty (60) days after such Casualty a good faith estimate (the “Damage
Notice”) of the time needed to repair the damage caused by such Casualty.

(b) Tenant’s Rights. If a material portion of the Premises is damaged by Casualty such that Tenant is prevented from
conducting its business in the Premises in a manner reasonably comparable to that conducted immediately before such Casualty and
Landlord estimates that the damage caused thereby cannot be repaired within one hundred eighty (180) days after the
commencement of repairs (the “Repair Period”), then Tenant may terminate this Lease by delivering written notice to Landlord of
its election to terminate within thirty (30) days after the Damage Notice has been delivered to Tenant.

(©) Landlord’s Rights. If a Casualty damages the Premises or a material portion of the Building and: (1) Landlord
estimates that the damage to the Premises cannot be repaired within the Repair Period; (2) the damage to the Premises exceeds fifty
percent (50%) of the replacement cost thereof (excluding foundations and footings), as estimated by Landlord, and such damage
occurs during the last two (2) years of the Term; or (3) Landlord is required to pay any insurance proceeds arising out of the
Casualty to a Landlord’s Mortgagee, then Landlord may terminate this Lease by giving written notice of its election to terminate
within thirty (30) days after the Damage Notice has been delivered to Tenant.

(d) Repair Obligation. If neither party elects to terminate this Lease following a Casualty, then Landlord shall, within a
reasonable time after such Casualty, begin to repair the Premises and shall proceed continuously and with reasonable diligence to
restore the Building’s Structure and the Building’s Systems to substantially the same condition as they existed immediately before
such Casualty. Landlord shall not be required to repair or replace any improvements, Alterations or betterments (including the
Tenant Improvements) to or within the
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Premises (which shall be promptly and with due diligence repaired and restored by Tenant at Tenant’s sole cost and expense) or any
furniture, equipment, trade fixtures or personal property of Tenant or others in the Premises or the Building, and Landlord’s
obligation to repair or restore the Premises shall be limited to the extent of the insurance proceeds actually received by Landlord for
the Casualty in question. If this Lease is terminated under the provisions of this Section 15, Landlord shall be entitled to the full
proceeds of the insurance policies providing coverage for all Alterations, improvements and betterments in the Premises (and, if
Tenant has failed to maintain insurance on such items as required by this Lease, Tenant shall pay Landlord an amount equal to the
proceeds Landlord would have received had Tenant maintained insurance on such items as required by this Lease), but excluding
any proceeds for furniture, equipment, trade fixtures or personal property of Tenant or others in the Premises or the Building.

(e) Abatement of Rent. If the Premises are damaged by Casualty, Rent for the portion of the Premises rendered
untenantable by the damage shall be abated from the date of damage until the completion of Landlord’s repairs (or until the date of
termination of this Lease by Landlord or Tenant as provided above, as the case may be), unless a Tenant Party caused such damage,
in which case, Tenant shall continue to pay Rent without abatement.

® Waiver. The rights contained in this Section 15 shall be Tenant’s sole and exclusive remedy in the event of a
Casualty. Tenant hereby waives the provisions of Sections 1932(2) and 1933(4) of the California Civil Code and the provisions of
any successor or other law of like import.

16. Other Taxes Payable by Tenant . In addition to payment of Tenant’s Proportionate Share of Taxes, Tenant shall pay
before delinquency any and all taxes levied or assessed and which become payable by Tenant (or directly or indirectly by Landlord)
during the Term, whether or not now customary or within the contemplation of the parties hereto, which are based upon, measured
by or otherwise calculated with respect to: (i) the gross or net rental income of Landlord under this Lease, including any gross
receipts tax levied by any taxing authority or adopted by any voter initiative or ballot measure, or any other gross income tax or
excise tax levied by any taxing authority or adopted by any voter initiative or ballot measure with respect to the receipt of the rental
payable hereunder, except to the extent Landlord, in its sole discretion, elects to include any of the foregoing in Taxes; (ii) the value
of Tenant’s equipment, furniture, fixtures or other personal property located in the Premises; (iii) the possession, lease, operation,
management, maintenance, alteration, repair, use or occupancy by Tenant of the Premises or any portion thereof; (iv) the value of
any Tenant Improvements or Alterations, regardless of whether title to such improvements, alterations or additions shall be in
Tenant or Landlord; and (v) this transaction or any document to which Tenant is a party creating or transferring an interest or an
estate in the Premises.

If any taxes for which Tenant is liable are levied or assessed against Landlord or Landlord’s property and Landlord elects to
pay the same, or if the assessed value of Landlord’s property is increased by inclusion of such personal property, furniture or
fixtures and Landlord elects to pay the taxes based on such increase, then Tenant shall pay to Landlord, within thirty (30) days
following written request therefor, the part of such taxes for which Tenant is primarily liable hereunder.
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17.  Events of Default. Each of the following occurrences shall be an “Event of Default”:

(a) Payment Default. Tenant’s failure to pay Rent within five (5) calendar days after the same is due;

b) Abandonment. Tenant abandons the Premises or any substantial portion thereof, or fails to continuously operate its
business in the Premises, abandonment being defined as Tenant’s vacation of the Premises for a period of fourteen (14) or more
consecutive days and failure to meet one (1) or more lease obligations;

(© Estoppel/Financial Statement/Commencement Date Letter. Tenant fails to provide: (i) any estoppel certificate
after Landlord’s written request therefor pursuant to Section 26(e); (ii) any financial statement after Landlord’s written request
therefor pursuant to Section 26(q); or (iii) the Confirmation of Commencement Date in the form of Exhibit G as required by Section
3, and such failure shall continue for five (5) calendar days after Landlord’s second (2nd) written notice thereof to Tenant;

(d) Insurance. Tenant fails to procure, maintain and deliver to Landlord evidence of the insurance policies and
coverages as required under Section 11(a);

(e) Mechanic’s Liens. Tenant fails to pay and release of record, or diligently contest and bond around, any mechanic’s
lien filed against the Premises or the Project for any work performed, materials furnished, or obligation incurred by or at the request
of Tenant, within the time and in the manner required by Section 8(c);

® Other Defaults. Tenant’s failure to perform, comply with, or observe any other agreement or obligation of Tenant
under this Lease and the continuance of such failure for a period of thirty (30) calendar days or more after L.andlord has delivered to
Tenant written notice thereof, which notice shall be in lieu of, and not in addition to, any notice required under Section 1161 et seq.
of the California Code of Civil Procedure; and

(8) Insolvency. The filing of a petition by or against Tenant (the term “Tenant” shall include, for the purpose of this
Section 17(g), any guarantor of Tenant’s obligations hereunder): (1) in any bankruptcy or other insolvency proceeding; (2) seeking
any relief under any state or federal debtor relief law; (3) for the appointment of a liquidator or receiver for all or substantially all of
Tenant’s property or for Tenant’s interest in this Lease; or (4) for the reorganization or modification of Tenant’s capital structure;
however, if such a petition is filed against Tenant, then such filing shall not be an Event of Default unless Tenant fails to have the
proceedings initiated by such petition dismissed within sixty (60) calendar days after the filing thereof.
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18.  Remedies. Upon any Event of Default, Landlord may, in addition to all other rights and remedies afforded Landlord
hereunder or by law or equity, take any one or more of the following actions:

(a) Termination of Lease. Terminate this Lease by giving Tenant written notice thereof, in which event Tenant shall
immediately surrender the Premises to Landlord. In the event that Landlord shall elect to so terminate this Lease, then Landlord
may recover from Tenant:

@) The worth at the time of award of any unpaid Rent which had been earned at the time of such
termination; plus

(ii) The worth at the time of award of the amount by which the unpaid Rent which would have been
earned after termination until the time of award exceeds the amount of such Rent loss Tenant proves reasonably could have been
avoided; plus

(iii) The worth at the time of award of the amount by which the unpaid Rent for the balance of the Term
after the time of award exceeds the amount of such Rent loss that Tenant proves reasonably could be avoided; plus

@iv) Any other amount necessary to compensate Landlord for all detriment proximately caused by Tenant’s
failure to perform its obligations under this Lease or which in the ordinary course would be likely to result therefrom, including all
amounts due under Section 19(a); plus

W) At Landlord’s election, such other amounts in addition to or in lieu of the foregoing as may be
permitted from time to time by applicable California law.

As used in subparagraphs (i) and (ii) above, the “worth at the time of award” is computed by allowing interest at the Default
Rate. As used in subparagraph (iii) above, the “worth at the time of award” is computed by discounting such amount at the discount
rate of the Federal Reserve Bank of San Francisco at the time of award plus one percent (1%).

Forbearance by Landlord to enforce one or more of the remedies herein provided upon an Event of Default shall not be
deemed or construed to constitute a waiver of such default. Tenant hereby waives for Tenant and for all those claiming under Tenant
all rights now or hereafter existing to redeem by order or judgment of any court or by any legal process or writ, Tenant’s right of
occupancy of the Premises after any termination of this Lease.

(b) Termination of Possession. Terminate Tenant’s right to possess the Premises without terminating this Lease by
giving written notice thereof to Tenant, in which event Tenant shall pay to Landlord: (1) all Rent and other amounts accrued
hereunder to the date of termination of possession; (2) all amounts due from time to time under Section 19(a); and (3) all Rent and
other net sums required hereunder to be paid by Tenant during the remainder of the Term, diminished by any net sums thereafter
received by Landlord through reletting the Premises during such period, after deducting all costs incurred by Landlord in reletting
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elects to proceed under this Section 18(b), Landlord may remove all of Tenant’s property from the Premises and store the same in a
public warehouse or elsewhere at the cost of, and for the account of, Tenant, without becoming liable for any loss or damage which
may be occasioned thereby. If and to the extent required by applicable Law, Landlord shall use commercially reasonable efforts to
relet the Premises on such terms as Landlord in its sole discretion may determine (including a term different from the Term, rental
concessions, and alterations to, and improvement of, the Premises); however, Landlord shall not be obligated to expend funds in
connection with reletting the Premises, nor to relet the Premises before leasing other portions of the Building or Complex, as
applicable, and Landlord shall not be obligated to accept any prospective tenant proposed by Tenant unless such proposed tenant
meets all of Landlord’s leasing criteria. Landlord shall not be liable for, nor shall Tenant’s obligations hereunder be diminished
because of, Landlord’s failure to relet the Premises or to collect rent due for such reletting. Tenant shall not be entitled to the excess
of any consideration obtained by reletting over the Rent due hereunder. Reentry by Landlord in the Premises shall not affect
Tenant’s obligations hereunder for the unexpired Term; rather, Landlord may, from time to time, bring an action against Tenant to
collect amounts due by Tenant, without the necessity of Landlord’s waiting until the expiration of the Term. Unless Landlord
delivers written notice to Tenant expressly stating that it has elected to terminate this Lease, all actions taken by Landlord to
dispossess or exclude Tenant from the Premises shall be deemed to be taken under this Section 18(b). If Landlord elects to proceed
under this Section 18(b), it may at any time elect to terminate this Lease under Section 18(a);

(©) Continue Lease in Effect. In addition to all other rights and remedies provided Landlord in this Lease and by Law,
Landlord shall have the remedy described in California Civil Code Section 1951.4 (Landlord may continue the Lease in effect after
Tenant’s breach and abandonment and recover Rents as they become due if Tenant has the right to sublet or assign the Lease,
subject to reasonable limitations);

(d)  Perform Acts on Behalf of Tenant. Perform any act Tenant is obligated to perform under the terms of this Lease
(and enter upon the Premises in connection therewith if necessary) in Tenant’s name and on Tenant’s behalf, without being liable for
any claim for damages therefor, and Tenant shall reimburse Landlord within ten (10) days of Landlord’s demand for any expenses
which Landlord may actually incur in thus effecting compliance with Tenant’s obligations under this Lease (including, but not
limited to, collection costs and reasonable legal expenses), plus interest thereon at the Default Rate;

(e) Alteration of Locks. Additionally, with or without notice, and to the extent permitted by Law, Landlord may alter
locks or other access control devices at the Premises to deprive Tenant of access thereto, and Landlord shall not be required to
provide a new key or right of access to Tenant; or

® Attorneys’ Fees. If either Landlord or Tenant brings an action to enforce the terms hereof or declare rights
hereunder, the prevailing party in any such action, or appeal thereon, shall be entitled to its reasonable attorneys’ fees and court
costs to be paid by the losing party as fixed by the court in the same or separate suit, and whether or not such action is pursued to
decision or judgment. The attorneys’ fee award shall not be computed in accordance with any court fee schedule, but shall be such
as to fully reimburse all attorneys’ fees and court costs
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reasonably incurred. Landlord shall be entitled to reasonable attorneys’ fees and all other costs and expenses incurred in the
preparation and service of notices of default and consultations in connection therewith, whether or not a legal action is subsequently
commenced in connection with such default.

19.  Payment by Tenant; Non-Waiver; Cumulative Remedies.

(a) Payment by Tenant. Upon any Event of Default, Tenant shall pay to Landlord all costs actually incurred by
Landlord (including court costs and reasonable attorneys’ fees and expenses) in: (1) obtaining possession of the Premises; (2)
removing and storing Tenant’s or any other occupant’s property; (3) performing any necessary repairs or restoration of the Premises;
(4) if Tenant is dispossessed of the Premises and this Lease is not terminated, reletting all or any part of the Premises (including
brokerage commissions and other reasonable costs incidental to such reletting); (5) performing Tenant’s obligations which Tenant
failed to perform; and (6) enforcing, or advising Landlord of, its rights, remedies, and recourses arising out of the Event of Default.
To the full extent permitted by Law, Landlord and Tenant agree the federal and state courts of the state in which the Premises are
located shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any matter relating to or arising from this Lease and the parties’ rights and obligations
under this Lease.

(b) No Waiver. Landlord’s acceptance of Rent following an Event of Default shall not waive Landlord’s rights
regarding such Event of Default. No waiver by Landlord of any violation or breach of any of the terms contained herein shall waive
Landlord’s rights regarding any future violation of such term. Landlord’s acceptance of any partial payment of Rent shall not waive
Landlord’s rights with regard to the remaining portion of the Rent that is due, regardless of any endorsement or other statement on
any instrument delivered in payment of Rent or any writing delivered in connection therewith; accordingly, Landlord’s acceptance
of a partial payment of Rent shall not constitute an accord and satisfaction of the full amount of the Rent that is due.

(©) Cumulative Remedies. Any and all remedies set forth in this Lease: (1) shall be in addition to any and all other
remedies Landlord may have at law or in equity; (2) shall be cumulative; and (3) may be pursued successively or concurrently as
Landlord may elect. The exercise of any remedy by Landlord shall not be deemed an election of remedies or preclude Landlord
from exercising any other remedies in the future.

(d) No Designation. If Tenant is in arrears in payment of Rent, Tenant waives its right, if any, to designate the items to
which any payments made by Tenant are to be credited, and Landlord may apply any payments made by Tenant to such items as
Landlord sees fit, irrespective of any designation or request by Tenant as to the items to which any such payments shall be credited.

(e) No Counterclaims. Tenant shall not interpose any counterclaim (other than a compulsory counterclaim) in any
summary proceeding commenced by Landlord to recover possession of the Premises and shall not seek to consolidate such
proceeding with any action which may have been or will be brought by Tenant or any other person or entity.
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20. Landlord’s Lien. In addition to any statutory landlord’s lien now in effect or hereafter enacted, Tenant grants to
Landlord, to secure performance of Tenant’s obligations hereunder, a security interest in all of Tenant’s property situated in or upon,
or used in connection with, the Premises or the Project, and all proceeds thereof (except merchandise sold in the ordinary course of
business) (collectively, the “Collateral”), and the Collateral shall not be removed from the Premises or the Project without the prior
written consent of Landlord until all obligations of Tenant have been fully performed. Such personality thus encumbered includes
specifically all trade and other fixtures for the purpose of this Section 20 and inventory, equipment, contract rights, accounts
receivable and the proceeds thereof. Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default, Landlord may, in addition to all other remedies,
without notice or demand except as provided below, exercise the rights afforded to a secured party under the Uniform Commercial
Code of the state in which the Premises are located (the “UCC”). To the extent the UCC requires Landlord to give to Tenant notice
of any act or event and such notice cannot be validly waived before a default occurs, then five (5) days’ prior written notice thereof
shall be reasonable notice of the act or event. In order to perfect such security interest, Landlord may file any financing statement or
other instrument necessary at Tenant’s expense at the state and county Uniform Commercial Code filing offices. Tenant grants to
Landlord a power of attorney to execute and file any financing statement or other instrument necessary to perfect Landlord’s
security interest under this Section 20, which power is coupled with an interest and is irrevocable during the Term. Landlord may
also file a copy of this Lease as a financing statement to perfect its security interest in the Collateral. Within ten (10) days following
written request therefor, Tenant shall execute financing statements to be filed of record to perfect Landlord’s security interest in the
Collateral. The landlord’s lien shall survive the expiration or earlier termination of the Lease, until all obligations of Tenant have
been fully performed.

21.  Surrender of Premises. No act by Landlord shall be deemed an acceptance of a surrender of the Premises, and no
agreement to accept a surrender of the Premises shall be valid unless it is in writing and signed by Landlord. At the expiration or
termination of this Lease, Tenant shall deliver to Landlord the Premises with all improvements located therein in good repair and
condition, free of Hazardous Materials placed on the Premises during the Term, broom-clean, reasonable wear and tear (and
condemnation and Casualty damage, as to which Section 14 and Section 15 shall control) excepted, and shall deliver to Landlord all
keys to the Premises. Provided that Tenant has performed all of its obligations hereunder, Tenant may remove all unattached trade
fixtures, furniture, and personal property placed in the Premises or elsewhere in the Building by Tenant (but Tenant may not remove
any such item which was paid for, in whole or in part, by Landlord or any wiring or cabling unless Landlord requires such removal).
Additionally, at Landlord’s option, Tenant shall (not later than ten (10) days after the expiration or earlier termination of the Lease)
remove such alterations, additions (including stairs and bank vaults), improvements, trade fixtures, personal property, equipment,
wiring, conduits, cabling and furniture (including Tenant’s Off-Premises Equipment) as Landlord may request. Tenant shall repair
all damage caused by such removal. All items not so removed shall, at Landlord’s option, be deemed to have been abandoned by
Tenant and may be appropriated, sold, stored, destroyed, or otherwise disposed of by Landlord at Tenant’s cost after notice to
Tenant but without any obligation to account for such items; any such disposition shall not be considered a strict foreclosure or
other exercise of Landlord’s rights in respect of the security interest granted under Section 20. The provisions of this Section 21
shall survive the expiration or earlier termination of the Lease.
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22. Holding Over. If Tenant fails to vacate the Premises at the end of the Term, then Tenant shall be a tenant at
sufferance and, in addition to all other damages and remedies to which Landlord may be entitled for such holding over: (a) Tenant
shall pay, in addition to the other Rent, Base Rent equal to (i) for the first sixty (60) days of such holding over, one hundred fifty
percent (150%) of the Base Rent payable during the last month of the Term, and (ii) thereafter, the greater of (1) one hundred fifty
percent (150%) of the Base Rent payable during the last month of the Term, or (2) one hundred fifty percent (150%) of the
prevailing rental rate in the Building for similar space; and (b) Tenant shall otherwise continue to be subject to all of Tenant’s
obligations under this Lease. The provisions of this Section 22 shall not be deemed to limit or constitute a waiver of any other rights
or remedies of Landlord provided herein or at Law. If Tenant fails to surrender the Premises upon the termination or expiration of
this Lease, in addition to any other liabilities to Landlord accruing therefrom, Tenant shall protect, defend, indemnify and hold
Landlord harmless from all loss, costs (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) and liability resulting from such failure, including any
claims made by any succeeding tenant founded upon such failure to surrender, and any lost profits to Landlord resulting therefrom;
provided that this indemnity will only apply after Landlord has provided Tenant with at least sixty (60) days’ written notice that
Landlord is negotiating with a new tenant (or has entered into an agreement with a new tenant) for all or part of the Premises and
Tenant’s holding over conflicts with such new tenancy or Landlord’s or such new tenant’s preparation of all or part of the Premises
therefor. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if Tenant holds over with Landlord’s express written consent, then Tenant shall be a month-
to-month tenant and Tenant shall pay, in addition to the other Rent, Base Rent equal to one hundred twenty-five percent (125%) of
the Base Rent payable during the last month of the Term.

23. Certain Rights Reserved by Landlord. Landlord shall have the following rights:

(a) Building Operations. To decorate and to make inspections, repairs, alterations, additions, changes, or
improvements, whether structural or otherwise, in and about the Project or Complex, as applicable, or any part thereof; to enter
upon the Premises (after giving Tenant at least twenty-four (24) hours’ notice thereof, which may be oral notice, except in cases of
real or apparent emergency, in which case no notice shall be required) and, during the continuance of any such work, to temporarily
close doors, entryways, public space, and corridors in the Building; to interrupt or temporarily suspend Building services and
facilities; to change the name of the Building (provided that Landlord shall pay the reasonable fees associated with Tenant’s
stationery showing the new address or name of Building, as applicable); and to change the arrangement and location of entrances or
passageways, doors, and doorways, corridors, elevators, stairs, restrooms, or other public parts of the Building. In exercising its
right to perform any of the work contemplated under this Section 23(a), Landlord shall use commercially reasonable efforts to
minimize disruption to Tenant’s business operations in the Premises.

(b) Access Control. To take such reasonable access control measures as Landlord deems advisable (provided, however,
that any such access control measures are for Landlord’s own protection, and Tenant acknowledges that Landlord is not a guarantor
of the security or safety of any Tenant Party and that such security matters are the responsibility of Tenant); including evacuating
the Building for cause, suspected cause, or for drill purposes; temporarily denying access to the Building; and (if the Building is
multi-tenant) closing the Building after normal business hours and on Sundays and Holidays, subject, however, to Tenant’s right to
enter
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when the Building is closed after normal business hours under such reasonable regulations as Landlord may prescribe from time to
time.

(©) Repairs and Maintenance. To enter the Premises at all reasonable hours to perform Landlord’s repair and
maintenance obligations and rights under the Lease.

(d) Prospective Purchasers and Lenders. To enter the Premises at all reasonable hours to show the Premises to
prospective purchasers or lenders.

(e) Prospective Tenants. At any time during the last twelve (12) months of the Term (or earlier if Tenant has notified
Landlord in writing that it does not desire to renew the Term) or at any time following the occurrence of an Event of Default, to
enter the Premises at all reasonable hours to show the Premises to prospective tenants.

® Premises Access. Landlord shall retain a key for all of the doors for the Premises, excluding Tenant’s vaults, safes
and files. Landlord shall have the right to use any and all means to open the doors to the Premises in an apparent or actual
emergency in order to obtain entry thereto without liability to Tenant therefor. Any entry to the Premises by Landlord by any of the
foregoing means, or otherwise, shall not be construed or deemed to be a forcible or unlawful entry into or a detainer of the
Premises, or an eviction, partial eviction or constructive eviction of Tenant from the Premises or any portion thereof, and shall not
relieve Tenant of its obligations hereunder.

24, Hazardous Materials. Prior to executing this Lease, Tenant has delivered to Landlord Tenant’s executed initial
Hazardous Materials Disclosure Certificate (the “Initial HazMat Certificate”), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit H.
Tenant covenants, represents and warrants to Landlord that the information in the Initial HazMat Certificate is true and correct and
accurately describes the use(s) of Hazardous Materials (as defined in Section 25(j) hereof) which will be made and/or used on the
Premises by Tenant. Tenant shall, within ten (10) days following demand by Landlord (and in no event more than once per calendar
year) deliver to Landlord, an executed Hazardous Materials Disclosure Certificate (the “HazMat Certificate”) describing Tenant’s
then present use of Hazardous Materials on the Premises, and any other reasonably necessary documents as requested by Landlord.
The HazMat Certificates required hereunder shall be substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit H.

(a) The terms of this Lease regarding Hazardous Materials, and the presence, use, storage, handling and disposal thereof
in and from the Premises, are set forth in Exhibit E attached hereto.

(b) Landlord shall be responsible, at its sole cost and not as Additional Rent, for the removal, clean-up or other
remediation or abatement of any Hazardous Materials existing in the Premises as of the Lease Date and which are classified as
Hazardous Materials under applicable Hazardous Materials Laws as of the Lease Date except to the extent such Hazardous
Materials are brought to the Premises by Tenant or any employee, agent or contractor of Tenant. Landlord shall have the right to
determine the form and scope of any such remediation or abatement provided that it complies with applicable Hazardous Materials
Laws.
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25. Miscellaneous.

(a) Landlord Transfer. Landlord may transfer any portion of the Building and any of its rights under this Lease. If
Landlord assigns its rights under this Lease, then Landlord shall thereby be released from any further obligations hereunder arising
after the date of transfer, provided that the assignee assumes Landlord’s obligations hereunder in writing.

b) Landlord’s Liability. The liability of Landlord (and its partners, shareholders or members) to Tenant (or any person
or entity claiming by, through or under Tenant) for any default by Landlord under the terms of this Lease or any matter relating to or
arising out of the occupancy or use of the Premises and/or other areas of the Building or Complex shall be limited to Tenant’s actual
direct, but not consequential (or other speculative), damages therefor and shall be recoverable only from the interest of Landlord in
the Building, and Landlord (and its partners, shareholders or members) shall not be personally liable for any deficiency.
Additionally, to the extent allowed by Law, Tenant hereby waives any statutory lien it may have against Landlord or its assets,
including without limitation, the Building.

(©) Force Majeure. Other than for Tenant’s obligations under this Lease that can be performed by the payment of
money (e.g., payment of Rent and maintenance of insurance) and Tenant’s obligations pursuant to Exhibit D attached hereto,
whenever a period of time is herein prescribed for action to be taken by either party hereto, such party shall not be liable or
responsible for, and there shall be excluded from the computation of any such period of time, any delays due to strikes, riots, acts of
God, shortages of labor, equipment or materials, work stoppages, war, acts of terrorism, governmental laws, regulations, orders or
restrictions, or any other causes of any kind whatsoever which are beyond the control of such party.

(d) Brokerage. Neither Landlord nor Tenant has dealt with any broker or agent in connection with the negotiation or
execution of this Lease, other than as set forth in the Basic Lease Information. Tenant shall indemnify, defend and hold Landlord
harmless from and against all costs, expenses, attorneys’ fees, liens and other liability for commissions or other compensation
claimed by any broker or agent claiming the same by, through, or under Tenant. The foregoing indemnity shall survive the
expiration or earlier termination of the Lease.

(e) Estoppel Certificates. From time to time, Tenant shall furnish to any party designated by Landlord, within ten (10)
days after Landlord has made a request therefor, a certificate signed by Tenant confirming and containing such factual certifications
and representations, to Tenant’s actual knowledge, as to this Lease as Landlord may reasonably request. Unless otherwise required
by Landlord’s Mortgagee or a prospective purchaser or mortgagee of the Building, the initial form of estoppel certificate to be
signed by Tenant shall be substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

® Notices. All notices and other communications given pursuant to this Lease shall be in writing and shall be: (1)
mailed by first class, United States Mail, postage prepaid, certified, with return receipt requested, and addressed to the parties hereto
at the address specified in the Basic Lease Information; (2) hand delivered to the intended addressee; (3) sent by a nationally
recognized overnight courier service; or (4) sent by facsimile transmission during normal business hours followed by a copy of such
notice sent in another manner permitted
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hereunder. All notices shall be effective upon the earlier to occur of actual receipt, one (1) Business Day following deposit with a
nationally recognized overnight courier service, or three (3) days following deposit in the United States mail. The parties hereto
may change their addresses by giving notice thereof to the other in conformity with this provision.

(g)  Separability. If any clause or provision of this Lease is illegal, invalid, or unenforceable under present or future
laws, then the remainder of this Lease shall not be affected thereby and in lieu of such clause or provision, there shall be added as a
part of this Lease a clause or provision as similar in terms to such illegal, invalid, or unenforceable clause or provision as may be
possible and be legal, valid, and enforceable.

(h) Amendments; Binding Effect. This Lease may not be amended except by instrument in writing signed by Landlord
and Tenant. No provision of this Lease shall be deemed to have been waived by Landlord unless such waiver is in writing signed by
Landlord, and no custom or practice which may evolve between the parties in the administration of the terms hereof shall waive or
diminish the right of Landlord to insist upon the performance by Tenant in strict accordance with the terms hereof. The terms and
conditions contained in this Lease shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the parties hereto, and upon their respective
successors in interest and legal representatives, except as otherwise herein expressly provided. This Lease is for the sole benefit of
Landlord and Tenant, and, other than Landlord’s Mortgagee, no third party shall be deemed a third party beneficiary hereof.

@) Quiet Enjoyment. Provided Tenant has performed all of its obligations hereunder, Tenant shall peaceably and
quietly hold and enjoy the Premises for the Term, without hindrance from Landlord or any party claiming by, through, or under
Landlord, but not otherwise, subject to the terms and conditions of this Lease.

G No Merger. There shall be no merger of the leasehold estate hereby created with the fee estate in the Premises or
any part thereof if the same person acquires or holds, directly or indirectly, this Lease or any interest in this Lease and the fee estate
in the leasehold Premises or any interest in such fee estate.

&) No Offer. The submission of this Lease to Tenant shall not be construed as an offer, and Tenant shall not have any
rights under this Lease unless Landlord executes a copy of this Lease and delivers it to Tenant.

1)) Entire Agreement. This Lease constitutes the entire agreement between Landlord and Tenant regarding the subject
matter hereof and supersedes all oral statements and prior writings relating thereto. Except for those set forth in this Lease, no
representations, warranties, or agreements have been made by Landlord or Tenant to the other with respect to this Lease or the
obligations of Landlord or Tenant in connection therewith. The normal rule of construction that any ambiguities be resolved against
the drafting party shall not apply to the interpretation of this Lease or any exhibits or amendments hereto.

(m) Waiver of Jury Trial. TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, LANDLORD AND TENANT

HEREBY KNOWINGLY, VOLUNTARILY AND INTENTIONALLY WAIVE THE RIGHT TO A TRIAL BY JURY IN
RESPECT OF ANY
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LITIGATION BASED HEREON, ARISING OUT OF, UNDER OR IN CONNECTION WITH THIS LEASE OR ANY
DOCUMENTS CONTEMPLATED TO BE EXECUTED IN CONNECTION HEREWITH OR ANY COURSE OF CONDUCT,
COURSE OF DEALINGS, STATEMENTS (WHETHER ORAL OR WRITTEN) OR ACTIONS OF EITHER PARTY ARISING
OUT OF OR RELATED IN ANY MANNER WITH THE PREMISES (INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION, ANY ACTION
TO RESCIND OR CANCEL THIS LEASE OR ANY CLAIMS OR DEFENSES ASSERTING THAT THIS LEASE WAS
FRAUDULENTLY INDUCED OR IS OTHERWISE VOID OR VOIDABLE). THIS WAIVER IS A MATERIAL INDUCEMENT
FOR LANDLORD TO ENTER INTO AND ACCEPT THIS LEASE. Landlord and Tenant agree and intend that this paragraph
constitutes a written consent to waiver of trial by jury within the meaning of California Code of Civil Procedure Section 631(d)(2).
Each party hereby authorizes and empowers the other to file this Section 26(m) and this Lease with the clerk or judge of any court
of competent jurisdiction as a written consent to waiver of jury trial.

(n) Governing Law. This Lease shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the state in which
the Premises are located (the “State”).

(o) Recording. Tenant shall not record this Lease or any memorandum of this Lease without the prior written consent of
Landlord, which consent may be withheld or denied in the sole and absolute discretion of Landlord, and any recordation by Tenant
shall be a material breach of this Lease. Tenant grants to Landlord a power of attorney to execute and record a release releasing any
such recorded instrument of record that was recorded without the prior written consent of Landlord, which power of attorney is
coupled with an interest and is non-revocable during the Term.

(p) Joint and Several Liability. If Tenant is comprised of more than one (1) party, each such party shall be jointly and
severally liable for Tenant’s obligations under this Lease. All unperformed obligations of Tenant hereunder not fully performed at
the end of the Term shall survive the end of the Term, including payment obligations with respect to Rent and all obligations
concerning the condition and repair of the Premises.

(@) Financial Reports. Within fifteen (15) days after Landlord’s request, Tenant will furnish Tenant’s most recent
audited financial statements (including any notes to them) to Landlord, or, if no such audited statements have been prepared, such
other financial statements (and notes to them) as may have been prepared by an independent certified public accountant or, failing
those, Tenant’s internally prepared financial statements. If Tenant is a publicly traded corporation, Tenant may satisfy its obligations
hereunder by providing to Landlord Tenant’s most recent annual and quarterly reports. Landlord will not disclose any aspect of
Tenant’s financial statements that Tenant designates to Landlord as confidential except: (1) to Landlord’s Mortgagee or prospective
mortgagees or purchasers of the Building; (2) to Landlord’s advisors and consultants; (3) in litigation between Landlord and Tenant;
and (4) if required by court order. Tenant shall not be required to deliver the financial statements required under this Section 26(q)
more than once in any twelve (12) month period unless requested by Landlord’s Mortgagee or a prospective buyer or lender of the
Building or an Event of Default occurs. All financial statements provided hereunder shall be held in strict confidence by Landlord
and disclosed only to Landlord’s employees, attorneys, accountants, bankers, investors, lenders, or prospective
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buyers or lenders with a need to know and who shall, in turn, agree to abide by this confidentiality clause.

(r) Landlord’s Fees. Whenever Tenant requests Landlord to take any action not required of it hereunder or give any
consent required or permitted under this Lease, Tenant will reimburse Landlord for Landlord’s reasonable, out-of-pocket costs
payable to third parties and actually incurred by Landlord in reviewing the proposed action or consent, including reasonable
attorneys’, engineers’ or architects’ fees, within thirty (30) days after Landlord’s delivery to Tenant of a statement of such costs.
Tenant will be obligated to make such reimbursement without regard to whether Landlord consents to any such proposed action.
Tenant’s obligation to reimburse Landlord under this Section 26(r) shall not exceed $5,000 with respect to each request of Tenant;
provided, however, if Tenant requests material modifications to this Lease (as determined by Landlord in Landlord’s reasonable
discretion) or if there are material negotiations related thereto (as determined by Landlord in Landlord’s reasonable discretion), the
foregoing limitation will also not apply.

(s) Telecommunications. Tenant and its telecommunications companies, including local exchange telecommunications
companies and alternative access vendor services companies, shall have no right of access to and within the Building, for the
installation and operation of telecommunications systems, including voice, video, data, Internet, and any other services provided
over wire, fiber optic, microwave, wireless, and any other transmission systems (“Telecommunications Services”), for part or all
of Tenant’s telecommunications within the Building and from the Building to any other location without Landlord’s prior written
consent. All providers of Telecommunications Services shall be required to comply with the rules and regulations of the Building,
applicable Laws and Landlord’s policies and practices for the Building, which shall be provided in writing. Tenant acknowledges
that Landlord shall not be required to provide or arrange for any Telecommunications Services and that Landlord shall have no
liability to any Tenant Party in connection with the installation, operation or maintenance of Telecommunications Services or any
equipment or facilities relating thereto. Tenant, at its cost and for its own account, shall be solely responsible for obtaining all
Telecommunications Services.

® Representations and Warranties.

@) Tenant represents and warrants to, and covenants with, Landlord that neither Tenant nor any of its
respective constituent owners or affiliates currently are, or shall be at any time during the Term hereof, in violation of any laws
relating to terrorism or money laundering (collectively, the “Anti-Terrorism I.aws”), including without limitation Executive Order
No. 13224 on Terrorist Financing, effective September 24, 2001 and relating to Blocking Property and Prohibiting Transactions
With Persons Who Commit, Threaten to Commit, or Support Terrorism (the “Executive Order”) and/or the Uniting and
Strengthening America by Providing Appropriate Tools Required to Intercept and Obstruct Terrorism Act of 2001 (Public Law 107-
56) (the “USA Patriot Act”).

(ii) Tenant covenants with Landlord that neither Tenant nor any of its respective constituent owners or
affiliates is or shall be during the Term hereof a “Prohibited Person,” which is defined as follows: (A) a person or entity that is listed
in the Annex to, or is
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otherwise subject to, the provisions of the Executive Order; (B) a person or entity owned or controlled by, or acting for or on behalf
of, any person or entity that is listed in the Annex to, or is otherwise subject to the provisions of, the Executive Order; (C) a person
or entity with whom Landlord is prohibited from dealing with or otherwise engaging in any transaction by any Anti-Terrorism Law,
including without limitation the Executive Order and the USA Patriot Act; (D) a person or entity who commits, threatens or
conspires to commit or support “terrorism” as defined in Section 3(d) of the Executive Order; (E) a person or entity that is named as
a “specially designated national and blocked person” on the then-most current list published by the U.S. Treasury Department
Office of Foreign Assets Control at its official website, http://www.treas.gov/offices/eotffc/ofac/sdn/t11sdn.pdf, or at any
replacement website or other replacement official publication of such list; and (F) a person or entity who is affiliated with a person
or entity listed in items (A) through (E), above.

(iii) At any time and from time-to-time during the Term, Tenant shall deliver to Landlord, within ten (10)
days after receipt of a written request therefor, a written certification or such other evidence reasonably acceptable to Landlord
evidencing and confirming Tenant’s compliance with this Section 26(t).

(v Confidentiality. Tenant acknowledges that the terms and conditions of this Lease are to remain confidential for
Landlord’s benefit, and may not be disclosed by Tenant to anyone, by any manner or means, directly or indirectly, without
Landlord’s prior written consent. The consent by Landlord to any disclosures shall not be deemed to be a waiver on the part of
Landlord of any prohibition against any future disclosure.

W) Authority. Tenant (if a corporation, partnership or other business entity) hereby represents and warrants to Landlord
that Tenant is a duly formed and existing entity qualified to do business in the state in which the Premises are located, that Tenant
has full right and authority to execute and deliver this Lease, and that each person signing on behalf of Tenant is authorized to do so.

(w)  Adjacent Excavation. If an excavation shall be made upon land adjacent to the Building, or shall be authorized to
be made, Tenant shall afford the person causing (or authorized to cause) such excavation access to the Premises for the purpose of
doing such work as said person shall deem necessary to preserve or protect the Building or any portion thereof from injury or
damage and to support the same by proper foundation, in all events without any claim for damages or indemnity against Landlord or
diminution or abatement of Rent.

(6:9) On-Site Refueling. If Tenant desires to refuel generators, forklifts, trucks or other vehicles or equipment at the
Premises, then prior to the commencement of any such refueling, Tenant shall comply with the provisions set forth in this
Subsection 26(x). In no event shall any refueling occur outside and/or upon the Premises without Landlord’s prior written consent,
which consent may be withheld in Landlord’s reasonable discretion. Tenant hereby covenants and agrees that it shall at all times
comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, all court orders, governmental directives,
and governmental orders and all interpretations of the foregoing, pertaining to secondary containment for fuel storage, distribution
or transfer facilities (including without limitation the refueling of vehicles, equipment, generators, or other portable refueling
operations), including but not limited
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to the Spill Prevention, Control, and Countermeasure Plan requirements contained in 40 CFR Part 112 (“SPCC”).

@) Tenant shall obtain and maintain, in addition to the insurance coverages required in Section 11(a),
environmental clean-up and liability insurance in amounts of no less than $2,000,000 per occurrence and pollution liability
insurance in amounts of no less than $2,000,000 per occurrence, naming Landlord, Landlord’s property management company and
Invesco as an additional insured and otherwise complying with the requirements of_Section 11(a). The foregoing coverages are in
addition to the coverages required by any contractors or subcontractors performing work at the Project, as more particularly

refueling activities.

(i) Tenant shall provide Landlord with a formal Spill Management Plan (the “SMP”) for Landlord’s
review and written approval. Such SMP must include at a minimum: (a) the types and amounts of fuel that will be used and/or
stored at the Premises; (b) the types and number of equipment and/or vehicles that will be refueled; (c) the name(s) of the
contractor(s) which will be conducting the refueling and a copy of the contract with such contractor(s); (d) an insurance certificate
Liability insurance on an occurrence basis, in amounts of no less than $2,000,000 per occurrence, naming Tenant, Landlord,
Landlord’s property management company and Invesco as additional insureds; (e) the days and times when such refueling will
occur, and the location within the Premises designated for refueling activities; (f) a list of the containment supplies that Tenant will
have on-hand at all times; and (g) a contingency plan for spills. Tenant shall make such changes to the SMP as may be required by
Landlord. No fueling activities shall occur until Landlord has approved Tenant’s SMP in writing. Landlord’s approval of the SMP
shall not be a representation or warranty of Landlord that the SMP is adequate for any use or complies with the SPCC or any other
Law, but shall merely be the consent of Landlord thereto. Tenant shall comply with, and shall cause each of its contractor’s to
comply with, the final SMP that has been approved by Landlord. Tenant shall immediately notify Landlord in writing in the event
of any spill at the Premises or Project related to the activities of Tenant or its contractors.

(iii) Fueling shall occur only over diesel resistive substrate (such as concrete) with methods of controlling
run-off in place should a release occur, such control being in accordance with the SPCC and no less than the Landlord-approved
SMP. If refueling at the Premises could jeopardize or potentially invalidate a stormwater permit for the Premises or Project, Tenant
shall perform such work as may be required (including without limitation installing curbing around fueling operations at Tenant’s
cost, in a location and in accordance with plans approved in advance in writing by Landlord), such that there is no adverse effect to
such permit and said permit remains valid and in good standing.

@iv) Any and all obligations (including removal and remedial actions), losses, claims, suits, judgments,
liabilities, penalties, damages (including consequential and punitive damages), costs and expenses (including reasonable attorneys’
and consultants’ fees and expenses) of any kind or nature whatsoever that may at any time be incurred by, imposed on or
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asserted against Landlord or the Indemnitees in connection with refueling operations at the Premises or Project shall be subject to
the indemnification provisions of Exhibit E.

ADDITIONAL RENT, TAXES, AND INSURANCE

1. Additional Rent.

Tenant shall pay to Landlord Tenant’s Proportionate Share of the annual Common Area Maintenance Costs (defined below)
of the Project or Complex, as applicable (collectively, “Additional Rent”). Landlord may make a good faith estimate of the
Additional Rent to be due by Tenant for any calendar year or part thereof during the Term. During each calendar year or partial
calendar year of the Term, Tenant shall pay to Landlord, in advance concurrently with each monthly installment of Base Rent, an
amount equal to the estimated Additional Rent for such calendar year or part thereof divided by the number of months therein. From
time to time (but no more than twice in a calendar year), Landlord may estimate and re-estimate the Additional Rent to be due by
Tenant and deliver a copy of the estimate or re-estimate to Tenant. Thereafter, the monthly installments of Additional Rent payable
by Tenant shall be appropriately adjusted in accordance with the estimations so that, by the end of the calendar year in question,
Tenant shall have paid all of the Additional Rent as estimated by Landlord. Any amounts paid based on such an estimate shall be
subject to adjustment as herein provided when actual Common Area Maintenance Costs are available for each calendar year.

2. Common Area Maintenance Costs. The term “Common Area Maintenance Costs” shall mean all expenses and
disbursements (subject to the limitations set forth below) that Landlord incurs in connection with the ownership, operation, and
maintenance of the Project or Complex, as applicable, determined in accordance with sound accounting principles consistently
applied, including the following costs: (a) wages and salaries of all on-site employees engaged in the management, operation,
maintenance or repair of the Project or Complex, as applicable, or the control of access thereto (in each case, together with
Landlord’s reasonable allocation of expenses of off-site employees who perform a portion of their services in connection with the
operation, maintenance or security of the Project or Complex, as applicable), including taxes, insurance and benefits relating
thereto; (b) all supplies and materials used in the operation, maintenance, repair or replacement of the Project or Complex, or the
control of access thereto (including the Loading Dock, if used in common by tenants of the Building, and the Common Areas), as
applicable; (c) costs for improvements made to the Project or Complex, as applicable, during Tenant’s tenancy in the Premises
which, although capital in nature, are (i) expected to reduce the normal Common Area Maintenance Costs (including all utility
costs) of the Project or Complex, as applicable, as amortized using a commercially reasonable interest rate over the time period
reasonably estimated by Landlord to recover the costs thereof taking into consideration the anticipated cost savings, as determined
by Landlord using its good faith, commercially reasonable judgment, as well as (ii) capital improvements made in order to comply
with any Law, as amortized using a commercially reasonable interest rate over the useful economic life of such improvements as
determined by Landlord in its reasonable discretion, as well as (iii) capital improvements made to improve the health, safety and
welfare of the Building and its occupants, as amortized using a commercially reasonable interest rate over the useful economic life
of such improvements as determined by Landlord in its reasonable discretion, as well as (iv) property repairs and replacements of a
capital nature, as amortized using a commercially reasonable interest rate over the useful economic life of such repairs or
replacements as determined by




Landlord in its reasonable discretion; (d) cost of all utilities used in the Common Areas; (e) repairs, replacements, and general
maintenance of the Project or Complex, as applicable; (f) management fees (or an imputed charge for management fees if Landlord
provides its own management services, not to exceed 3% of gross rents), and fair market rental and other costs with respect to the
management office, if any, for the Building or Complex; and (g) service, maintenance and management contracts with independent
contractors for the operation, maintenance, management, repair or replacement of the Project or Complex, as applicable, or the
control of access thereto, including the Common Areas.

Common Area Maintenance Costs shall not include costs for: (1) repair, replacements and general maintenance paid by
proceeds of insurance or directly by Tenant or other third parties; (2) interest, amortization or other payments on loans to Landlord;
(3) depreciation; (4) leasing commissions; (5) legal expenses for services, other than those that benefit the Project or Complex
tenants, as applicable (e.g., tax disputes); (6) renovating or otherwise improving leased premises of the Project or Complex, as
applicable or vacant space in the Project or Complex, as applicable; (7) Taxes and Insurance which are paid separately pursuant to
Sections 3 and 4 below; (8) federal income taxes imposed on or measured by the income of Landlord from the operation of the
Project or Complex, as applicable; (9) the cost of any service sold to any tenant (including Tenant) or other occupant for which
Landlord is entitled to be reimbursed as an additional charge or rental over and above the basic rent, escalations, CAM, and/or
operating expenses payable under the lease with that tenant; (10) costs incurred for the initial development or improvement of the
Project or any new construction or renovation of the Project or Complex; (11) expenses incurred for services or other benefits of a
type that are not provided or made available to Tenant but which are provided another tenant or occupant of the Project or Complex;
(12) overhead profit increments paid to Landlord’s subsidiaries or affiliates for management or other services on or to the building
or for supplies or other materials to the extent that the cost of the services, supplies, or materials exceeds the cost that would have
been paid had the services, supplies, or materials been provided by unaffiliated parties on a competitive basis; (13) interest,
amortization or other payments on loans to Landlord, all rental due under any ground or underlying lease (except to the extent such
rental payments represent Taxes or the provision of goods and/or services that, if provided by Landlord, would be includable in
Common Area Maintenance Costs), and rentals and other related expenses incurred in leasing equipment which, if purchased, the
cost of which would be excluded from Common Area Maintenance Costs as a capital cost, except equipment not affixed to the
Building which is used in providing janitorial or similar services and further excepting from this exclusion such equipment rented or
leased to remedy or ameliorate an emergency condition at the Project; (14) any compensation paid to clerks, attendants, or other
persons in commercial concessions operated by Landlord; (15) advertising and promotional expenditures (as distinguished from
Business Park wayfinding signage and the like); (16) expenses in the nature of fines or penalties resulting from the violation of any
Laws by Landlord; (17) costs incurred by Landlord as a result of (a) the gross negligence or willful misconduct of Landlord or (b)
the breach by Landlord of any lease in the Complex; (18) charitable or political contributions or professional dues; (19) costs of
repairs and other work occasioned by fire, windstorm, or other casualty to the extent insurance proceeds are received by Landlord or
in the event Landlord has elected to self-insure for such perils; (20) the cost of correcting any building code or other violations
which were violations prior to the Lease Date; (21) the cost of containing, removing, or otherwise remediating any contamination of
the Project or Complex (including the underlying land and ground water) by any Hazardous Materials where such contamination
was not caused or released by Tenant and/or any Tenant



Party; and (22) costs of acquiring sculpture, paintings, or other objects of art (however, costs of maintaining, repairing and insuring
artwork may be passed through).

3. Taxes.

Tenant shall also pay Tenant’s Proportionate Share of Taxes for each year and partial year falling within the Term. Tenant
shall pay Tenant’s Proportionate Share of Taxes in the same manner as provided above for Tenant’s Proportionate Share of Common
Area Maintenance Costs. “Taxes” shall mean taxes, assessments, and governmental charges or fees whether federal, state, county or
municipal, and whether they be by taxing districts or authorities presently taxing or by others, subsequently created or otherwise,
and any other taxes and assessments (including nongovernmental assessments for common charges under any restrictive covenants
and other private agreements that are not treated as part of Common Area Maintenance Costs, including all CC&Rs and other
instruments and agreements related to the Business Park or applicable portions thereof) now or hereafter attributable to the Project
or Complex, as applicable (or its operation), excluding, however, penalties and interest thereon, federal and state taxes on income,
franchise taxes, gift taxes, capital stock taxes, and inheritance and succession taxes (provided however, if the present method of
taxation changes so that in lieu of or in addition to the whole or any part of any Taxes, there is levied on Landlord a capital tax
directly on the rents received therefrom or a franchise tax, assessment, or charge based, in whole or in part, upon such rents for the
Project or Complex, as applicable, then all such taxes, assessments, or charges, or the part thereof so based, shall be deemed to be
included within the term “Taxes” for purposes hereof). Taxes shall include the costs of consultants retained in a good faith effort to
lower taxes and, if taxes are so lowered, all costs incurred in disputing any taxes or in seeking to lower the tax valuation of the
Project. For property tax purposes, to the extent allowed by Law, Tenant waives all rights to protest or appeal the appraised value of
the Premises, as well as the Project and Complex, and all rights to receive notices of reappraisement.

4. Insurance.

Tenant shall pay Tenant’s Proportionate Share of Insurance for each year and partial year falling within the Term. Tenant
shall pay Tenant’s Proportionate Share of Insurance in the same manner as provided above for Tenant’s Proportionate Share of
Common Area Maintenance Costs. “Insurance” shall mean all property, liability and other insurance coverages carried by
Landlord, including without limitation deductibles and risk retention programs and an allocation of a portion of the cost of blanket
insurance policies maintained by Landlord and/or its Affiliates.

5. Common Area Maintenance, Tax and Insurance Statement. By May 1 of each calendar year, or as soon thereafter as
reasonably practicable, Landlord shall furnish to Tenant a statement of Common Area Maintenance Costs, Taxes, and Insurance for
the previous year, adjusted as provided in Section 6 of this Exhibit (the “Common Area Maintenance, Tax and Insurance
Statement” or “Landlord’s Statement”). If Tenant’s estimated payments of Common Area Maintenance or Taxes or Insurance
under this Exhibit C for the year covered by the Common Area Maintenance Costs, Tax and Insurance Statement exceed Tenant’s
share of such items as indicated in the Common Area Maintenance, Tax and Insurance Statement, then Landlord shall promptly
credit or reimburse Tenant for such excess; likewise, if Tenant’s estimated payments of Common Area Maintenance, Taxes and
Insurance under this Exhibit C




for such year are less than Tenant’s share of such items as indicated in the Common Area Maintenance, Tax and Insurance
Statement, then Tenant shall promptly pay Landlord such deficiency, notwithstanding that the Term has expired and Tenant has
vacated the Premises. Landlord shall have the same remedies for a default in the payment of Tenant’s Proportionate Share of
Common Area Maintenance Costs, Taxes and Insurance as for a default in the payment of Base Rent.

6. Gross-Up. With respect to any calendar year or partial calendar year in which the Building or Complex, as applicable, is
not occupied to the extent of 100% of the rentable area thereof, or Landlord is not supplying services to 100% of the rentable area
thereof, the Common Area Maintenance Costs for such period shall, for the purposes hereof, be increased to the amount which
would have been incurred had the Building or Complex, as applicable, been occupied to the extent of 100% of the rentable area
thereof and Landlord had been supplying services to 100% of the rentable area thereof.

7. Cost Pools. Landlord and Landlord’s Affiliates shall have the right to equitably allocate some or all of the Common Area
Maintenance Costs, Taxes and/or Insurance costs among different projects, buildings, portions and occupants of the Complex
(“Cost Pools”), in Landlord’s reasonable discretion, so that the Common Area Maintenance Costs, Taxes and/or Insurance costs
incurred in connection with the Complex are properly and equitably shared between the Project and the other projects, buildings,
portions and occupants in the Complex.

8. Tenant’s Audit Right. Tenant shall have the right, no more often than once per Landlord’s Statement, to conduct an audit
of Landlord’s books and records relating to Common Area Maintenance Costs in accordance with the following terms and
provisions, provided that Tenant delivers written notice of its intent to audit within ninety (90) days after receipt by Tenant of a
Landlord’s Statement and completes such audit within thirty (30) days after the date L.andlord makes Landlord’s books and records
available to Tenant:

(i) No Event of Default then exists.

(ii) Tenant shall have the right to have an employee of Tenant or a Qualified Auditor (as defined below) inspect
Landlord’s accounting records at Landlord’s office.

(iii) Neither the employee of Tenant nor the Qualified Auditor shall be employed or engaged on a contingency basis,
in whole or in part.

(iv) Prior to commencing the audit, Tenant and the auditor shall: (A) if the auditor is not an employee of Tenant,
provide Landlord with evidence that the auditor is from a nationally recognized accounting firm and that the individual performing
the audit is a certified public accountant (a “Qualified Auditor™); (B) each sign a confidentiality letter to be provided by Landlord,;
and (C) provide Landlord with evidence of the fee arrangement between the auditor and Tenant.

(v) The audit shall be limited solely to confirming that the Common Area Maintenance Costs reported in Landlord’s
Statement are consistent with the terms of this Lease. The auditor shall not make any judgments as to the reasonableness of any
item of expense and/or



the total Common Area Maintenance Costs, nor shall such reasonableness be subject to audit except where this Lease specifically
states that a particular item must be reasonable.

(vi) If Tenant’s auditor finds errors or overcharges in Landlord’s Statement that Tenant wishes to pursue, then within
the time period set forth above Tenant shall advise Landlord thereof in writing with specific reference to claimed errors and
overcharges and the relevant Lease provisions disqualifying such expenses. Landlord shall have a reasonable opportunity to meet
with Tenant’s auditor (and any third auditor selected hereinbelow, if applicable) to explain its calculation of Common Area
Maintenance Costs. If Landlord agrees with said findings, appropriate rebates or charges shall be made to Tenant. If Landlord does
not agree, Landlord shall engage its own auditor to review the findings of Tenant’s auditor and Landlord’s books and records. The
two (2) auditors and the parties shall then meet to resolve any difference between the audits.

(vii) If agreement cannot be reached within two (2) weeks thereafter, then the auditors shall together select a third
auditor (who shall be a Qualified Auditor not affiliated with and who does not perform services for either party or their affiliates) to
which they shall each promptly submit their findings in a final report, with copies submitted simultaneously to the first two (2)
auditors, Tenant and Landlord. Within two (2) weeks after receipt of such findings, the third auditor shall determine which of the
two reports best meets the terms of this Lease, which report shall become the “Final Finding”. The third auditor shall not have the
option of selecting a compromise between the first two auditors’ findings, nor to make any other finding.

(viii) If the Final Finding determines that Landlord has overcharged Tenant, Landlord shall credit Tenant toward the
payment of additional Rent next due and payable under this Lease the amount of such overcharge. If the Final Finding determines
that Tenant was undercharged, then within twenty (20) days after the Final Finding, Tenant shall reimburse Landlord the amount of
such undercharge.

(ix) If the Final Finding results in a determination that Landlord overstated Common Area Maintenance Costs by
more than five percent (5%) for the calendar year subject to the audit, Landlord shall pay its own audit costs and reimburse Tenant
for its costs associated with said audits, with reimbursement of Tenant’s costs being capped at $7,500 per audit. In all other events,
each party shall pay its own audit costs, including one-half (1/2) of the cost of the third auditor.

ADDITIONAL USE PROVISIONS - LABORATORY USE

The provisions of this Exhibit E supplement the provisions of Section 9 of the Lease and set forth additional provisions
generally applicable to Tenant’s use of the Premises as well as Tenant’s use of portions of the Premises for laboratory and research
and development purposes (“Laboratory Use”). To the extent that any provisions of this Exhibit conflict or are inconsistent with
any of the provisions contained elsewhere in the Lease, the provisions of this Exhibit E shall control.

1. Laboratory and Research and Development Use. Subject to the requirements of Landlord in effect from time to
time, and subject to and in accordance with the provisions of this Exhibit E, Tenant may use portions of the Premises for
Laboratory Use.

Current Good Manufacturing Practices. The buildout of the Premises for Laboratory Use, the installation and
maintenance of the laboratory equipment and facilities in the Premises, and the conduct of all aspects of Tenant’s Laboratory Use in
the Premises shall at all times be undertaken and performed pursuant to procedures and requirements that satisfy and are consistent
with the requirements of the federal Food and Drug Administration’s Current Good Manufacturing Practices in effect from time to
time (“cGMP”). Tenant shall obtain and maintain in effect at all times throughout the Term of the Lease cGMP certification for its
Laboratory Use, as applicable, as conducted by Tenant in the Premises.

Biosafety Level. The Laboratory Use permitted hereunder shall not exceed that of a Biosafety Level 2
laboratory as specified by the National Institutes of Health from time to time or any equivalent successor designation (and Tenant
shall certify from time to time upon the reasonable request of Landlord that the Laboratory Use in the Premises does not exceed
Biosafety Level 2).

No Animal Testing. In no event shall live animal testing of any kind be permitted as part of the Laboratory
Use, and no vivarium or other live animal testing facility may be constructed or located within any part of the Premises.

2. Compliance with I.aws; Best Practices.

(a) Applicable Laboratory Use Laws. Tenant’s permitted Laboratory Use of the Premises shall at all times be
undertaken and performed in strict accordance with all applicable laws and the rules, regulations, requirements and guidelines of all
governmental and quasi-governmental authorities and agencies having regulatory jurisdiction over any aspect of Tenant’s
Laboratory Use (“Applicable Laboratory Use Laws”), including, without limitation, the federal Department of Health and Human
Services, Food and Drug Administration (including cGMP requirements), Center for Disease Control and Prevention, and National
Institutes of Health, as well as applicable state and local governmental authorities. Tenant also shall comply with (and shall certify
such compliance from time to time upon the reasonable request of Landlord) the guidelines published by the National Research
Council and the U.S. Department



of Health and Human Services Public Health Service, National Institutes of Health, and Centers for Disease Control, or their
successors, as applicable.

(b) Industry Standards and Best Practices. Tenant shall comply with applicable industry standards and best
practices for Tenant’s permitted Laboratory Use (“Industry Standards and Best Practices”), including, without limitation, the
cGMP requirements of the FDA, as the same may be applicable.

(c) Permits. Tenant shall obtain and maintain any and all necessary permits, licenses, certifications and
approvals appropriate or required for the use, Handling, storage and disposal of any Hazardous Materials Handled by Tenant on the
Premises or in the Complex. Landlord shall have a continuing right, without obligation, to review and inspect any and all such
permits, licenses, certifications and approvals, together with any Hazardous Materials Business Plans, Safety Data Sheets (“SDSs”),
and Contingency Plans and Emergency Procedures of Tenant.

(a) Laboratory Improvements. Tenant’s improvement of any portion of the Premises for Laboratory Use,
including the installation of any Laboratory Equipment, shall be undertaken in accordance with the terms of the Work Agreement
and Applicable Laboratory Use Laws.

(b) Installation. All Laboratory Equipment must be properly insulated to minimize the transmission of noise
or vibrations to portions of the Complex outside of the Premises. Should other tenants or occupants of the Complex complain of
unreasonable noise or vibrations, Tenant will be responsible for abating any such noise or vibrations, at Tenant ‘s sole cost. Any
damage to property, including, without limitation, damage to the Complex or to any other tenant spaces due to leaks from any Lab
Equipment or any malfunction thereof will be the sole responsibility of Tenant.

(c) Use of HEPA Filters. Tenant shall use high efficiency particulate air (HEPA) filters where required in
exhaust equipment in portions of the Premises devoted to Laboratory Use in accordance with Applicable Laboratory Use Laws and
Industry Standards and Best Practices.

(d) Decommissioning. Without limiting Tenant’s obligations under Section 4(1) below, prior to the expiration
or earlier termination of the Term of the Lease, Tenant shall (i) decontaminate and decommission all of the Laboratory Equipment
in a manner and so that it is in a condition (with respect to the presence of biological or chemical materials and otherwise) that
complies with Applicable Laboratory Use Laws and Hazardous Materials Laws, and (ii) furnish a certification prepared by an
independent third party decommissioning and testing agent demonstrating that the Laboratory has been fully decontaminated and
decommissioned in accordance with Applicable Laboratory Use Laws and Hazardous Materials Laws.



(e) Removal of Laboratory Equipment. In addition to the removal of any Tenant Improvements that may be
required pursuant to the terms of Lease, upon the expiration of the Term, or any earlier termination of the Lease, Tenant, at
Landlord’s election, shall remove from the Premises the laboratory related equipment, fixtures and furnishings located in the
Premises, including, but not limited to, laboratory benches and vented fume hoods.

4. Hazardous Materials.
(a) Definitions. The following terms shall have the following meanings for purposes of this Exhibit E:

(i) “Biohazardous Materials” means any and all substances and materials defined or referred to as
“medical waste,” “biological waste,” “biohazardous waste,” “biohazardous material” or any other term of similar import under any
Hazardous Materials Laws, including (but not limited to) California Health & Safety Code Sections 25100 et seq., California Health
& Safety Code Sections 117600 et seq., and any regulations promulgated thereunder, as amended from time to time.

(ii) “Environmental Condition” means the Release of any Hazardous Materials in, over, on, under,
through, from or about the Complex (including, but not limited to, the Premises).

(iii) “Environmental Damages” means all claims, suits, judgments, damages, losses, penalties, fines,
liabilities, encumbrances, liens, costs and expenses of whatever kind or nature, contingent or otherwise, matured or unmatured,
foreseeable or unforeseeable, arising out of or in connection with any Environmental Condition, including, without limitation: (A)
damages for personal injury, or for injury or damage to personal property or to the Complex or any portion thereof, including,
without limitation (1) any claims brought by or on behalf of any person, (2) any loss of, lost use of, damage to or diminution in the
fair market value or fair market rental value of the Complex or any portion thereof, and (3) costs of any investigation, remediation,
removal, abatement, containment, closure, restoration or monitoring work required by any federal, state or local governmental
agency or political subdivision, or otherwise reasonably necessary to protect the public health or safety, whether on or off the
Complex; (B) reasonable fees incurred for the services of attorneys, consultants, contractors, experts and laboratories in connection
with the preparation of any feasibility studies, investigations or reports or the performance of any work described above; (C) any
liability to any third person or governmental agency to indemnify such person or agency for costs expended or liabilities incurred in
connection with any items described in clause (A) or (B) above; and (D) the amount of any penalties, damages or costs a party is
required to pay or incur in excess of that which the party otherwise would reasonably have expected to pay or incur absent the
existence of the applicable Environmental Condition.

(iv) “Handling” or “Handles” or “Handled”, when used with reference to any substance or material,
includes (but is not limited to) any receipt, storage, use, generation, Release, transportation, treatment or disposal of such substance
or material.



(v) “Hazardous Materials” means any and all chemical, explosive, biohazardous, radioactive or
otherwise toxic or hazardous materials or hazardous wastes, including without limitation any asbestos-containing materials, PCB’s,
CFCs, petroleum and derivatives thereof, Radioactive Materials, Biohazardous Materials, Hazardous Wastes, any other substances
defined or listed as or meeting the characteristics of a hazardous substance under any Hazardous Materials Laws, hazardous
material, Hazardous Waste, toxic substance, toxic waste, biohazardous material, biohazardous waste, biological waste, medical
waste, radiation, radioactive substance, radioactive waste, or other similar term, as applicable, under any law, statute, ordinance,
code, rule, regulation, directive, order, condition or other written requirement enacted, promulgated or issued by any public officer
or governmental or quasi-governmental authority, whether now in force or hereafter in force at any time or from time to time to
protect the environment or human health, and/or any mixed materials, substances or wastes containing more than one of the
foregoing categories of materials, substances or wastes.

(vi) “Hazardous Materials I.aws” means, collectively, (A) the Comprehensive Environmental
Response, Compensation and Liability Act of 1980, 42 U.S.C. Sections 9601-9657, (B) the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act
of 1975, 49 U.S.C. Sections 1801-1812, (C) the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976, 42 U.S.C. Sections 6901-6987
(together with any amendments thereto, any regulations thereunder and any amendments to any such regulations as in effect from
time to time, “RCRA”), (D) the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended by the Clean Water Act of 1977, 33 U.S.C. §1251
et seq., (E) the Toxic Substances Control Act of 1976, 14 U.S.C. §2601 et seq., (F) the Emergency Planning and Community Right-
to-Know Act of 1986, 42 U.S.C. §11001 et seq., (G) the Clean Air Act, 42 U.S.C. §§ 7401 et seq., (H) the Safe Drinking Water Act,
42 U.S.C. 8§ 300f et seq., (I) the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act, 7 U.S.C. §§ 136 et seq., (J) the California
Carpenter-Presley-Tanner Hazardous Substance Account Act, California Health & Safety Code Sections 25300 et seq., (K) the
Hazardous Materials Release Response Plans and Inventory Act, California Health & Safety Code Sections 25500 et seq., (L) the
California Hazardous Waste Control Law, California Health & Safety Code Sections 25100 et seq. (together with any amendments
thereto, any regulations thereunder and any amendments to any such regulations as in effect from time to time, the “CHWCL"”),
(M) California Health & Safety Code Sections 25015-25027.8, (K) the Medical Waste Management Act, California Health & Safety
Code Sections 117600 et seq., (N) any amendments to or successor statutes to any of the foregoing, as adopted or enacted from time
to time, (O) any regulations or amendments thereto promulgated pursuant to any of the foregoing from time to time, (P) any laws
relating to Biohazardous Materials, including (but not limited to) any regulations or requirements with respect to the shipping, use,
decontamination and disposal thereof, and (Q) any other law now or at any time hereafter in effect regulating, relating to or
imposing liability or standards of conduct concerning any Hazardous Materials, including (but not limited to) any requirements or
conditions imposed pursuant to the terms of any orders, permits, licenses, registrations or operating plans issued or approved by any
governmental or quasi-governmental authority from time to time in connection with any Handling of Hazardous Materials in, on or
about the Premises or the Complex.

(vii) “Hazardous Wastes” means (A) any waste listed as or meeting the identified characteristics of a
“hazardous waste” or terms of similar import under RCRA, (B) any waste meeting the identified characteristics of a “hazardous
waste”, “extremely hazardous waste” or “restricted hazardous waste” under the CHWCL, and/or (C) any and all



other substances and materials defined or referred to as a “hazardous waste” or other term of similar import under any Hazardous
Materials Laws.

(viii) “Radioactive Materials” means (A) any and all substances and materials the Handling of which
requires an approval, consent, permit or license from the Nuclear Regulatory Commission, (B) any and all substances and materials
the Handling of which requires a Radioactive Material License or other similar approval, consent, permit or license from the State
of California, and (C) any and all other substances and materials defined or referred to as “radiation,” a “radioactive material” or
“radioactive waste,” or any other term of similar import under any Hazardous Materials Laws, including (but not limited to) Title
17, California Code of Regulations Section 30100, and any statutes, regulations or other laws administered, enforced or
promulgated by the Nuclear Regulatory Commission.

(ix) “Release” means any accidental or intentional spilling, leaking, pumping, pouring, emitting,
discharging, injecting, escaping, leaching, migrating, dumping or disposing into the air, land, surface water, groundwater or the
environment (including without limitation the abandonment or discarding of receptacles containing any Hazardous Materials).
Notwithstanding the foregoing, a Release shall not include any spilling or discharge of Hazardous Materials which is not caused by
or does not result from the action or inaction of Tenant or any Tenant Party.

(x) “Tenant’s Contamination” means any Release of Hazardous Material on or about the Premises or
other portion of the Complex by Tenant and/or any Tenant Party.

(xi) Other capitalized terms not defined herein shall have the meanings specified in the Lease.

(b) Handling of Hazardous Materials. The Handling of Hazardous Materials in the Premises and the Complex
by all Tenant Parties shall at all times comply with and be subject to all provisions of the Lease and all Hazardous Materials Laws.
Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Tenant shall comply at all times with all Hazardous Materials Laws applicable to
any aspect of Tenant’s use of the Premises and the Complex and of Tenant’s operations and activities in, on and about the Premises
and the Complex, and shall ensure at all times that Tenant’s Handling of Hazardous Materials in, on and about the Premises or the
Complex does not violate (x) the terms of any governmental licenses or permits applicable to the Complex or Premises or to
Tenant’s Handling of any Hazardous Materials therein, or (y) any applicable requirements or restrictions relating to the occupancy
classification of the Complex and the Premises.

(c) Disposition of Hazardous Materials. Tenant shall not dispose of any Hazardous Materials, except to the
extent authorized by permit, at the Premises or the Complex, but instead shall arrange for off-site disposal, under Tenant’s own
name and EPA waste generator number (or other similar identifying information issued or prescribed by any other governmental
authority with respect to Radioactive Materials, Biohazardous Materials or any other Hazardous Materials) and at Tenant’s sole
expense, in compliance with all applicable



Hazardous Materials Laws, all Applicable Laboratory Use Laws and all other applicable federal, state and local laws and regulatory
requirements.

(d) Information Regarding Hazardous Materials. Pursuant to Section 25(a) of the Lease, Tenant has
completed and delivered to Landlord the Hazardous Materials Disclosure Certificate in the form attached as Exhibit H to the Lease
with respect to Tenant’s use of the Premises; and Tenant shall provide such certificate to Landlord as provided for in said Section
25(a). In addition, during the Term of the Lease, Tenant shall deliver to Landlord from time to time upon demand to Tenant from
Landlord and upon any Material Change (as defined in Subsection (xi) below) in Tenant’s Hazardous Materials inventory or in
Tenant’s business operations involving Hazardous Materials, such information and/or documentation regarding Tenant’s use of
Hazardous Materials as Landlord may reasonably require, including, without limitation, the following:

(i) An inventory of all Hazardous Materials that Tenant intends to or does receive, use, handle,
generate, transport, store, treat or dispose of from time to time, or at the time of preparation of such inventory proposes or expects to
use, handle, generate, transport, store, treat or dispose of from time to time, in connection with its operations at the Premises. Such
inventory shall include, but shall separately identify, any Hazardous Wastes, Biohazardous Materials and Radioactive Materials
covered by the foregoing description.

(ii) Copies of all then existing permits, licenses, registrations and other similar documents issued by
any governmental or quasi-governmental authority that authorize any Handling of Hazardous Materials in, on or about the Premises
or the Complex by any Tenant Party.

(iii) All SDSs required to be completed with respect to operations of Tenant at the Premises from time
to time in accordance with Title 8, California Code of Regulations Section 5194 or 42 U.S.C. Section 11021, or any amendments
thereto, and any Hazardous Materials Inventory Sheets that accompany the SDSs.

(iv) All hazardous waste manifests that Tenant is required to complete from time to time in connection
with its operations at the Premises.

(v) A copy of any “Hazardous Materials Business Plan” required from time to time with respect to
Tenant’s operations at the Premises pursuant to California Health & Safety Code Sections 25500 et seq., and any regulations
promulgated thereunder, as amended from time to time, or in connection with Tenant’s application for a business license from the
City of San Francisco. If Applicable Laboratory Use Laws or Hazardous Materials Laws do not require Tenant to prepare a
Hazardous Materials Business Plan, Tenant shall furnish to Landlord at the times and in the manner set forth above the information
that would customarily be contained in a Hazardous Materials Business Plan, including information regarding Tenant’s Hazardous
Materials inventories. The parties acknowledge that a Hazardous Materials Business Plan would ordinarily include an emergency
response plan, and that regardless of whether Applicable Laboratory Use Laws or Hazardous Materials Laws require Tenant to
prepare Hazardous Materials Business Plans, Landlord in its



reasonable discretion may elect to prepare a coordinated emergency response plan for the Complex or portions thereof, including
the Premises.

connection with its operations at the Premises, pursuant to Applicable Laboratory Use Laws, Hazardous Materials Laws, Title 22,
California Code of Regulations Section 66264.50 et seq., and any amendments thereto, and any “records” required under Title 22,
California Code of Regulations Section 66264.70 et seq., and any amendments thereto from time to time. Landlord in its reasonable
discretion may elect to prepare a Contingency Plan and Emergency Procedures for the Complex or portions thereof, including the
Premises, in which event, if Applicable Laboratory Use Laws or Hazardous Materials Laws Applicable Law do not require Tenant
to prepare a Contingency Plan and Emergency Procedures for its operations at the Premises, Tenant shall furnish to Landlord at the
times and in the manner set forth above the information that would customarily be contained in a Contingency Plan and Emergency
Procedures.

(vii) Copies of any biennial or other periodic reports furnished or required to be furnished to the
California Department of Health Services from time to time, under Applicable Law, pursuant to Title 22, California Code of
Regulations Section 66264.70 et seq. and any amendments thereto, relating to any Hazardous Materials.

(viii) Copies of any industrial wastewater discharge permits issued to or held by Tenant from time to
time in connection with its operations at the Premises.

(ix) Copies of any other lists, reports, studies, or inventories of Hazardous Materials or of any
subcategories of materials included in Hazardous Materials that Tenant is otherwise required to prepare and file from time to time
with any governmental or quasi- governmental authority in connection with Tenant’s operations at the Premises, including (but not
limited to) reports filed by Tenant with the federal Food and Drug Administration or any other regulatory authorities primarily in
connection with the presence (or lack thereof) of any “select agents” or other Biohazardous Materials on the Premises, together with
proof of filing thereof. For the avoidance of doubt, this provision does not require Tenant to disclose to Landlord Food and Drug
Administration filings that are unrelated to Hazardous Materials or any subcategories of materials included in Hazardous Materials
being Handled at the Premises.

(x) Any other information reasonably requested by Landlord in writing from time to time in
connection with (A) Landlord’s monitoring (in Landlord’s reasonable discretion) and enforcement of Tenant’s obligations under this
Section and of compliance with applicable Hazardous Materials Laws in connection with any Handling or Release of Hazardous
Materials in the Premises or the Complex by any Tenant Party, (B) any inspections or enforcement actions by any governmental
authority pursuant to any Hazardous Materials Laws or any other laws relating to the presence or Handling of Hazardous Materials
in the Premises or the Complex by any Tenant Party, and/or (C) Landlord’s preparation (in Landlord’s reasonable discretion) and
enforcement of any reasonable rules and procedures relating to the presence or Handling by Tenant or any Tenant Party of
Hazardous Materials in the Premises or the Complex, including (but not limited to) any contingency plans or emergency response
plans as described above.



(xi) As used herein, “Material Change” shall refer to any change in the use, presence or Handling of
Hazardous Materials by Tenant that would (A) reasonably be expected to have a significant effect on the Premises or the Complex,
(B) violate the compliance with or provisions of any existing permits, licenses, registrations and other similar documents issued by
any governmental or quasi-governmental authority that authorize any Handling of Hazardous Materials in, on or about the Premises
or the Complex by any Tenant Party, or (C) cause the information provided in the Environmental Questionnaire to become untrue or
inaccurate in any material respect. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Tenant is not required, however, to provide Landlord with any
portion(s) of such documents containing information of a proprietary nature which, in and of themselves, do not contain a reference
to any Hazardous Materials or hazardous activities. It is not the intent of this Section to provide Landlord with information which
could be detrimental Tenant’s business should such information become possessed by Tenant’s competitors.

(e) Indemnification; Notices to L.andlord. Tenant shall be responsible for and shall indemnify, defend and
hold Landlord harmless from and against all Environmental Damages directly or indirectly arising out of: (i) any Handling of
Hazardous Materials by any Tenant Party in, on or about the Premises or the Complex, (ii) any breach of Tenant’s obligations under
this Section or of any Hazardous Materials Laws by any Tenant Party, or (iii) the existence of any Tenant’s Contamination in, on or
about the Premises or the Complex caused by any Tenant Party, including, without limitation, any removal, cleanup or restoration
work and materials necessary to return the Complex or any improvements of whatever nature located on the Complex to the
condition existing prior to the Handling of Hazardous Materials in, on or about the Premises or the Complex by any Tenant Party. In
the event of any Tenant’s Contamination in, on or about the Premises or any other portion of the Complex, Tenant shall promptly
give written notice thereof to Landlord (regardless of the source or quantity of the Release). Notwithstanding the foregoing, Tenant
shall have no obligation to report routine spills which are controlled and cleaned up, which are incident to Tenant’s operations and
that cause no Environmental Damage to the Premises and/or the Complex. In addition, Tenant shall (A) promptly notify Landlord if
Tenant becomes aware of any material claims by any person or entity relating to any Hazardous Materials in, on, under, from, about
or in the vicinity of the Premises, whether relating to damage, contribution, cost recovery, compensation, loss or injury, and (B)
promptly advise Landlord in writing of Tenant’s discovery of any occurrence or condition in, on, under or about the Premises that
would reasonably subject Landlord or Landlord to any liability, or restriction on ownership, occupancy, transferability or use of the
Premises or the Complex under any Hazardous Materials Laws. Tenant shall not enter into any legal proceeding or other action,
settlement, consent decree or other compromise with respect to any claims involving Hazardous Materials without first notifying
Landlord of Tenant’s intention to do so and affording Landlord the opportunity to join and participate, as a party if Landlord so
elects, in such proceedings and in no event shall Tenant enter into any agreements which are binding on Landlord or Landlord, the
Premises or the Complex with Landlord’s prior written consent. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, nothing
in this Section 4(e) shall be construed to make Tenant responsible for any Hazardous Materials present on the Premises as of the
Commencement Date or which migrate thereto through air, water or soil through no fault of any Tenant Party, or are introduced by
Landlord, another tenant of the Building, Project or Complex, or any other third party that is not a Tenant Party. Landlord shall
indemnify, defend and hold Tenant harmless from any and all costs, liabilities, demands, claims, civil or criminal actions, causes of
action, civil or criminal penalties, fines, losses, liens,



assessments, damages, liabilities, costs, disbursements, expenses, or fees of any kind or any nature (including without limitation all
clean-up costs and attorneys’ fees) which may at any time be imposed upon incurred by, or asserted or awarded against Landlord or
Tenant which (i) result from Hazardous Materials which existed on or in the Complex, Building or the Premises prior to Tenant’s
occupancy, (ii) which are caused by the negligence or willful misconduct of Landlord or Landlord’s representatives, or (iii) which
are brought onto the Premises by Landlord.

(f) Governmental Notices. Tenant shall promptly provide Landlord with copies of all notices received by
Tenant from any governmental authority relating to any actual, threatened or alleged Release by Tenant or any Tenant Party of
Hazardous Materials in, on or about the Premises or any other portion of the Complex (and regardless of the source or quantity of
any actual, threatened or alleged Release), including, without limitation, any investigation, inspection, proceeding, notice of
violation, notice of responsibility or demand for action from any federal, state or local governmental authority or official in
connection with any actual, threatened or alleged Release by any Tenant Party of Hazardous Materials in or about the Premises or
any other portion of the Complex. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Tenant shall have no obligation to report to Landlord any routine
minor spills which are controlled, which are incident to Tenant’s operations and that cause no Environmental Damage to the
Premises and the Complex, if Tenant is not otherwise required to report such spill to any governmental authority.

(g) Inspection by Landlord. In addition to, and not in limitation of, Landlord’s rights under the Lease, upon
reasonable prior request by Landlord, Tenant shall grant Landlord and its consultants, as well as any governmental authorities
having jurisdiction over the Premises or over any aspect of Tenant’s use thereof, access to the Premises at reasonable times (but in
no event less than two (2) Business Days’ notice, and subject to Tenant’s security procedures, which may include but not be limited
to the execution of a non-disclosure agreement in favor of Tenant) to inspect Tenant’s Handling of Hazardous Materials in, on and
about the Premises, and Landlord shall not thereby incur any liability to Tenant or be deemed guilty of any disturbance of Tenant’s
use or possession of the Premises by reason of such entry; provided, however, that Landlord shall use reasonable efforts to minimize
interference with Tenant’s use of the Premises caused by such entry. Landlord shall bear all costs relating to any such inspection
(except as otherwise provided in subsection (h) below) and shall comply with any security precaution reasonably imposed by
Tenant during such entry onto the Premises. Notwithstanding Landlord’s rights of inspection and review of documents, materials
and physical conditions under this Section with respect to Tenant’s Handling of Hazardous Materials, Landlord shall have no duty
or obligation to perform any such inspection or review or to monitor in any way any documents, materials, physical conditions or
compliance with any Hazardous Materials Laws in connection with Tenant’s Handling of Hazardous Materials, and no third party
shall be entitled to rely on Landlord to conduct any such inspection, review or monitoring by reason of the provisions of this
Section.

(h) Monitoring by Landlord. Landlord reserves the right to monitor, at Tenant’s cost, at any time that
Landlord reasonably believes that Tenant may be violating a material requirement of this Exhibit E, through consultants engaged
by Landlord: (x) all aqueous and atmospheric discharges and emissions from the Premises during the Term by a Tenant Party, (y)
Tenant’s compliance with requirements and restrictions relating to the occupancy classification of the Building (including, but not
limited to, Hazardous Materials inventory levels of Tenant), and (z) Tenant’s compliance with all other requirements of this



Section. Any such costs incurred by Landlord shall be reimbursed by Tenant to Landlord within fifteen (15) days after written
demand by Landlord from time to time, accompanied by supporting documentation reasonably evidencing the costs for which such
reimbursement is claimed.

(i) Clean Up. If Landlord, Tenant or any governmental or quasi- governmental authority discovers any
Release from the Premises during the Term by a Tenant Party in violation of this Section, or if any environmental report prepared by
Landlord or Tenant indicates the presence of any Hazardous Materials as to which Tenant has a removal or remediation obligation
under the Lease, or if Landlord discovers any other breach of Tenant’s obligations under this Section, then upon receipt of written
notice from Landlord or at such earlier time as Tenant obtains actual knowledge of the applicable discharge, emission or breach,
Tenant at its sole expense shall (x) in the case of a Release in violation of any Environmental Law, cease the applicable discharge or
emission and remediate any continuing effects of the discharge or emission until such time as Tenant demonstrates to Landlord’s
reasonable satisfaction that the applicable discharge or emission is in compliance with all Hazardous Materials Laws and any other
applicable regulatory requirements to the satisfaction of the appropriate governmental agency with jurisdiction over the Release,
and (y) in the case of any other breach of Tenant’s obligations under this Section, take such corrective measures as Landlord may
reasonably request in writing in order to cure or eliminate the breach as promptly as practicable and to remediate any continuing
effects of the breach. Without limiting the foregoing, Tenant, at its sole expense, shall immediately comply with all reporting
requirements imposed pursuant to any and all Hazardous Materials Laws and take such additional investigative, remedial and
corrective actions as Landlord shall in its reasonable discretion deem necessary so that the Premises and the Complex are
remediated to the condition existing prior to such Release. If, within thirty (30) days after the initial discovery of the matter
requiring clean up or remediation, Tenant fails to initiate remediation of the Release, or if Tenant thereafter fails to proceed with
diligence to complete such clean up or remediation as promptly as practicable, then Landlord shall have the right, but not the
obligation, and without waiving any other rights under the Lease, to carry out any remediation recommended by the applicable
environmental report or required by the applicable governmental authority, and recover all of the costs and expenses thereof from
Tenant as Rent, payable within fifteen (15) days after receipt of written demand therefor. Tenant shall continue to pay all Rent
during any clean-up or remediation, and shall not be entitled to any reduction, offset or deferral of any Rent due or accruing under
the Lease during any such clean-up or remediation.

(j) Environmental Study. No later than thirty (30) days prior to expiration or any earlier termination of the
Term, Tenant at its sole cost and expense, shall obtain and deliver to Landlord an environmental study, performed by an expert
reasonably satisfactory to Landlord, evaluating, the presence or absence of any Tenant’s Contamination in, on and about the
Premises and the Complex. Such study shall be based on a reasonable and prudent level of tests and investigations of the Premises
and surrounding portions of the Complex (if appropriate) which tests shall be conducted no earlier than forty-five (45) days prior to
the Expiration Date. If such environmental study reveals that remediation is required under any Hazardous Materials Laws that
Tenant is responsible for under the Lease, Tenant shall submit a remediation plan to Landlord prepared by such expert and at its sole
expense shall promptly commence and diligently pursue to completion the required remedial actions.
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(k) Radioactive Materials. Without limiting any other applicable provisions of this Section, if Tenant Handles
or proposes to Handle any Radioactive Materials in or about the Premises, Tenant shall provide Landlord with copies of Tenant ‘s
licenses or permits for such Radioactive Materials and with copies of all radiation protection programs and procedures required
under Applicable Laws or otherwise adopted by Tenant from time to time in connection with Tenant’s Handling of such Radioactive
Materials. In addition, Tenant shall comply with any and all rules and procedures issued by Landlord from time to time with respect
to the Handling of Radioactive Materials on the Complex (such as, by way of example but not limitation, rules implementing a label
defacement program for decayed waste destined for common trash and/or rules relating to transportation and storage of Radioactive
Materials on the Complex).

(1) Surrender. Prior to the expiration or termination of the Lease, Tenant shall (A) complete any remediation
or clean-up required under the terms of the Lease and (B) obtain and deliver to Landlord a letter or other written determination from
the overseeing governmental authority confirming that any remediation or clean-up has been completed in accordance with the
requirements of such governmental authority and that no further response action of any kind is required for the unrestricted use of
the Premises (“Closure Letter”). Upon the expiration or earlier termination of the Lease, Tenant shall also be obligated to close all
permits obtained in connection with Hazardous Materials used by Tenant or any Tenant Party in accordance with applicable
Hazardous Materials Laws.

(m) Deemed Holdover Occupancy. Notwithstanding any other provisions of the Lease, if on or before the
expiration or earlier termination of the Lease Tenant has failed to remove from the Premises or the Complex all Hazardous
Materials Handled by a Tenant Party or has failed to complete any remediation or removal of Tenant’s Contamination and/or to
have fully remediated in compliance with the requirements of the Lease and with all applicable Hazardous Materials Laws and any
other applicable federal, state and local laws the Tenant’s Handling and/or Release (if applicable) of any such Hazardous Materials
and/or has not received the Closure Letter, closed all applicable permits and received any other governmental approval required for
facility closure under Hazardous Materials Laws, then for so long as such circumstances continue to exist, Tenant shall be deemed
to be occupying the Premises on a holdover basis without Landlord’s consent (notwithstanding such otherwise applicable
termination or expiration of the Term) and shall be required to continue pay Rent and other charges in accordance with the Lease
until such time as all such circumstances have been fully resolved in accordance with the requirements of the Lease and with all
applicable Hazardous Materials Laws and other any other applicable federal, state and local laws.

(n) Survival of Obligations. Tenant’s obligations under this Exhibit E shall survive the expiration or earlier
termination of the Lease and shall survive any conveyance by Landlord of its interest in the Premises. The provisions of this Section
and any exercise by Landlord of any of the rights and remedies contained herein shall be without prejudice to any other rights and
remedies that Landlord may have under the Lease or under Applicable Law with respect to any Environmental Conditions and/or
any Hazardous Materials. Landlord’s exercise or failure to exercise, at any time or from time to time, any or all of the rights granted
in this Exhibit E shall not in any way impose any liability on Landlord or shift from Tenant to Landlord any responsibility or
obligation imposed upon Tenant under the Lease or under
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Hazardous Materials Laws, Environmental Conditions and/or compliance with any applicable federal, state or local laws.
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EXHIBIT F
BUILDING RULES AND REGULATIONS

The following rules and regulations shall apply to the Premises, the Building, the Parking Area, and the appurtenances
thereto:

1. Sidewalks, doorways, vestibules, halls, stairways, and other similar areas shall not be obstructed by tenants or used by any
tenant for purposes other than ingress and egress to and from their respective leased premises and for going from one to another part
of the Building.

2. Plumbing, fixtures and appliances shall be used only for the purposes for which designed, and no sweepings, rubbish, rags
or other unsuitable material shall be thrown or deposited therein. Damage resulting to any such fixtures or appliances from misuse
by a tenant or its agents, employees or invitees, shall be paid by such tenant.

3. No signs, advertisements or notices (other than those that are not visible outside the Premises) shall be painted or affixed
on or to any windows or doors or other part of the Building without the prior written consent of Landlord.

4. Landlord shall provide all door locks in each tenant’s leased premises, at the cost of such tenant, and no tenant shall place
any additional door locks in its leased premises without Landlord’s prior written consent. Landlord shall furnish to each tenant a
reasonable number of keys to such tenant’s leased premises, at such tenant’s cost, and no tenant shall make a duplicate thereof.

5. If the Building is multi-tenant, movement in or out of the Building of furniture or office equipment, or dispatch or receipt
by tenants of any bulky material, merchandise or materials which require use of elevators or stairways, or movement through the
Building entrances or lobby shall be conducted under Landlord’s supervision at such times and in such a manner as Landlord may
reasonably require. Each tenant assumes all risks of and shall be liable for all damage to articles moved and injury to persons or
public engaged or not engaged in such movement, including equipment, property and personnel of Landlord if damaged or injured
as a result of acts in connection with carrying out this service for such tenant.

6. Landlord may prescribe weight limitations and determine the locations for safes and other heavy equipment or items,
which shall in all cases be placed in the Building so as to distribute weight in a manner acceptable to Landlord which may include
the use of such supporting devices as Landlord may require. All damages to the Building caused by the installation or removal of
any property of a tenant, or done by a tenant’s property while in the Building, shall be repaired at the expense of such tenant.

7. Corridor doors, when not in use, shall be kept closed. Nothing shall be swept or thrown into the corridors, halls, elevator
shafts or stairways. No birds or animals (other than seeing-eye dogs) shall be brought into or kept in, on or about any tenant’s leased
premises. No portion of any tenant’s leased premises shall at any time be used or occupied as sleeping or lodging quarters.



8. Tenant shall not make or permit any vibration or improper, objectionable or unpleasant noises or odors in the Building or
otherwise interfere in any way with other tenants or persons having business with them.

9. No machinery of any kind (other than normal office equipment) shall be operated by any tenant on its leased area without
Landlord’s prior written consent, nor shall any tenant use or keep in the Building any flammable or explosive fluid or substance
(other than typical office supplies [e.g., photocopier toner] used in compliance with all Laws).

10. Landlord will not be responsible for lost or stolen personal property, money or jewelry from tenant’s leased premises or
public or common areas regardless of whether such loss occurs when the area is locked against entry or not.

11. No vending or dispensing machines of any kind may be maintained in any leased premises without the prior written
permission of Landlord, other than those used for Tenant’s employees.

12. Tenant shall not conduct any activity on or about the Premises or Building which will draw pickets, demonstrators, or
the like.

13. All vehicles are to be currently licensed, in good operating condition, parked for business purposes having to do with
Tenant’s business operated in the Premises, parked within designated parking spaces, one vehicle to each space. Tenant may only
park vehicles in the Parking Area no larger than full-size passenger automobiles or pick-up trucks/sports utility vehicles, unless
Tenant shall have first obtained Landlord’s written consent thereto. No vehicle shall be parked as a “billboard” vehicle in the
Parking Area. Any vehicle parked improperly may be towed away. Tenant, Tenant’s agents, employees, vendors and customers who
do not operate or park their vehicles as required shall subject the vehicle to being towed at the expense of the owner or driver.
Landlord may place a “boot” on the vehicle to immobilize it and may levy a charge of $50.00 to remove the “boot.” Tenant shall
indemnify, hold and save harmless Landlord of any liability arising from the towing or booting of any vehicles belonging to a
Tenant Party. Landlord shall not be responsible for enforcing Tenant’s parking rights against any third parties.

14. No tenant may enter into phone rooms, electrical rooms, mechanical rooms, or other service areas of the Building unless
accompanied by Landlord or the Building manager.

15. Tenant shall not permit its employees, invitees or guests to smoke in the Premises or the lobbies, passages, corridors,
elevators, vending rooms, rest rooms, stairways or any other area shared in common with other tenants in the Building. Nor shall
the tenant permit its employees, invitees, or guests to loiter at the Building entrances for the purposes of smoking. Landlord may,
but shall not be required to, designate an area for smoking outside the Building.

16. Canvassing, soliciting or peddling in or about the Premises or the Property is prohibited and Tenant shall cooperate to
prevent same.



17. Tenant shall not advertise for temporary laborers giving the Premises or the Project as an address, nor pay such laborers
at a location in the Premises or the Project.

18. Tenant shall park trailers and other oversized vehicles only in areas designated by Landlord for the parking of trailers or
oversized vehicles.

19. Tenant shall not utilize the Premises or Project for outside storage except with the written consent of Landlord. The
prohibition against outside storage includes, but is not limited to, equipment, materials, vehicles, campers, trailers, boats, barrels,
pallets, and trash (other than in containers provided by commercial trash collectors which are picked up on a regularly scheduled
basis).

20. The Premises shall not be used for any use that is disreputable or may draw protests.

EXHIBIT J

RENEWAL OPTIONS

If Tenant has not committed an Event of Default at any time during the Term, and the Tenant originally named in this Lease
(i.e., Senti Biosciences, Inc.)(“Original Tenant”) is occupying the entire Premises at the time of such election, the Original Tenant
only may renew this Lease for two (2) additional periods of five (5) years each, by delivering irrevocable written notice of the
exercise thereof to Landlord not earlier than twelve (12) months nor later than nine (9) months before the expiration of the then-
current Term. The Base Rent payable for each month during such extended Term shall be the prevailing rental rate (the “Prevailing
Rental Rate”), at the commencement of such extended Term, for renewals of space in the Building or Complex, if applicable, of
equivalent quality, size, utility and location, with the length of the extended Term and the credit standing of Tenant to be taken into
account. Within thirty (30) days after receipt of Tenant’s notice to renew, Landlord shall deliver to Tenant written notice of the
Prevailing Rental Rate and shall advise Tenant of the required adjustment to Base Rent, if any, and the other terms and conditions
offered. Tenant shall, within ten (10) days after receipt of Landlord’s notice, notify Landlord in writing whether Tenant accepts or
rejects Landlord’s determination of the Prevailing Rental Rate. If Tenant timely notifies Landlord that Tenant accepts Landlord’s
determination of the Prevailing Rental Rate, then, on or before the commencement date of the extended Term, Landlord and Tenant
shall execute an amendment to this Lease extending the Term on the same terms provided in this Lease, except as follows:

(a) Base Rent shall be adjusted to the Prevailing Rental Rate;

(b) Tenant shall have no further renewal option (after the second renewal option) unless expressly granted by Landlord in
writing in Landlord’s sole discretion;

(c) Landlord shall lease to Tenant the Premises in their then-current condition, and Landlord shall not provide to Tenant any
allowances (e.g., moving allowance, construction allowance, and the like) or other tenant inducements; and

(d) If applicable, Tenant shall pay for the parking spaces which it is entitled to use at the rates from time to time charged to
patrons of the Parking Area and/or any other parking area associated with the Building during the extended Term (plus all
applicable taxes).

If Tenant fails to timely notify Landlord in writing that Tenant accepts or rejects Landlord’s determination of the Prevailing
Rental Rate, Tenant will be deemed to have rejected Landlord’s determination of the Prevailing Rental Rate.

If Tenant rejects (or is deemed to have rejected) Landlord’s determination of the Prevailing Rental Rate, Landlord and
Tenant shall work together in good faith to agree upon the Prevailing Rental Rate for the Premises during the applicable renewal
term. If Landlord and Tenant are unable to agree upon the Prevailing Rental Rate within thirty (30) days after the date on which
Tenant rejects (or is deemed to have rejected) Landlord’s determination of the Prevailing Rental Rate (the “Negotiation Period”),
the Prevailing Rental Rent will be determined in accordance with the arbitration procedures described below.



Tenant’s rights under this Exhibit shall terminate if (1) this Lease or Tenant’s right to possession of the Premises is
terminated, (2) Tenant assigns any of its interest in this Lease or sublets any portion of the Premises, other than as a result of a
Permitted Transfer, (3) Tenant fails to timely exercise its option under this Exhibit, time being of the essence with respect to
Tenant’s exercise thereof, or (4) Landlord determines, in its sole but reasonable discretion, that Tenant’s financial condition or
creditworthiness has materially deteriorated since the date of this Lease.

Time is of essence with respect to all dates and deadlines in this Exhibit.

Arbitration Procedure.

(i) Landlord and Tenant, within five (5) business days after the date of expiration of the Negotiation Period, shall
each simultaneously submit to the other, in a sealed envelope, its good faith estimate of the Prevailing Rental Rate for the Premises
during the applicable renewal term (collectively referred to as the “Estimates”). If the higher of such Estimates is not more than
105% of the lower of such Estimates, then the Prevailing Rental Rate shall be the average of the two Estimates. If the Prevailing
Rental Rate is not resolved by the exchange of Estimates, then, within fourteen (14) days after the exchange of Estimates, Landlord
and Tenant shall each select a real estate broker to determine which of the two Estimates most closely reflects the Prevailing Rental
Rate for the Premises during the applicable renewal term. Each such real estate broker so selected shall have had at least the
immediately preceding ten (10) years’ experience as a real estate broker leasing space similar in type, location, space and quality to
the Project in the Alameda area, with working knowledge of current rental rates and practices.

(ii) Upon selection, Landlord’s and Tenant’s brokers shall work together in good faith to agree upon which of the two
Estimates most closely reflects the Prevailing Rental Rate for the Premises. The Estimate chosen by the brokers shall be binding on
both Landlord and Tenant. If either Landlord or Tenant fails to appoint a broker within the fourteen (14) day period referred to
above, the broker appointed by the other party shall be the sole broker for the purposes hereof. If the two brokers cannot agree upon
which of the two Estimates most closely reflects the Prevailing Rental Rate within twenty (20) days after their appointment, then,
within fourteen (14) days after the expiration of such twenty (20) day period, the two brokers shall select a third broker meeting the
aforementioned criteria. Once the third broker (the “Arbitrator”) has been selected as provided for above, then, as soon thereafter
as practicable but in any case within fourteen (14) days, the Arbitrator shall select which of the two Estimates most closely reflects
the Prevailing Rental Rate and such determination (and the relevant Estimate) shall be binding on both Landlord and Tenant. The
parties shall share equally in the costs of the Arbitrator. Any fees of any appraiser, counsel or experts engaged directly by Landlord
or Tenant, however, shall be borne by the party retaining such appraiser, counsel or expert.

(iii) If the Prevailing Rental Rate has not been determined by the commencement date of the renewal term, Tenant
shall pay Base Rent upon the terms and conditions set forth in Landlord’s Prevailing Rental Rate until such time as the Prevailing
Rental Rate has been determined. Upon such determination, the Base Rent for the Premises shall be retroactively adjusted to the
commencement of the applicable renewal term. If such adjustment results in an underpayment of Base Rent by Tenant, Tenant shall
pay Landlord the amount of



such underpayment within thirty (30) days after the determination thereof. If such adjustment results in an overpayment of Base
Rent by Tenant, Landlord shall credit such overpayment against the next installment of Base Rent due under the Lease and, to the
extent necessary, any subsequent installments, until the entire amount of such overpayment has been credited against Base Rent.



EXHIBIT K

RIGHT OF FIRST REFUSAL

(a) Generally. Subject to the rights of Complex tenants existing as of the Lease Date (“Superior Rights), and only for so
long as an Affiliate (or Affiliates) of Invesco Advisers, Inc. own(s) both the Project and the building located at 1410 Harbor Bay
Parkway, Alameda, CA (the “1410 Building”), the Original Tenant only shall have an ongoing right of first refusal (the “Right of
First Refusal”) with respect to the entire 1410 Building, which Right of First Refusal shall be exercised, if at all, as follows: if and
when Landlord has a prospective tenant (“Prospect”) interested in leasing the entire 1410 Building, Landlord shall advise Tenant
(the “Advice”) of the terms under which Landlord is prepared to lease the entire 1410 Building to such Prospect (as documented by
Landlord’s written response to a request for proposal from, or Landlord’s submittal of a written proposal to, the Prospect) and
Tenant may lease the 1410 Building, under such terms, by providing Landlord with written notice of exercise (“Notice of
Exercise”) within ten (10) days after the date of the Advice, except that Tenant shall have no such Right of First Refusal and
Landlord need not provide Tenant with an Advice, if:

(i) An Event of Default exists under the Lease at the time Landlord would otherwise deliver the Advice; or

(ii) the Premises, or any portion thereof, is sublet (other than to an Affiliate of Tenant) at the time Landlord would
otherwise deliver the Advice; or

(iii) Tenant’s interest in the Lease has been assigned (other than to a Successor of Tenant) prior to the date Landlord
would otherwise deliver the Advice; or

(iv) Tenant is not occupying all of the Premises on the date Landlord would otherwise deliver the Advice; or
(v) the entire 1410 Building is not intended for the exclusive use of Tenant during the Term.

(b) Terms. The term for the 1410 Building shall commence upon the commencement date stated in the Advice and
thereupon the 1410 Building shall be considered a part of the Premises, provided that all of the terms stated in the Advice
(including, without limitation, the expiration date set forth in the Advice) shall govern Tenant’s leasing of the 1410 Building and
only to the extent that they do not conflict with the Advice, the terms and conditions of this Lease shall apply to the 1410 Building.
The 1410 Building (including improvements and personality, if any) shall be accepted by Tenant in its condition and as-built
configuration existing on the earlier of the date Tenant takes possession of the 1410 Building or the date the term for the 1410
Building commences, unless the Advice specifies work to be performed by Landlord in the 1410 Building, in which case Landlord
shall perform such work in the 1410 Building.

(c) Limitation on Right of First Refusal. Subject to the remainder of this paragraph, the rights of Tenant hereunder with
respect to the 1410 Building shall terminate on the earlier to




occur of (i) Tenant’s failure to exercise its Right of First Refusal within the ten (10) day period provided in paragraph (a) above, and
(ii) the date Landlord would have provided Tenant an Advice if Tenant had not been in violation of one or more of the conditions
set forth in paragraph (a) above. If, within one hundred eighty (180) days after Original Tenant has declined to exercise the Right of
First Refusal, Landlord has not leased the 1410 Building to the Prospect, then Tenant’s Right of First Refusal shall remain in effect
with respect to future Prospects, subject, nevertheless, to the terms and conditions of this Exhibit K. In addition, and
notwithstanding the foregoing, if, after Original Tenant has declined to exercise the Right of First Refusal, Landlord desires to lease
the 1410 Building to the Prospect on Economic Terms (defined below) which are more than fifteen percent (15%) more favorable to
the Prospect than the Economic Terms offered by Landlord to Original Tenant for such space in the applicable Advice, Landlord
must first make such an offer to Original Tenant by notice (the “Additional Advice”) setting forth the new Economic Terms, and
Original Tenant shall have ten (10) days following delivery of the Additional Advice to Original Tenant to lease the 1410 Building
on the terms set forth in the Additional Advice. If Original Tenant does not timely accept the terms of the Additional Advice to
lease the 1410 Building, Landlord shall be free to lease the 1410 Building at the Economic Terms set forth in the Additional Advice
(or any terms which are not more than fifteen percent (15%) more favorable than such terms). As used herein, “Economic Terms”
shall mean the net, aggregated cost to Original Tenant or another party, on a present value basis (using a discount rate of seven
percent (7%) per annum), of the following terms for the 1410 Building: the Base Rent rate, adjusted by the amount of any tenant
improvement allowance, abated rent or other lease concessions or inducements which have a reasonably ascertainable monetary
value.

(d) 1410 Building_ Amendment. If Tenant exercises its Right of First Refusal, Landlord shall prepare an amendment (the
“1410 Building Amendment”) adding the 1410 Building to the Premises on the terms set forth in the Advice and reflecting the
changes in the Base Rent, the RSF of the Premises, Tenant’s Proportionate Share and other appropriate terms. A copy of the 1410
Building Amendment shall be (i) sent to Tenant within a reasonable time after Landlord’s receipt of the Notice of Exercise, and (ii)
executed by Tenant and returned to Landlord within ten (10) days thereafter.

THIS SCIENTIFIC ADVISORY BOARD AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into as of May 14, 2021 (the “Effective Date”), by and
between SENTI BIOSCIENCES, INC., a Delaware corporation (the “Company”), and DR. JAMES COLLINS an individual with an email address at
jimjc@mit.edu (the “Advisor”). The Company and the Advisor may be referred herein individually as “Party” or collectively, as “Parties.”

RECITAL

As part of its ongoing program of research and development, the Company desires to retain distinguished scientists and other qualified individuals to
advise the Company with respect to its technology strategy and to assist it in the research, development and analysis of the Company’s technology. In
furtherance thereof, the Company desires to retain Advisor as a consultant and member of the Company’s Scientific Advisory Board, and the Company and
Advisor desire to enter into this Agreement.

AGREEMENT
In consideration of the mutual covenants set forth below, the Parties hereby agree as follows:
1. Scientific Advisory Board and Consulting Services.

Commencing on the Effective Date, the Company hereby retains Advisor, and Advisor hereby agrees to serve, as a member of the Company’s
Scientific Advisory Board (the “SAB”) and as a consultant to the Company. As consultant and member of the SAB, Advisor agrees to devote his best efforts
to provide the services as follows: (a) attending meetings of the Company’s SAB; and (b) performing the duties of an SAB member at such meetings, as
established from time to time by the mutual agreement of the Company and the SAB members, including without limitation meeting with Company
employees, consultants and other SAB members, reviewing goals of the Company and assisting in developing strategies for achieving such goals, and
providing advice, support, theories, techniques and improvements in the Company's scientific research and product development activities; and (c) providing
consulting services to the Company at its request, including a reasonable amount of informal consultation over the telephone or otherwise as requested by the
Company. The services to be provided by Advisor hereunder are referred to collectively herein as the “Services.” Advisor’s consultation with the Company
will involve the specialized field of synthetic biology and gene circuits (the “Field”) and requires the application of unique, special and extraordinary skills
and knowledge that Advisor possesses in the Field. Advisor will be free of control and direction from the Company and will have exclusive control over the
manner and means of performing the Services, including the choice of place and time. Advisor will provide, at Advisor’s own expense, a place of work and all
equipment, tools and other materials necessary to complete the Services.

2. Compensation.

As full and complete compensation for performing the Services, and subject to Advisor’s continued services pursuant to this Agreement, the
Company shall pay Advisor cash compensation in the amount as outlined in Exhibit A of this Agreement, annually; payable in equal quarterly installments
beginning on the Effective Date. The Company will also reimburse Advisor for reasonable out-of-pocket expenses incurred by Advisor in providing Services
at the Company’s request from time to time. In addition, the Company’s Board of Directors (the “Board”) has granted Advisor an initial option to purchase,
pursuant to the Company’s 2016 Stock Incentive Plan or any other equity incentive plan in effect at the time of grant (the “Plan”), shares (as outlined in
Exhibit A) of the Company’s common stock at an exercise price per share equal to the fair market value of the Company’s common stock on the date of grant
as determined by the Board. In addition, subject to approval by the Board or the compensation committee of the Board, and subject to Advisor’s continued
services pursuant to this Agreement, Advisor will be granted an annual option to purchase, pursuant to the Plan, shares (as outlined in Exhibit A) of the
Company’s common stock at an exercise price per share equal to the fair market value of the Company’s common stock on the date of grant as determined by
the Board or compensation committee of the Board. Such stock options shall vest over four (4) years, with 1/4 of the total number of shares subject to the
option vesting on the one-year anniversary of the Effective Date and, the remainder vesting in 36 equal monthly installments thereafter, subject to Advisor’s
continued service with the Company and subject to the terms and conditions of the Plan. Such stock options shall be subject to the Company’s standard form
of stock option agreement.




3. Independent Contractor.

The Parties understand and agree that Advisor is an independent contractor and not an employee, agent or representative of the Company. Advisor
has no authority to obligate the Company by contract or otherwise. Advisor will not be eligible for any employee benefits, nor will the Company make
deductions from Advisor’s fees for taxes (except as otherwise required by applicable law or regulation). Any taxes imposed on Advisor due to activities
performed hereunder will be the sole responsibility of Advisor. Advisor further represents and warrants that Advisor is self-employed in an independently
established trade, occupation, or business, maintains and operates a business that is separate and independent from the Company’s business, holds himself or
herself out to the public as independently competent and available to provide applicable services similar to the Services, and has obtained and/or expects to
obtain clients or customers other than the Company for whom Advisor performs services.

4. Institutional Agreement.

(a) The Company acknowledges that Advisor is a professor at Massachusetts Institute of Technology (the “Institute”) and is subject to
the Institute’s policies, including policies concerning consulting, conflicts of interest and intellectual property. Advisor represents and warrants that Advisor is
permitted to enter into this Agreement pursuant to Institute’s policies concerning professional consulting and additional workload. Advisor shall not (a)
disclose to the Company any information that Advisor is required to keep confidential pursuant to an existing confidentiality agreement with the Institute, (b)
make any use of any funds, space, personnel, facilities, equipment or other resources of the Institute in performing the Services, (c) take any other action that
would result in the Institute asserting ownership of, or other rights in, any Inventions, unless agreed in writing in advance by the Company, or (d) perform any
Services in any manner that conflicts with any policies of the Institute. During the term of this Agreement, Advisor will not accept work, enter into a contract,
or accept an obligation from any third party, inconsistent or incompatible with Advisor’s obligations, or the scope of Services rendered for the Company,
under this Agreement. Advisor warrants that there is no other contract or duty on its part inconsistent with this Agreement. Advisor agrees to indemnify the
Company from any and all loss or liability incurred by reason of the alleged breach by Advisor of any services agreement with any third party.

(b) Advisor agrees to provide to the Company copies of Institute’s policies or guidelines relating to Advisor’s obligations to the
Institute and consulting services, if any, promptly upon request by the Company. If Advisor is required by the Institute, pursuant to applicable guidelines or
policies, to make any disclosure or take any action that conflicts with the Services being provided by Advisor hereunder or that is contrary to the terms of this
Agreement, Advisor will promptly notify the Company of such obligation, specifying the nature of such disclosure or action and identifying the applicable
guideline or policy under which disclosure or action is required, prior to making such disclosure or taking such action.

5. Recognition of Company’s Rights; Nondisclosure.

Advisor recognizes that the Company is engaged in a continuous program of research and development respecting its present and future business
activities. Advisor agrees as follows:

(a) At all times during the term of Advisor’s association with the Company and thereafter, Advisor will hold in strictest confidence and
will not disclose, use, lecture upon or publish any of the Company’s Proprietary Information (defined below), except to the extent such disclosure, use or
publication may be required in direct connection with Advisor’s performing requested Services for the Company or is expressly authorized in writing by an
officer of the Company.

(b) The term “Proprietary Information” shall mean any and all trade secrets, confidential knowledge, know-how, data or other
proprietary information or materials of the Company. By way of illustration but not limitation, Proprietary Information includes: (i) inventions, ideas, samples,
media and/or cell lines and procedures and formulations for producing any such samples, media and/or cell lines, processes, formulas, data, know-how,
improvements, discoveries, developments, designs and techniques; (ii) information regarding plans for research, development, new products, marketing and
selling, business plans, budgets and unpublished financial statements, licenses, prices and costs, suppliers and customers; and (iii) information regarding the
skills and compensation of employees or other consultants of the Company.

(o) In addition, Advisor understands that the Company has received and, in the future, will receive from third parties confidential or
proprietary information (“Third Party Information”) subject to a duty on the Company’s part to maintain the confidentiality of such information and to use it
only for certain limited purposes. During the term of Advisor’s association and thereafter, Advisor will hold Third Party Information in the strictest confidence
and will not disclose or use Third Party Information, except in connection with Advisor’s performing requested Services for the Company, or as expressly
authorized in writing by an officer of the Company.



(d) Advisor shall comply at all times with state and Federal laws regarding the confidentiality of medical and financial records.
Advisor shall not release any medical or financial records to any third person, except as required by law or court order, or as approved by Company prior to
release, except as allowed by the Healthcare Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (“HIPAA™) regulations and rules regarding the privacy and
security of Protected Health Information (as defined in such regulations and rules) and for the transmission of Protected Health Information. Company and
Advisor agree, solely to the extent applicable to the terms of this Agreement, to fully comply with HIPAA and its regulations and rules regarding such
Protected Health Information.

(e) Notwithstanding the nondisclosure obligations set forth herein, pursuant to 18 U.S.C. Section 1833(b), Advisor shall not be held
criminally or civilly liable under any federal or state trade secret law for the disclosure of a trade secret that is made: (1) in confidence to a federal, state, or
local government official, either directly or indirectly, or to an attorney, and solely for the purpose of reporting or investigating a suspected violation of law; or
(2) in a complaint or other document filed in a lawsuit or other proceeding, if such filing is made under seal.

6. Intellectual Property Rights.

(a) Subject to Section 4, if applicable, Advisor agrees that any and all ideas, inventions, discoveries, improvements, know-how and
techniques that the Advisor conceives, reduces to practice or develops during the term of the Agreement, alone or in conjunction with others, during or as a
direct result of performing the Services for the Company under this Agreement (collectively, the “Inventions”) shall be the sole and exclusive property of the
Company. Advisor agrees that he/she will use best efforts to avoid using any facilities or resources of the Institute to perform the Services.

(b) Advisor hereby assigns and agrees to assign to the Company his/her entire right, title and interest in and to all Inventions. Advisor
hereby designates the Company as his/her agent for, and grants to the Company a power of attorney with full power of substitution, which power of attorney
shall be deemed coupled with an interest, solely for the purpose of effecting the foregoing assignments from the Advisor to the Company.

(0) Advisor further agrees to cooperate and provide reasonable assistance to the Company to obtain and from time to time enforce
United States and foreign patents, copyrights, and other rights and protections claiming, covering or relating to the Inventions in any and all countries.

(d) Advisor agrees to submit to the Company any proposed publication that contains any discussion relating to the Company,
Proprietary Information, Inventions or work performed by Advisor for the Company hereunder. Advisor further agrees that no such publication shall be made
without the prior written consent of the Company, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld. Any such consent shall be given within sixty (60) days.

7. Noncompetition and Nonsolicitation of Employees.

(a) During the term of this Agreement, Advisor will not, without the prior consent of the Company's Board of Directors, engage in any
commercial business activity that competes in any way with any business then being conducted or planned by the Company in the Field, except that Advisor
may continue the affiliations set forth in Exhibit B. In addition, but without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Advisor covenants and agrees during the
term of this Agreement not to enter into any consulting or advisory relationship in the Field with any third party commercial entity. The foregoing shall not
prevent Advisor from engaging in his/her work at the Institute or conducting any academic research, teaching or related non-commercial activity.

(b) During the term of this Agreement and for one (1) year thereafter, Advisor will not personally or through others recruit, solicit or
induce any employee of the Company to terminate his or her employment with the Company.

(o) If any restriction set forth in Sections 7(a) and 7(b) above is found by any court of competent jurisdiction to be unenforceable
because it extends for too long a period of time or over too great a range of activities or in too broad a geographic area, it shall be interpreted to extend only
over the maximum period of time, range of activities or geographic area as to which it may be enforceable.

8. No Conflicting Obligation.

(a) Advisor represents that Advisor’s performance of all of the terms of this Agreement and the performing of the Services for the
Company do not and will not breach or conflict with any agreement with a third party, including an agreement to keep in confidence any proprietary
information of another entity acquired by Advisor in confidence or in trust prior to the date of this Agreement. The Services performed hereunder will not be
conducted on time that is required to be devoted to any other third party.



(b) Advisor hereby agrees not to enter into any agreement that conflicts with this Agreement.
9. No Improper Use of Materials.

Advisor agrees not to disclose, nor to bring to the Company nor to use in the performance of Services for the Company any materials or documents of
a present or former employer of Advisor (including Institute, if applicable), or any materials or documents obtained by Advisor from a third party under an
obligation of confidentiality, unless such materials or documents are generally available to the public or Advisor has authorization from such present or former
employer or third party for the possession and unrestricted use of such materials. Advisor understands that Advisor is not to breach any obligation of
confidentiality that Advisor has to present or former employers or clients and agrees to fulfill all such obligations during the term of this Agreement.

10. Term and Termination.

This Agreement, and Advisor’s Services hereunder, shall commence on the Effective Date and shall continue for an initial term of three (3) years
after the Effective Date, unless earlier terminated as provided below. At the end of such initial term, the Agreement will automatically be extended for an
additional period or periods of one year each, unless the Advisor or the Company shall have given to the other written notice to the contrary at least thirty (30)
days prior to the commencement of such additional period.

(@) Advisor or the Company may terminate the Agreement at any time by giving no less than thirty (30) days prior written notice to the
other Party.

(b) The obligations set forth in Articles 5, 6, 7, 10 and 12 will survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement. Upon
termination of this Agreement, Advisor will promptly deliver to the Company all documents and other materials of any nature pertaining to the Services,
together with all documents and other items containing or pertaining to any Proprietary Information.

11. Assignment.

The rights and liabilities of the Parties hereto shall bind and inure to the benefit of their respective successors, heirs, executors and administrators, as
the case may be; provided that, as the Company has specifically contracted for Advisor’s Services, Advisor may not assign or delegate Advisor’s obligations
under this Agreement either in whole or in part without the prior written consent of the Company. The Company may assign its rights and obligations
hereunder to any person or entity who succeeds to all or substantially all of the Company’s business.

12. Legal and Equitable Remedies.

Because Advisor’s Services are personal and unique and because Advisor may have access to and become acquainted with the Proprietary
Information of the Company, the Company shall have the right to enforce this Agreement and any of its provisions by injunction, specific performance or
other equitable relief without prejudice to any other rights and remedies that the Company may have for a breach of this Agreement.

13. Governing Law; Severability.

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed according to the laws of the State of California, without regards to conflicts of laws rules. If any
provision of this Agreement is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be unenforceable, that provision shall be severed and the remainder of this
Agreement shall continue in full force and effect.

14. Complete Understanding; Modification.

This Agreement, and all other documents mentioned herein, constitute the final, exclusive and complete understanding and agreement of the Parties hereto and
supersedes all prior understandings and agreements. Any waiver, modification or amendment of any provision of this Agreement shall be effective only if in
writing and signed by the Parties hereto.

15. Notices.

Any notices required or permitted hereunder shall be given to the appropriate Party at the address listed on the first page of the Agreement, or such other
address as the Party shall specify in writing pursuant to this notice provision. Such notice shall be deemed given upon personal delivery to the appropriate
address or three days after the date of mailing if sent by certified or registered mail.

16. Counterparts.

This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts each of which will be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the
same instrument.
